Wellness Center 
How little exercise can you get away with? 
In the past few years, researchers have published several 
studies promising fast results from shorter workouts. A 
recent low is a four-minute routine that after ten weeks 
was shown to produce the same improvements in blood 
pressure, and blood sugar levels, as a 16 minute 
workout. But looking a little closer at the study, 
participants also completed a fifteen-minute cooldown 
walk, making the total workout 19 minutes. Intensity 
mattered, too. The exercisers did that four-minute burst 
at 90 percent of their maximum heart rate-the equivalent 
of rapidly climbing six to ten flights of stairs. If that kind 
of routine doesn’t appeal to you, you’re not going to stick 
with it-in which case you won’t see any benefit. The best 
plan is still to aim for at least 30 minutes daily; if you’re 
pressed for time, consider splitting your workout into 15-
minute sessions. Bottom line, find something you enjoy and 
just start moving!

As we celebrate this time of Epiphany, 
recall how God has been made manifest 
in your life. Where have you seen, heard, 
touched and testified to that divine mani-
festation? How will you continue to attune 
yourself to the multitude of ways in which 
God enters your life? How do the Magi 
challenge you to be truly “catholic” in 
your following of Jesus? Happy Epiphany 
to all.

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In the ancient world, an 
“epiphany” referred to the 
appearance of a god who became 
visible to human beings. It is in 
this sense that we celebrate the 
Feast of Epiphany. We celebrate 
our God becoming human, 
becoming visible, and interacting 
with us on our level. As the first 
letter of John states: “the Word of 
Life... was made visible” (1John 
1:2), and we have seen, heard, 
touched and testify to that Word. 
This is the marvelous reality that we 
celebrate today.   
 

In most of Europe, January 6th, 
exactly twelve days after 
Christmas, is a holy day of 
obligation, the time when gifts are 
shared, based on the story of the 
magi and their sharing of gifts with 
the holy family. The Epiphany 
season focuses on revealing Jesus 
to the world.   
 

Following the Christmas 
celebration, the liturgical year 
lays out a series of manifestation 
points in which Jesus is made 
publicly known. From the beginning, 
the Christian community highlighted 
three manifestations or 
appearances of divinity in our 
midst, namely the story of the magi, 
the baptism of Jesus and the 
wedding feast of Cana. All three 
were considered epiphanies.   
 

The Epiphany discloses Jesus to 
the world of the Gentiles, 
represented by the magi from the 
East. The accounts of Jesus' baptism 
lead Jesus to a greater awareness 
of himself, his identity and mission, 
along with exposing him to those to 
whom he was sent to minister. The 
miracle of turning water to wine at 
the wedding feast of Cana, unique 
to John's gospel, is, according to 
John, the first public sign that Jesus 
performs, thus manifesting his public 
identity and his ministry.   
 

Today in the Western church our 
lectionary readings focus on these 
epiphanies by celebrating them 
on successive Sundays: Epiphany 
Sunday (Jan 3), the Baptism of the 
Lord Sunday (Jan 10) and the 
wedding feast of Cana on the 
second Sunday in Ordinary time in 
lectionary year C (Jan 17).  This 
year, we are once again fortunate 
to have the opportunity to reflect 
on all three manifestations or 
epiphanies of Jesus. 
 

Matthew's Magi account 
concerning Gentiles from 
unknown lands acknowledging 
Jesus as king powerfully 
communicates an essential truth 
about Jesus and his followers. It 
affirms that any true follower of 
Jesus must be "catholic." This does 
not mean membership in the 
Catholic Church. Rather to be 
"catholic" is to be universal, with a 
welcoming open stance toward all.  
 

Jesus came for all people. By 
accepting Jesus, we too become 
people open to all, welcoming all, 
breaking down boundaries, and 
reconciling enemies. Like Jesus, we 
welcome all, the social outcast and 
the stranger, the immigrant and the 
powerful, the rich and the poor, to 
be part of our table. We make 
sure there is room at the table for 
all, treating all with human dignity, 
respect and love. 
 

In so doing, we become 
manifestations or epiphanies to 
others of the real presence of God 
among us. We become Christ for 
others and to others. Through our 
actions, others will come to 
recognize the active “catholic” 
presence of God. By committing 
ourselves to such a lifestyle, we can 
boldly sing the refrain from 
responsorial Psalm 72, “Lord, every 
nation on earth will adore you.”

Reflexión sobre la Fiesta de la Epifanía, Ciclo C 

En el mundo antiguo, una 
“epifanía” se refiere a la aparición 
de un dios, que se hizo visible a 
los seres humanos. Es en este 
sentido que celebra la fiesta de la 
Epifanía. Celebramos que nuestro 
Dios se hace humano, se hace visible, 
e interactúa con nosotros a nuestro 
nivel. Como dice la primer carta de 
Juan: “La palabra de Vida…se hizo 
visible” (1 Juan 1:2), y la hemos 
visto, oído, tocado y damos 
testimonio a esa Palabra. Esta es la 
maravillosa realidad que 
celebramos hoy.    
 

En la mayor parte de Europa, el 6 
de Enero, exactamente 12 días 
después de Navidad, es un día de 
precepto, es un día donde se 
comparten regalos, basado en la 
historia de los magos y de su 
intercambio de regalos con la 
sagrada familia. La temporada de 
la Epifanía se enfoca en revelar a 
Jesús al mundo.  
 

Tras la celebración de la Navidad, 
el año litúrgico establece una serie 
de puntos de manifestación en los 
que Jesús se da a conocer 
públicamente. Desde el principio, la 
comunidad Cristiana destaco tres 
manifestaciones o apariciones de la 
divinidad entre nosotros; la historia 
de los Tres Reyes Magos, el bautismo 
de Jesús y la fiesta de la boda de 
Cana. Las tres ocasiones fueron 
consideradas epifanías.  
 

La Epifanía revela a Jesús al 
mundo de los gentiles, 
representados por los Magos del 
Oriente. Las historias del bautismo 
de Jesús lo dirigen a un mayor 
conocimiento de sí mismo, de su 
identidad y misión, y a la vez 
exponerlo a aquellos a los que él 
fue enviado para ministrar. El 
milagro de convertir el agua en vino 
en las bodas de Cana, exclusivo en 
el Evangelio de Juan, es según a 
Juan, la primera señal publica que 
realiza Jesús, manifestando así su 

identidad publica y si ministerio.     
 

Hoy en la iglesia occidental, 
nuestras lecturas del leccionario se 
centran en estas epifanías 
celebrándolas en domingos sucesivos: 
domingo de Epifanía (3 de Enero), El 
Bautismo del Señor (10 de Enero), y 
la fiesta de las bodas de Cana en el 
segundo domingo del Tiempo 
Ordinario en el Ciclo C (17 de 
Enero). Este año, estamos otra vez 
afortunados de reflexionar sobre las 
tres manifestaciones o epifanías de 
Jesús.  
 

La historia de los Tres Reyes Magos 
contada por Mateo en relación a los 
gentiles de tierras desconocidas, 
reconoce a Jesús como rey, y 
poderosamente comunican una 
verdad esencial acerca de Jesús y 
sus seguidores. Afirma que cualquier 
seguidor verdadero de Jesús debe 
ser “católico”. Esto no significa ser 
miembro de la Iglesia Católica. En 
vez, “ser católico” significa ser 
universal, con una postura abierta y 
acogedora hacia todos los demás.  
 

Jesús vino por todas las personas. 
Al aceptar a Jesús, también nosotros 
nos convertimos en personas abiertas 
a todos, dándole la bienvenida a 
todos, rompiendo las fronteras, y 
reconciliándonos con los enemigos. 
Igual a Jesús, le damos la bienvenida 
a todos, a los marginados por la 
sociedad y a los extranjeros, a los 
inmigrantes y a los poderosos, a 
los ricos y a los pobres, le damos 
la bienvenida a todos a ser parte 
de nuestra mesa. Nos aseguramos 
que hay lugar en la mesa para 
todos, tratando a todos los 
humanos con dignidad, respeto y 
amor.  
 

Al hacer esto, nos convertimos 
en manifestaciones o epifanías 
para otros de la presencia de 
Dios entre nosotros. Nos 
convertimos en Cristo para los 
demás. A través de nuestras 

acciones, los demás reconocerán la 
presencia activa de la presencia 
“católica” de Dios. Al 
comprometernos a ese estilo de vida, 
podemos cantar con valentía el 
estribillo del Salmo responsorial 72: 
“Que te adoren, Señor, todos los 
pueblos.” Con la carta a los Efesios 
proclamamos que, “los paganos son 
coherederos de la misma herencia, 
miembros del mismo cuerpo y 
participes de la misma promesa en 
Jesucristo por medio del evangelio.” 
 

Al celebrar este tiempo de la 
Epifanía, tengan en mente como Dios 
se ha manifestado en sus vidas. 
¿Dónde ha usted visto, oído, tocado 
y testificado a esa manifestación 
divina? ¿Cómo va usted a seguir en 
sintonización con las muchas maneras 
en las cuales Dios entra en su vida? 
¿Cómo los desafían los Tres Reyes 
Magos a ser verdaderamente 
“católico” en su seguimiento de Dios?
