“Now a man there named Zacchaeus, who was a 
chief tax collector and also a wealthy man, was 

seeking to see who Jesus was; but he could not see 
him because of the crowd, for he was short in stature.  

So he ran ahead and climbed a sycamore tree in 
order to see Jesus, who was about to pass that way.  

When he reached the place, Jesus looked up and 
said, ‘Zacchaeus, come down quickly, for today I must 
stay at your house.’  And he came down quickly and 

received him with joy.” 
Luke 19: 2-6 

It is interesting to note that Zacchaeus climbs a tree to 
see Jesus better. That sounds like something a child 
might do, and that fulfills in a small way an instruction 
Jesus gives to each of us, “Amen, I say to you, unless 
you turn and become like children, you will not enter 
the kingdom of heaven.” Jesus follows that remark by 
immediately reminding us that we must become 
humble like children.  That is a cue for us to recall the 
importance of humility when it comes to being a good 
steward, but thanks to the lesson of Zacchaeus we 
learn even more about how to seek stewardship. Like 
the tax collector we need to make an effort to seek 
Jesus; like him we must be humble; we must 
welcome Jesus into our homes and into our hearts; 
and finally we need to receive him joyfully. — See

As we near the end of our liturgical year, our readings begin to focus on the end times, the 
time of final judgment and reckoning concerning how we have acted towards others. Our 
second reading from 2 Thessalonians speaks from the perspective of that final judgment, 
petitioning God to make us “worthy of his calling and powerfully bring to fulfillment every 
good purpose and every effort of faith....” 

The Zacchaeus gospel story comes at the end of the Lucan Jesus’ journey to Jerusalem. 
Luke fills this part of Jesus’ journey with stories and events that show God’s care and 
concern for those whom others despise and condemn. The Lucan passages for these past 
few Sundays have stressed that concern. The Zacchaeus account is unique to Luke, 
dramatically highlighting Luke’s gospel message. 

This memorable story presents a delightful character named Zacchaeus, whose physical size – he is short – 
symbolizes the exclusion he suffers on the social and religious level. He is a chief tax collector who would have 
been hated, despised and ostracized by others. He desires to see Jesus. Since he is short, he runs ahead of the 
crowd and climbs a sycamore tree. This would have subjected him to ridicule but he pays no attention to it. As 
Jesus passes by, he calls out to the man in the tree and invites himself to stay at Zacchaeus’ house. 

Zacchaeus’ quick response to this invitation is one of great joy and excitement. But the crowd is not pleased at all. 
The nameless “they” grumble because Jesus has broken established boundaries: “he has gone to stay at the 
house of a sinner.” The “they” would have considered themselves to be the righteous ones, deserving of salvation. 
They were convinced that God does not abide sinners. But Jesus enlightens them on the true intent of God’s will: 
to seek and save the lost, the sinners, the outcasts. 

The first reading and the psalm both emphasize God’s universal mercy towards all. The first reading from the book 
of Wisdom reasons that since God is good, all that God created is good and worthy of care, concern and respect. 
Even when human beings sin or give offense, God the lover of all, spares all, rebuking them “little by little...so that 
they may abandon their wickedness....” Pope Francis’ Year of Mercy challenges us to model ourselves on God 
who always treats us with mercy and compassion. 

Psalm 145 proclaims that our God is good to all, rich in kindness (hesed or faithful covenant love), slow to anger, 
gracious to all, compassionate and merciful. The Hebrew words for compassionate and merciful have their roots in 
the Hebrew word for womb. God is as compassionate and merciful towards all of creation the way a mother is 
compassionate and merciful towards the child of her womb. This is the gist of the first reading from Wisdom. 
Because of this, we joyously join in the refrain of Psalm 145 “I will praise your name forever, my king and my God.” 

What is our response to those we tend to reject and condemn? If we call ourselves followers of Jesus, then how 
are we challenged in our dealings with such people? What is our response to the Zacchaeus moments in our lives? 
The immigrants, the strangers and the outcasts in our midst today provide ideal Zacchaeus moments for all who 
claim to be disciples of Christ. During this most important election, let us ask God for the courage, the wisdom and 
the strength to model ourselves on Jesus as we too seek out and establish relationships with the lost, the 
despised, the condemned, and the outcasts. 

But, can we be as inclusive as Jesus? Can we break down boundaries and be welcoming of those who are 
despised and rejected by others? Dare we be part of such an inclusive community? That is the challenge to the 
nameless “they” that Luke 
inserts into the story. That is 
also the challenge that we, 
the hearers of today, are 
asked to entertain. As we 
decide on whom to vote for in 
this election, dare we take up 
this challenge to be a rich 
inclusive community that 
models itself on Jesus, God 
with us?

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Ya que nos acercamos al final de nuestro año litúrgico, 
las lecturas comienzan a centrarse en los últimos 
tiempos, el tiempo del juicio final y ajuste de cuentas 
con respecto a cómo hemos actuado hacia los demás. 
Nuestra segunda lectura de 2 Tesalonicenses habla 
desde la perspectiva de ese juicio final, pidiendo a Dios 
que nos "haga dignos de la vocación a la que nos ha 
llamado y con su poder, lleve a efecto tanto los buenos 
propósitos que hemos formado, como lo que ya hemos 
emprendido por la fe..." 
La historia del evangelio sobre Zaqueo llega al final del 
viaje de Jesús a Jerusalén según Lucas. Lucas llena 
esta parte del viaje de Jesús con historias y eventos 
que muestran el cuidado y la preocupación de Dios por 
los que otros desprecian y condenan. Los pasajes de 
Lucas de estos últimos domingos han hecho hincapié 
en esta preocupación. La cuenta de Zaqueo es 
exclusivo de Lucas, destacando de manera 
espectacular el mensaje del Evangelio de Lucas. 
Esta historia memorable presenta un carácter 
encantador llamado Zaqueo, cuyo tamaño físico - que 
es bajito - simboliza la exclusión que sufre en los 
rangos sociales y religiosos. Es el jefe de los publicanos 
que habría sido odiado, despreciado y condenado al 
ostracismo por otros. Desea ver a Jesús. Como está 
bajito, corre por delante de la multitud y se sube a un 
árbol. Esto le habría sometido al ridículo, pero a eso no 
presta atención. Cuando Jesús lo pasa, lo llama al 
hombre en el árbol y se invita a hospedarse en la casa 
de Zaqueo. 
La respuesta rápida de Zaqueo a esta invitación es uno 
de gran alegría y emoción. Pero la multitud no se 
complace en absoluto. Los sin nombre "todos" se 
quejan porque Jesús ha roto los límites establecidos: 
"Ha entrado a hospedarse en casa de un pecador". Los 
"todos" se han considerado a sí mismos como los 
justos, merecedores de la salvación. Estaban 
convencidos de que Dios no se pliegue a los 
pecadores. Pero Jesús les ilumina sobre la verdadera 
intención de la voluntad de Dios: para buscar y salvar a 
los perdidos, los pecadores, los marginados. 
La primera lectura y el salmo hacen hincapié en la 
misericordia universal de Dios hacia todos. La primera 
lectura, tomada del libro de Sabiduría razona que ya 
que Dios es bueno, por lo tanto, todo lo que Dios creó 
es bueno y digno de atención, preocupación y respeto. 
Incluso cuando los seres humanos pecan u ofenden, 
Dios, el que ama a todos, perdona a todos, 
reprendiéndolos "poco a poco ... para que se 
arrepientan de sus maldades..." El Año de la 
Misericordia del Papa Francisco nos desafía a modelar 
a nosotros mismos en el Dios que siempre nos trata con 
misericordia y compasión. 

El salmo 145 proclama que nuestro Dios es bueno con 
todos, rico en amor (hesed o amor fiel de pacto), lento 
para la ira, amable para todos, compasivo y 
misericordioso. Las palabras hebreas para compasivo y 
misericordioso tienen sus raíces en la palabra hebrea 
para el vientre. Dios es tan misericordioso y compasivo 
hacia toda la creación como una madre es compasiva y 
misericordiosa con el hijo de su vientre. Esta es la 
esencia de la primera lectura de Sabiduría. Debido a 
esto, nos unimos con alegría en el estribillo del Salmo 
145 "Bendeciré tu nombre por siempre jamás, Dios mío, 
mi rey." 
¿Cuál es nuestra respuesta a los a quien tendemos a 
rechazar y condenar? Si nos llamamos seguidores de 
Jesús, entonces, ¿cómo estamos desafiado en nuestro 
trato con estas personas? ¿Cuál es nuestra respuesta a 
los momentos Zaqueo en nuestras vidas? Los 
inmigrantes, los extranjeros y los echados en medio de 
nosotros hoy en día proporcionan momentos “Zaqueos” 
ideales para todos los que dicen ser discípulos de 
Cristo. Durante esta importante elección, pidamos a 
Dios por el coraje, la sabiduría y la fuerza para modelar 
nosotros en Jesús como también nosotros buscamos y 
establecemos relaciones con los perdidos, los 
despreciados, los condenados, y los parias. 
Pero, ¿podemos ser tan inclusivo como Jesús? 
¿Podemos romper las fronteras y acoger a los que son 
despreciados y rechazados por los demás? ¿Nos 
atrevemos a ser parte de una comunidad tan inclusiva? 
Ese es el reto para los sin nombre "todos" que Lucas se 
inserta en la historia. Ese es también el desafío que se 
nos pide a nosotros, la audiencia de hoy, a contemplar. 
Mientras nos decidimos para quién votar en esta 
elección, ¿nos atrevemos a asumir este desafío de ser 
una rica comunidad inclusiva que se modela en Jesús, 
Dios con nosotros?
