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‘ Reflection on the Readings

This year November 1, the Feast of All Saints, falls on a Sunday. The feast overtakes
the readings for the Thirty-first Sunday in Ordinary Time by proclaiming scripture
readings unique to the feast. All the readings focus on our status as “children of
God” (second reading from John’s first letter) called into loving and eternal
45:" & relationship with God and with all those who belong to God.

- Responsorial Psalm 24 invites us all to sing “Lord, this is the people that longs to see

| your face.” Together we express our longing to be with God face to face as we
strive to live Jesus’ life style and values. The gospel reading from Matthew
specifies those values in terms of the Beatitudes, a life lived in total trust,
dependence and reliance on God, no matter what life may bring.

The first reading from the book of Revelation envisions the joy and ultimate
§ victory of those whose lives manifested fidelity and trust in God. They are the
| victorious ones, dressed in white robes and carrying palm branches, clear indicators of
4 those victorious in their struggle against forces alien to God. The readings help us
realize the meaning and significance of the Feast of All Saints and of the whole
month of November dedicated to the commemoration of all the faithful departed.

November 2, the Feast of All Souls Day, dovetails with November 1, the Feast of All Saints. We commemorate all
the faithful departed, who have died with hope and trust in a loving God. The saints, our models of Christian living,
are one with God in heaven. All the faithful departed are those who have died with hope and trust in a
loving God who calls us to greater growth and development, even beyond death.

These November feasts vividly remind us of the rich reality known as the Communion of Saints. This belief
stresses the strong affirmation that the people of God are always one in Christ. Death does not sever any of the
bonds that unite us in Christ. That is why it is a fitting practice to pray for the dead and to ask them to pray for us.

Because of our strong bond in faith we believe that those who have died continue to be connected with
us, concerned about us as we are about them. This leads us in faith to believe that they too can intercede
with God for us, just as we intercede for them. As we pray for each other when we are alive, so too we continue
that bond and concern for each other even beyond death.

In Mexico and in other parts of Latin America, November 1 and 2 are celebrated as “Dias de los Muertos.”
On these days, relatives and friends gather to remember, pray for and celebrate those who have died. Visiting
cemeteries and sharing food, beverages, stories, pictures and other connections with the dead are standard ways
of celebrating. Some build private altars in their homes decorating them with pictures of deceased family members
along with their favorite food, toy or drink.

Those who have died are not separated from us simply because they are no longer physically present.
They are still with us and we are still connected with them. These celebrations provide time and space both
religiously and socially to connect with, show care and concern for, as well

La muerte no rompe ninguno de los lazos
que nos unen en Cristo. Por eso es una practica
apropiada rezar por los muertos y pedirles que recen
por nosotros.

Debido a nuestro fuerte vinculo de fe, creemos que
los que han muerto continuan conectados con
nosotros, preocupados por nosotros como
nosotros por ellos. Esto nos lleva con fe a creer que
ellos también pueden interceder ante Dios por nosotros,

asi como nosotros intercedemos por ellos. Asi como
oramos los unos por los otros cuando estamos vivos,
también continuamos ese vinculo y preocupacion por
los demas incluso mas alla de la muerte.

En México y en otras partes de América Latina, el 1
y 2 de noviembre se celebran como "Dias de los
Muertos". En estos dias, familiares y amigos se
reunen para recordar, orar y celebrar a los que han
muerto. Visitar cementerios y compartir comida, bebida,
historias, fotografias y otras conexiones con los muertos
son formas estandar de celebrar. Algunos construyen
altares privados en sus casas y los decoran con
fotografias de familiares muertos junto con su comida,
juguete o bebida favorita.

Los que han muerto no estan separados de
nosotros simplemente porque ya no estan
fisicamente presentes. Todavia estan con nosotros
y todavia estamos conectados con ellos. Estas
celebraciones brindan tiempo y espacio, tanto religiosa
como socialmente, para conectarse, mostrar cuidado y
preocupacién, asi como para pedir a los que han
muerto que oren por nosotros mientras continuamos
orando por ellos.

Este mes, tomese un momento para reflexionar
sobre su relacion con aquellos que nos han
precedido "marcados con el signo de la fe".
Recuerde su amor, cuidado y compasién mientras
estuvieron con nosotros. Comparta una historia,
recuerde un momento especial compartido,
contemple una foto favorita mientras les cuenta su
carino y amor. Dese cuenta de que contintdan
manifestando ese mismo amor, cuidado y compasion
por nosotros ahora, como lo hicieron cuando estaban
fisicamente presentes con nosotros. Unase a la
celebracion de su ahora gozosa vida unida a
nuestro Dios Amoroso por toda la eternidad.

In our Gospel passage from Matthew, Jesus reveals
His Beatitudes. In them, our Lord lays out the
characteristics that mark His disciples, His saints-in-
the-making. As we examine, tweak, and update our
commitments to the stewardship way of life, we must
always keep these Beatitudes in mind as a measure of
our progress towards saintliness. The “blessed” that
our Lord speaks of are not the different types of good
people who get to go to Heaven. Rather, the “blessed”
are the characteristics of the disciples of Christ. These
characteristics — poor in spirit, mourners, meek,
hungering and thirsting for righteousness, merciful,
clean of heart, peacemakers, persecuted for the sake
of righteousness, and insulted — can only be obtained
with an abundance of grace. But we are children of
God, so we have access to the infinite treasury of
God’s grace. Armed with that grace and the
stewardship way of life, we can have firm hope that
one day we will join our big brothers and sisters (the
saints) in the never-ending joys and celebration of
Heaven.

The CARES Act Expands Tax Deductions for
Charitable Giving.

New above-the-line charitable contribution

Among the many provisions contained in the $2 trillion
aid package signed into law on March 27, 2020, is the
expansion of certain tax deductions for 2020, including a
new "above-the-line" deduction of up to $300 for
individuals making cash donations to charity who do not
itemize and will take the standard deduction on their
2020 tax returns.

“You can offset up to 100% of your income in 2020 with
charitable contributions.”

Percentage limitations for cash gifts are suspended
For those who will itemize, the incentive to give is even
greater. The Act removes the 60% of adjusted gross
income (AGI) limitation for most cash gifts to public
charities for 2020. That means you can offset up to
