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“ Reflection on the Readings \

The readings for the last three Sundays of the liturgical year take on a decidedly end
time mind set. Along with the readings for the beginning Sundays of Advent, the start of
the new liturgical year, the focus is on endings and new beginnings with all the anxiety,
trepidation and letting go which such times of change and growth produce. November,
the month of recollecting those who have gone before us in death, marked with the sign
of faith, is an ideal time to explore the meaning of these transitional stages in our faith
journey. Several lessons related to our faith journey are imparted to us in today’s
readings.

The first reading from 2 Maccabees recounts portions of the narrative of seven brothers
along with their mother who are willing to die rather than compromise their beliefs. They
are certain that God will vindicate them, raising them up to eternal life. Belief in the
afterlife is late in coming to the Jewish people, such that at the time of Jesus, there is still much disagreement over
it, as the gospel passage clearly indicates. But belief in a faithful just God who would right all wrongs led to the
conviction that God would reward the good and punish the wicked, if not in this life, then certainly in the next. This
strong conviction is vividly and dramatically exemplified by this faithful and courageous Jewish family.

Responsorial Psalm 17 affirms that if we live in justice, we shall behold the face of God, no matter what the earthly
consequences of that justice life style. The verses implore God to attend to the psalmist’s “suit,” who has been
faithful in the midst of various challenges to the contrary. A life lived in justice and right relationship towards all will
be rewarded with deep, eternal intimacy in God’s presence, eternally beholding God’s face and continually
deepening our relationship. Our second reading from 2 Thessalonians clearly proclaims that our God is faithful,
continually strengthening us and guarding us no matter what difficulties we encounter in our life’s faith journey.

The gospel for this Sunday concerns itself with the perennial human question, namely, what will happen to us
when we die. The question is posed by the Sadducees who did not believe in the resurrection of the body at the
end of time, something held by the Pharisees and by Jesus himself. It is a trick question, attempting to trap Jesus.
Jesus refuses to fall into their trap, asserting that God knows what is best for us and we are to trust in God’s ways.
The clear affirmation asserted by Jesus is that our God is a God of the living and not of the dead.

From the beginning, God has entered into loving relationship with us. That relationship is experienced as personal,
deep and faithful. Nothing, not even death, can separate us from that loving relationship. Those united in loving
relationship to God do not die to God, but rather live to God. This is the “dies natalis” tradition that we hold dear as
Christians: that our day of death in this world is our day of birth into God. We are never separated from that deep
and loving relationship that God has invited us into and continues to nourish and deepen in our lives.

Today, many things challenge us as a people and as a nation. As we go out to vote this November, let us
challenge ourselves to choose leaders and to be people who model God, leaders and people devoted to justice
and right relationships no

Reflexion Sobre las Lecturas

Las lecturas de los tres
ultimos domingos del afio
litargico adquieren

decididamente una
mentalidad del fin del tiempo.
Junto con las lecturas para
los primeros domingos del
Adviento, el comienzo del
nuevo afio litdrgico, Ila
atencion se centra en los
finales 'y los nuevos
comienzos con toda Ia
ansiedad, la agitacion y el dejar ir que dichos tiempos
de cambio y crecimiento producen. Noviembre, el mes
de recordar a los que nos han precedido en la muerte,
marcados con el signo de la fe, es un momento ideal
para explorar el significado de estas etapas de
transicion en nuestro camino de fe. Varias lecciones
relacionadas con nuestro camino de fe se imparten a
nosotros en las lecturas de hoy.

La primera lectura de 2 Macabeos relata partes de la
narrativa de los siete hermanos junto con su madre que
estan dispuestos a morir antes que comprometer sus
creencias. Estan seguros de que Dios les hara justicia,
elevandolos hasta la vida eterna. La creencia en el mas
alla es tarde en llegar al pueblo judio, de tal manera que
en el tiempo de Jesus, todavia habia mucho
desacuerdo sobre ella, como el pasaje del Evangelio
indica claramente. Pero la creencia en un Dios justo y
fiel, quien corregira todos los males resulté en la
conviccion de que Dios iba a premiar a los buenos y
castigar a los malos, si no en esta vida, ciertamente, en
la siguiente. Esta fuerte conviccion esta claramente y de
manera espectacular ejemplificado por esta fiel y
valiente familia judia.

El Salmo Responsorial 17 afirma que si vivimos en la
justicia, veremos el rostro de Dios, sin importar las
consecuencias mortales de ese estilo de vida de
justicia. Los versos imploran a Dios para atender a la
"apelacion" del salmista quien ha sido fiel en medio de
varios desafios al contrario. Una vida vivida en la
justicia y la relacion correcta hacia todos sera
recompensada con la intimidad profunda y eterna en la
presencia de Dios, contemplando el rostro de Dios
eternamente y profundizando continuamente nuestra
relacion. La segunda lectura de 2 Tesalonicenses
proclama claramente que nuestro Dios es fiel, nos
fortalece y nos guarda continuamente sin importar las
dificultades que encontramos en el camino de fe de
nuestra vida.

El Evangelio de este domingo se ocupa de la pregunta
humana perenne, es decir, lo que va a pasar a nosotros
cuando morimos. La pregunta se hace por los saduceos
que no creian en la resurreccion del cuerpo al final del
tiempo, algo creido por los fariseos y por el mismo
Jesus. Es una pregunta con trampa, tratando de atrapar
a Jesus. JesUs se niega a caer en su trampa, afirmando
que Dios sabe lo que es mejor para nosotros y hemos
de confiar en las maneras de Dios. La afirmacion clara
aseverada por Jesus es que nuestro Dios es un Dios de
los vivos y no de los muertos.

Desde el principio, Dios ha entrado en una relacién
amorosa con nosotros. Esa relacion se experimenta
como personal, profunda y fiel. Nada, ni siquiera la
muerte, puede separarnos de esa relacion amorosa.
Los que estan unidos en relacién amorosa con Dios no
mueren a Dios, sino mas bien viven para Dios. Este es
la tradicion "dies natalis" que apreciamos como
cristianos: que el dia de nuestra muerte en este mundo
es el dia de nuestro nacimiento en Dios. Nunca
estamos separados de esa relacion profunda y amorosa
a que Dios nos ha invitado a entrar y continta a nutrir y
profundizar en nuestras vidas.

Hoy en dia, muchas cosas nos desafian como pueblo y
como una nacion. A medida que salimos a votar este
noviembre, desafiémonos a nosotros mismos a elegir
lideres y a ser personas que modelan Dios, lideres y
personas dedicadas a la justicia y las relaciones
correctas, no importa cuan dificil o extravagante. Si
hacemos esto, entonces nada puede separarnos de
Dios o el uno del otro. ;;Cémo va a estar a la altura de
tal reto cuando sale a votar y ya que empezamos a
llevar nuestro afio liturgico a su fin?
