The book of Isaiah is the most often quoted prophetic
book in the New Testament. We use many passages
from lIsaiah in our lectionary, especially during the
seasons of Advent-Christmas and Lent-Easter. The
New Testament writers were familiar with Isaiah and
used it often as a backdrop to understanding Jesus’
identity, mission and ministry. These four two-hour
sessions will present a basic introduction to the Book of
Isaiah, with a special focus on Chapters 40-55, what is
commonly referred to as the writings of Second Isaiah.
Come, bring a bible and a friend and let us together
explore this most important prophetic book, and its
impact on Jesus and the New Testament. Such
awareness will deepen our knowledge of God's word as
well as enhance our full, conscious and active
participation in the Sunday liturgy. These sessions
would greatly benefit all liturgical ministers, especially
lectors and cantors. All Christian denominations and

faith traditions are most welcome.

Fasting Before Receiving Communion

The Code of Canon Law states, “A person who is to
receive the Most Holy Eucharist is to abstain for at least
one hour before holy communion from any food and
drink, except for only water and medicine... The elderly,
the infirm, and those who care for them can receive the
Most Holy Eucharist even if they have eaten something
within the preceding hour.” Therefore, those receiving
holy communion should fast one hour prior to receiving
communion, not one hour before Mass begins. As the
saying goes, “breakfast is the most important meal of the
day,” so be assured that you can eat breakfast before
coming to Mass in the morning.

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Reflection on the Readings

As we approach the feast of
Pentecost and bring closure to
the Easter season, our
‘| readings focus on the new way
| that the earthly Jesus will be

ironic that in the Easter season
we select gospel readings
from John concerning Jesus’
farewell discourse to his
followers at the last supper.

Jesus’ followers of all that Jesus had told them.

Leaving and departure is difficult for all parties
concerned. Jesus assures his followers that his peace
will be gifted to them through the presence of the Spirit.
He reminds them that love involves keeping “my word.”
To keep Jesus’ word is to trust that whatever Jesus said
and did is a reliable guide for life and relationship.

This does not mean that worries, concerns and conflicts
will not arise. Think of the major conflict that faced the
early followers of Jesus in today’s first reading from
Acts. They faced a very difficult decision concerning how
to invite and welcome non-Jewish persons as followers
of a Jewish Jesus. Such a major step must have
challenged them to the very core of their identity, beliefs
and traditions as Jews. Yet they trusted that Jesus’
wisdom and guidance was still operative among them in
the presence and power of the Spirit.

After much deliberation and consultation they
proclaimed that “lIt is the

decision of the Holy Spirit and

of us...” This bold

proclamation was only

possible because they Sunday, May 1
believed and trusted that

Jesus did not leave them
orphan, and that the Spirit was
present as they deliberated
according to Jesus’ values
and modeling.

The New Jerusalem that was introduced in last week’s
reading is pictured without a temple and without sun or
moon. This would have been shocking language to any
Jew since the temple was the very heart of the city, the
focus and center of its ritual and religious practice. But,
with Jesus, we have a new focus to the city of
Jerusalem. The Lord God and the Lamb, the risen Lord,
are its temple, and the glory of God and the Lamb are its
light and lamp. The image clearly stresses that God
dwells with us, guiding and sustaining us with glory and
power.

Such indwelling of God with us through the presence of
the Spirit assures us of continued guidance, wisdom and
power. With the psalmist we call upon all the nations to
realize and acknowledge God’s presence with all people
as we join together to joyously sing the refrain of
Responsorial Psalm 67, “O God, let all the nations
praise you!”

We too, who often struggle in our commitment to “keep”
Jesus’ word and carry on his vision and mission, should
trust and believe that Jesus is always with us, our true
light and lamp. In returning to the Father, Jesus has
gifted us with the discerning power of the Spirit who will
help and guide us in our decision making. The Advocate
is what makes Jesus present to us in new and different
situations, always helping us put into practice what
Jesus would have done and said if Jesus were still
physically present with us.

As we prepare for the coming of the Spirit at Pentecost,
reflect on how the Spirit is operative in your daily life,
guiding your path and enlightening your way.

| que en la temporada de Pascua
|| seleccionamos las lecturas del
Evangelio segin San Juan con
respecto al discurso de despedida de Jesus a sus
seguidores en la ultima cena. Aqui, Jesus habla con
mayor claridad acerca de su paso de esta vida a la
siguiente, y en consecuencia la manera diferente en
que estara presente con nosotros. Esa presencia se
concreta en el don del Espiritu, el Defensor que Dios
enviara a ensefar y recordar a los seguidores de Jesus
de todo lo que Jesus les habia dicho.

La partida y la salida es dificil para todas las partes
interesadas. JesUs asegura a sus seguidores que su
paz sera dotado a ellos a través de la presencia del
Espiritu.

Con el salmista
llamamos a todas las naciones a darse cuenta y
reconocer la presencia de Dios con todas las personas
al unirnos a cantar con alegria el estribillo del Salmo
Responsorial 67: "Oh Dios, que te alaben los pueblos,
que todos los pueblos te alaben."

Nosotros también, que muchas veces tenemos
dificultades en nuestro compromiso de "mantener" la
palabra de JesUs y continuar su vision y mision,
debemos confiar y creer que Jesus esta siempre con
nosotros, nuestra verdadera luz y lampara.
