Weight Gain and Menopause

Unfortunately, during the menopausal transition, a slower
metabolism and decreased estrogen correlate with unwanted
weight gain, especially around the middle. There’s no way to
isolate fat reduction in one specific area, so overall weight
loss should be the goal. Dr. Lynn Pattimakiel, MD from the
Cleveland Clinic Center for Specialized Women’'s Health
encourages her patients to add flaxseed to their diet to help
control appetite by providing a feeling of fullness. She also
recommends green tea, which contains antioxidants that may
help boost metabolism, and ginseng and vitamin B complex,
which may also increase energy.

Just like any transition, midlife can brings challenges. What's
important, is that we just keep learning and know ultimately
that we can embody resilience and can thrive, no matter what
life brings our way.

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Reflection on the Readings

"Lord, send out your Spirit and renew the face of the
earth." Psalm 104, the responsorial psalm for Pentecost
resounds with this rich refrain. What focus does this
psalm present as we try to gain wisdom from the other
Pentecost readings?

What is the Lord's spirit and how does it bring about the
renewal of the earth? Ruah, the Hebrew word for spirit,
can mean wind, breath, soul, spirit. Psalm 104 depicts
God as the giver and sustainer of life, the one who
continually creates and re-creates. It is God's breath or
ruah which creates, sustains and re-creates life. Without
that breath we perish. So we praise God for continually
creating and re-creating us. What are the concrete
manifestations of this re-creation? The other readings
provide strong clues as to what re-creation entails.

The first reading, unique to Luke's Acts of the Apostles,
is the narrative of Pentecost. The backdrop to the
descent of the Spirit is the Jewish feast of Weeks, or
Pentecost, occurring exactly fifty days after Passover.
The narrative specifies two aspects of re-creation.

One is the attitude of receptiveness needed if we are to
be open to the presence of the Spirit. This requires the
support and encouragement of a community that is
attuned to the direction of the spirit. Once such an
attunement is cultivated, then the Spirit can do its work.
The powerful result is a two-fold miracle, corresponding
to the two things that most humans find challenging:
speak and listen meaningfully.

Speaking in a language that all can understand is a
miracle in itself for most of us. But listening and
understanding something we find difficult or strange is
an even greater miracle. In other words, the Spirit
reverses the confusion and tyranny of the Tower of
Babel syndrome (Gen 11), gifting us with wisdom, along
with understanding hearts and minds, so that God’s
presence, mission and reign
become living realities. This
gifting is intended for all,
achieving a  universalism
consistent with God's intention
and purpose from the
beginning of creation.

The second reading from
Paul's first letter to the
Corinthians proclaims that the
presence of the  Spirit
manifests diversity in thought,
gifts, feelings and presence.
Our oneness in the Spirit is
made manifest through the

many diverse gifts given to build up the entire body of
Christ. Diversity is not destructive of unity but rather is
the essential component of unity. Jesuit Pierre Teilhard
de Chardin perfectly expressed this reality by stating
that "unity is achieved by honoring the differences."

The gospel reading from John takes the dynamics of re-
creation to even greater depths. As Jesus interacts with
his followers on resurrection day, he greets them with
peace, the first and sure sign of the presence of the
Spirit, a gift of the resurrected Jesus. Following this
greeting, Jesus commissions them to go out and spread
that special gift to all. By breathing on them the Spirit,
Jesus re-creates them for relationship and mission, just
as God did at the very moment of our creation. Integral
to the mission of relationship in the Spirit is our ability to
forgive and reconcile. Only by being willing to forgive
and reconcile, will we ever be able to achieve that peace
that the Spirit gives.

The responsorial psalm focuses the wisdom from the
other readings by dialoguing with them about the
essentials involved in being renewed and re-created by
God in and through the Spirit. God is the giver of all life,
continually renewing and re-creating us. When we
choose to speak and listen with open hearts, when
diversity is seen as a rich blessing, when forgiveness is
graciously practiced and peace is a way of Ilfe then we
can be certain that the Spirit is [ g

present, renewing and re-|

creating us for abundant life.

How will you live and act so that
all can experience God’s life-
giving Spirit, present and active
among us?

Reflexion Sobre las Lecturas

"Envia tu Espiritu, Sefior, y repuebla la faz de la tierra." Salmo 104, el salmo responsorial de Pentecostés resuena
con esta rica estribillo. ¢ Cual foco presenta este salmo ya que tratamos de obtener sabiduria de las otras lecturas
de Pentecostés?

¢ Qué es el espiritu del Sefor y como lleva a cabo la repoblacion de la tierra? Ruah, la palabra hebrea para
espiritu, puede significar viento, aliento, alma, espiritu. El salmo 104 describe a Dios como el dador y sustentador
de la vida, el que continuamente crea y re-crea. Es el aliento o ruah de Dios que crea, sostiene y re-crea la vida.
Sin ese aliento, perecemos. Asi que damos gracias a Dios por crear y re-crearnos continuamente. jCuales son
las manifestaciones concretas de esta re-creacion? Las otras lecturas proporcionan fuertes pistas sobre lo que
implica la re-creacion.

La primera lectura, Unica a los Hechos de los Apodstoles de Lucas, es el relato del Pentecostés. El fondo del
descenso del Espiritu es la fiesta judia de las Semanas o Pentecostés, ocurriendo exactamente cincuenta dias
después de la Pascua Judia. La narrativa especifica dos aspectos de la re-creacion.

Uno de ellos es la actitud de receptividad necesaria si vamos a estar abiertos a la presencia del Espiritu. Esto
requiere el apoyo y el aliento de una comunidad que esta en sintonia con la direccion del espiritu. Una vez que se
cultiva esa sintonia, el Espiritu puede hacer sus obras. El resultado es un milagro poderoso doble, que
corresponde a las dos cosas que la mayoria de los seres humanos encuentran desafiantes: hablar y escuchar de
manera significativa.

Al hablar en un lenguaje que todos puedan entender es un milagro en si mismo para la mayoria de nosotros. Sin
embargo, escuchar y entender algo que encontramos dificil o extrafio es un milagro ain mayor. En otras palabras,
el Espiritu revierte la confusion y la tirania del sindrome de la Torre de Babel (Gen 11), dandonos la sabiduria,
junto con corazones y mentes comprensivos, para que la presencia, misién y reino de Dios se hagan realidades
vivas. Este regalar se dirige a todos, logrando un universalismo consistente con la intencion y el propésito de Dios
desde el principio de la creacion.

La segunda lectura de la primera carta de Pablo a los Corintios proclama que la presencia del Espiritu se
manifiesta la diversidad del pensamiento, regalos, sentimientos y presencia. Nuestra unidad en el Espiritu se
manifiesta a través de los muchos y diversos regalos dados a construir el cuerpo completo de Cristo. La
diversidad no es destructivo de la unidad, sino mas bien es el componente esencial de la unidad. Jesuita Pierre
Teilhard de Chardin expres6 perfectamente esta realidad al afirmar que "la unidad se logra mediante el
cumplimiento de las diferencias".

La lectura del Evangelio de Juan toma la dinamica de recreacion a profundidades aun mayores. Como Jesus
interactua con sus seguidores en el dia de la resurreccion, les saluda con la paz, el primero y el seguro signo de la
presencia del Espiritu, un regalo del Jesus resucitado. Después de este saludo, Jesus les comisiona a salir y
difundir ese regalo especial a todos. Al respirar en ellos el Espiritu, Jesus les vuelve a crear para la relaciéon y la
mision, asi como Dios en el momento de nuestra creacion. Integrante de la mision de la relacién en el Espiritu es
nuestra capacidad de perdonar y reconciliar. Solo al estar dispuestos a perdonar y reconciliar, vamos a ser
capaces de lograr esta paz que da el Espiritu.

El salmo responsorial se centra la sabiduria de las otras lecturas, dialogando con ellos sobre los elementos
esenciales implicados en ser renovado y re-creado por Dios mediante el Espiritu. Dios es el dador de toda la vida,
renovando y re-creandonos continuamente. Cuando elegimos hablar y escuchar con el corazon

abierto, cuando la diversidad es vista e

como una gran bendicién, cuando e LeCtu ras %%f%
perdon se practica gentilmente y la

paz es una forma de vida, entonces
podemos estar seguros de que el
Espiritu esta presente, renovandonos
y re-creandonos para la vida
abundante.
