Get a Little Sun, Improve Your Strength? 
You’ve probably heard about the many benefits of vitamin D-it 
may help stave off depression, diabetes, heart disease, even 
some types of cancer. Now a study of roughly 400 healthy 
adults has found that the nutrient, which is produced during 
sun exposure, may improve physical strength, possibly by 
preventing muscle fibers from atrophying. Researchers 
discovered that high D levels are associated with greater arm 
and leg strength-a promising finding given that we lose up to 
8 percent of our muscle mass per decade between ages 30-
70.

“Jesus said to his disciples: ‘I have much more to tell 
you, but you cannot bear it now. But when he comes, 
the Spirit of truth, he will guide you to all truth. He will 

not speak on his own, but he will speak what he hears, 
and will declare to you the things that are coming. He 
will glorify me, because he will take from what is mine 
and declare it to you. Everything that the Father has is 
mine; for this reason I told you that he will take from 

what is mine and declare it to you.’" 
John 16: 12-15 

Jesus told us that if we love Him, God (the Trinity) will 
come and dwell within us. More than once St. Paul 
reminds us that we are “temples of the living God.” God 
is within each and every one of us. Do we realize that? 
Do we live out that truth? Today’s feast confronts us to 
examine ourselves and our lives. As good stewards we 
need to live with the certainty that the Blessed Trinity is 
present in us. Then we need to reflect that presence.  
Pope Francis, in his homily on the Feast of the Holy 
Trinity in 2013, said, “In today’s feast we praise God for 
His glory is immense. We praise Him and thank Him for 
He is love, and He calls us to embrace Him and those 
around us with that love.” — See more at

With the feast of Pentecost the fifty days of the Easter 
Season come to a close and the Season of Ordinary 
Time continues till the first Sunday of Advent. Holy 
Trinity Sunday is part of Ordinary Time and helps focus 
attention on the fullness of revelation that has occurred 
through the Easter mysteries. The fullness of our God, 
Father, Son and Spirit, has been made known to us 
through Jesus. The rest of the liturgical year is devoted 
to deepening our relationship and love commitment with 
our God. 

The Trinity brings us in touch with mystery. Mystery is 
often understood as something we will never be able to 
explain so why bother? Just believe it and go on with 
life. But mystery can also be looked upon as something 
that is "infinitely explainable." What exactly would that 
mean? This way of speaking takes seriously the fact that 
we are living, thinking people who want our values and 
beliefs to mean something. If so, then we must say 
something, however inadequate, about things that we 
will never be able to totally comprehend. Mysteries 
should never stop us from attempting to make sense of 
those realities and how they impact our lives. 

Do our readings help us get a handle on the mystery 
that we celebrate this Sunday? Yes and no. That is 
always the reality when talking about mysteries. The 
doctrine of the Trinity is more implicit than explicit in the 
Scriptures. While references to Father, Son and Spirit 
are there, it took centuries for the Christian community 
to articulate the meaning, understanding and belief that 
we attribute to the Trinity today, namely three persons in 
one God. We continually affirm the oneness of God 
expressed in the three-ness of persons. But what does 
this all mean? 

We can get lost in the intricacies of what the word 
“person” means in the Trinitarian formula. What is 
important rests in the reality that our God is a communal 
God. This means that God’s very essence and being is 
not solitary, but one whose 
love so overflows that it 
empties itself into another, 
namely the Son. The Son’s 
return of that love to the 
Father so overflows in mutual 
love that it empties itself into a 
third, namely, the Spirit. 

Our God is a God who revels 
in diversity yet is still one. Our 
God is one yet we experience 
God in a trinity of 
relationships. God has created 
us in God’s very image and 
therefore we too are people 

who though diverse and different, are called into unity, 
oneness and community. With the psalmist, we too can 
loudly proclaim: “O Lord, our God, how wonderful your 
name in all the earth!” 

The first reading from the book of Proverbs speaks of 
wisdom, personified as a woman, being an intimate 
companion with God from the beginning. Wisdom 
Woman is God’s delight, and all of God’s creative 
activity is suffused with wisdom, who finds “delight in the 
human race.” John’s gospel understands Jesus to be 
the wisdom of God who became one of us so as to 
intimately manifest God’s love and care, God’s delight, 
in all humanity. That wisdom and delight continues to be 
with us in and through God’s Spirit, most fully expressed 
and known as the Spirit of Jesus. With the psalmist, we 
again loudly proclaim: “O Lord, our God, how wonderful 
your name in all the earth!” 

Paul’s letter to Romans reminds us that through God’s 
Spirit, given to us in Christ, the “love of God has been 
poured out into our hearts.” We know of God’s intimate 
love for us by being one with Jesus, through his Spirit, 
and living the life style that Jesus modeled for us. 
Finally, John’s gospel speaks of the Spirit as the “Spirit 
of truth” who will continue Jesus’ work among us by 
continually reminding us of everything that Jesus made 
manifest to us of his Father. It is as if our one God, 
experienced in a trinity of persons, is continually 
involved in an eternal dance of communal love and 
intimacy which always spills itself out into the entire 
universe. How wonderful indeed is God’s name in all the 
earth! 

Reflect on how your life mirrors our communal God who 
calls us into deep intimacy, and missions us to be one 
with all of God’s creation.

Con la fiesta de Pentecostés los 
cincuenta días del tiempo de 
Pascua vienen a su fin y el tiempo 
ordinario continúa hasta el primer 
Domingo de Adviento. El Domingo 
de la Santísima Trinidad es parte del 
tiempo ordinario y ayuda a centrar la 
atención en la plenitud de la 
revelación que se ha producido a 
través de los misterios de la Pascua. 
La plenitud de nuestro Dios, Padre, 
Hijo y Espíritu, se nos ha hecho 
conocido por medio de Jesús. El 
resto del año litúrgico se dedica a 
profundizar nuestra relación y 
compromiso de amor con nuestro 
Dios. 

La Trinidad nos pone en contacto 
con el misterio. Muchas veces 
“misterio” se entiende como algo 
que nunca seremos capaces de 
explicar, así que, ¿por qué 
molestarse? Sólo créalo y siga con 
su vida. Pero el misterio también se 
puede ver como algo que es 
"infinitamente explicable." ¿Qué 
exactamente significaría eso? Esta 
manera de hablar se toma en serio 
el hecho de que somos personas 
vivas, pensativas que quieren que 
nuestros valores y creencias 
significan algo. Si es así, entonces 
debemos decir algo, sin embargo 
insuficiente, sobre las cosas que 
nunca seremos capaces de 
comprender totalmente. Misterios 
nunca deben pararnos de tratar de 
dar sentido a esas realidades y 
cómo afectan nuestras vidas. 

¿Nuestras lecturas nos ayudan a 
entender el misterio que celebramos 
este Domingo? Si y no. Eso siempre 
es la realidad cuando se habla de 
misterios. La doctrina de la Trinidad 
es más implícito que explícito en las 
Escrituras. Si bien las referencias al 
Padre, Hijo y Espíritu están ahí, 
demoró siglos la comunidad 
Cristiana para articular el 
significado, la comprensión y la 
creencia de que atribuimos a la 
Trinidad de hoy, es decir, tres 

personas en un Dios. Afirmamos 
continuamente la unidad de Dios 
expresada en la trinidad de las 
personas. Pero, ¿qué significa todo 
esto? 

Podemos perdernos en las 
complejidades de lo que la palabra 
"persona" significa en la fórmula 
trinitaria. Lo que es importante se 
basa en la realidad de que nuestro 
Dios es un Dios comunal. Esto 
significa que la esencia y el ser de 
Dios no es solitaria, pero cuyo amor 
se desborda por lo que desemboca 
en otro, es decir, el Hijo. El regreso 
del Hijo de ese amor al Padre se 
desborda en el amor mutuo que 
desemboca en un tercero, es decir, 
el Espíritu. 

Nuestro Dios es un Dios que se 
deleita en la diversidad sin embargo, 
sigue siendo uno. Nuestro Dios es 
uno sin embargo, experimentamos a 
Dios en una trinidad de las 
relaciones. Dios nos ha creado a su 
misma imagen y por lo tanto 
también somos personas que a 
pesar de ser diversas y diferentes, 
somos llamados a la unidad y la 
comunidad. Con el salmista, 
también nosotros podemos 
proclamar en voz alta: "Señor, Dios 
nuestro, ¡qué admirable es tu 
nombre en toda la tierra!" 

La primera lectura del libro de 
Proverbios habla de la sabiduría, 
personificada como una mujer, 
siendo una compañera íntima con 
Dios desde el principio. La 
Sabiduría es la delicia de Dios, 
y toda la actividad creadora de 
Dios está impregnada de la 
sabiduría, cuyos "delicias eran 
estar con los hijos de los 
hombres.” El Evangelio de 
Juan entiende a Jesús como la 
sabiduría de Dios que se hizo 
uno de nosotros de manera 
que íntimamente manifiesta el 
amor y la atención de Dios, la 
delicia de Dios, en toda la 
humanidad. Esta sabiduría y 

delicia siguen siendo con nosotros 
en y a través del Espíritu de Dios, 
más plenamente expresado y 
conocido como el Espíritu de Jesús. 
Con el salmista, proclamamos en 
voz alta de nuevo: "Señor, Dios 
nuestro, ¡qué admirable es tu 
nombre en toda la tierra!" 

La carta de Pablo a los Romanos 
nos recuerda que a través del 
Espíritu de Dios, que se nos da en 
Cristo, "Dios ha infundido su amor 
en nuestros corazones.” 
Conocemos el amor íntimo de Dios 
por nosotros al ser uno con Jesús, a 
través de su Espíritu, y al vivir el 
estilo de vida que Jesús modeló 
para nosotros. En fin, el Evangelio 
de Juan habla del Espíritu como el 
"Espíritu de verdad", que continuará 
el trabajo de Jesús entre nosotros al 
recordarnos continuamente de todo 
lo que Jesús nos manifestó de su 
Padre. Es como si nuestro único 
Dios, experimentado en una trinidad 
de personas, participa 
continuamente en una danza eterna 
de amor e intimidad comunal que 
siempre se desemboca en todo el 
universo. ¡Que admirable es el 
nombre de Dios en toda la tierra!
