Diabetes and Sleep Apnea 
Sleep apnea, a disorder that causes breathing to be briefly 
obstructed during the night, may impair how your body 
metabolizes glucose, leaving too much in your bloodstream 
and not enough in your cells. In one study, subjects with mild 
to moderate forms of sleep apnea were 23 percent more likely 
to develop diabetes. But here’s the good news: Treating the 
condition with a small device called a CPAP (which pumps air 
through a mask you can wear over your nose to keep your 
airways open) may improve how the body absorbs glucose. 
One in eight American adults is affected by diabetes, but with 
the right plan of attack and good choices, it’s highly 
preventable.

“When the time for Pentecost was fulfilled, they were all 
in one place together.  And suddenly there came from 
the sky a noise like a strong driving wind, and it filled 

the entire house in which they were.  Then there 
appeared to them tongues as of fire, which parted and 
came to rest on each one of them.  And they were all 

filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak in different 
tongues, as the Spirit enabled them to proclaim.” 

Acts 2: 1-4 
We, too, have received the power of the Holy Spirit 
through Baptism, Confirmation, the Eucharist, and other 
sacraments. It is this Holy Spirit that allows us to be the 
Lord’s Disciples actively working in today’s Church and 
today’s society. Nevertheless, we must accept and 
recognize that fact.  In a homily given on Pentecost 
Sunday 20 years ago Pope St. John Paul II said, “In the 
Acts of the Apostles, St. Luke describes the 
extraordinary manifestation of the Holy Spirit. This 
divine gift is light and power, light to proclaim the 
Gospel truth and power to infuse each of us with the 
courage of witnessing to the faith.” Living out this call is 
the essence of stewardship.

In all of 
Canada 
and in 
most 
dioceses in 
the United 
States, the 
feast of the 
Ascension 
has been 
transferred 
from 

Ascension Thursday to the following 
Sunday, effectively replacing the 
seventh Sunday of Easter. The feast 
is important enough that the church 
wants more people to participate in it 
than is possible when celebrated on 
a weekday. 
 
The readings for the feast are the 
same each year with the exception 
of the gospel which comes from the 
gospel of that particular lectionary 
year. Year C is focused on the 
gospel according to Luke, who is 
also the author of the Acts of the 
Apostles. Since the first reading is 
always Luke’s account of the 
Ascension from Acts, this year is 
unique in that we proclaim Luke’s 
gospel account of the Ascension as 
well, which differs in purpose and 
time frame from his account in Acts. 
The second reading offers options 
but is usually taken from the letter to 
the Ephesians while Responsorial 
Psalm 47, an enthronement 
psalm, is proclaimed every 
Ascension, celebrating the 
feast with "a blare of trumpets" 
because "God mounts his 
throne amidst shouts of joy." 
 
On this feast of the Ascension, 
the refrain from responsorial 
Psalm 47 proclaims that: “God 
mounts his throne to shouts of 
joy: a blare of trumpets for the 
Lord.” We celebrate the 
exaltation of Jesus to the 
Father’s right hand, the place 
of power, honor, and respect. 

Jesus is raised to the Father, so that 
he could continue to share intimately 
in the life of God, as well as be able 
to send us his very Spirit to guide, 
encourage and strengthen us for 
mission and ministry. 
 
The first reading from Acts calls us 
to rejoice in the exaltation of Jesus 
because it is the precondition for the 
sending of the Spirit. The Spirit of 
Jesus is the motivating force 
propelling us into the world, to 
witness to the mighty deeds that 
God has done and continues to do. 
Just like the early followers of Jesus, 
we are commissioned, through our 
baptism, to be witnesses of Jesus in 
our homes, neighborhoods, cities 
and world. It is the Spirit’s work that 
we are about. 
 
The second reading from Ephesians 
prays that the God of Jesus will 
continually grant us the “spirit of 
wisdom and revelation resulting in 
knowledge of him.” This knowledge 
is a source of enlightenment for us, 
giving us hope, and enabling us to 
share in the very life of God. Our 
God raised up Jesus and exalted 
him, seating him at the right hand 
and placing all things under Jesus’ 
power. We, God’s people, filled with 
Jesus’ Spirit, are now his body on 
earth, as we strive to witness and 
mission in Jesus’ name. 

Luke uses the Ascension as the 
linchpin or hinge holding up his 
gospel and the Acts narrative, giving 
both accounts unity and continuity. 
The gospel Ascension account, 
occurring late on Easter Sunday, 
brings closure to the ministry of 
Jesus while the Acts’ Ascension 
account, occurring forty days after 
Easter, marks the beginning of 
events that propel Jesus’ followers to 
continue his mission and work to the 
ends of the earth. 
 
Luke’s gospel account closes with 
the Ascension to emphasize that 
Jesus’ presence with his followers 
will be different than before. They 
are to wait for empowerment from 
God, and then continue Jesus’ 
mission. The disciples are filled with 
joy and praise of God as they 
anticipate being “clothed with power 
from on high.” Next Sunday, we 
celebrate Pentecost, that “clothing” 
from on high through the presence of 
the Spirit among us. 
 
As we celebrate the feast of the 
Ascension, reflect on how you 
experience Jesus’ presence in your 
life. What does that presence call 
you to in terms of service to God’s 
people?

En todo Canadá y en la mayoría de 
las diócesis de los Estados Unidos, 
la fiesta de la Ascensión se ha 
transferido del Jueves de la 
Ascensión al Domingo siguiente, 
reemplazando de manera efectiva el 
séptimo Domingo de Pascua. La 
fiesta es lo suficientemente 
importante que la iglesia quiere que 
más personas participen en lo que 
es posible cuando se celebra en un 
día entre semana. 
 
Las lecturas de la fiesta son los 
mismos cada año, con la excepción 
del Evangelio que viene del 
Evangelio de ese año leccionario 
particular. El Año C se centra en el 
Evangelio según San Lucas, que es 
también el autor de los Hechos de 
los Apóstoles. Como la primera 
lectura es siempre el recuento de 
Lucas sobre la ascensión en los 
Hechos, este año es único porque 
proclamamos el recuento de Lucas 
sobre la ascensión en el Evangelio 
tambien, así, que se diferencia en el 
propósito y el calendario de su 
recuento en los Hechos. La segunda 
lectura ofrece opciones, pero por lo 
general está tomada de la carta a 
los Efesios, mientras el Salmo 
responsorial 47, un salmo de 
entronización, se proclama cada 
Ascensión, celebrando la fiesta con 
"son de trompetas", porque "Dios 
asciende entre aclamaciones." 
 
En esta fiesta de la Ascensión, el 
estribillo del Salmo responsorial 47 
proclama que: "Dios asciende entre 
aclamaciones; el Señor, al son de 
trompetas." Celebramos la 
exaltación de Jesús a la mano 
derecha del Padre, el lugar de 
poder, honor y respeto. Jesús se 
asciende al Padre, para que pudiera 
seguir compartiendo íntimamente en 
la vida de Dios, así como ser capaz 
de enviar su propio Espíritu para 
guiar, animar y fortalecernos para la 
misión y el ministerio. 
 

La primera lectura de los Hechos 
nos llama a alegrarnos en la 
exaltación de Jesús, ya que es la 
condición previa para el envío del 
Espíritu. El Espíritu de Jesús es la 
fuerza motivadora que nos impulsa 
al mundo, para dar testimonio de los 
hechos poderosos que Dios ha 
hecho y continúa haciéndolo. Al 
igual que los primeros seguidores 
de Jesús, tenemos el encargo, a 
través de nuestro bautismo, para ser 
testigos de Jesús en nuestros 
hogares, barrios, ciudades y en el 
mundo. La obra del Espíritu es 
nuestra misión. 
 
La segunda lectura de Efesios ora 
para que el Dios de Jesús 
continuamente nos concederá el 
"espíritu de sabiduría y de reflexión 
para conocerlo.” Este conocimiento 
es una fuente de iluminación para 
nosotros, que nos da esperanza y 
nos permite compartir la misma vida 
de Dios. Nuestro Dios levantó a 
Jesús y lo exaltó, asentándolo a su 
derecha y colocando todas las 
cosas bajo el poder de Jesús. 
Nosotros, el pueblo de Dios, llenos 
del Espíritu de Jesús, ahora somos 
Su cuerpo en la tierra, mientras nos 
esforzamos para ser testigos y 
misionar en el nombre de Jesús. 
 
Lucas usa la Ascensión como el eje 
o bisagra sosteniendo su narrativa 
del Evangelio y de los Hechos, 
dando ambas cuentas unidad 
y continuidad. La cuenta de la 
Ascensión del evangelio, que 
ocurre a última hora del 
Domingo de Pascua, trae el 
cierre para el ministerio de 
Jesús, mientras que la cuenta 
de los Hechos, que ocurre 
cuarenta días después de 
Pascua, marca el inicio de los 
eventos que impulsan a los 
seguidores de Jesús para 
continuar su misión y trabajo 
hasta los extremos de la tierra. 
 

 
El relato del evangelio se cierra con 
la Ascensión para enfatizar que la 
presencia de Jesús con sus 
seguidores será diferente que antes. 
Deben esperar al apoderamiento de 
Dios, y luego continuar la misión de 
Jesús. Los discípulos se llenaron de 
alegría y alabanza de Dios, ya que 
anticipan "recibir el poder de lo alto." 
El próximo Domingo, celebramos 
Pentecostés, ese “poder" de lo alto 
a través de la presencia del Espíritu 
entre nosotros. 
 
Al celebrar la fiesta de la Ascensión, 
reflexione sobre cómo experimenta 
la presencia de Jesús en su vida.
