“But a Samaritan traveler who came upon him was
moved with compassion at the sight. He approached
the victim, poured oil and wine over his wounds and

Then he lifted him up on his own

animal, took him to an inn, and cared for him. The next

day he took out two silver coins and gave them to the
innkeeper with the instruction, “Take care of him. If you

spend more than what | have given you, | shall repay

you on my way back.” Which of these three, in your

opinion, was neighbor to the robbers' victim?’ He
answered, ‘The one who treated him with mercy.’
Jesus said to him, ‘Go and do likewise.”
Luke 10: 33-37

A simplified answer to the question “Who is my
neighbor?” might be “Your neighbor is anyone you see
or know who is in need.” It is much more than the
person who lives in your neighborhood, or someone
you may know at church or at the office. Equally telling
is the response the questioner gave to Jesus when the
Lord asked, after sharing the parable, “Which was the
neighbor to the robber’s victim?” to which the lawyer
responded, “The one who treated him with mercy.” Is it
any wonder that Pope Francis has declared this a Year
of Mercy? What he expects of us is what Jesus expects
from us. The Holy Father says, “Let us become agents
of Christ's mercy, channels through which God can
water the earth, protect all creation, and make justice
and peace flourish.” That is a call to stewardship.

The
refrain for this Sunday helps us focus on God’s saving
actions in our lives, especially in time of need. Psalm 69
strongly encourages each of us to “Turn to the Lord in
your need and you will live.” The psalm affirms the
reality that the Lord has, does and will continually
respond whenever we call, especially in time of need.
Through the psalm we are challenged to love others by
modeling ourselves on our loving and faithful God who
has first loved us.

Such covenant love and fidelity on God’s part clues us
in to the answer to the lawyer’s question in our gospel
reading from Luke. If love of God and love of neighbor
as oneself sums up the whole law, then who exactly is
my neighbor? Because as humans we live within a
variety of established boundaries, this was and
continues to be a hotly debated question. Is my
neighbor the person next door? Or the person | know
and like? Is my neighbor one from my country, race,
religion, town? Could my neighbor be my enemy, the
person | do not like, the foreigner, the person | would
prefer to avoid, step over, not think about or not
acknowledge as my concern? Who is my neighbor?

The answer becomes clear as one pays attention to the
psalm and to the gospel reading. God responds with
care and concern to all who call in time of need. God
does not discriminate or set boundaries. God’s love is
not limited or exclusive. We have all been in situations
of need. We all know what it feels like to be helped,
cared for and attended to in our time of need. What is of
upmost importance is not who helped but the fact that
someone took the time to respond. In time of crisis or
need, boundaries or divisions are to be set aside, and
our common humanity should and must take over.

It is this reality that informs
the lawyer with an insight that
seems foreign to him. After
the story of the Samaritan
who stopped to help, the
answer to the question of who
is my neighbor becomes
rather clear. The answer
could only be the one who
stopped to help. The only
criterion for neighbor is not
who the person is, but rather
the reality that a person is in
need.

This is the law written in our hearts and placed on our
tongues, as the first reading from Deuteronomy states. It
is not a law that places boundaries and restrictions on
the identity of the neighbor. Rather Jesus offers an
interpretation of that law that is attuned to the needs of
the other, no matter who. This primary law of God was
revealed from the very beginning. Yet often, our human
desire to set limits and to establish boundaries causes
us to forget God’s boundless and unlimited love of us as
the model for our love of others.

The second reading from the letter to the Colossians
clearly affirms that “Christ Jesus, the image of the
invisible God” came to remind, show, manifest and
model for us God’s limitless love. Jesus’ life style
manifests a perennial concern for breaking boundaries,
for challenging the system, for bringing about
reconciliation and peace where division, separation and
hatred exist. By being willing to give of himself
completely for others, Jesus incarnates God’s law, will
and desire.

If we took Jesus’ message and modeling to heart, what
should be our response to the homeless, the stranger,
the immigrant, and the powerless in our midst? What
should our health care system look like if we were really
attuned to the health needs of
all those who are not insured?
This week, take some time to be
attuned to the people around
you and to respond to anyone
who might be in need.

40O la persona que conozco y
que me cae bien? ;Es, mi préjimo,
uno de mi pais, mi raza, mi religion,
mi ciudad? Podria ser, mi préjimo,
un enemigo, la persona que no me
gusta, el extranjero, la persona que
yo preferiria evitar, pasar por
encima, no pensar en ella o no
reconocerla como una preocupacion
mia? ¢ Quién es mi projimo?

La respuesta se hace clara cuando
uno se presta atencion al salmo y a
la lectura del evangelio. Dios
responde con la atencién y la
preocupacion de quienes lo invocan
en momentos de necesidad. Dios no
discrimina ni pone limites. EI amor
de Dios no esta limitado ni
exclusivo. Todos hemos estado en
situaciones de necesidad. Todos
sabemos lo que se siente al ser
ayudado, cuidado y atendido en
nuestro tiempo de necesidad. Lo
que es de suma importancia no es
quien ayudo sino el hecho de que
alguien se tomé el tiempo para
responder. En tiempo de crisis o
necesidad, fronteras y divisiones se
deben dejar a un lado, y nuestra
humanidad comun debe tomar el
relevo.

Es esta realidad la que informa al
abogado con una idea desconocida.

En lugar Jesus ofrece una
interpretacion de dicha ley
que esta en sintonia con las
necesidades del otro, no
importa quién. Esta ley
primaria de Dios se reveld
desde el principio. Sin
embargo, muchas veces,
nuestro deseo humano de
poner limites y establecer
fronteras nos hace olvidar del
amor, sin limites y fronteras,

El estilo
de vida de JesuUs se manifiesta una
preocupacion perenne para romper
limites, para desafiar al sistema,
para lograr la reconciliacion y la paz,
donde existe la divisién, la
separacion y el odio. Al estar
dispuesto a dar de si mismo por
completo para los demas, Jesus
encarna la ley, la voluntad, y el
deseo de Dios.

Si hacemos caso al mensaje y al
modelo de Jesus, que deberia de
ser nuestra respuesta a las
personas sin hogar, al extranjero, al
inmigrante, y a los desamparados
entre nosotros? ;Coémo se debe de
ver nuestro sistema de salud si
realmente estuvieramos en sintonia
con las necesidades de salud de
todos los que no estan asegurados?
