To do justice is to work
on establishing right relationships
with all people, attentive to their
dignity as persons, respectful of
their gifts, and responsive to their
needs and concerns. One who
live in the presence of the Lord.
Attentiveness to self and neighbor is attentiveness to
God, is living in the presence of God. If we want to know
how we are in our relationship to God, look at how we
are in our relationships to our fellow human beings.

does this will

When relating to one another hospitality is extremely
important, especially in the case of the stranger, the
wanderer, and the alien in our midst. We reach out to
the other simply because they are one with us in God’s
family, and they need our attention. There should be no
other reason and no hidden agenda. The Greek word
for hospitality “philoxenia” literally means “love of the
stranger.” This concept is foreign to modern day culture
in which “fear of the stranger” is usually the dominant
attitude. Look at the immigration issues of today, along
with our attitude towards Muslims and others who
appear different than we are.

To do justice is to continually work on establishing right
relationships. We do this by first paying attention to what
God wants those relationships to be. The criteria for
right relationships are established by God and not by us.
Unless we listen to God, like Abraham, Sarah, and
Mary, we might miss what true hospitality is about.
Ultimately, true hospitality is the ability to be attentive to
the other as guest, listening to their concerns, attentive
to their needs. This encounter -

will ultimately lead to the IRCCXZIOILAIOK]
establishment of right
relationship. If we take our
eye off the other, our
hospitality is not complete, no
matter how much attention we
have paid to the details of
hospitality.

deeper aspect of hospitality, encountering and listening
to the other. This is not an either/or aspect of hospitality
but a both/and. To be good disciples, ministering and
attending to others, we have to listen and be attentive to
how God is present to us.

Abraham and Sarah are busy with all the details of
hospitality, but they stay focused on the encounter as
well, and they are enriched by it with the promise of a
long desired child. The letter to the Colossians
encourages us to attune ourselves to Christ in his life
and sufferings, so that we can become effective
ministers and stewards to and for one another. From
such attunement comes the wisdom and insight to
proclaim Christ to others, so that all may benefit from
the rich encounter with the living Lord actively present
among us.

Our Eucharistic celebrations are our hospitality
encounter with the Lord. We attune ourselves to listen to
the Lord present in the scriptures, in the various
ministers, in the bread and wine, and most especially in
each of the people gathered. If we become worried or
anxious about the details or the exactness of the ritual,
we may possibly miss the rich encounter with the Lord
and one another.

To do justice well, to encounter the other, one needs to
act as well as reflect, to listen as well as follow through.
Doing one without attending to the other distorts
hospitality and justice. Reflect on how you pay attention
to the dual aspects of hospitality. What can you do to
make your hospitality a rich encounter with the other, as
well as with God?

En el Salmo responsorial 15 el
salmista proclama que “el que
‘| procede honramente y practica la
| justicia® puede hospedarse en la
tienda del Senor, aclarando el
mensaje de la primera lectura y el
evangelio. Practicar justicia es
trabajar en el establecimiento de
relaciones correctas con todas las
personas, atento a su dignidad como personas,
respetuoso de sus dones, y receptivo a sus
necesidades y preocupaciones. Quien lo haga, se
hospedara en la tienda del Sefior. Atenciéon a si mismo
y al préjimo es atencion a Dios, es hospedar en la
tienda de Dios. Si queremos saber como estamos en
nuestra relacion con Dios, fijese en como estamos en
nuestras relaciones con los demas seres humanos.

Al relacionar entre si la hospitalidad es muy importante,
especialmente en el caso del desconocido, del
vagabundo, y del extranjero en medio de nosotros. Nos
acercamos uno al otro, simplemente porque somos uno
en la familia de Dios, y necesitan nuestra atencién. No
deberia haber ninguna otra razén y ninguna agenda
oculta. La palabra griega para la hospitalidad
"philoxenia"  significa  literalmente  "amor  del
desconocido." Este concepto es extrafio a la cultura de
hoy en dia en el que "el miedo a lo desconocido" es por
lo general la actitud dominante. Mira las cuestiones de
inmigracion de hoy, junto con nuestra actitud hacia los
musulmanes y otras personas que aparecen diferentes
que nosotros.

Practicar justicia es trabajar continuamente en el
establecimiento de las relaciones correctas. Hacemos
esto, primero, al poner atencion a lo que Dios quiere
que esas relaciones sean. Los criterios para las
relaciones correctas son establecidos por Dios y no por
nosotros. A menos que escuchamos a Dios, como
Abraham, Sara y Maria, podemos perder de lo que se
trata la verdadera hospitalidad. Basicamente, la
verdadera hospitalidad es la capacidad de estar atento
al otro como invitado, escuchando sus preocupaciones,
atento a sus necesidades. Este encuentro resultara en
la creacion de una relacion correcta. Si dejamos de
atender al otro, nuestra hospitalidad no es completa, no
importa la cantidad de atencién que hemos prestado a
los detalles de la hospitalidad.

Martha esta tan ansiosa y preocupada por los detalles y
preparativos que pierde del encuentro. Ella, a diferencia
de Maria, se distrae del aspecto mas profundo de la
hospitalidad, el encuentro y el escuchar al otro. Esto no

es un aspecto de la hospitalidad de ‘uno de dos’, sino
uno de ‘ambos/y.’ Para ser buenos discipulos,
ministrando y ayudando a los demas, tenemos que
escuchar y estar atentos a como Dios estd presente
para nosotros.

Abraham y Sara estan ocupados con todos los detalles
de hospitalidad, pero permanecen centrados en el
encuentro también, y eso los enriquece con la promesa
de un hijo tan deseado. La carta a los Colosenses nos
anima a sintonizarnos a Cristo en su vida vy
sufrimientos, por lo que podemos llegar a ser ministros
y administradores eficaces a, y para, los demas. De tal
sintonia viene la sabiduria y perspicacia para proclamar
Cristo a los demas, para que todos puedan beneficiarse
del rico encuentro con el Sefior vivo activamente
presente entre nosotros.

Nuestras celebraciones eucaristicas son nuestro
encuentro de hospitalidad con el Sefior. Nos adaptamos
a escuchar al Sefor presente en la Escritura, en los
diversos ministros, en el pan y el vino, y muy
especialmente en cada una de las personas reunidas.
