This Week’s Do You Know Video: 
Three New Testament gospels (not 
Luke) along with Acts and Paul state 
that Jesus had brothers and sisters. Mark 6:3 even 
gives the names of four brothers and several sisters 
who are not named. How do Christians understand 
these texts? Because Catholics affirm Mary's perpetual 
virginity, we interpret these texts to mean that they are 
part of Jesus' extended family, namely his cousins. 
Orthodox Christians accept these as Jesus' step-
siblings by Joseph from a previous marriage. 
According to the Apocryphal Infancy Gospel of James, 
Joseph was a widower with children and much older 
when he married Mary. Protestant churches typically 
affirm Mary's virginity when giving birth to Jesus, after 
which she had normal sexual relations with Joseph and 
gave birth to other children, Jesus' blood brothers and 
sisters. Make time to view this week's DYK video and 
reflect on which Christian perspective makes the most 
sense to you.

The person being assaulted needs to 
know that acting to end the abuse does not violate the 
marriage promises. While violence can be directed 
towards men, it tends to harm women and children 
more.

Did You Know- Following a healthy diet doesn’t mean you have to stay away from fast 
food. An occasional stop for fast food can fit into a healthy diet—if you're careful about 
what you order. Consider these tips. 
1. Keep portion sizes small—If the fast-food restaurant offers several sandwich sizes, 

pick the smallest. Bypass hamburgers with two or three patties, which can be close to 
800 calories. Choose a regular, or children's-sized hamburger, which has about 250 
calories.  

2. Choose healthier side dishes—Take advantage of the healthy side dishes offered at 
many fast-food restaurants. For example, instead of french fries choose a side salad 
with low-fat dressing. Other healthy choices include apple or orange slices, corn on 
the cob, steamed rice, or baked potato chips. 

3. Go green—Choose an entree salad with grilled chicken, shrimp or vegetables. Choose a dressing you like, but 
be cautious with the amount. Use half the package or keep the salad dressing on the side to control the 
number of calories from added fat and other unwanted ingredients, such as added salt and sugar. 

4. Select grilled items—Fried and breaded foods, such as crispy chicken sandwiches and breaded fish fillets, 
are high in fat and calories. Select grilled or roasted lean meats — such as turkey or chicken breast, lean ham, 
or lean roast beef.  
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Who and what sustains us is the theme that seems to hover over this Sunday’s scripture readings. The 
biblical perspective sees God as the source of all that sustains us. The refrain from Psalm 145 focuses our 
attention on the reality that “the hand of the Lord feeds us; he answers all our needs.” This reality is 
situated in the context of the constantly occurring creedal formula that is an integral part of the Jewish Scriptures: 
 

The Lord is gracious and merciful, 
Slow to anger and of great kindness (hesed = abounding in love) 
The Lord is good to all 
And compassionate towards all his works. (Ps 145:8-9). 

 
This image highlights the fact that God is attuned to our needs and does provide, often in great abundance. Such 
provision occurs especially at times when we least expect them, or as we struggle with life’s multiple 
obstacles or difficulties. As we struggle with a pandemic that is devastating our nation and world, we are 
called to place our trust in the Lord. Trust and confidence in the Lord’s gracious, merciful and abounding love 
attunes us to God’s overwhelming desire to provide and care for us. 
 
The prophet Isaiah, in our first reading, addresses his fellow Jews exiled in Babylon, offering comfort and 
encouragement to those who have lost everything. In these dire circumstances, Isaiah speaks of the Lord 
providing an abundant and most lavish banquet to which all are invited freely and without cost. Four times the Lord 
invites the people to “come” and feast, not worrying about money. The banquet image speaks of God’s 
attunement to the people’s needs, promising to feed them and restore them to their land and temple. All 
that is required is trust and attentiveness to God’s care, love and wisdom. 
 
Paul’s letter to the Romans lyrically speaks of God’s powerful and decisive love for us, such that nothing, 
not even death, can ever us separate us from God’s love. God manifested this love in gifting us with Christ 
Jesus. Jesus is the ultimate assurance that God will continually provide for our every need. If God graciously gifted 
us with Jesus, is there anything that God will not do? Paul thus assures us that no power in heaven, on earth or 
under the earth can ever separate us from God’s care, love and concern. 

 
Matthew narrates how Jesus fed five thousand men, not counting women and 
children, with a mere five loaves and two fish. Counting women and children as 
we should, there could have been over 20,000 people at the gathering. The feeding of 
such a large number is a rich testimony to God’s care and concern for all, most 
especially in times of need. Such a powerful indication of God’s care and love is one of 
the few events that is recounted in all four gospels. Despite Jesus’ own need to grieve 
over the death of John the Baptist, Jesus attunes himself to the needs of others, 
most especially the sick, the hungry and the hurting. Jesus, God-made-flesh, is the 
living embodiment of God’s gracious and compassionate love, taking whatever we bring 
and transforming it into abundance and sustenance beyond anything we could imagine. 
 

We experience such abundance whenever we share in the Eucharist, Jesus’ full gift of himself to each and every 
one of us. In so doing, we are challenged to be like Jesus, doing for one 
another what he freely and lovingly did for us. During the time of major 
crisis in our nation and world, we need to attune ourselves not only 
to our own needs but to those of the entire human family. How do we 
sustain and nourish one another in these crisis days? 
 
How is God the source of joy, sustenance and abundance in your life? As 
God provides for your needs, how will you provide for others in need? We 
are so grateful to our God who “answers all our needs.” This week, in 
response to God’s care and love for you, do something special for 
another, especially for one in real need.

1st Reading: Isaiah 55:1-3 
Psalm: Psalm 145:8-9, 15-16, 17-18 (16)

Sunday, August 9 
1st Reading: 1 Kings 19:9a, 11-13a 
Psalm: Psalm 85:9, 10, 11-12, 13-14 (8) 
2nd Reading: Romans 9:1-5 
Gospel: Matthew 14:22-33 
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Quién y qué nos sostiene es el tema que parece flotar sobre las lecturas de las Escrituras de este 
domingo. La perspectiva bíblica ve a Dios como la fuente de todo lo que nos sostiene. El estribillo del 
Salmo 144 enfoca nuestra atención en la realidad de que la mano del Señor nos sacia de favores. Esta 
realidad se sitúa en el contexto de la fórmula del credo que ocurre constantemente y que es una parte integral de 
las Escrituras judías: 

 

El Señor es clemente y misericordioso. 
Lento a la cólera y rico en piedad (hesed = abundante en amor) 
El Señor es bueno con todos. 
Es cariñoso con todas sus criaturas. (Sal 144:8-9). 

 

Esta imagen resalta el hecho de que Dios está en sintonía con nuestras necesidades y si proporciona, muchas 
veces en gran abundancia. Dicha disposición ocurre especialmente en los momentos en que menos los 
esperamos, o cuando luchamos con los múltiples obstáculos o dificultades de la vida. Mientras luchamos 
con una pandemia que está devastando nuestra nación y el mundo, estamos llamados a poner nuestra confianza 
en el Señor. La confianza en el amor clemente, misericordioso y abundante del Señor nos sintoniza con el deseo 
abrumador de Dios de proveernos y cuidarnos. 
 

En nuestra primera lectura, el profeta Isaías se dirige a sus compañeros judíos exiliados en Babilonia, 
ofreciendo consuelo y ánimo a aquellos que lo han perdido todo. En estas terribles circunstancias, Isaías 
habla de que el Señor ofrece un banquete abundante y lujoso al que todos son invitados libremente y sin costo. 
Cuatro veces el Señor invita a la gente a venir y festejar, sin preocuparse por el dinero. La imagen del banquete 
habla de la sintonía de Dios con las necesidades de la gente, prometiendo alimentarlos y restaurarlos a su 
tierra y templo. Lo único que se requiere es confianza y atención al cuidado, amor y sabiduría de Dios. 
 

La carta de Pablo a los romanos habla líricamente del amor poderoso y decisivo de Dios por nosotros, de 
tal manera que nada, ni siquiera la muerte, puede separarnos del amor de Dios. Dios manifestó este amor 
al regalarnos con Cristo Jesús. Jesús es la máxima garantía de que Dios proveerá continuamente para todas 
nuestras necesidades. Si Dios nos dio a Jesús, ¿hay algo que Dios no hará? Por lo tanto, Pablo nos asegura que 
ningún poder en el cielo, en la tierra o debajo de la tierra puede separarnos del cuidado, el amor y la 
preocupación de Dios. 
 

Mateo narra cómo Jesús alimentó a cinco mil hombres, sin contar mujeres y niños, con solo cinco panes y 
dos peces. Contando a las mujeres y los niños como deberíamos, podría haber más de 20,000 personas 
en la reunión. La alimentación de un número tan grande es un rico testimonio del cuidado y la preocupación de 
Dios por todos, especialmente en tiempos de necesidad. Una indicación tan poderosa del cuidado y el amor de 
Dios es uno de los pocos eventos que se cuentan en los cuatro evangelios. A pesar de la propia necesidad de 
Jesús de llorar por la muerte de Juan el Bautista, Jesús se sintoniza con las necesidades de los demás, 
especialmente los enfermos, los hambrientos y los heridos. Jesús, carne hecha por Dios, es la 
encarnación viva del amor misericordioso y compasivo de Dios, tomando lo que traemos y transformándolo en 
abundancia y sustento más allá de lo que podamos imaginar. 
 

Experimentamos tal abundancia cada vez que compartimos la Eucaristía, el regalo completo de Jesús de sí 
mismo para todos y cada uno de nosotros. Al hacerlo, tenemos el desafío de ser como Jesús, haciendo el uno por 
el otro lo que él hizo libremente y con amor por nosotros. Durante este 
momento de gran crisis en nuestra nación y en el mundo, 
necesitamos sintonizarnos no solo con nuestras propias 
necesidades, sino también con las de toda la familia humana. 
¿Cómo nos sostenemos y nos alimentamos unos a otros en estos 
días de crisis? 
 

¿Cómo es Dios la fuente de alegría, sustento y abundancia en su 
vida? A medida que Dios provee para sus necesidades, ¿cómo 
proveerá para otros necesitados? Estamos muy agradecidos con 
nuestro Dios que responde a todas nuestras necesidades. Esta 
semana, en respuesta al cuidado y amor de Dios por usted, haga 
algo especial por otro, especialmente por alguien que realmente 
lo necesite.
