This Week’s Do You Know Video: 
All religions calculate time from events that mark 
significant communal points of identity and meaning. The 
three monotheistic religions, Judaism, Christianity and 
Islam, each calculate time from their own unique identity 
markers. The Jewish year is calculated by tracking time 
in the biblical accounts to the beginning of creation. 
God's continual creative activity in the world is so 
significant for Jews that each new year celebrates and 
remembers the first moment of creation. Therefore Sept 
5, 2020 will begin the year 5781 AH, Anno Mundi, the 
Year of Creation. Christians calculate time with the birth 
of Christ. Time from Christ's birth is calculated forward, 
known as AD, Anno Domini, the Year of the Lord. Time 
before Christ's birth is calculated backwards from the 
birth and known as BC, Before Christ. Muslims calculate 
time from the Hijra, the move of the Muslim community 
from Mecca to Medina which occurred in 622 AD. This is 
year 1 in the Muslim calendar, so that August 20, 2020, 
began the Muslim year 1442 AH, Anno Hegirae (Hijra), 
The Year of the Hijra. Make time to view this week's 
DYK video and learn more about how different religious 
traditions calculate time.

Las tres religiones 
monoteístas, el judaísmo, el cristianismo y el islam, 
calculan cada una el tiempo a partir de sus propios 
marcadores de identidad únicos. El año judío se 
calcula rastreando el tiempo en los relatos bíblicos 
hasta el comienzo de la creación. La continua 
actividad creativa de Dios en el mundo es tan 
importante para los judíos que cada año nuevo celebra 
y recuerda el primer momento de la creación. Por lo 
tanto, el 5 de septiembre de 2020 comenzará el año 
5781 AH, Anno Mundi, el Año de la Creación. El 
Cristianismo calcula el tiempo con el nacimiento de 
Cristo. El tiempo desde el nacimiento de Cristo se 
calcula hacia adelante, conocido como AD (o d.C. en 
español), Anno Domini, el Año del Señor. El tiempo 
antes del nacimiento de Cristo se calcula hacia atrás 
desde el nacimiento y se conoce como antes de 
Cristo. Los musulmanes calculan el tiempo desde la 
Hégira, el traslado de la comunidad musulmana de La 
Meca a Medina que ocurrió en el 622 d.C. Este es el 
año 1 en el calendario musulmán, por lo que el 20 de 
agosto de 2020 comenzó el año musulmán 1442 AH, 
Anno Hegirae (Hijra), el año de la Hégira. Tómese un 
momento para ver el video ¿Sabes? de esta semana y 
aprender más sobre cómo las diferentes tradiciones 
religiosas calculan el tiempo.

In a great championship competition such as the Olympic Games or the World Series, we marvel at the great feats 
that a human body can do when pushed to its limits. As we marvel at this great passion and success, we often 
forget the demanding discipline needed to be the best ever. The passion for greatness demands much from any 
person. Some are willing to pay the cost. Others are not. 
 
The same is true in discipleship. Today’s readings speak of this reality in stark terms. To be a disciple involves 
suffering and possibly even death. There is no other road for disciples. This message to disciples cannot 
be more stark. What Jesus experienced in his journey of fidelity to God’s values and intentions is the same reality 
in store for any disciple. 
 
Jeremiah, a most passionate prophet, laments that “the word of the Lord has brought me derision and 
reproach all the day.” Being attuned to the cost of his prophetic vocation, Jeremiah swears off being a prophet 
declaring that “I will not mention him, I will speak in his name no more.” However, passion and yearning for the 
Lord cannot be bottled up or ignored for “it becomes like fire burning in my heart...I grow weary holding it in.” 
Being faithful to his relationship with God and to his call to speak God’s word is much more important for 
Jeremiah then the cost and suffering such fidelity entails. 
 
The refrain from responsorial Psalm 63 sums up the passion of discipleship: “My soul is thirsting for you, O Lord 
my God.” All true disciples are so dedicated and passionate about their vision and mission on behalf of 
others that they are willing to suffer much. Such striving brings its own rewards and fulfillment. Desire and 
yearning for the Lord, along with concern for others, override any difficulties that disciples might 
encounter along the way. 
 
Paul’s letter to the Romans succinctly encourages disciples “to offer your bodies as a living sacrifice, holy 
and pleasing to God.” This willingness to give ourselves fully to God’s cause demands great discipline and 
sacrifice. Paul stresses that such sacrifice will lead to the disciple’s transformation, enabling the disciple to “discern 
what is the will of God, what is good and pleasing and perfect.” New life, light, and vision only come when one 
is willing to give all over to the Lord and to serve others with justice. 
 
In the gospel, Jesus goes out of his way to school his followers in 
the cost of discipleship. “Jesus began to show his disciples that he must 
go to Jerusalem and suffer greatly.” Peter’s reaction to suffering is natural. 
Yet Jesus responds sharply to Peter for not realizing or being willing to 
accept the cost of discipleship: “whoever wishes to come after me 
must deny himself, take up his cross and follow me.” To requite our 
yearning for God we must be willing to let go and allow God to lead and 
direct us. Letting go is risky, scary and costs much. 
 
Often we are caught between trying to be faithful disciples and trying to do 
things the easy way. Discipleship, by its very nature, demands that we 
take “the road less traveled,” the road that consistently manifests 
concern for others above and beyond self. Our culture often 
considers such a “road” to be utter foolishness or nonsense. Yet the path 
that Jesus modeled for us is the one that leads to the cross. Taking up 
one’s cross does not mean seeking suffering for its own sake, but 
rather expresses our willingness to give all that it takes for the sake 
of the other. If we are serious about our concern for justice and for 
the dignity and rights of the other, then we are assured that it will indeed 
lead to the cross. 
 
How much are you willing to endure in your desire and yearning for 
God? As a disciple of Christ, how far are you willing to go “to act 
justly, to love tenderly, and to serve one another?” Ask God for the 
grace and courage to be true, faithful disciples, no matter the cost.

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En una gran competición de campeonato, como los Juegos Olímpicos o la Serie Mundial, nos maravillamos de las 
grandes hazañas que un cuerpo humano puede hacer cuando es empujado a sus límites. A medida que nos 
maravillamos de esta gran pasión y éxito, a menudo nos olvidamos de la exigente disciplina necesaria para ser el 
mejor de todos los tiempos. La pasión por la grandeza exige mucho de cualquier persona. Algunos están 
dispuestos a pagar el costo. Otros no. 
 
Lo mismo ocurre en el discipulado. Las lecturas de hoy hablan de esta realidad en términos crudos. Ser 
discípulo implica sufrimiento e incluso muerte. No hay otro camino para los discípulos. Este mensaje a los 
discípulos no puede ser más severo. Lo que Jesús experimentó en su camino de fidelidad a los valores e 
intenciones de Dios es la misma realidad que está a la espera de cualquier discípulo. 
 
Jeremías, un profeta muy apasionado, lamenta que "por anunciar la palabra del Señor, me he convertido 
en objeto de oprobio y de burla todo el día". Estando al corriente del costo de su vocación profética, 
Jeremías renuncia ser profeta declarando que "Ya no me acordaré del Señor ni hablaré más en su nombre." Sin 
embargo, la pasión y el anhelo por el Señor no pueden ser embotellados ni ignorados porque se convierte “como 
fuego ardiente, encerrado en mis huesos…” no puede contenerlo. Ser fiel a su relación con Dios y su llamado a 
hablar la Palabra de Dios es mucho más importante para Jeremías que el costo y el sufrimiento que tal 
fidelidad implica. 
 
El refrán del salmo responsorial resume la pasión del discipulado: "Mi alma está sedienta de ti, Señor, Dios mío". 
Todos los verdaderos discípulos son tan dedicados y apasionados acerca de su visión y misión en 
nombre de otros que están dispuestos a sufrir mucho. Este esfuerzo trae consigo sus propias 
recompensas y satisfacción. El deseo y el anhelo por el Señor, junto con la preocupación por los demás, anulan 
cualquier dificultad que los discípulos puedan encontrar en el camino. 
 
La carta de Pablo a los Romanos anima sucintamente a los discípulos a que "se ofrezcan ustedes mismos 
como una ofrenda viva, santa y agradable a Dios". Esta disposición a darnos plenamente a la causa de 
Dios exige una gran disciplina y sacrificio. Pablo subraya que tal sacrificio conducirá a la transformación del 
discípulo, permitiendo al discípulo "distinguir cuál es la voluntad de Dios, lo qué es bueno, lo que le agrada, lo 
perfecto." La nueva vida, luz y visión vienen solamente cuando uno está dispuesto a dar todo al Señor y servir a 
otros con justicia. 
 
En el evangelio, Jesús asegura de que sus seguidores entienden bien el costo del discipulado. "Comenzó 
Jesús a anunciar a sus discípulos que tenía que ir a Jerusalén para padecer allí mucho". La reacción de Pedro al 
sufrimiento es natural. Sin embargo, Jesús responde agudamente a Pedro por no darse cuenta o estar dispuesto 
a aceptar el costo del discipulado: "El que quiera venir conmigo, que renuncie a sí mismo, que tome su cruz y me 
siga". Para compensar nuestro anhelo por Dios debemos estar dispuestos a dejar ir y permitir que Dios 
nos guíe y nos dirija. Dejar ir es arriesgado, asustadizo y costoso. 
 
A menudo estamos atrapados entre tratar de ser discípulos fieles y tratar de hacer las cosas de la manera más 
fácil. El discipulado, por su propia naturaleza, exige que tomemos "el camino menos recorrido", el camino que 
manifiesta consistentemente la preocupación por otros más allá de sí mismo. Nuestra cultura muchas 
veces considera que tal "camino" es una tontería total. Sin embargo, el 
camino que Jesús modeló para nosotros es el que conduce a la cruz. 
Tomar la cruz no significa buscar el sufrimiento por sí mismo 
sino expresar nuestra voluntad de dar todo lo que se necesita por 
el bien del otro. Si somos serios acerca de nuestra preocupación 
por la justicia y por la dignidad y los derechos del otro, entonces 
estamos seguros de que de hecho llevará a la cruz. 
 
¿Qué tanto está dispuesto a soportar en su deseo y anhelo por 
Dios? Como discípulo de Cristo, ¿hasta qué punto está dispuesto 
a ir "a actuar con justicia, a amar con ternura y a servir a los demás?" 
Pida a Dios la gracia y el valor de ser discípulos verdaderos y 
fieles, sin importar el costo.

And so we must 
choose: love of self, or love of God and others — 
which is tough, but fulfilling and leads to the eternal 
reward of heaven. Jesus promises that He “will come 
with his angels in his Father’s glory and then he will 
repay all according to his conduct.” Let us make the 
tough choice to lose our life for Christ’s sake in 
grateful response to His love.

Donors may 
contribute 100% of Adjusted Gross Income in 2020.If 
you take the standard deduction on your 2020 tax return 
(the one that you'll file in 2021), you can claim a brand 
new "above-the-line" deduction of up to $300 
for cash donations to charity you make this year. 
Donations to donor advised funds and certain 
organizations that support charities are not deductible. 
Normally, you have to itemize on Schedule A to get a tax 
break for charitable donations. In this case, though, it's 
the other way around—if you itemize, you can't take this 
new deduction.
