This Week’s Do You Know Video: 
On September 14 every year we celebrate the feast of 
the Exaltation of the Holy Cross. While not well known in 
the United States, it is festively celebrated throughout 
the world, especially in Europe and Latin America. 
Veneration of the cross was a late development in 
church devotion, usually associated with the discovery of 
the true cross by Helena, Constantine's mother. Under 
the auspices of her son the Roman Emperor turned 
Christian in 312, Helena toured the Holy Land, building 
churches on the sacred sites there, while searching out 
the location of the true cross on which Jesus was 
crucified. With help from the locals, she discovered the 
true cross and built a church on the spot, the Church of 
the Holy Sepulchre, which is still the most visited church 
in the Holy Land. Devotion to the cross grew greatly from 
that time on, and was and still is enshrined in the Good 
Friday liturgical ritual. The cross is a symbol of Christ's 
love, and willingness to give of himself completely for 
others. Imitating Jesus, the cross continues to be the 
sign of what discipleship entails, namely, to love and be 
willing to give of oneself completely for others. Make 
time to view this week's DYK video to reflect more on the 
meaning and significance of the cross for Christian 
living.

El 14 de septiembre de cada año celebramos la fiesta 
de la Exaltación de la Santa Cruz. Aunque no es muy 
conocido en los Estados Unidos, se celebra 
festivamente en todo el mundo, especialmente en 
Europa y Latinoamérica. La veneración de la cruz fue 
un desarrollo tardío en la devoción de la iglesia, 
generalmente asociada con el descubrimiento de la 
verdadera cruz por Helena, la madre de Constantino. 
Bajo los auspicios de su hijo, el emperador romano 
convertido en cristiano en el año 312, Helena recorrió 
Tierra Santa, construyendo iglesias en los lugares 
sagrados allí, mientras buscaba la ubicación de la 
verdadera cruz en la que Jesús fue crucificado. Con la 
ayuda de los lugareños, descubrió la verdadera cruz y 
construyó una iglesia en el lugar, la Iglesia del Santo 
Sepulcro, que sigue siendo la iglesia más visitada de 
Tierra Santa. La devoción a la cruz creció mucho a 
partir de ese momento, y fue y sigue estando 
consagrada en el ritual litúrgico del Viernes Santo. La 
cruz es un símbolo del amor de Cristo y la voluntad de 
entregarse completamente por los demás. Imitando a 
Jesús, la cruz sigue siendo el signo de lo que implica 
el discipulado, es decir, amar y estar dispuesto a 
entregarse completamente por los demás. Tómese un 
momento para ver el video ¿Sabes? de esta semana 
para reflexionar más sobre el significado y la 
importancia de la cruz para la vida cristiana.

This Sunday’s refrain from Responsorial Psalm 103 is a Jewish creedal formula that recurs time and again 
throughout the Hebrew Scriptures. We are invited to affirm that “The Lord is kind and merciful, slow to anger, and 
rich in compassion.” The refrain succinctly delineates God’s essential qualities that Jews experienced in 
their covenant relationship with God. God creates us out of love and freely gifts us with that love from the 
very moment of our existence. When we fail to respond to God’s covenant love, God is always “kind”, the 
biblical way of referencing the Hebrew word, hesed, meaning “God’s faithful, enduring, never-giving-up-on
-the-other form of love.” 
 
Such covenant love always moves God to be merciful with unbounded mercy, a love that never stops being 
merciful and forgiving. The only thing that is asked of anyone in covenant relationship with God is to love and 
forgive as God does. We are to be slow to anger and rich in compassion with one another in the same 
measure that God is slow to anger and rich in compassion with us. This Sunday’s readings all touch on this 
core, essential quality of God, and call us to imitate God in our dealings with all we encounter. 

 
The first reading from Sirach, a book found in Catholic bibles but not in 
Jewish or Protestant bibles, counsels that we are to forgive the “neighbor’s 
injustice” so that “your own sins will be forgiven.” If we refuse mercy to 
others, who will be merciful to us in our need? Healing only comes when we 
let go of anger against the other. Overlooking faults and forgiving 
others is a clear indication of fidelity to God’s covenant love towards 
us, full of kindness and mercy, slow to anger and always rich in 
compassion. 
 
Responsorial Psalm 103 calls upon us to bless the Lord always because the 
Lord pardons, heals, redeems and “crowns you with kindness and 
compassion.” The Lord does not “keep his wrath forever...nor does he 
requite us according to our crimes.” Limitless and without measure is 
God’s kindness, mercy and compassion, beyond anything that we 
could ever imagine. 
 

Paul, in his letter to the Romans, states boldly that “whether we live or die, we are the Lord’s.” As Christ’s 
followers, we belong to Christ both in life and in death. Nothing, not even death, can separate us from our 
covenant love relationship with God. Our covenant relationship to God in Christ calls us to manifest love, mercy 
and compassion towards all. Only in this manner will others know that we belong to Christ. He willingly 
loved us to the end and in rising, he defeated death and became “Lord of both the dead and the living.” 
 
In Matthew’s gospel, Peter’s question regarding the extent of forgiveness of others, becomes the occasion for the 
parable of the forgiving master and the unforgiving servant. The heart of the parable contrasts the vast, 
unbelievable amount that the master forgives the servant, with the paltry and insignificant sum that the 
forgiven servant refuses to forgive his fellow servant. The master, upon hearing of the servant’s refusal to 
forgive his fellow servant, severely punishes the servant. The parable’s moral message compares the master to 
God, who will not forgive us unless we forgive each other “from your heart.” For Matthew’s Jesus, forgiveness is 
at the core of the kingdom of heaven, and a key component of the 
Lord’s Prayer that Jesus teaches his disciples: “forgive us our 
debts, as we forgive our debtors” (Matt 6:12). 
 
We are so divided as a church and nation that unless we show 
forgiveness and compassion towards one another, we might not 
survive as a living community. This week, think of people whom you 
have not forgiven or find hard to forgive. As you reflect on the challenge of 
this Sunday’s readings, open your heart and seek to forgive and be 
reconciled with at least one person. Keep doing this each week. In 
this manner you manifest that you belong to the Lord as you continue to 
build God’s reign among us.

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El estribillo del Salmo responsorial de este Domingo es una fórmula doctrinal judía que recurre repetidamente en 
las Escrituras Hebreas. Estamos invitados a afirmar que "El Señor es compasivo y misericordioso lento a la ira y 
rico en clemencia". El estribillo delinea sucintamente las cualidades esenciales de Dios que los judíos 
experimentaron en su relación de alianza con Dios. Dios nos crea por amor y nos da libremente ese amor 
desde el mismo momento de nuestra existencia. Cuando no logramos responder al amor de la alianza de Dios, 
Dios es siempre "compasivo", la forma bíblica de referirse a la palabra hebrea, hesed, que significa "el 
amor fiel, duradero y eterno . " 
 
Tal amor de alianza siempre mueve a Dios a ser misericordioso con misericordia ilimitada, un amor que nunca 
deja de ser misericordioso y perdonador. Lo único que se le pide a alguien en relación de alianza con Dios es 
amar y perdonar como Dios lo hace. Debemos ser lentos a la ira y ricos en clemencia unos con otros en la 
misma medida en que Dios es lento a la ira y rico en clemencia con nosotros. Las lecturas de este domingo tocan 
esta cualidad básica y esencial de Dios, y nos llaman a imitar a Dios en nuestro trato con todos quienes 
encontramos. 

 
La primera lectura del Eclesiástico, un libro que se encuentra en las biblias católicas, 
pero no en las biblias judías o protestantes, aconseja que perdonemos la "ofensa al 
prójimo" para así "cuando pidas perdón, se te perdonarán tus pecados". Si negamos 
la misericordia a los demás, ¿quién será misericordioso con nosotros en nuestra 
necesidad? La curación sólo llega cuando dejamos ir la ira contra el otro. Ignorar los 
defectos y perdonar a los demás es una indicación clara de la fidelidad al amor 
de alianza de Dios hacia nosotros, lleno de bondad y misericordia, lento a la ira 
y siempre rico en clemencia. 
 
El Salmo responsorial nos invita a bendecir al Señor siempre porque el Señor 
perdona, sana, redime y "te colma de gracia y de ternura". El Señor no "guarda rencor 
perpetuo... ni nos paga según nuestras culpas." Sin límites y sin medida es la bondad, 

la misericordia y la compasión de Dios, más allá de todo lo que podríamos imaginar. 
 
Pablo, en su carta a los Romanos, afirma audazmente que "ya sea que estemos vivos o que hayamos muerto, 
somos del Señor". Como seguidores de Cristo, pertenecemos a Cristo tanto en la vida como en la muerte. Nada, 
ni siquiera la muerte, puede separarnos de nuestra relación amorosa de pacto con Dios. Nuestra relación de 
alianza con Dios en Cristo nos llama a manifestar amor, misericordia y compasión hacia todos. Sólo de 
esta manera los demás sabrán que pertenecemos a Cristo. Él voluntariamente nos amó hasta el fin y al 
resucitarse, derrotó a la muerte y se convirtió en "Señor de vivos y muertos". 
 
En el evangelio de Mateo, la pregunta de Pedro con respecto a la extensión del perdón de otros se convierte en la 
ocasión para la parábola del amo perdonador y del siervo no perdonador. El corazón de la parábola contrasta con 
la inmensa e increíble cantidad que el amo perdona al siervo con la insignificante suma que el siervo 
perdonado se niega a perdonar a su compañero. El amo, al enterarse de la negativa del siervo a perdonar 
a su compañero, castiga severamente al siervo. El mensaje moral de la parábola compara al amo con Dios, que 
no nos perdonará si no nos perdonamos "de corazón". Para el Jesús de Mateo, el perdón está en el corazón del 
reino de los cielos y un componente clave del Padrenuestro que Jesús enseña a sus discípulos: 
"perdónanos nuestras deudas, como nosotros también 
perdonamos a nuestros deudores" (Mt 6:12). 
 
Estamos tan divididos como iglesia y nación que, a menos que 
demostremos perdón y compasión entre nosotros, es posible que 
no sobrevivamos como una comunidad viva. Esta semana, 
piense en personas a las que no ha perdonado o a quienes se le hace 
difícil de perdonar. Al reflexionar sobre el desafío de las lecturas de 
este Domingo, abra su corazón y busque perdonar y reconciliarse 
con al menos una persona. Sigue haciendo esto cada semana. De 
esta manera, manifiesta que pertenece al Señor mientras continúa 
construyendo el reino de Dios entre nosotros.

The Father has 
given us life, and then sent His only Son to die for us 
to free us from our sin “debts” and make eternal life 
with Him possible for us. It is impossible for us to 
repay this debt. All we can do is thank God by giving 
Him our whole selves — inside and out.
