This Week’s Do You Know Video: 
The cross is so intimately connected with baptism that 
one cannot speak of Baptism without referencing the 
cross. The cross, a symbol of ultimate shame and 
disgrace, was transformed by Christ into the ultimate 
symbol of love and self giving on behalf of others. In so 
doing, Christ overcame sin and death and brought forth 
new life and meaning for all creation. Therefore, the 
cross is the core symbol of our baptismal commitment as 
disciples in which we choose to die with Christ so as to 
become a source of new life for ourselves and others. In 
and through our baptism we commit to imitate Christ's 
love and self giving toward all. In so doing, we are 
accepting the cross, both figuratively and/or literally, as 
an integral component of discipleship. We remind 
ourselves of this commitment every time we enter 
Church and use baptismal waters to sign ourselves with 
the cross. Catechumens at the Rite of Entrance or 
Welcome are signed with the cross as a symbolic 
affirmation of what their journey to baptism entails. Make 
time to view this week's DYK video and reflect on the 
intimate connection between the cross and your 
baptismal commitment.

Do You Know- How to make your home safe if you are using a cane or a walker? Here are a few tips to keep you 
safe at home. 
 
1. Remove throw rugs, electrical cords, and anything else that may cause you to fall. 

2. Arrange furniture so that you have a clear pathway between rooms. 

3. Keep stairs clear of packages, boxes, or clutter. 

4. Walk only in well-lit rooms and install a nightlight along the route between your bedroom and the bathroom. 

5. In the bathroom, use nonslip bath mats, grab bars, a raised toilet seat, and a shower tub seat. 

6. Simplify your household to keep the items you need within easy reach and everything else out of the way. 

7. Carry things hands-free by using a backpack, fanny pack, or an apron with pockets. 
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This Sunday’s readings place before us a significant challenge. Matthew’s gospel presents our God as a 
superabundantly generous landowner who chooses to pay the last hired the same wages as the first hired. It twists 
into knots our commonly accepted notion of “equal pay for equal work.” In our world of unions and fair bargaining 
we cry “foul” or “unfair” as did the workers who “bore the day’s burden and the heat.” The lesson we learn from 
the readings is that God does not operate the way we do. God treats all equally, no matter their position, 
status, seniority, or any other factors that favor some above others. Whether white or black, God loves all 
equally and totally. The other readings help focus the key message of this parable. 
 
Isaiah in the first reading clues us in to several aspects that we usually forget or take for granted. In addressing the 
needs, concerns and worries of those who had returned from exile, Isaiah instructs them and us to “Seek the 
Lord.” In so doing, we learn several realities about God. Our God is full of mercy and generous in 
forgiving, always ready to provide whatever we need in great abundance. Following upon this, we also 
learn that God’s ways and thoughts are not our ways and thoughts. If we are to seek the Lord, we have to learn 
new ways of thinking and acting. Such change is always difficult, calling us to risk uncharted waters and unknown 
paths. Today, these uncharted waters and unknown paths should move us to challenge and dismantle white 
privilege, and to become more aware of the injustice that whites have done to blacks along with the 
corresponding call to conversion, change of heart and commitment to action on behalf of black lives. 
 
The refrain from Psalm 145 continually instructs us in the ways of God by assuring us that “the Lord is near to all 
who call upon him.” It proclaims once again the creedal formula of the Jewish people that was the refrain 
from last Sunday’s Responsorial Psalm, namely that “the Lord is gracious and merciful, slow to anger and 
of great kindness. The Lord is good to all and compassionate towards all his works.” These affirmations 
help us to see how God’s ways and thoughts differ from ours, and the work we need to do if we are to walk in 
God’s ways. 
 
Paul’s letter to the Philippians shouts out his desire to be with God by stating that “for...me life is Christ and death 
is gain.” Paul has arrived at the point of desiring total union with God. He has continually forged new paths to God 
by attempting to conduct himself “in a way worthy of the gospel of Christ.” He now challenges us to do the 
same, for Christ is the model of how to walk in God’s ways. 
 
Matthew’s parable about the generous landowner is not about money or fair wages but about God and 
God’s abundant love and generosity. God desires to be in love relationship with all creation. As in any 
love relationship, God gives generously, totally and completely to the other. There is no holding back of self and no 
giving based on needs or merit. No matter when the workers were hired, each is paid equally, because 
each is deserving of God’s love and generosity. As we become aware of the injustice of white privilege and the 
need to shout out that “Black Lives Matter,” we need to attune ourselves consistently to God’s way of 
thinking and total self-giving. 
 
Self-giving in love is based on the desire of the loved one to give of self completely to the other. To love 
another person in this fashion is to “see the face of God” and to understand God’s ways and thoughts. We never 
lose God’s love. We may and can reject it, but God, our lover, never rejects or abandons us. 
 
God loves all creation equally, completely and totally. God displays 
no favoritism, and is equally receptive to all. This flows out of God’s 
powerful and enduring covenant love, a love that continually desires to be 
one with the beloved. Nothing stands in the way of such faithful and 
everlasting love. Our mission, if we choose to accept it, is to walk in God’s 
ways by imitating the superabundant generosity and love that God 
has showered upon us. How will you imitate God’s love and 
generosity in your daily dealings and interactions with others this coming 
week?

Las lecturas de este domingo nos presentan un reto importante. El Evangelio de Mateo presenta a nuestro 
Dios como un terrateniente bastante generoso que elige pagar al último empleado contratado el mismo salario que 
al primero contratado. Se enreda la noción aceptada de “a igual trabajo, igual salario”. En nuestro mundo de 
sindicatos y de negociación justa ponemos el grito en el cielo como lo hicieron los trabajadores que soportaron “el 
peso del día y del calor". La lección que aprendemos de las lecturas es que Dios no opera de la misma manera en 
que nosotros operamos. Dios trata a todos igual, sin importar su posición, estatus, antigüedad, o 
cualquier otro factor que favorezca a algunos por encima de otros. Ya sea moreno o blanco, Dios ama a 
todos por igual y totalmente. Las otras lecturas ayudan a enfocar el mensaje clave de esta parábola. 
 

Isaías, en la primera lectura, nos pone al tanto de varios aspectos que usualmente olvidamos o damos por 
hechos. Al tratar las necesidades, inquietudes y preocupaciones de aquellos que habían regresado del exilio, 
Isaías les instruye a ellos y a nosotros "Busquen al Señor". Al hacerlo, aprendemos varias realidades 
acerca de Dios. Nuestro Dios está lleno de misericordia y generoso en perdonar, siempre dispuesto a 
proveer lo que necesitamos en gran abundancia. Después de esto, también aprendemos que las formas de 
ser y los pensamientos de Dios no son nuestras formas de ser y pensamientos. Si debemos buscar al Señor, 
tenemos que aprender nuevas formas de pensar y actuar. Ese cambio siempre es difícil, llamándonos a 
arriesgarnos a aguas inexploradas y caminos desconocidos. Hoy, estas aguas inexploradas y caminos 
desconocidos deben impulsarnos a desafiar y desmantelar el privilegio blanco, y a tomar más conciencia 
de la injusticia que los blancos han hecho a los morenos junto con el correspondiente llamado a la 
conversión, cambio de opinión y compromiso de acción en nombre de vidas morenas. 
 

El refrán del Salmo 144 nos instruye continuamente en los caminos de Dios asegurándonos que "cerca está el 
Señor de los que lo invocan". Proclama una vez más la fórmula de Credo del pueblo judío que era el estribillo del 
Salmo Responsorial del domingo pasado , "el Señor es compasivo y misericordioso, lento a la ira y rico en 
clemencia”. El Señor es bueno con todos y compasivo hacia todas sus obras. Estas afirmaciones nos ayudan a 
ver cómo las formas de ser y los pensamientos de Dios difieren de los nuestros y el trabajo que debemos hacer si 
queremos caminar en los caminos de Dios. 
 

La carta de Pablo a los Filipenses grita su deseo de estar con Dios al afirmar que "para mí, la vida es Cristo, y la 
muerte, una ganancia". Pablo ha llegado al punto de desear la unión total con Dios. Él ha continuamente forjado 
nuevos caminos hacia Dios intentando de llevar "una vida digna del Evangelio de Cristo". Él ahora nos 
desafía a hacer lo mismo, porque Cristo es el modelo de cómo caminar los caminos de Dios.  
 

La parábola de Mateo acerca del generoso terrateniente no se trata de dinero ni salario justo, sino de Dios 
y su abundante amor y generosidad. Dios desea estar en relación amorosa con toda la creación. Como en 
cualquier relación de amor, Dios da generosamente, totalmente y completamente al otro. No hay retención de sí 
mismo y no da basado en las necesidades o méritos. No importa cuándo los trabajadores fueron 
contratados, cada uno es pagado por igual, porque cada uno es merecedor del amor y la generosidad de Dios. 
Mientras que nos damos cuenta de la injusticia del privilegio de los blancos y la necesidad de gritar que 
"las vidas de los morenos importan", debemos sintonizarnos consistentemente con la manera de pensar 
de Dios y con la entrega total de nosotros mismos. 
 

El dar de sí mismo en el amor se basa en el deseo del ser amado de entregarse completamente al otro. 
Amar a otra persona de esta manera es "ver el rostro de Dios" y entender los caminos y pensamientos de Dios. 
Nunca perdemos el amor de Dios. Podemos rechazarlo, pero 
Dios, el nos ama, nunca nos rechaza ni nos abandona. 
 

Dios ama toda la creación igualmente, completamente y 
totalmente. Dios no muestra favoritismo, y es igualmente 
receptivo a todos. Esto fluye del poderoso y duradero amor del pacto 
de Dios, un amor que desea continuamente ser uno con el amado. 
Nada se interpone en el camino de un amor tan fiel y eterno. Nuestra 
misión, si elegimos aceptarla, es caminar por los caminos de 
Dios imitando la generosidad y el amor superabundantes que 
Dios ha derramado sobre nosotros. ¿Cómo imitará el amor y la 
generosidad de Dios en sus tratos diarios e interacciones con los 
demás esta semana?
