This Week’s Do You Know Video: 
Matthew and Luke are the only 
two gospels that have stories 
about the birth and early life of 
Jesus. Each gospel pictures 
these infancy narratives 
differently, reflecting the key issues and concerns of the 
communities that produced them. Luke's stories are the 
ones we are most familiar with and the ones that fill us 
with wonder, joy, excitement and good feelings. Luke is 
an excellent and engaging storyteller, who at same time 
reflects the key issues in his community, namely, Jesus 
as the universal savior of all, who has a special bent 
towards the poor, the alienated, the oppressed and the 
marginalized. Matthew's stories are more foreboding, 
filled with doubt, fear and trembling, threats of violence, 
killing of children, escape into the night and 
premonitions of suffering and death. All this reflects the 
tension that Matthew's community was experiencing 
about the legitimacy of Jesus as the long awaited 
Jewish Messiah, and how welcoming Jews should be in 
accepting Gentiles as integral members of Jesus' 
followers. Make time to view this week’s DYK video and 
reflect on the differences between Luke and Matthew's 
infancy narratives.

Do you know what fuels your body best? Try this breakfast experiment 
as a way of tuning into your body and learning to listen to its messages; 
explore eating a different breakfast every day for a week.  Jot down what 
you eat and how you feel, both right after eating and again two hours later.  
Sit quietly after you eat and reflect.  Note how your energy level, your 
moods and your physical symptoms are affected by the food in your body. 
 

Sample Breakfast Ideas: 
Day 1: Omelet or Mini Quiche 
Day 2: Steak and Egg Breakfast Burrito 
Day 3: Steel Cut Oatmeal  
Day 4: Egg and Avocado Toast 
Day 5: Whole Grain Toast with Peanut or Almond Butter and Sliced Banana 
Day 6: Fresh Fruit Smoothie or Plain Greek Yogurt with Fruit and Nuts 
Day 7: Fresh Vegetables or Steamed Veggies and Cottage Cheese 
 

Review your food journal paying special attention to your notes on how you 
felt right after eating and how you felt 2 hours later. You may discover from 
this exercise that you are unusually sensitive to certain foods.  A food 
sensitivity or allergy may be your body’s way of telling you to start eating and 
cooking foods more appropriate for your current life goals.

Mental Health Signs of Depression 
There are a lot of signs of depression, but you may not 
have them all.  
Sad, empty, or anxious. It will continue over time 
without getting better or going away. 
Helpless, worthless, or guilty. You may feel bad 
about yourself or your life, or think a lot about losses or 
failures. 
Hopeless. You may be pessimistic or believe that 
nothing good will ever happen. You may even think 
about suicide. 
Irritable. You may get restless or more cranky than 
usual. 
Less interest in activities. Hobbies or games you 
usually enjoy may not appeal to you.  
Less energetic. You may feel extremely tired or think 
more slowly. Daily routines and tasks may seem too 
hard to manage. 
Trouble concentrating. It could be tough to focus 
even with simple things.  
Changes in the way you sleep. You might not be able 
to sleep or sleep too much. 
Changes in appetite. You may overeat or not feel 
hungry.

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The Sunday after Epiphany celebrates the Baptism of 
the Lord. Jesus’ baptism is traditionally linked to the 
Epiphany and to the wedding feast of Cana as key 
events in Jesus’ public manifestation of his identity 
and mission. The feast serves the double function 
of bringing to a close the Christmas/Epiphany 
season, while at the same time beginning the 
Season of Ordinary Time. 
 
The psalm refrain from Responsorial Psalm 29, “the 
Lord will bless his people with peace,” is an 
excellent summary of Jesus’ mission among God’s 
people. God’s peace is God’s “shalom,” that sense of 
wholeness that comes to us when our life’s priorities 
and relationships are all in their right order. “Shalom” 
calls us to work towards right relationships with all 
people and all creation. God created us for such 
work and in and through our Baptism, we commit our 
lives to establish God’s “shalom” in all our interactions 
and relationships. 
 
Right relationships immerse us in the mission of the 
Lord’s servant as specified in our first reading from 
Isaiah. Being the Lord’s servant involves “bringing 
forth justice to the nations” so that all may have 
“shalom,” that peace which liberates us and others from 
injustice, oppression and darkness. Such wholeness 
comes through non-violent work symbolized by “a 
bruised reed he shall not break and a smoldering wick 
he shall not quench.” Such work can only be 
accomplished through the Lord’s gift of the Spirit 
given to all who choose to commit themselves to 
God’s “shalom” mission. 
 
The second reading from Acts affirms two 
significant realities concerning Jesus’ mission. We 
are told by Peter that God shows no partiality, but 
“rather, in every nation whoever fears him and acts 
uprightly is acceptable” to the Lord. As a result, God’s 
peace is proclaimed to all through Jesus Christ,” the 
Lord of all, and God’s anointed servant. Jesus’ mission 
was accomplished by “doing 
good and healing all those 
oppressed by the devil,” 
without any distinction or 
partiality. These dimensions 
add further clarification 
concerning Jesus’ mission and 
ministry, as well as ours. 
 
Matthew’s gospel has Jesus 
enter the waters of baptism 
as a public and external sign 
of Jesus’ commitment to 
God’s mission of “shalom.” 
God affirms and approves 

Jesus’ external sign of commitment by anointing Jesus 
with the Spirit, and proclaiming to all present that “This 
is my beloved son, with whom I am well pleased.” 
 
Jesus’ baptism as an epiphany event reveals a great 
deal about Jesus’ identity and mission. It proclaims 
Jesus as God’s anointed, sent forth to live a life of 
justice and right relationship with all. The other 
readings specify Jesus’ mission and identity even 
further by clarifying the kind of life style that Jesus 
models for us. Jesus’ life is aimed at establishing 
right relationships with all so that justice and peace 
are concretely experienced in the give and take of 
everyday relationships. 
 
Through our baptism, we too have been anointed as 
God’s servants, and have committed ourselves to 
take on the mind and heart of Jesus. His mission is 
now our mission. His way of living becomes our 
way of living. This feast, at the beginning of our New 
Year, is an excellent opportunity once again to re-
commit ourselves to our baptismal identity and mission 
as servants of the Lord, modeled on Jesus’ values and 
life style. The celebration of Jesus’ baptism is a 
celebration of our own baptism, throwing a clear 
and sharp focus on what God’s “shalom” work 
entails. 
 
This year, how will you be a person who works 
towards bringing about God’s “shalom” in our 
divided and troubled world? How will your ensure 
that right relationship with all, the true path to God’s 
justice and peace, dominates your life style? Let us all 
pray that we may be continually faithful to our 
baptismal call and commitment, no matter the cost.

El domingo después de la Epifanía se celebra el 
Bautismo del Señor. El bautismo de Jesús está 
tradicionalmente vinculado a la Epifanía y al 
banquete de la boda en Caná como eventos claves 
en la manifestación pública de Jesús de su 
identidad y misión. La fiesta cumple la doble 
función de cerrar la temporada de Navidad/Epifanía 
al mismo tiempo que comienza la Temporada del 
Tiempo Ordinario. 
 
El estribillo del Salmo Responsorial 28, "el Señor 
bendice a su pueblo con la paz", es un excelente 
resumen de la misión de Jesús entre el pueblo de 
Dios. La paz de Dios es el "shalom"  de Dios, ese 
sentido de plenitud que nos llega cuando las prioridades 
y las relaciones de nuestra vida están en su orden 
correcto. "Shalom" nos llama a trabajar para lograr 
relaciones correctas con todas las personas y toda 
la creación. Dios nos creó para tal trabajo y en y a 
través de nuestro Bautismo, comprometemos nuestras 
vidas para establecer el "shalom" de Dios en todas 
nuestras interacciones y relaciones. 
 
Las relaciones correctas nos sumergen en la misión 
del siervo del Señor como se especifica en nuestra 
primera lectura de Isaías. Ser el siervo del Señor 
implica "hacer brillar la justicia sobre las naciones" para 
que todos puedan tener "shalom", esa paz que nos 
libera a nosotros y a los demás de la injusticia, la 
opresión y la oscuridad. Tal plenitud se produce a 
través del trabajo no violento simbolizado al decir "no 
romperá la caña resquebrajada ni apagará la mecha 
que aún humea". Tal trabajo solo se puede lograr a 
través del don del Espíritu del Señor dado a todos 
los que eligen comprometerse a la misión "shalom" 
de Dios. 
 
La segunda lectura de Hechos afirma dos 
realidades significativas con respecto a la misión de 
Jesús. Pedro nos dice que Dios no muestra 
parcialidad, “sino que acepta al que lo teme y practica la 
justicia. Como resultado, la paz de Dios se proclama a 
todos por medio de Jesucristo, el Señor de todos, y el 
siervo ungido de Dios. La misión de Jesús se logró 
"haciendo el bien y sanando a todos los oprimidos 
por el diablo", sin distinción ni parcialidad. Estas 
dimensiones agregan más aclaraciones sobre la misión 
y el ministerio de Jesús, así como también sobre el 
nuestro. 
 
El evangelio de Mateo hace que Jesús entre en las 
aguas del bautismo como una señal pública y 
externa del compromiso de Jesús con la misión 
"shalom" de Dios. Dios afirma y aprueba la señal 
externa de compromiso de Jesús al ungir a Jesús con el 
Espíritu y proclamar a todos los presentes que "Este es 

mi hijo muy amado, en quien tengo mis complacencias”. 
 
El bautismo de Jesús como un evento de epifanía 
revela mucho sobre la identidad y misión de Jesús. 
Proclama a Jesús como el ungido de Dios, enviado 
a vivir una vida de justicia y relación correcta con 
todos. Las otras lecturas especifican aún más la 
misión e identidad de Jesús al aclarar el tipo de estilo 
de vida que Jesús modela para nosotros. La vida de 
Jesús está dirigida a establecer relaciones 
correctas con todos para que la justicia y la paz se 
experimenten concretamente en el intercambio de 
las relaciones cotidianas. 
 
A través de nuestro bautismo, nosotros también 
hemos sido ungidos como siervos de Dios, y nos 
hemos comprometido a asumir la mente y el 
corazón de Jesús. Su misión es ahora nuestra 
misión. Su forma de vida se convierte en nuestra 
forma de vida. Esta fiesta, al comienzo de nuestro 
Año Nuevo, es una excelente oportunidad para volver a 
comprometernos una vez más con nuestra identidad y 
misión bautismales como siervos del Señor, siguiendo 
el modelo de los valores y el estilo de vida de Jesús. La 
celebración del bautismo de Jesús es una 
celebración de nuestro propio bautismo, con un 
enfoque claro y agudo en lo que implica el trabajo 
"shalom" de Dios. 
 
Este año, ¿cómo será usted una persona que 
trabaje para lograr el "shalom" de Dios en nuestro 
mundo dividido y afligido? ¿Cómo va a asegurar 
que la relación correcta con todos, el verdadero camino 
hacia la justicia y la paz de Dios, domine su estilo de 
vida? Oremos todos para que podamos ser 
continuamente fieles a nuestro llamado y 
compromiso bautismal, sin importar el costo.

Tómese un 
momento para ver el video ¿Sabes? de esta semana y 
reflexionar sobre las diferencias entre las narraciones 
de infancia según Lucas y Mateo.
