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This Week’s Do 
You Know Video: 
January 6, the Feast 
of the Epiphany, 
celebrates the Magi following the star to Bethlehem 
to bring gifts to the new born king.  Gift giving in the 
United States is associated with Santa Claus on Dec 
25.  But in Italy, along with Poland, Russia and much 
of Eastern Europe, different gift giving traditions 
developed, all associated with the Magi, now turned 
into three kings.  Two of these traditions, namely La 
Befana and Babushka, have a similar 
backdrop.  Their legend is associated with the three 
kings, who, tired from following the star, stop and ask 
for hospitality at the house of an old woman.  As she 
provides for them, they explain their journey, the gifts 
that they bring, and about the new born king.  The 
old woman is excited about the news and they invite 
her to join them.  But she is too busy with housework 
and cannot join them. After they leave to continue 
their journey, the old woman regrets not going with 
them and decides to pack gifts and food to bring to 
the baby Jesus.  However, she cannot find the kings, 
nor the star.  She continues searching but is lost and 
cannot find the new born king. So she decides to 
stop at the home of every child to leave gifts with the 
hope that this might be the baby Jesus, the new born 
king.  That is the backdrop to the traditions of La 
Befana and Babushka who bring gifts to every child 
on January 6, in connection with the three kings and 
in honor of Jesus' birth.  Make time to view this 
week's DYK video and find out more about the gift 
giving traditions of La Befana and Babushka.

Did you know running and walking are among the 
purest, most natural forms of exercise around? With 
newfangled innovations like Freon-filled midsoles and 
pump-it-up tongues, it's difficult to know which shoes to 
buy.  Choose the wrong athletic shoes and you could end 
up lying on the couch nursing shin splints or aching heels 
instead of enjoying a brisk walk or run. Here are a few tips 
to get to the right fit. 
 
 

Don't make shoes multitask. Walking shoes are stiffer; 
running shoes are more flexible with extra cushioning to 
handle greater impact. If you do both activities, get a pair 
for each.  
 

Know your feet and measure your feet frequently. We 
have 10 toes and two heels, but beyond that, feet come in 
a variety of shapes and knowing your foot's particular 
quirks is key to selecting the right pair of shoes. It’s a myth 
that foot size doesn't change in adults. It does change as 
we get older, so have your feet measured twice a year. 
Sizes also vary between brands, so go by what fits, not by 
the shoe size. 
 

Shop toward the end of the day. Feet swell over the 
course of the day; they also expand while you run or walk, 
so shoes should fit your feet when they're at their largest. 
 

Bring your own socks -- the ones you wear while running 
or walking. If you wear orthotics, bring those, too. Shoes 
need to fit with the orthotic inside. 
 

Don't over- or underpay. Good-quality running and 
walking shoes are fairly pricey -- and usually worth it. A 
$15-shoe will not be as good as an $80-shoe. But you'll 
pay a premium for super-fashionable styles or those 
associated with a celebrity and they won't be any better for 
your feet. 
 

Know when to replace them. The average pair of 
running shoes should be replaced after about 350-400 
miles of use.  Once the back of the sole is worn out or the 
shoe feels uncomfortable or 
less supportive, it's time to 
take those tootsies 
shopping again.

El Salvador Scholarship Student, Heydi 
Heydi Ellizabeth Gómez Espinoza lives 
in a small community outside of 
Cinquera, called San Francisco 
Echeverria in the municipality of 
Tejutepeque. She is 23 years old and 
she attends the University of El 
Salvador, in San Salvador.  She is 
currently in her 5th year of study and 
she is majoring in Physical Education, 
Sports and Recreation Education. She 
entered the scholarship program in 
2015 and she is expected to graduate in 2019. Her 
grade point average last semester was 9.0. 
 

Heydi has classes on Tuesdays from 9am-Noon, on 
Wednesdays from 7am-9am and 6pm-7pm, and on 
Saturdays from 1pm-5pm. Heydi lives in an apartment 
with other scholarship students from Cinquera during the 
week. She takes a 4-hour bus ride home each weekend 
to visit her family. 
 

Heydi’s mom makes a living as a seamstress. Their 
home is built of brick with an outhouse.  The family has 
access to potable water and the house has electricity.  
 

Heydi’s mother, Julia, is 45 years old and completed 
high school. Heydi’s 21 year old sister, Jeaneth finished 
high school and is continuing her studies.  Her 5 year 
old brother, Angel, has just started school.  Heydi visited 
St. Sabina in February of 2017.  
 

This year Heydi’s community project was Prevention 
before Treatment, a program which taught adolescents 
in Cinquera about sexual education in order to reduce 
the risk of teenage pregnancies, educate about sexual 
and reproductive responsibility and raise awareness 
about sexually transmitted diseases. 
 

Heydi’s achievements this past year include completing 
all her courses successfully, participating in social and 
political activities in the community and completing her 
social work successfully. Heydi’s biggest challenges are 
the lack of economic resources and the lack of sports 
and recreation projects. She wants to raise awareness 
among the people so they know about the importance of 
sports and physical activity, and how this benefits the 
development of children and adolescents.  
 

After graduation Heydi wants to work in a public school. 
She also wants to open a gym offering martial arts, judo, 
gymnastics and other sports. Heydi wants to create an 
association with different institutions such as city hall 
and NGOs, to be able to make physical activity more 
accessible to the children and youth of her municipality 
and surrounding communities.

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The Baptism of the Lord Sunday functions as a 
hinge Sunday between the Christmas/Epiphany 
Season, and the beginning of Ordinary time. 
Officially it is the last Sunday of the Christmas 
Season, bringing closure to the Christmas Season. 
Ordinary time begins with Sunday evening prayer, 
making the following Sunday, the Second Sunday in 
Ordinary Time, or Sunday of the second week in 
Ordinary Time. Ordinary time continues till Ash 
Wednesday when it is interrupted by the Great Ninety 
Days of Lent-Easter-Pentecost. Ordinary time is picked 
up again after the celebration of Pentecost and 
continues till the first Sunday of Advent. 
 

The Christmas/Epiphany season began with the 
birth of the infant Jesus, God with us, and ends with 
the adult Jesus acknowledged as God's son, ready 
to take up his ministry and mission. Having 
publically given his life to God through the external sign 
of baptism, Jesus is overshadowed by the Spirit who 
motivates and drives him to mission on behalf of 
humanity. 
 

Today we celebrate the baptism of the Lord as well 
as our own baptism. The season of Ordinary 
(Numbered Sundays) Time plunges us into living out 
our baptismal commitment in imitation of Jesus' 
mission and ministry. 
 

The refrain from Responsorial Psalm 104 “O Bless 
the Lord, my soul,” invites us all to bless the Lord 
for all of life’s wonders resulting from God’s free 
and gracious choice to be completely one with us in 
the person of Jesus. All Jewish prayer begins by 
blessing the Lord. The psalm pictures God as the 
one who gives people their food in due season, filling us 
with all good things. It reminds us that through the 
outpouring of God’s grace, presence and relationship, 
we are created and renewed daily. Today we loudly 
bless the Lord for all of life and love. 
 

The first reading from Isaiah 
is the beginning of Isaiah’s 
message of consolation to 
those in exile in Babylonia, 
reminding them that God has 
not forgotten them. Isaiah 
proclaims that God’s comfort 
and tender mercy is at work, 
preparing a smooth and open 
path for their return home. God 
is the good shepherd who 
feeds the flock, caring for them 
with great love. God’s love is 
ever faithful, ready to rebuild 
and renew the relationship 

that had been neglected by the people. 
 

The letter to Titus clearly proclaims that in Jesus, 
the grace of God has appeared among us. Jesus 
came to save us by “training us to reject godless 
ways...and to live temperately, justly and devoutly....” 
Jesus modeled the life style that God desires by being 
willing to give of “himself for us to deliver us from all 
lawlessness and to cleanse for himself a people as his 
own, eager to do what is good.” Titus goes on to affirm 
that it is God’s Spirit, poured out through Jesus, 
which renews and restores our relationship with 
God and with all creation. 
 

Lectionary year C focuses our attention on the 
gospel of Luke. Luke’s account of the Baptism of 
Jesus distinguishes between the role of John the Baptist 
and that of Jesus. John affirms that Jesus is the Christ. 
Luke’s account is unique in having God’s Spirit 
descend on Jesus not as he comes out of the water 
but afterwards, while Jesus is praying. Luke 
pictures Jesus in prayer constantly, especially when 
Jesus needs time to discern God’s will and intention 
for his life. 
 

God affirms Jesus’ life style and mission by 
proclaiming that “you are my beloved son; with you 
I am well pleased.” As we celebrate Jesus’ baptism, 
let us recall that we too have been baptized in 
Christ. God has spoken to us, affirming us as sons 
and daughters in whom God is most pleased. As Jesus 
prays to strengthen his relationship to God and to be 
faithful to his mission, let us pray that God will 
strengthen us to be faithful to our baptismal 
commitment. Like Jesus, we are called to “act with 
justice, to love tenderly, to serve one another, to 
walk humbly before God.” During this season of 
Ordinary Time, how will you live out your baptismal 
commitment and promises?

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El domingo del Bautismo del Señor funciona como 
un domingo de bisagra entre la temporada de 
Navidad/Epifanía y el comienzo del tiempo 
ordinario. Oficialmente, es el último domingo de la 
temporada navideña, que cierra la temporada 
navideña. El tiempo ordinario comienza con la 
oración del domingo por la noche, haciendo el domingo 
siguiente, el segundo domingo del tiempo ordinario o el 
domingo de la segunda semana del tiempo ordinario. El 
tiempo ordinario continúa hasta el Miércoles de Cenizas 
cuando es interrumpido por los Grandes noventa días 
de Cuaresma, Pascua y Pentecostés. El tiempo 
ordinario se reanuda de nuevo después de la 
celebración de Pentecostés y continúa hasta el primer 
domingo de Adviento. 
 

La temporada de Navidad/Epifanía comenzó con el 
nacimiento del niño Jesús, Dios con nosotros, y 
termina con el Jesús adulto reconocido como el hijo 
de Dios, listo para asumir su ministerio y misión. 
Habiendo dado públicamente su vida a Dios a través 
del signo externo del bautismo, Jesús es eclipsado por 
el Espíritu que lo motiva y lo lleva a la misión en nombre 
de la humanidad. 
 

Hoy celebramos el bautismo del Señor así como 
nuestro propio bautismo. La temporada del tiempo 
ordinario (domingos numerados) nos sumerge en 
vivir nuestro compromiso bautismal en imitación de 
la misión y el ministerio de Jesús. 
 

El estribillo del Salmo responsorial 104 "Bendice, 
alma mía, al señor", nos invita a todos a bendecir al 
Señor por todas las maravillas de la vida que 
resultan de la elección libre y amable de Dios de ser 
completamente uno con nosotros en la persona de 
Jesús. Toda oración judía comienza bendiciendo al 
Señor. El salmo representa a Dios como el que le da 
a las personas su comida en el momento oportuno, 
llenándonos de todas las cosas buenas. Nos recuerda 
que a través del derramamiento de la gracia, la 
presencia y la relación de Dios, somos creados y 
renovados diariamente. Hoy bendecimos en voz alta al 
Señor por toda la vida y el amor. 
 

La primera lectura de Isaías es el comienzo del 
mensaje de consuelo de Isaías para los exiliados en 
Babilonia, recordándoles que Dios no los ha 
olvidado. Isaías proclama que el consuelo de Dios y 
la tierna misericordia están trabajando, preparando un 
camino suave y abierto para su regreso a casa. Dios es 
el buen pastor que alimenta el rebaño, cuidándolos con 
gran amor. El amor de Dios es siempre fiel, listo para 
reconstruir y renovar la relación que la gente había 
descuidado. 
 

La carta a Tito claramente proclama que en Jesús, 
la gracia de Dios ha aparecido entre nosotros. 
Jesús vino a salvarnos al "enseñarnos a renunciar a la 
vida sin religión… y a vivir de una manera sobria, justa 
y fiel a Dios..." Jesús modeló el estilo de vida que Dios 
desea al estar dispuesto a entregarse "por nosotros 
para redimirnos de todo pecado y purificarnos, a fin de 
convertirnos en pueblos suyo, fervorosamente 
entregado a practicar el bien". Tito continúa afirmando 
que es el Espíritu de Dios, derramado a través de 
Jesús, que renueva y restaura nuestra relación con 
Dios y con toda la creación. 
 

El año de Leccionario C enfoca nuestra atención en 
el evangelio de Lucas. El relato de Lucas sobre el 
Bautismo de Jesús distingue entre el papel de Juan el 
Bautista y el de Jesús. Juan afirma que Jesús es el 
Cristo. El relato de Lucas es único al hacer que el 
Espíritu de Dios descienda sobre Jesús no cuando 
sale del agua sino después, mientras Jesús está 
orando. Lucas representa a Jesús en oración 
constantemente, especialmente cuando Jesús 
necesita tiempo para discernir la voluntad y la 
intención de Dios para su vida. 
 

Dios afirma el estilo de vida y la misión de Jesús al 
proclamar que "tú eres mi hijo, el predilecto; en ti 
me complazco". Al celebrar el bautismo de Jesús, 
recordemos que también nosotros hemos sido 
bautizados en Cristo. Dios nos ha hablado, 
afirmándonos como hijos e hijas en quienes Dios está 
más complacido. Mientras Jesús ora para fortalecer su 
relación con Dios y para ser fiel a su misión, oremos 
para que Dios nos fortalezca para ser fieles a nuestro 
compromiso bautismal. Como Jesús, estamos llamados 
a actuar con justicia, a amarnos con ternura, a 
servirnos unos a otros, a caminar humildemente 
ante Dios. Durante esta temporada del Tiempo 
Ordinario, ¿cómo vivirá su compromiso y promesas 
bautismales?
