En Nuestro Video ¿Sabes…? de Esta Semana: 
Ya que la temporada navideña llega a su fin, el ciclo 
leccionario C dedica tres domingos a la revelación o 
manifestación de Jesús al resto del mundo. El Domingo 
de Epifanía celebra la manifestación de Jesús al mundo 
gentil, simbolizada por los Magos. El domingo siguiente 
se celebra típicamente el bautismo de Jesús, en el que 
la voz del cielo afirma a Jesús como el Hijo amado en 
quien Dios se complace. El tiempo ordinario comienza 
la noche de la fiesta del Bautismo del Señor, siendo el 
domingo siguiente el segundo domingo del tiempo 
ordinario, que siempre proclama un pasaje del 
evangelio de Juan. Este año, ciclo Leccionario C, 
proclamamos la tercera manifestación de Jesús, la 
Boda de Caná, primer signo o milagro según el 
evangelio de Juan, a través del cual sus discípulos 
llegaron a creer en él. Tómese un momento para ver el 
video ¿Sabes? de esta semana y entrar en las tres 
manifestaciones de Jesús vinculadas a la Epifanía. 

This Week’s Do You Know Video: 
As the Christmas season comes to a close, Lectionary 
Year C devotes three Sundays to the revelation or 
manifestation of Jesus to the wider world. Epiphany 
Sunday celebrates the manifestation of Jesus to the 
Gentile world, symbolized by the Magi. The following 
Sunday typically celebrates the Baptism of Jesus, in 
which the voice from heaven affirms Jesus as the 
beloved Son in whom God is well pleased. Ordinary 
Time begins on the evening of feast of the Baptism of 
the Lord with the following Sunday being the Second 
Sunday in Ordinary Time, which always proclaims a 
passage from John's gospel. This year, Lectionary Year 
C, we proclaim the third manifestation of Jesus, the 
Wedding Feast of Cana, the first sign or miracle 
according to John's gospel, through which his disciples 
came to believe in him. Make time to view this week's 
DYK video and enter into the three manifestations of 
Jesus linked to the Epiphany. 

Wellness Center

• Day 5: Whole Grain Toast with Peanut or Almond Butter and 

Sliced Banana 
• Day 6: Fresh Fruit Smoothie or Plain Greek Yogurt with Fruit and 

Nuts 
• Day 7: Fresh Vegetables or Steamed Veggies and Cottage 

Cheese 
 
Review your food journal paying special attention to your notes on how you felt right after eating and how 
you felt 2 hours later. You may discover from this exercise that you are unusually sensitive to certain foods.  
A food sensitivity or allergy may be your body’s way of telling you to start eating and cooking foods more 
appropriate for your current life goals. Focus on understanding your body and what your body needs to keep 
you moving.

The Feast of the Baptism of the Lord celebrated last Sunday serves the dual purpose of bringing to a 
close the Christmas season, while at the same time beginning the liturgical season of Ordinary Time. The 
word “Ordinary” does not mean plain but refers to “ordinal” or “numbered” Sundays. This season continues until 
the first Sunday of Advent, interrupted by the great ninety days of the Lent-Easter-Pentecost season. Ordinary 
time immerses us in the great mysteries celebrated at Easter and Christmas. 

 
Lectionary Year C is the only year that fully proclaims the 
January 6 epiphanies or celebrations of the Lord’s 
manifestations. Our Eastern Orthodox brothers and sisters 
celebrate the magi, the baptism of the Lord and Jesus’ first 
miracle according to John, the wedding feast of Cana, on 
January 6 as a cluster of stories marking the Lord’s Epiphany or 
manifestation to the world. During lectionary year C, the Western 
church takes those clustered epiphanies and unpacks them 
into three successive Sundays. Today, we celebrate the last 
of the Epiphany cluster, the wedding feast of Cana. 
 
All the readings invite the whole assembly to sing joyfully 
responsorial Psalm 96, “Proclaim God’s marvelous deeds to all 
the nations.” The readings offer the reason for this insistent joyful 
call to praise the Lord. This praise psalm captures the heart of 
the liturgy, while the readings astound us with God’s 
marvelous deeds. 
 
Isaiah boldly proclaims that God has vindicated us and 
given us new names, namely “My Delight” and “Espoused.” 
These names proclaim boldly the intimacy and joy that God 

takes in us. So rich is God’s joy and intimacy with us that it is compared to the marital bond which is faithful, loving 
and forever. God is so intimate with us that nothing can ever separate us from God. Even if we choose to abandon 
God, God will never abandon us, nor stop loving us. Do we really believe that? 
 
Paul writes to the Corinthians concerning God’s marvelous bestowal of the Spirit’s abundant gifts. Such 
abundance is understood as a sign of God’s special love for all people. The gifts are given for the common good, 
to build up the people of God. When we use our Spirit-given gifts for building up God’s people, we manifest to 
others that same intimate love and concern that God has shown us. How do you use the gifts you have been 
given to build up God’s people, thus praising and glorifying God? 
 
John begins Jesus’ public ministry with the wedding feast of Cana. According to John, this is the first 
sign that Jesus performed. What sign does the wedding feast convey about us and our God? The wedding feast 
itself, a sign of intimate and deep love, conveys the reality that God loves us and calls us to the same 
intimacy. The wedding banquet is also a rich biblical symbol of the intimacy and bonding that will be ours 
with God at the end times. 
 
John’s account of the wedding feast of Cana has Jesus manifest two key qualities of our God. Jesus is so 
attuned to the needs of others that, with the gentle coaxing of his 
mother, he is willing to change his own plans and time frame for their 
sake. Secondly, Jesus provides for us not only great abundance, a key 
indicator of the messianic times, but abundance of the highest quality. 
 
The amount (over 150 gallons worth) and quality of the new wine is a 
clear indication that God’s kingdom is here, present in our midst. 
Once we realize this, we too can enter fully into the dancing and wedding 
celebration that signifies our life in union with God and others. Today, with 
all the nations, proclaim God’s marvelous deeds and reflect on how you 
will respond to the richness and fullness of God’s presence with us. This 
week, try to manifest God’s living presence among us to at least one 
person that you encounter in your daily life.

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La Fiesta del Bautismo del Señor, celebrada el domingo pasado, tiene el doble propósito de cerrar la 
temporada navideña y al mismo tiempo comenzar la temporada litúrgica del Tiempo Ordinario. La palabra 
"Ordinario" no significa simple, pero se refiere a domingos "ordinales" o "numerados". Esta temporada se extiende 
hasta el primer domingo de Adviento, interrumpido por los grandes noventa días de la temporada de Cuaresma, 
Pascua y Pentecostés. El tiempo ordinario nos sumerge en los grandes misterios celebrados en la Semana Santa 
y la Navidad. 
 
El año Leccionario “C” es el único año que proclama plenamente las epifanías o celebraciones del 6 de 
enero de las manifestaciones del Señor. Nuestros hermanos y hermanas ortodoxos orientales celebran 
los magos, el bautismo del Señor y el primer milagro de Jesús según Juan, la fiesta de bodas de Caná, el 6 de 
enero como un conjunto de historias que marcan la Epifanía del Señor o la manifestación al mundo. Durante el 
año C del leccionario, la iglesia occidental toma esas epifanías agrupadas y las separa en tres domingos 
sucesivos. Hoy celebramos lo último del cúmulo de la Epifanía, la fiesta de bodas de Caná. 
 
Todas las lecturas invitan a toda la asamblea a cantar con alegría el Salmo 96, “Cuenten las maravillas del Señor 
a todas las naciones”. Las lecturas ofrecen el motivo de este insistente y alegre llamado a alabar al Señor. Este 
salmo de alabanza captura el corazón de la liturgia, mientras que las lecturas nos asombran con las 
maravillas de Dios. 
 
Isaías proclama audazmente que Dios nos ha reivindicado y nos ha dado nuevos nombres, a saber, "Mi 
complacencia" y "Desposada". Estos nombres proclaman audazmente la intimidad y la alegría que Dios 
toma en nosotros. Tan rico es el gozo y la intimidad de Dios con nosotros que se compara con el vínculo 
matrimonial que es fiel, amoroso y para siempre. Dios es tan íntimo con nosotros que nada nos puede separar de 
Dios. Incluso si elegimos abandonar a Dios, Dios nunca nos abandonará, ni dejará de amarnos. 
¿Realmente creemos eso? 
 
Pablo escribe a los corintios sobre el maravilloso otorgamiento de los abundantes dones del Espíritu por 
parte de Dios. Tal abundancia se entiende como un signo del amor especial de Dios hacia todas las 
personas. Los dones se dan para el bien común, para construir al pueblo de Dios. Cuando usamos nuestros 
dones dados por el Espíritu para construir al pueblo de Dios, manifestamos a otros este mismo amor y 
preocupación íntima que Dios nos ha mostrado. ¿Cómo usa los dones que le han sido dados para construir al 
pueblo de Dios, alabando y glorificando a Dios? 
 
Juan comienza el ministerio público de Jesús con la fiesta de bodas de Caná. Según Juan, esta es la 
primera señal que Jesús realizó. ¿Qué señal transmite la fiesta de bodas sobre nosotros y nuestro Dios? La fiesta 
de bodas en sí, un signo de amor íntimo y profundo, transmite la realidad de que Dios nos ama y nos 
llama a la misma intimidad. La fiesta de bodas también es un rico símbolo bíblico de la intimidad y la 
unidad con Dios que tendremos en los últimos tiempos. 
 
El relato de Juan de la fiesta de bodas de Caná hace que Jesús manifieste dos cualidades claves de 
nuestro Dios. Jesús está tan en sintonía con las necesidades de los demás que, con el suave engaño de 
su madre, está dispuesto a cambiar sus propios planes y plazos por el bien de ellos. En segundo lugar, Jesús nos 
proporciona no solo una gran abundancia, un indicador clave de los tiempos mesiánicos, sino una 
abundancia de la más alta calidad. 
 

La cantidad (más de 150 galones) y la calidad del vino nuevo es 
una clara indicación de que el reino de Dios está aquí, presente 
entre nosotros. Una vez que nos demos cuenta de esto, nosotros 
también podemos participar plenamente en el baile y la celebración 
de bodas que significa nuestra vida en unión con Dios y con los 
demás. Hoy, con todas las naciones, proclame las maravillas de Dios 
y reflexione sobre cómo responderá a la riqueza y plenitud de la 
presencia de Dios con nosotros. Esta semana, trate de manifestar la 
presencia viva de Dios entre nosotros al menos a una persona 
que encuentre en su vida diaria.

“When the wine ran short, the mother of Jesus said to 
him, ‘They have no wine.’ And Jesus said to her, 

‘Woman, how does your concern affect me? My hour 
has not yet come.’ His mother said to the servers, ‘Do 

whatever he tells you.’” 
John 2:3-5 

In the midst of the feast, the Blessed Mother noticed 
that the wine had run out and pointed out the problem 
to Jesus.
