Tanto el cristianismo como el 
Islam, junto con otras tradiciones religiosas, practican 
el ejercicio espiritual del ayuno; los cristianos 
típicamente durante la Cuaresma, y los musulmanes 
durante el mes de Ramadán. Para ambas tradiciones, 
los períodos de ayuno tienen como propósito clave 
profundizar la relación de uno con Dios y con los 
demás mediante la práctica de la abnegación y el 
autocontrol. El ejercicio espiritual del ayuno sintoniza el 
cuerpo y la mente con Dios, lo que nos permite 
enfocarnos más en lo que Dios desea de nosotros en 
la vida diaria. También nos hace muy conscientes de 
quienes tienen poco para comer y de nuestra 
necesidad de compartir con ellos el cuidado y la 
preocupación. Los cristianos se esfuerzan por 
profundizar su relación con Jesús mientras nos 
preparamos durante la Cuaresma para celebrar los 
Misterios Pascuales del Triduo Pascual. Los 
musulmanes se esfuerzan por profundizar su relación 
con Dios sumergiéndose en la palabra de Dios 
articulada en el Corán. Ambos períodos de ayuno 
terminan con grandes fiestas en las que la comunidad 
celebra su unidad más cercana con Dios y entre ellos, 
su comprensión más profunda de lo que Dios desea y 
su firme compromiso de continuar sintonizándose con 
la voluntad de Dios.

This Week’s Do You Know Video: 
As we approach fasting 
during the Season of Lent, 
it is worthwhile to examine 
why fasting is considered a 
good spiritual exercise in 
various religious traditions. 
Both Christianity and Islam, along with other religious 
traditions practice the spiritual exercise of fasting; 
Christians typically during Lent and Muslims during the 
month of Ramadan. For both traditions, the periods of 
fasting have as their key purpose to deepen one's 
relationship to God and others by practicing self-denial 
and self-control. The spiritual exercise of fasting attunes 
the body and mind to God, allowing us to focus more on 
what God desires of us in daily life. It also makes us 
keenly aware of those who have little to eat and our 
need to share with them care and concern. Christians 
strive to deepen their relationship with Jesus as we 
prepare ourselves during Lent to celebrate the Paschal 
Mysteries of the Easter Triduum. Muslims strive to 
deepen their relationship to God by immersing 
themselves into the word of God articulated in the 
Qur'an. Both periods of fasting end with great feasts in 
which the community celebrates their closer unity with 
God and one another, their deeper understanding of 
what God desires, and their firm commitment to continue 
attuning themselves to God's ways. Make time to view 
this week's DYK video and become better prepared to 
enter into the spiritual exercise of fasting this coming 
Lent.

Did You Know- The best way to keep your brain sharp is to use it. Your brain is a 
muscle - so use it! When you don't challenge your brain, it can become less effective at 
remembering and recalling important information. Memory loss is a serious issue that 
becomes more common as you grow older. However, it doesn't need to control your life. In 
order to prevent, slow down, or even eliminate memory loss, you need to keep your brain 
alert and active. This is true for any age group. Here are some ways to keep your brain 
sharp. 
 

1. Learn new things-One of the best ways to keep your brain sharp is to learn new things. Many memory related 
studies have indicated that learning and processing new information can actually be beneficial to overall 
memory function.  

2. Use your senses-Don't shy away from using your senses. Touch, taste, smell, sight and hearing, are all ways 
to keep your brain working well. Essentially, the more senses that your brain uses, the better. When you use a 
number of different senses at the same time, more parts of the brain are needed to retain the information.   

3. Eat well and exercise-Diet and exercise can positively impact your body and mind and can improve your ability 
to retain information. A diet that is high in fish, beans, fruits and vegetables, and vitamin B is thought to reduce 
memory loss and even ward off serious degenerative brain diseases. Regular exercise is also important to your 
brain. Studies indicate that regular exercise three to four times a week can actually improve your memory due 
to increased oxygen and nutrient delivery throughout the body. Taking care of your body by walking, running, 
or another type of physical activity can keep your memory sharp and actually improve it. 

 

It is important to keep your brain sharp, whatever age you are. Be sure to challenge your brain and focus on living 
a healthy lifestyle.

Meditate by quieting yourself, pay attention to 
your breathing and reflect on a favorite prayer or a 
passage from the Bible. Ask for Help:  should you feel 
yourself experiencing sadness or anxiety for an 
extended period, ask for professional help. Talk to your 
primary care physician or a mental health professional.

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With this past Sunday’s evening prayer, we began the season of Ordinary 
Time which will continue till the first Sunday of Advent, interrupted by the 
great ninety days of the Lent-Easter-Pentecost season. Since we are in 
lectionary year B, the focus of our gospel readings is the gospel according to 
Mark. However the gospel for the second Sunday in Ordinary Time in all three 
lectionary years comes from John’s gospel, continuing the key themes of 
the public manifestation and epiphany of Jesus to the world. 
 
Today, the Second Sunday in Ordinary time, has John’s gospel recount the 
mediating role of John the Baptist in connecting his disciples to the person of 
Jesus. John, who has come to know and recognize Jesus’ identity and 
mission, realizes that Jesus is the true and sure path to God, and directs 
his disciples to follow Jesus. John’s disciples take up John’s challenge and 
follow Jesus. Jesus sees them and turns around to ask. “What are you looking 
for?” They respond with “Rabbi...where are you staying? He says to them, 

“Come, and you will see.” The disciples, open to the invitation to come and know more about Jesus, went 
and stayed with him, and their lives were never the same. 
 
Our first reading from the first book of Samuel narrates a similar experience occurring in the life of young 
Samuel. He hears someone calling his name, but does not know who it is or what it is all about. This 
happens three times as Samuel searches for understanding and meaning from his mentor, Eli. Even Eli is not 
certain till it happens repeatedly. Then Eli, the mentor and the elder, recognizes the call of the Lord in Samuel’s 
life, and advises Samuel to respond to the Lord’s call with “Speak, Lord, for your servant is listening.” Once 
Samuel opens up to the Lord, the Lord continues to be with Samuel and his life is never the same. The 
Lord gives meaning and significance to Samuel’s life and words, simply because Samuel was attuned to God’s 
will, and carried it out in his words and deeds. 
 
As we sing responsorial Psalm 40, “Here am I Lord; I come to do your will,” we also strongly affirm our 
desire to listen to the Lord and respond accordingly. According to the psalmist, the Lord is not that 
interested in sacrifices or holocausts. Rather the Lord desires “ears open to obedience” and a stance of continual 
attunement to God’s will, desire and direction. The psalmist asserts that “To do your will...is my delight.” God’s 
will for the psalmist is captured in the act of speaking and modeling justice in the presence of all. One never 
restrains from speaking God’s justice, no matter the consequence. To be attuned to the Lord is to act with justice 
and to be in right relationship with all. 
 
The second reading from Paul’s first letter to the Corinthians boldly affirms that we are the Lord’s and that 
everything, including our bodies, are to be used for glorifying the Lord. Why? Because in and through the 
power of the Spirit we have become one with the Lord. So that, whatever we do or speak should reflect this 
intimate union with the Lord. Christ’s life and death purchased us from the evil one, and made us his own. 
Therefore, Paul asserts that we are temples of the Holy Spirit, and that we are not our own but belong fully 
to the Lord. This is the new and intimate connection that we have with God in Christ, and that God has 
with us. If we actually believe this, then we should act and live differently, 
always attuned to God’s will. 
 
In everyday life, listening to and attuning ourselves to what God wants is a 
real challenge. To whom should we listen? There are many voices calling 
for our attention and energies. The social media barrage has made it 
even more difficult to attune ourselves to discern God’s voice. Like 
Samuel, the psalmist, the members of Paul’s Corinthian community and 
the disciples themselves, we too need constant help in directing our 
attention to hear God’s voice and to interpret and apply that voice in the 
daily routine of our lives. In this season of Ordinary Time, ask God for 
ears to hear, for openness to listen, and for motivation to follow 
through on whatever we discern the Lord is asking of us.

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Con la oración vespertina del domingo pasado, comenzamos la temporada del 
Tiempo Ordinario que continuará hasta el primer domingo de Adviento, 
interrumpido por los grandes noventa días de la temporada de Cuaresma, Pascua 
y Pentecostés. Dado que estamos en el año leccionario “B”, el enfoque de nuestras 
lecturas del Evangelio es el evangelio según San Marcos. Sin embargo, el evangelio 
para el segundo domingo del Tiempo Ordinario en los tres años lectivos proviene del 
evangelio de Juan, continuando con los temas claves de la manifestación pública 
y la epifanía de Jesús en el mundo. 
 
Hoy, el segundo domingo del tiempo ordinario, el evangelio de Juan cuenta el papel 
mediador de Juan el Bautista al conectar a sus discípulos con la persona de Jesús. 

Juan, que ha llegado a conocer y reconocer la identidad y misión de Jesús, se da cuenta de que Jesús es 
el camino verdadero y seguro hacia Dios, y dirige a sus discípulos a seguir a Jesús. Los discípulos de 
Juan aceptan el desafío de Juan y siguen a Jesús. Jesús los ve y se da vuelta para preguntar. "¿Qué buscan?" 
Responden con "¿Dónde vives, Rabí?” Él les dice: "Vengan a ver". Los discípulos, abiertos a la invitación de venir 
y conocer más acerca de Jesús, fueron y se quedaron con él, y sus vidas nunca fueron las mismas. 
 
Nuestra primera lectura del primer libro de Samuel narra una experiencia similar que ocurre en la vida del 
joven Samuel. Oye a alguien que lo llama pero no sabe quién es o de qué se trata. Esto sucede tres veces 
cuando Samuel busca la comprensión y el significado de su mentor, Elí. Incluso Elí no está seguro hasta que 
ocurra repetidamente. Entonces Elí, el mentor y el anciano, reconoce el llamado del Señor en la vida de Samuel, y 
le aconseja a Samuel que responda al llamado del Señor con "Habla, Señor; tu siervo te escucha". Una vez que 
Samuel se abre al Señor, el Señor continúa estando con Samuel y su vida nunca es la misma. El Señor le 
da significado a la vida y las palabras de Samuel, simplemente porque Samuel estaba en sintonía con la voluntad 
de Dios y lo llevó a cabo en sus palabras y obras. 
 
Cuando cantamos el Salmo responsorial 39, "Aquí estoy, Señor, para hacer tu voluntad", también 
afirmamos firmemente nuestro deseo de escuchar al Señor y responder en consecuencia. Según el 
salmista, al Señor no le interesan los sacrificios ni los holocaustos. Más bien, el Señor desea oídos abiertos a la 
obediencia y una postura de sintonía continua con la voluntad, el deseo y la dirección de Dios. El salmista afirma 
que “hacer to voluntad… es lo que deseo.” La voluntad de Dios para el salmista se capta en el acto de hablar y 
modelar la justicia en presencia de todos. Uno nunca se resiste a hablar de la justicia de Dios, sin importar la 
consecuencia. Estar sintonizado con el Señor es actuar con justicia y estar en una relación correcta con todos. 
 
La segunda lectura de la primera carta de Pablo a los Corintios afirma con valentía que somos del Señor y 
que todo, incluso nuestros cuerpos, debe ser utilizado para glorificar al Señor. ¿Por qué? Porque en y a 
través del poder del Espíritu nos hemos vuelto uno con el Señor. Entonces, todo lo que hagamos o hablemos 
debe reflejar esta unión íntima con el Señor. La vida y la muerte de Cristo nos compraron del maligno y nos 
hicieron suyos. Por lo tanto, Pablo afirma que somos templos del Espíritu Santo, y que no somos nuestros, sino 
que pertenecemos por completo al Señor. Esta es la conexión nueva e íntima que tenemos con Dios en 
Cristo, y que Dios tiene con nosotros. Si realmente creemos esto, entonces debemos actuar y vivir de manera 
diferente, siempre en sintonía con la voluntad de Dios. 
 
En la vida cotidiana, escuchar y sintonizarnos con lo que Dios quiere 
es un verdadero desafío. ¿A quién deberíamos escuchar? Hay 
muchas voces que llaman nuestra atención y nuestras energías. 
El bombardeo de las redes sociales ha hecho que sea aún más 
difícil sintonizarnos para discernir la voz de Dios. Al igual que 
Samuel, el salmista, los miembros de la comunidad corintia de Pablo y 
los propios discípulos, nosotros también necesitamos ayuda constante 
para dirigir nuestra atención a escuchar la voz de Dios e interpretar y 
aplicar esa voz en la rutina diaria de nuestras vidas. En esta 
temporada del Tiempo Ordinario, pídale a Dios oído para oir, la 
apertura para escuchar y la motivación de cumplir todo lo que 
discernimos que el Señor nos pida.

Imagine Jesus asking you, “What are you looking for?" 
We might respond with answers like a better job, more 
kids, retirement, or any number of things that we think 
will make our lives better. The things we seek may be 
righteous, but as disciples of Christ, we should first 
and foremost seek the Kingdom of God. If we strive to 
respond to Jesus’ question in the same way the first 
disciples responded, essentially by asking, “Where are 
you, Lord?” then we will not be disappointed with the 
outcome. Our story of Jesus’ first disciples concludes 
with Andrew intentionally sharing the Good News of 
Christ to his brother Simon Peter. Andrew had the gift 
of meeting the Lord and did not hoard it to himself. 
Instead, he sought his brother and proclaimed what he 
had experienced, which serves as a reminder for us. 
Our calling is to be missionary disciples — to seek the 
Lord and share what we have found.

Legados en un Testamento o Fideicomiso 
Las herramientas de planificación patrimonial más 
básicas son los testamentos y los fideicomisos. Los 
“legados” se establecen mediante testamentos y 
fideicomisos. Para hacer un legado, lo más probable es 
que contrate a un abogado de planificación patrimonial 
para asegurarse de que se cumplan todas las 
necesidades legales. 
 

Los legados no son pagaderos hasta la muerte, por lo 
que no afectan sus activos o flujo de efectivo durante su 
vida. Puede cambiar las disposiciones de su testamento 
o un fideicomiso revocable en cualquier momento. Los 
legados caritativos son privados. Su testamento no se 
archivará ni se hará público hasta su muerte. Los 
fideicomisos nunca se hacen públicos a menos que 
usted indique lo contrario. 
Preguntas Frecuentes 
P: ¿Cuál es la diferencia entre un testamento y un 
fideicomiso? 
R: Un testamento son sus instrucciones para sus 
sobrevivientes y para el tribunal de sucesiones sobre 
cómo desea que se distribuyan sus bienes. Es un 
documento privado revocable que solo tiene efecto 
después de su muerte. Un fideicomiso revocable, a 
veces llamado fideicomiso en vida, es un documento 
legal que siempre es privado y mantiene activos durante 
su vida. Después de la muerte, el fideicomiso transfiere 
sus activos, o los beneficios de ellos, a la familia y la 
caridad. A diferencia de un testamento, un fideicomiso 
debe tomar el título de los activos antes de poder 
pasarlos a sus sobrevivientes. 
P: ¿Qué pasa si ya he escrito mi testamento o 
fideicomiso? 
R: Puede modificar un testamento o fideicomiso para 
hacer una nueva donación. Su abogado puede preparar 
un documento simple, llamado codicilo o enmienda, que 
agrega un nuevo legado caritativo mientras reafirma los 
otros términos de su testamento o fideicomiso.

Bequests in a Will or Trust 
The most basic estate planning tools are wills and 
trusts. “Bequests” are established by wills and trusts. To 
make a bequest you will most likely engage an estate 
planning attorney to make sure all legal necessities are 
followed. 
 

Bequests are not payable until death, so they do not 
affect your assets or cash flow during your lifetime. You 
can change the provisions of your will or a revocable 
trust at any time. Charitable bequests are private. Your 
will is not filed or made public until your death. Trusts 
are never made public unless you instruct otherwise. 
Frequently Asked Questions 
Q: What’s the difference between a will and a trust? 
A: A will is your instructions to your survivors and to the 
probate court about how you want your property 
distributed. It is a revocable, private document that only 
takes effect after your death. A revocable trust, 
sometimes called a living trust, is a legal document that 
is always private and holds assets during your lifetime. 
After death, the trust transfers your assets, or benefits 
from them, to family and charity. Unlike a will, a trust 
must take title to assets before it can pass them to your 
survivors. 
Q: What if I already have written my will or trust? 
A: You can amend a will or trust to make a new gift. 
Your attorney can prepare a simple document, called a 
codicil or amendment that adds a new charitable 
bequest while reaffirming the other terms of your will or 
trust.
