This Week’s Do

You Know Video:
This week's DYK
video addresses the
three Epiphany events associated with January 6, the
traditional date for the celebration of the Feast of the
Epiphany. While the West focused on the Magi story,
the Eastern Church focused on the Baptism of Jesus
and the Wedding Feast of Cana as key events in the
Epiphany or manifestation of Jesus to the world.
Today all three events in Jesus' life are associated
with his Epiphany to the wider world. The Magi
following the star search for a ruler or king unlike
other kings who will rule with justice and care and
concern for others. Baby Jesus, not Herod, is the full
manifestation of such a king and they honor him with
gifts. Jesus' baptism as an adult is a symbolic
manifestation of turning his self over to God. While
not necessary for him, as fully human, he models for
us what we are to be about in our own baptism. The
wedding feast of Cana is Jesus' first public sign
according to John's gospel, showing disciples that
care and concern for others trumps readiness for
ministry, Coaxed by his mother, Jesus does marvels
for a couple whose wedding feast runs out of wine.
Make time to view this week's DYK video and learn
more about what these three manifestations of Jesus
teach us about being disciples.

“Then he told them, ‘Draw some out now and take it
to the headwaiter.” So they took it. And when the
headwaiter tasted the water that had become wine,
without knowing where it came from (although the
servers who had drawn the water knew), the
headwaiter called the bridegroom and said to him,
‘Everyone serves good wine first, and then when
people have drunk freely, an inferior one; but you
have kept the good wine until now.”
John 2: 8-10
In the midst of the feast, the Blessed Mother noticed
that the wine had run out and pointed out the problem
to Jesus. Then, she gave the servants instructions
that are equally applicable to us modern-day

stewards, saying, “Do whatever He tells you.” Jesus
gives the servants a simple and seemingly mundane
task, telling them to fill some stone jars with water.
They did what He told them to do. And Jesus used
their obedience in the accomplishment of that simple
task to perform His first miracle, turning the water into

the choicest wine. Our Lord didn’t have to include
those servants in order to perform this miracle — He
chose to. And today, 2,000 plus years later, He still
chooses to include us in the performance of His
miracles through our cooperation with Him in using
the gifts and talents He has given us.

El Salvador Scholarship Student, Jhoselyn
Jhoselyn Guadalupe Rivas
Gonzalez lives in the community of
San Francisco Echeverria, which is
in the municipality of Cinquera. She
is 23 years old and she attends the
Catholic University of El Salvador in
Santa Ana, majoring in English. She
entered the scholarship program in
2016, but she is actually in the 4th
year level of study. She is expected
to graduate in 2020. Her grade point average last
semester was 8.9.

Jhoselyn has classes Mondays - Fridays from 1:00pm-
4:40pm. She leaves her home at 11am and returns
home at 7pm. She has to ride in the back of a pick-up
for 3 km to get to the bus stop, and then rides the bus
another 12 km to get to school.

Jhoselyn’s family makes its living by farming. Her home
is built of a bricks and it has a toilet. The family has
access to potable water and the house has electricity.

Jhoselyn lives with her parents and her sister and
brother. Her father, Santos, is 45 years old, is a farmer
and has a fifth-grade education. Her mother, Roxina, is
a housekeeper, is 43 and has a ninth-grade education.
Her 10 year old sister, Alexandra, is in 5th grade, and
her brother, Jaime, is 26 years old, finished high school,
and is continuing his studies.

This year Jhoselyn’s community project was Prevention
before Treatment, a program which taught adolescents
in Cinquera about sexual education in order to reduce
the risk of teenage pregnancies, educate about sexual
and reproductive responsibility and raise awareness
about sexually transmitted diseases.

Jhoselyn says that her greatest achievement this past
year was completing another semester at the university.
Her major challenge is lack of economic resources for
her and her family. She also has a high level of fear due
to the gang violence in El Salvador.

Jhoselyn thinks the scholarship program is an excellent
initiative for those that do not have the economic means.
She wishes to thank everyone who makes it possible for
her to attend university. After she completes her
education, she wants to be able to give back to the
scholarship fund so others have the opportunity for an
education.

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Reflection on the Readings

The Feast of the Baptism of the Lord celebrated last
Sunday serves the dual purpose of bringing to a
close the Christmas season while at the same time
beginning the liturgical season of Ordinary Time.
The word “Ordinary” does not mean plain but refers to
“ordinal” or “numbered” Sundays. This season extends
to the first Sunday of Advent, interrupted by the great
ninety days of the Lent-Easter-Pentecost season.
Ordinary time immerses us in the great mysteries
celebrated at Easter and Christmas.

Lectionary Year C is the only year that fully
proclaims the January 6 epiphanies or celebrations
of the Lord’s manifestations. Our Eastern Orthodox
brothers and sisters celebrate the Magi, the baptism of
the Lord and Jesus’ first miracle according to John, the
wedding feast of Cana, on January 6 as a cluster of
stories marking the Lord’s Epiphany or manifestation to
the world. During lectionary year C, the Western church
takes those clustered epiphanies and unpacks them
into three successive Sundays. Today, we celebrate
the last of the Epiphany cluster, the wedding feast of
Cana.

All the readings invite the whole assembly to sing
joyfully responsorial Psalm 96, “Proclaim God’s
marvelous deeds to all the nations.” The readings offer
the reason for this insistent joyful call to praise the Lord.
This praise psalm captures the heart of the liturgy,
while the readings astound us with God’s marvelous
deeds.

Isaiah boldly proclaims that God has vindicated us
and given us new names, namely “My Delight” and
“Espoused.” These names proclaim boldly the
intimacy and joy that God takes in us. So rich is God’s
joy and intimacy with us that it is compared to the marital
bond which is faithful, loving and forever. God is so
intimate with us that nothing can ever separate us
from God. Even if we choose
to abandon God, God will
never abandon us, nor stop
loving us. Do we really

believe that? Sunday, January 20

we use our Spirit-given gifts for building up God’s
people, we manifest to others that same intimate love
and concern that God has shown us. How do you use
the gifts you have been given to build up God’s
people, thus praising and glorifying God?

John begins Jesus’ public ministry with the wedding
feast of Cana. According to John, this is the first
sign that Jesus performed. What sign does the wedding
feast convey about us and our God? The wedding feast
itself, a sign of intimate and deep love, conveys the
reality that God loves us and calls us to the same
intimacy. The wedding banquet is also arich biblical
symbol of the intimacy and bonding that will be ours with
God at the end times.

John’s account of the wedding feast of Cana has
Jesus manifest two key qualities of our God. Jesus
is so attuned to the needs of others that, with the
gentle coaxing of his mother, he is willing to change his
own plans and time frame for their sake. Secondly,
Jesus provides for us not only great abundance, a
key indicator of the messianic times, but abundance of
the highest quality.

The amount (over 150 gallons worth) and quality of
the new wine is a clear indication that God’s
kingdom is here, present in our midst. Once we
realize this, we too can enter fully into the dancing and
wedding celebration that signifies our life in union with
God and others. Today, with all the nations, proclaim
God’s marvelous deeds and reflect on how you will
respond to the richness and fullness of God’s presence
with us. This week, try to manifest God’s living presence
among us to at least one person that you encounter
in your daily life.

Nuestros hermanos y hermanas ortodoxos orientales
celebran los magos, el bautismo del Sefior y el primer
milagro de JesuUs segun Juan, la fiesta de bodas de
Can4, el 6 de enero como un conjunto de historias que
marcan la Epifania del Sefor o la manifestacion al
mundo. Durante el afio C del leccionario, la iglesia
occidental toma esas epifanias agrupadas y las
separa en tres domingos sucesivos. Hoy
celebramos lo ultimo del ciumulo de la Epifania, la
fiesta de bodas de Cana.

¢Como usa los dones que le han sido dados para
construir al pueblo de Dios, alabando y glorificando
a Dios?

Juan comienza el ministerio publico de Jesus con la
fiesta de bodas de Cana. Segun Juan, esta es la
primera sefal que Jesus realizé. ;Qué senal transmite
la fiesta de bodas sobre nosotros y nuestro Dios? La
fiesta de bodas en si, un signo de amor intimo y
profundo, transmite la realidad de que Dios nos ama
y nos llama a la misma intimidad. La fiesta de bodas
también es un rico simbolo biblico de la intimidad y la
unidad con Dios que tendremos en los ultimos tiempos.

El relato de Juan de la fiesta de bodas de Cana hace
que Jesus manifieste dos cualidades claves de
nuestro Dios. Jesus esta tan en sintonia con las
necesidades de los demas que, con el suave
engafno de su madre, esta dispuesto a cambiar sus
propios planes y plazos por el bien de ellos.
