Welcoming the Poor, the Outcast and the 
Stranger II 
Luke-Acts and its Challenge to the Modern World 

Wed. Evenings, Jan. 9, 16, 23 & 30, 7-9pm 
Repeated Thur. Mornings, Jan.10, 17, 24 & 31, 10am-Noon 

 

On the first Sunday of Advent, 2018, we began a new 
Liturgical year focused on the Gospel according to 
Luke. Luke is the author of a two volume work, the 
gospel and the Acts of the Apostles. In both volumes 
Luke’s key concern is hospitality towards all, especially 
the poor, the stranger, the marginalized, and those 
rejected. 
 

These sessions will jump off the Gospel of Luke as a 
means of exploring his second volume, the Acts of the 
Apostles. Starting with the Ascension and Pentecost, 
Luke focuses the bulk of Acts on two key followers of 
Jesus, Peter and Paul. Table fellowship, eating with 
Gentiles, Jew and Gentile relationship and discipleship 
– all play a key role in Acts. Modeling themselves on 
Jesus, his early followers struggled to welcome the 
poor, the migrant and the stranger to fellowship meals, 
and how to cross boundaries and build community with 
all people. Many of the issues that the early followers of 
Jesus faced are issues that we still struggle with today, 
especially with regards to welcoming strangers at the 
table and building relationships with all regardless of 
differences.

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This Week’s Do 
You Know Video: 
Do you know the 
various Latin 
American customs 
surrounding Jan 6, the Feast of the Three Kings? 
As we continue our exploration of the various Latin 
American traditions around the Christmas-Epiphany 
season, this week's DYK video examines the 
traditions surrounding the feast of the Epiphany 
celebrated on Jan 6, twelve days after Christmas. The 
Epiphany celebrates the manifestation of the Infant 
Jesus to the Gentile world, symbolically represented 
by Magi from the East, known in most Latin American 
countries and in Spain as "El Día de Los Reyes."  In 
Matthew's gospel, Magi from the East bring gifts of 
gold, frankincense and myrrh to the Christ child, 
honoring him as the new born king.  Later traditions 
turned the Magi into kings, representing the world and 
various ethnic groups.  Because of their gift giving, in 
many countries, most especially Spanish speaking 
ones, Jan 6 became more important than Christmas 
and the day on which gifts were given.  In many 
countries, various celebrations occur to honor the 
kings and the joy of gift giving.  Parades to welcome 
the three kings are done on Jan 5 so that children can 
welcome the kings to their town.  Shoes are left 
outside the doors so that the kings can fill them with 
gifts. Hay and water are left for the camels.  A special 
round-shaped cake called Rosca de Reyes, or the 
Kings' Cake highlights the day and the special 
celebratory meal.  Make time to view this week's DYK 
video to learn about these Latin American customs 
along with other traditions surrounding the January 6 
Feast of the Three Kings.

El Salvador Scholarship Student, Glenda 
Glenda Arely Aguilar Acosta lives in the 
community of El Tule, in the municipality 
of Cinquera. She is 22 years old and she 
attends the Lutheran University of El 
Salvador located in San Salvador. She 
is currently in her third year of study and 
she is majoring in Judicial Sciences. She 
entered the scholarship program in 2016 
and she is expected to graduate in 2021. Last semester 
her grade point average was 8.86. 
 

Glenda has classes Wednesdays through Saturdays. 
She lives in an apartment with other scholarship 
students from Cinquera.  She leaves each day 11am 
and returns at 8pm.  Glenda’s family makes its living by 
farming. Her home is built of adobe, and it has a latrine, 
potable water and electricity. 
 

Glenda’s father, Santana, is 49 years old, is a farmer 
and has never been to school. Her mother, Rosa, is 50 
years old, has a first-grade education and is a 
housekeeper. Glenda’s sister, Sandra, is 18 and 
recently started at university.  Her sister, Ana, is 11 and 
is in the 5th grade. Glenda’s daughter, Dariana, is two 
years old. 
 

This year Glenda’s community project was working with 
the cleaning campaigns of the forest. She was able to 
witness the satisfaction in the members of the 
community and make the environment more healthy. 
 

This past year Glenda’s achievements were starting her 
third year at the university. She is very proud that her 
sister is continuing her education and is in her first year 
at university. She credits her parents and her daughter 
for being her motivation to continue moving forward with 
her studies and says they give her the unconditional 
support that she needs. Glenda is a member of the 
board of directors for the community of El Tule and she 
is also a member of the youth committee. She wishes to 
thank all the people that are giving her the opportunity to 
go to university on scholarship. 
 

Glenda’s major challenge has been not to give up. The 
lack of security and the amount of gang violence causes 
her great fear. Also challenging is the distance she has 
to travel from school to home, which takes her almost 
five hours. The lack of income for Glenda’s family poses 
a harsh challenge.  Her parents make their income from 
their crops of beans and corn. They also sell tamales to 
make more money to be able to sustain the family. 
Glenda’s dream when she finishes her studies is to get a 
job and to begin giving back to the scholarship fund. 
She wants to help her parents and her daughter to move 
forward. She wants to remain close to her community 
and not abandon them, but to work with them to find 
solutions to problems and challenges.

In the ancient world, an “epiphany” referred to the 
appearance of a god who became visible to human 
beings. This is what we celebrate on the Feast of 
Epiphany. We celebrate our God becoming human, 
becoming visible, and interacting with us on our 
level. As the first letter of John states: “ the Word of 
Life... was made visible” (1John 1:2), and we have seen, 
heard, touched and testify to that Word. This is the 
marvelous reality that we celebrate today. 
 
In most of Europe, January 6th, exactly twelve days 
after Christmas, is a holy day of obligation, the time 
when gifts are shared, based on the story of the magi 
and their sharing of gifts with the holy family. The 
Epiphany season focuses on revealing Jesus to the 
world. 
 
Following the Christmas celebration, the liturgical 
year lays out a series of manifestation points in 
which Jesus is made publicly known. From the 
beginning, the Christian community highlighted 
three manifestations or appearances of divinity in 
our midst, namely the story of the magi, the baptism 
of Jesus and the wedding feast of Cana. All three 
are considered epiphanies. 
 
The Epiphany discloses Jesus to the world of the 
Gentiles, represented by the magi from the East. The 
accounts of Jesus' baptism lead Jesus to a greater 
awareness of himself, his identity and mission, along 
with exposing him to those to whom he was sent to 
minister. The miracle of turning water to wine at the 
wedding feast of Cana, unique to John's gospel, is, 
according to John, the first public sign that Jesus 
performs, thus manifesting his public identity and his 
ministry. 
 
Today in the Western church our lectionary readings 
focus on these epiphanies by celebrating them on 
successive Sundays: Epiphany Sunday (Jan 6), the 
Baptism of the Lord Sunday (Jan 13) and the wedding 
feast of Cana on the second Sunday in Ordinary time in 
lectionary year C (Jan 20). This 
year, we are once again 
fortunate to have the 
opportunity to reflect on all 
three manifestations or 
epiphanies of Jesus. 
 
Matthew's Magi account 
concerning Gentiles from 
unknown lands acknowledging 
Jesus as king, powerfully 
communicates an essential 
truth about Jesus and his 
followers. It affirms that any 
true follower of Jesus must 
be "catholic.” This does not 

mean membership in the Catholic Church. Rather to 
be "catholic" is to be universal, with a welcoming 
open stance toward all. 
 
 

Jesus came for all people. By accepting Jesus, we too 
become people open to all, welcoming all, breaking 
down boundaries, and reconciling enemies. Like 
Jesus, we welcome all: the social outcast, the 
stranger, the immigrant pleading at our border for 
hospitality, safety and welcome, the homeless, the 
powerful, and the rich, to be part of our table. We 
make sure there is room at the table for all, treating 
all with human dignity, respect and love. 
 
In so doing, we become manifestations, epiphanies 
and sacraments to others of the real presence of 
God among us. We become Christ for others and to 
others. Through our actions, others will come to 
recognize the active “catholic” presence of God. By 
committing ourselves to such a lifestyle, we can boldly 
sing the refrain from responsorial Psalm 72, “Lord, every 
nation on earth will adore you.” With the letter to the 
Ephesians we proclaim “that the Gentiles are 
coheirs, members of the same body, and copartners 
in the promise in Christ Jesus through the gospel.” 
Like the Gentiles, immigrants seeking safety are 
“members of the same body”. 
 
As we celebrate this time of Epiphany, recall how God 
has been made manifest in your life. Where have you 
seen, heard, touched and testified to that divine 
manifestation? How will you continue to attune yourself 
to the multitude of ways in which God enters your life? 
How do the Magi challenge you to be truly “catholic” 
in your following of Jesus and in welcoming all to 
the table? Reflect on what should be our Christ-like 
attitude towards all those who seek hospitality and 
welcome at our borders. How will you respond as a 
catholic disciple? Happy Epiphany to all.

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En el mundo antiguo, una "epifanía" se refería a la 
aparición de un dios que se hacía visible para los seres 
humanos. Esto es lo que celebramos en la fiesta de la 
epifanía. Celebramos que nuestro Dios hecho humano, 
hecho visible y dado a conocer con nosotros a 
nuestro nivel. Como dice la primera carta de Juan: 
"la Palabra que es vida ... se dio a conocer" (1 Juan 1: 
2), y hemos visto, escuchado, tocado y testificamos de 
esa Palabra. Esta es la maravillosa realidad que hoy 
celebramos. 
 
En la mayor parte de Europa, el 6 de enero, 
exactamente doce días después de Navidad, es un día 
de precepto, el momento en que se comparten los 
regalos, basado en la historia de los magos y su 
intercambio de regalos con la Sagrada Familia. La 
temporada de la Epifanía se centra en la revelación 
de Jesús al mundo. 
 
Después de la celebración navideña, el año litúrgico 
presenta una serie de puntos de manifestación en 
los que Jesús se da a conocer públicamente. Desde 
el principio, la comunidad cristiana destacó tres 
manifestaciones o apariciones de divinidad entre 
nosotros, a saber, la historia de los magos, el 
bautismo de Jesús y la fiesta de bodas de Caná. 
Los tres son considerados epifanías. 
 

La Epifanía revela a Jesús al mundo de los 
paganos, representado por los magos del Oriente. 
Los relatos del bautismo de Jesús llevan a Jesús a una 
mayor conciencia de sí mismo, su identidad y su misión, 
además de exponerlo a aquellos a quienes fue enviado 
para ministrar. El milagro de convertir el agua en vino 
en la fiesta nupcial de Caná, única en el evangelio de 
Juan, es, según Juan, el primer signo público que 
realiza Jesús, manifestando así su identidad pública y 
su ministerio. 
 
Hoy en la iglesia occidental, nuestras lecturas del 
leccionario se centran en estas epifanías al 
celebrarlas los domingos sucesivos: el domingo de 
la Epifanía (6 de enero), el domingo del bautismo del 
Señor (13 de enero) y la fiesta de bodas de Caná el 
segundo domingo del tiempo ordinario en Leccionario 
año C (20 de enero). Este año, una vez más somos 
afortunados de tener la oportunidad de reflexionar 
sobre las tres manifestaciones o epifanías de Jesús. 
 

El relato de Mateo de los Magos sobre los gentiles de 
tierras desconocidas que reconocen a Jesús como rey, 
comunica poderosamente una verdad esencial acerca 
de Jesús y sus seguidores. Afirma que cualquier 
verdadero seguidor de Jesús debe ser "católico". 
Esto no significa ser miembro de la Iglesia católica. 
Más bien, ser "católico" es ser universal, con una 
actitud abierta hacia todos. 
 

Jesús vino para todas las personas. Al aceptar a Jesús, 
nosotros también nos convertimos en personas 

abiertas a todos, dándoles la bienvenida a todos, 
rompiendo fronteras y reconciliando enemigos. 
Como Jesús, damos la bienvenida a todos; el 
marginado social, el extranjero, el inmigrante 
pidiendo hospitalidad, seguridad y acogida en 
nuestra frontera, las personas sin hogar, los 
poderosos y los ricos, para formar parte de nuestra 
mesa. Nos aseguramos de que haya espacio en la 
mesa para todos, que traten a todos con dignidad 
humana, respeto y amor. 
 
Al hacerlo, nos convertimos en manifestaciones, 
epifanías y sacramentos para otros de la presencia 
real de Dios entre nosotros. Nos convertimos en 
Cristo para los demás. A través de nuestras acciones, 
otros llegarán a reconocer la presencia activa "católica" 
de Dios. Al comprometernos con un estilo de vida así, 
podemos cantar audazmente el estribillo del Salmo 
responsorial 72: “Se postrarán ante ti, Señor, todos los 
pueblos de la tierra”. Con la carta a los efesios 
proclamamos “que por el evangelio, los paganos 
son coheredores, miembros del mismo cuerpo, y 
copartícipes en la promesa en Jesucristo". Al igual 
que los paganos, los inmigrantes que buscan 
seguridad son "miembros del mismo cuerpo". 
 
Mientras celebramos este tiempo de Epifanía, recuerde 
cómo Dios se ha manifestado en su vida. ¿Dónde ha 
visto, oído, tocado y testifica de esa manifestación 
divina? ¿Cómo continuará sintonizándose con la 
multitud de formas en que Dios entra en su vida? 
¿Cómo le desafían los Magos a ser verdaderamente 
"católicos" en su seguimiento de Jesús y en dar la 
bienvenida a todos a la mesa? Reflexione sobre 
cuál debería ser nuestra actitud cristiana hacia 
todos aquellos que buscan hospitalidad y 
bienvenida en nuestras fronteras. ¿Cómo 
responderá como discípulo católico? Feliz Epifanía 
a todos.
