Mental Health - Signs of Depression There are a
lot of signs of depression, but you may not have them all.
How intense they are, and how long they last, are different
from person to person. Some of the ways you might feel
are:

Sad, empty, or anxious. It will continue over time
without getting better or going away.

Helpless, worthless, or guilty. You may feel bad about
yourself or your life, or think a lot about losses or failures.

Hopeless. You may be pessimistic or believe that
nothing good will ever happen. You may even think about
suicide.

Irritable. You may get restless or more cranky than
usual.

Less interest in activities. Hobbies or games you
usually enjoy may not appeal to you.

Less energetic. You may feel extremely tired or think
more slowly. Daily routines and tasks may seem too hard
to manage.

Trouble concentrating. It could be tough to focus.
Simple things like reading a newspaper or watching TV
may be hard. You may have trouble remembering details.
It might seem overwhelming to make a decision, whether
it's big or small.

Changes in the way you sleep. You may wake up too
early or have trouble falling asleep. The opposite can also
happen. You may sleep much longer than usual.

Changes in appetite. You may overeat or not feel
hungry. Depression often leads to weight gain or weight
loss.

If you experience these symptoms for more than two
weeks, try talking with your primary care physician.

Signos de Depresion

La depresion va en aumento debido al COVID. Si
experimenta uno o mas de estos sintomas durante mas
de 2 semanas, un buen comienzo es ponerse en
contacto con su médico. Algunas de las formas en que
puede sentirse son:

Triste, vacio o ansioso. Continuara con el tiempo
sin mejorar ni desaparecer.

Indefenso, inuatil o culpable. Puede sentirse mal
consigo mismo o con su vida, o pensar mucho en
pérdidas o fracasos.

Sin esperanza. Puede ser pesimista o creer que
nunca sucedera nada bueno. Incluso puede pensar en
el suicidio.

Irritable. Puede sentirse inquieto o mas irritable.
Menos interés por las actividades. Es posible que
los pasatiempos o los juegos que normalmente disfruta
no le atraigan.

Menos enérgico. Puede sentirse extremadamente
cansado o pensar mas lentamente. Las rutinas y tareas
diarias pueden parecer demasiado dificiles de manejar.
Problemas para concentrarse. Podria ser dificil
concentrarse. Cosas simples como leer un periédico o
mirar television pueden resultar dificiles. Es posible que
tenga problemas para recordar detalles. Puede parecer
abrumador tomar una decisién, ya sea grande o
pequefia.

Cambios en tu forma de dormir. Es posible que se
despierte demasiado temprano o tenga problemas para
conciliar el suefio. También puede suceder lo contrario.
Puede dormir mucho mas de lo habitual.

Cambios en el apetito. Puede comer en exceso o no
sentir hambre. La depresién a menudo conduce a un
aumento o pérdida de peso.

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“ Reflection on the Readings \

Many themes surface in today's readings - marriage and divorce, the attitude towards children, the willing
sacrifice of self for another, the dignity and equality of all human beings, along with other themes.
Responsorial Psalm 128 offers a way of dealing with these themes by giving us a lens that helps focus our
thoughts.

Psalm 128 offers a picture of several moments in the life of a wise person. The psalm presents rich
images concretizing the fruits of those who search for wisdom. The fruits are specified in terms of a happy,
contented and fruitful home, with abundant food, and with relationships in their proper order. A fruitful, happy
home symbolizes the blessings of God upon the people and the land, ultimately resulting in shalom. Shalom
results in a sense of wholeness that is the reward of anyone who continually searches for wisdom by
fearing the Lord and walking in God's ways.

The sacrament of marriage is often portrayed as the primary sacrament of human
community. It is a sign of what all of life is meant to be, a life lived in relationship
with others and focused on fearing the Lord and walking in God's ways. This does not
mean that all are intended to be married. Rather it focuses on marriage as the
model of what human relating is about. It highlights the insight and wisdom that
God expresses in the first reading: "It is not good for the human being to be alone."

The first reading tells of God creating animals for that very purpose, i.e., to be in

relationship with the human. But none proves to be a suitable partner. God finally

creates another human being. When the first human being sees the second human

“ being, recognition of difference as well as equality is acknowledged, along with a strong

affinity for union. The longing for unity, while acknowledging differences, is the foundation of any relationship,
especially marriage.

In the second reading from Hebrews, the author shows how Jesus modeled for us the essential
component of any relationship - the willingness to give of oneself totally for the other. Jesus' attitude
enables us to come into filial relationship with God in and through Jesus' association with us as brother. The
willingness to give of self for the sake of the other strengthens the bonds of any relationship. This
modeling becomes the source of strength and peace for those finding relationships difficult. Jesus
enables us to be linked in familial relationship with all those who are attempting to live a life in fear of the Lord,
walking in God's ways. Such is the true source and strength of any community.

In the gospel reading, Mark has Jesus focus on the demands of relationship, most especially marriage. To
fear the Lord and to walk in God's ways is to cultivate unity amidst differences. God intends such unity for all
humanity in the Genesis reading while the Hebrews reading has Jesus model how such unity is to be achieved.
Working towards such unity presents many obstacles. Our call is to cultivate an attitude of working through
obstacles, even to the point of being willing to sacrifice self for the other.

We commit ourselves to work toward creating community to ensure that human relationship is fostered
and human dignity is respected. This is difficult work. Relationships

can fall apart. Mark has Jesus continue to model what such work entails Readings
by taking a little child whose dignity, equality and worth was questioned by

the culture. In so doing, Jesus makes the childlike attitude of trust and
dependence the hallmark of what fearing the Lord and walking in Sunday,_ OCtOber,?’

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Reflexion Sobre las Lecturas

Muchos temas surgen en las lecturas de hoy: el matrimonio y el divorcio, la actitud hacia los nifos, el
sacrificio voluntario de uno mismo por otro, la dignidad y la igualdad de todos los seres humanos, junto
con otros temas. El salmo responsorial 127 ofrece una forma de tratar estos temas al darnos una lente que
ayuda a enfocar nuestros pensamientos.

El Salmo 127 ofrece una imagen de varios momentos en la vida de una persona sabia. El salmo presenta
ricas imagenes que concretan los frutos de quienes buscan la sabiduria. Los frutos se especifican en términos de
un hogar feliz, contento y fructifero, con abundante comida y con las relaciones en el orden correcto. Un hogar
fructifero y feliz simboliza las bendiciones de Dios sobre la gente y la tierra, que finalmente resultan en “Shalom”.
“Shalom” resulta en un sentido de integridad que es la recompensa de cualquier persona que
continuamente busca sabiduria temiendo al Sefior y caminando en los caminos de Dios.

Muchas veces el sacramento del matrimonio se retrata como el sacramento principal de la comunidad
humana. Es un signo de lo que toda la vida debe ser, una vida que se vive en relacioén con los demas y que
se centra en temer al Sefior y caminar en los caminos de Dios. Esto no significa que todos estén destinados a
casarse. Mas bien, se centra en el matrimonio como el modelo de lo que se trata la relacion humana.
Resalta la percepcién y sabiduria que Dios expresa en la primera lectura: "No es bueno que el ser humano esté
solo".

La primera lectura dice que Dios cre6 animales para ese propdsito, es decir, estar en relacion con el
humano. Pero ninguno demuestra ser un compafero adecuado. Dios finalmente crea otro ser humano.
Cuando el primer ser humano ve al segundo ser humano, se reconoce la diferencia y la igualdad, junto con una
fuerte afinidad por la union. El anhelo por la unidad, aunque reconoce las diferencias, es la base de cualquier
relacion, especialmente el matrimonio.

En la segunda lectura de Hebreos, el autor muestra como Jesis modelé para nosotros el componente
esencial de cualquier relacién: la disposicion a entregarse totalmente por el otro. La actitud de Jesus nos
permite entrar en una relacion filial con Dios en y a través de la asociacion de Jesus con nosotros como hermano.
La disposicion de dar de si mismo por el bien del otro fortalece los vinculos de cualquier relacion. Este
modelo se convierte en la fuente de fortaleza y paz para quienes encuentran dificiles las relaciones. Jesus
nos permite estar vinculados en una relacion familiar con todos aquellos que intentan vivir una vida con temor al
Sefior, caminando en los caminos de Dios. Tal es la verdadera fuente y fuerza de cualquier comunidad.

En la lectura del evangelio, Marcos tiene a Jesus enfocado en las demandas de una relacion,
especialmente el matrimonio. Temer al Sefior y caminar en los caminos de Dios es cultivar la unidad entre
las diferencias. Dios pretende tal unidad para toda la humanidad en la lectura del Génesis, mientras que la lectura
de Hebreos tiene a Jesus como modelo de cémo se debe lograr tal unidad.
