Church tabernacles developed from the 
early Christian practice of setting aside 
in some suitable place some of the consecrated bread 
that would be distributed to the sick, homebound and 
imprisoned members of the community.  Increased 
devotion to the presence of the risen Christ in the 
consecrated elements led to the establishment of 
tabernacles, their placement in the sanctuary, and 
eventually on altars.  The liturgical reforms of Vatican II 
shifted the focus from Christ present in the tabernacle to 
Christ present in the word, assembly, ministers and the 
consecrated elements.  Make time to view this week's 
DYK video and explore the origins and significance of 
tabernacles.

Did You Know- smart phones can “hook” users into a dependency. In a study of 1,600 managers and 
professionals, Harvard Business School, found that: 
• 70% said they check their smartphone within an hour of getting up 
• 56% check their phone within an hour of going to sleep 
• 51% check continuously during vacation 
Here are a few steps to help you set boundaries with your technology. 
1. Don’t read emails first thing in the morning- Begin your morning with a routine—prayer, meditation and 

exercise will help you prepare for the day ahead. 
2. Set limits on when and where you let yourself use electronic devices. A good rule of thumb might be to 

not use the smartphone in situations where an interaction with another human is taking place. We all need 
human interaction; be sure to check in on your friends in person and not just in the virtual world! 

3. Set a good example. Our children are growing up at a time where the competition for attention from all 
these sources is increasingly going to be challenging. Unless children learn self-regulating ability, they will be 
living a life which is constantly reactive, always responding to something coming from the outside. Setting limits 
on screen time for kids applies to adults too. 

4. Track your smartphone habits. Change can begin with keeping a record. Jot down you’re smartphone 
usage, what you’re doing and how long you’re doing it. Are you answering work email, checking out Facebook 
or playing Candy Crush five times in a row? Add up the time and divide it by seven and make a modest goal of 
cutting back — say 10 percent.  

Be mindful and present for those you love.  If you’re distracted by the latest email, text, tweet, Facebook update, 
Instagram pic, Snapchat (to name a few), your family and friends lose interest in what you are saying and stop 
engaging with you.  Be present for the real people in your life!

El Salvador Scholarship Appeal 
On the weekend of October 5-6, we will have our annual 
appeal for the university students in Cinquera, El 
Salvador.  
 

Cinquera is a small town of 800 people, who totally 
rebuilt their town after the civil war ended in 1992.  The 
majority of the families in Cinquera live in poverty, and 
their only hope for financial stability is to have one child 
graduate from university and find employment.   
 

Along with our students in Cinquera, we also have 
students that live in the very rural communities that lie 
just outside of Cinquera.  Often the students that live in 
these communities do not have running water or indoor 
bathrooms. Most families in these rural areas make a 
living from farming.  
 

With the help from St. Sabina, thirteen young people are 
attending university.  While on scholarship, the students 
are required to attend a monthly meeting and do a 
monthly community service project.  In Cinquera there is 
a forest reserve, and many of the community projects 
are centered around this reserve, working to keep it 
clean. Other projects involve the scholarship students 
teaching the younger children of Cinquera certain skills, 
such as English, math, or sports. 
 

Most of our students in Cinquera go to university in San 
Salvador, which is a 3-hour bus ride from Cinquera.  
Their scholarships help to provide an apartment for the 
students to live in during the week.  All of the students 
come home each weekend to be with their families and 
to attend the required meetings and community service 
projects. 
 

For one student to complete one year of university 
studies, the cost is approximately $1300.  This cost 
covers their tuition, apartment, and helps to cover a few 
incidental costs like internet access and bus fare. 
 

In January of 2018 we sent a 6-person delegation to El 
Salvador to meet our scholarship students and to learn 
about the difficulties faced by the people there.  With 
generous donations like yours, we hope to continue to 
help the students there. Their hope is to graduate, take 
care of their families, find work in their communities, and 
stay in El Salvador to continue to re-shape their country. 
 

Each year Fr. Jeff personally donates his Chiefs season 
tickets for a raffle as his way to raise funds for our 
students. Please join him generously in supporting our 
students in El Salvador by making a donation at our 
second collection on October 5-6.  

IRA Required Minimum Distribution 
A meaningful gift in your lifetime – IRA gifts 
“What we do with our money is our gift to God.” 
 

Every time you give to your parish, you are giving a gift 
to God. If you can live without income from your IRA, 
giving from an IRA account is one of the smartest ways 
to make a real impact for your parish. 
 

To Make an IRA Qualified Charitable Distribution 
(QCD) 
• You must be 70 1/2 years old or older when the 

distribution is made. 
• Contributions must be made from traditional IRAs.    
• Distributions must go directly from your IRA account 

to a qualified charity. 
 

Tax Treatment 
The tax treatment for IRA QCDs may make it possible for 
you to make a larger gift to your chosen ministry. 
• IRA QCDs are excluded from taxable income. 
• Taxpayers who do not itemize benefit most from 

an IRA QCD, since they do not receive a tax benefit 
for charitable gifts.  

• You can give up to $100,000 per year. 
• Taxpayers who’ve reached the limit for charitable 

giving (usually 60% of adjusted gross income) can 
give more - up to the IRA limit. 

• Your QCD can count towards your Required 
Minimum Distribution (RMD) Contact your IRA 
administrator for the amount of your RMD. 

 

Withdrawals from other qualified retirement plans (e.g. 
401k’s) are treated differently. The withdrawal may be 
eligible for a deduction, if you can itemize, but it also 
creates taxable income. An inherited IRA creates taxable 
income for your heirs. 
 

How to make an IRA Qualified Charitable Distribution 
The form to send your IRA administrator designating the 
recipient of your qualified charitable distribution is 
available from your parish or on the website 
www.kcsjcatholic.org. The diocese will process your IRA 
distribution as a service.

Our delegation will also have the opportunity to 
visit Romero Community, which is a neighborhood across the street from Paso Puente. Just four years ago, 
Romero Community was living in squalor, like Paso Puente is now. They received title to their land and, through 
many generous donations, 65 dignified homes have been built in Romero Community. For more information, 
please contact Kris Larkey in the parish office at 816-979-3151 or kris@stsabinaparish.org.

As we look at the state of our country and the world, 
it is very easy to sink into crisis mode, lamenting 
the way we deal with one another and with our lack 
of care for our common home, our earth. Think of 
times when you have felt weak in faith, praying that God 
would give you the faith and strength necessary to 
endure or undergo whatever crisis you, your community 
or planet might be facing? It is when events in life try our 
faith and strength that we cry out to God in pain and 
anguish, inquiring of God as the prophet Habakkuk 
does in the first reading "How long, O Lord?" What 
does strong faith look like or what does being 
faithful entail? Each one of our readings today gives 
us some clue to this all important question. 
 
The refrain from responsorial Psalm 95, "If today you 
hear his voice, harden not your hearts," sets the tone for 
what faith demands. Strong faith demands an 
attunement to what God wants, expects, and desires 
of us. How do we know what God wants or expects? 
We are asked to attend to God's voice in the many ways 
that God speaks to us. The Scriptures, other people, all 
of creation, the modeling of Jesus - all speak to us of 
God's desires and intentions. Our mission, if we are 
willing to accept it, is to attune ourselves to what 
God is saying, and open our hearts to wherever it 
leads, no matter the cost. 
 
Habakkuk understands faithfulness to be that time 
of waiting on the Lord to accomplish the great work 
that God has promised, even though the present 
reality and experience is full of misery, pain, trouble 
and violence. It seems almost impossible for things 
to get worse, yet Habakkuk attunes himself to God's 
voice, who proclaims that the promised vision of God's 
saving peace "presses on to fulfillment, and will not 
disappoint." It is the "rash one," the one who does not 
hold on to faith for the long haul, that ultimately has no 
integrity. The "just one, because of his faith, shall live." 
Faith enables one to walk with integrity no matter 
what life brings. 
 
The second reading from 2 
Timothy encourages us in 
our faithfulness by asking us 
to "bear your share of the 
hardship for the gospel, with 
the strength that comes from 
God," in and through the 
"Holy Spirit that dwells 
within us." Bearing hardship, 
pain and endurance with great 
hope and trust in our faithful 
God is part and parcel of what 
it means to be faithful. This 

does not mean that we allow others to take advantage 
of us, or that we put up with unhealthy relationships in 
life. Rather, faith empowers us to endure the hardships 
of life with an integrity that leads to wholeness for 
ourselves and others. As a nation and world, we are 
so much in need of integrity that leads to wholeness 
for the human family. 
 
Jesus in the gospel reminds us that faith is not 
based on quantity but rather on quality. That quality 
of faith is tested daily in life's mundane and tedious 
tasks. The rigors of discipleship and the demands 
of faith are the normal expectations of anyone choosing 
to be a follower of Jesus. Being faithful to what God 
expects is the manner in which faith grows strong and 
increases. We believe, act and respond to the needs of 
the human family, especially asylum seekers at our 
borders, not because we will be rewarded, but 
because God has promised to be with us and 
expects us to respond faithfully to that love 
relationship. 
 
What God expects of us is that we be servants to 
one another. This is what being in relationship with 
God demands or "obliges" us to do. Such a manner of 
acting is not optional for disciples. Jesus is the ultimate 
model of fidelity, leading to faith that moves to action on 
behalf of others. Just as love motivated Jesus in his life, 
so too love motivates us to do what God expects of us. 
To serve others without expecting anything in 
return is the normal life style and expectation of any 
disciple. 
 
Reflect on how you attune yourself to what God expects 
of you. Is service on behalf of others, especially towards 
those most in need, part of that attunement? How 
do you open your heart in journeying to wherever 
God is leading?

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A medida que observamos el estado de nuestro 
país y el mundo, es muy fácil hundirse en el modo 
de crisis, lamentando la forma en que nos tratamos 
unos a otros y nuestra falta de cuidado para nuestro 
hogar común, nuestra tierra. Piensa en momentos 
en los que se ha sentido débil en la fe, orando para que 
Dios le dé la fe y la fuerza necesarias para soportar o 
pasar cualquier crisis que usted, su comunidad o 
planeta puedan enfrentar. Es cuando los eventos en la 
vida prueban nuestra fe y fortaleza cuando 
clamamos a Dios con dolor y angustia, preguntando 
a Dios como lo hace el profeta Habacuc en la 
primera lectura "¿Hasta cuándo, Señor...?" ¿Qué 
aspecto tiene la fe fuerte o qué implica ser fiel? 
Cada una de nuestras lecturas de hoy nos da alguna 
pista sobre esta pregunta tan importante. 
 

El estribillo del Salmo responsorial 95, "Ojalá escuchen 
hoy la voz del Señor: ‘no endurezcan el corazón’", 
establece el tono de lo que exige la fe. La fe fuerte 
exige una sintonía con lo que Dios quiere, espera y 
desea de nosotros. ¿Cómo sabemos lo que Dios 
quiere o espera? Se nos pide que prestemos atención a 
la voz de Dios de las muchas maneras en que Dios nos 
habla. Las Escrituras, otras personas, toda la creación, 
el modelo de Jesús, todos nos hablan de los deseos e 
intenciones de Dios. Nuestra misión, si estamos 
dispuestos a aceptarlo, es sintonizarnos con lo que 
Dios está diciendo y abrir nuestros corazones a 
donde sea que conduzca, sin importar el costo. 
 

Habacuc entiende que la fidelidad es el momento de 
esperar que el Señor realice la gran obra que Dios 
ha prometido, a pesar de que la realidad y la 
experiencia actuales están llenas de miseria, dolor, 
problemas y violencia. Parece casi imposible que 
las cosas empeoren, sin embargo, Habacuc se 
sintoniza con la voz de Dios que proclama que la visión 
prometida de la paz salvadora de Dios "viene corriendo 
y no fallará". Es el "malvado", el que no se aferra a la fe 
a largo plazo que finalmente no tiene integridad. El 
"justo, por su fe, vivirá". La fe le permite a uno 
caminar con integridad sin importar lo que traiga la 
vida. 
 

La segunda lectura de 2 Timoteo nos alienta en 
nuestra fidelidad al pedirnos que "compartamos 
con el los sufrimientos por la predicación del 
Evangelio, sostenidos por la fuerza de Dios", en y a 
través del "Espíritu Santo que habita dentro de 
nosotros". Soportar dificultades, dolor y resistencia 
con gran esperanza y confianza en nuestro Dios fiel es 
parte integral de lo que significa ser fiel. Esto no 
significa que permitamos que otros se aprovechen de 
nosotros o que aguantemos relaciones poco saludables 

en la vida. Más bien, la fe nos capacita para soportar 
las dificultades de la vida con una integridad que 
nos lleva a la plenitud para nosotros y para los 
demás. Como nación y mundo, necesitamos tanta 
integridad que conduce a la plenitud de la familia 
humana. 
 

Jesús en el evangelio nos recuerda que la fe no se 
basa en la cantidad sino en la calidad. Esa calidad 
de fe se prueba diariamente en las tareas mundanas 
y tediosas de la vida. Los rigores del discipulado y 
las exigencias de la fe son las expectativas normales de 
cualquiera que elija ser un seguidor de Jesús. Ser fiel a 
lo que Dios espera es la forma en que la fe se fortalece 
y aumenta. Creemos, actuamos y respondemos a las 
necesidades de la familia humana, especialmente a 
los solicitantes de asilo en nuestras fronteras, no 
porque seremos recompensados, sino porque Dios 
ha prometido estar con nosotros y espera que 
respondamos fielmente a esa relación de amor. 
 

Lo que Dios espera de nosotros es que seamos 
servidores unos de otros. Esto es lo que estar en 
relación con Dios nos exige u "obliga" a hacer. Tal 
manera de actuar no es opcional para los discípulos. 
Jesús es el último modelo de fidelidad que conduce a la 
fe que se mueve a la acción en nombre de los demás. 
Así como el amor motivó a Jesús en su vida, también el 
amor nos motiva a hacer lo que Dios espera de 
nosotros. Servir a los demás sin esperar nada a cambio 
es el estilo de vida normal y la expectativa de 
cualquier discípulo. 
 

Reflexione sobre cómo se sintoniza con lo que Dios 
espera de usted. ¿El servicio en nombre de los demás, 
especialmente hacia los más necesitados, es parte 
de esa sintonización? ¿Cómo abre su corazón al 
viajar a donde Dios lo esté guiando?

La mayor devoción a la presencia del 
Cristo resucitado en los elementos consagrados 
condujo al establecimiento de tabernáculos, su 
colocación en el santuario y, finalmente, en los altares. 
Las reformas litúrgicas del Vaticano II cambiaron el 
enfoque de Cristo presente en el tabernáculo a Cristo 
presente en la palabra, la asamblea, los ministros y los 
elementos consagrados.
