Following is information on how to renew your DACA
(Deferred Action for Childhood Arrivals.) Please make
sure you give yourself plenty of time to renew your
DACA.

Who Can Renew

You may request a renewal if you met the initial 2012
DACA guidelines and you:

Did not depart the United States on or after Aug.
15, 2012, without advance parole;

Have continuously resided in the United States
since you submitted your most recent DACA
request that was approved; and

Have not been convicted of a felony, a significant
misdemeanor, or three or more misdemeanors, and
do not otherwise pose a threat to national security
or public safety.

When to Renew

USCIS’ current goal is to process DACA renewal
requests within 120 days. If your renewal request has
been pending more than 105 days and you have not
heard from USCIS, please feel free to contact them.
Please contact USCIS through the USCIS Contact
Center or by sending a message from your USCIS
online account inbox.

How to Renew

Form [-821D, Consideration of Deferred
Action for Childhood Arrivals (Use the most
recent version of Form 1-821D or USCIS
will reject your form.)

Form [-765, Application for Employment
Authorization
Form I-765W Worksheet (PDF, 241 KB)

“ Reflection on the Readings \

This Sunday, along with the Feast of Our Lord
Jesus Christ, King of the Universe, bring to a close
this liturgical year. The theme of the readings for the
end of the liturgical year centers on eschatology,
the study of end time happenings. This theme is
usually articulated in the non-literal, highly symbolic
literary style known as apocalyptic.

This style of writing was intended to give hope and
encouragement to God’s faithful ones, as they
encounter the difficult struggles of living in fidelity
to God’s values and justice. The faithful ones are
asked to maintain their fidelity to the Lord no matter
what befalls them. They are asked, if necessary, to face
death and destruction with the confidence and hope
that such is not the end of their relationship with
God. Eventually, the triumphant return of the Son of
Man will lead to the overthrow of evil powers, thus
reestablishing justice and peace on earth, along with
vindication for the faithful ones who have endured and
remained faithful in the face of suffering and even death.

Catholics do not take the language of apocalyptic
literally, seeing it primarily as a symbolic means of
expressing deep truths and realities. Apocalyptic
articulates the faith stance that God’s rule and reign
will eventually triumph throughout the entire
universe. Responsorial Psalm 98 captures this faith
stance as we are called to proclaim that “The Lord
comes to rule the earth with justice.” The verses from
the psalm call upon us and all of creation to rejoice at
the coming of the Lord. The Lord’s rule will be suffused
with justice, leading to right relationship with all
creation and ensuring that all have what they need
to live lives attuned to justice.

The first reading from Malachi affirms the reality
that for those who are faithful, the coming of the
Lord at the end times will be like the “sun of justice
with its healing rays.” But for others, it will be a day

of doom and destruction,
“blazing like an oven,” which -
will destroy their “root and ReadlngS

branch,” leaving absolutely no
memory of them in all the
earth.

Luke’s gospel uses images
and language characteristic
of Jewish apocalyptic
literature of the day. The
passage speaks of the many
calamities that are often the
real “stuff’ of life. Violence,
divisions of all sorts,
betrayal and death seem to

be constants of life. Jesus, aware of this reality,
encourages his followers to view them not as ends in
themselves but as occasions that can lead to greater
trust in a loving and just God. We are called to
continued fidelity in building up God’s reign of
justice and equality on earth no matter the
difficulties or challenges that may befall us.

Jesus encountered rejection, misunderstanding,
opposition, persecution and finally death for fidelity to
the process of establishing God’s reign. The injustices
of life, the rejection, opposition and
misunderstanding of others will continue to be the
stuff of life for any follower of Jesus. Those who
work for justice, create community, work for peace, and
make a place for the excluded will be persecuted and
rejected because of their work. The coming of God’'s
reign will always bring about a confrontation
between the forces of good and those of evil.

Yet in the midst of these very
real potentials for dismay,
disillusionment, and loss of
faith, Jesus reassures with
words of comfort and hope:
“do not be terrified” (v 9), “not
a hair on your head will be
destroyed” (v 18).

How faithful have you been in continuing the mission of
Jesus? How do you continue to work for justice, create
community, work for peace and make a place for the
excluded?

Make time this week to reflect on how you think
your final encounter with the Lord will play itself
out.

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‘ Reflexion Sobre las Lecturas

Este domingo, junto con la Fiesta de Nuestro Seiior
Jesucristo, Rey del Universo, concluiran este afo
liturgico. El tema de las lecturas para el final del afio
litargico se centra en la escatologia, el estudio de
los acontecimientos de los tiempos finales. Este
tema generalmente se articula en un estilo literario no
literal y muy simbdlico, conocido como apocaliptico.

Este estilo de escritura tenia la intencion de dar
esperanza y aliento a los fieles de Dios, ya que se
enfrentan a las dificultades de vivir en fidelidad a
los valores y la justicia de Dios. Se les pide a los
fieles que mantengan su fidelidad al Sefior sin importar
lo que les suceda. Se les pide, si es necesario,
enfrentar la muerte y la destruccion con Ila
confianza y la esperanza de que ese no sea el final
de su relacion con Dios. Eventualmente, el regreso
triunfante del Hijo del Hombre conducira al
derrocamiento de los poderes del mal, restableciendo
asi la justicia y la paz en la tierra, junto con la
reivindicacion de los fieles que han resistido y
permanecido fieles ante el sufrimiento e incluso la
muerte.

Los catdélicos no toman el lenguaje apocaliptico
literalmente, viéndolo principalmente como un
medio simbdlico para expresar verdades vy
realidades profundas. Apocaliptico articula Ia
postura de fe de que el gobierno y el reinado de
Dios finalmente triunfaran en todo el universo. El
Salmo Responsorial 98 captura esta postura de fe ya
que estamos llamados a proclamar que "El Senor llega
para regir la tierra con justicia". Los versos del salmo
nos llaman a nosotros y a toda la creacion a
regocijarnos con la venida del Sefor. El gobierno del
Sefor estara impregnado de justicia, lo que
conducirda a una relacion correcta con toda la
creacidon y garantizara que todos tengan lo que
necesitan para vivir vidas en sintonia con la justicia.

La primera lectura de Malaquias afirma la realidad
de que para aquellos que son fieles, la venida del
Seior en los tiempos finales brillara como “el sol de
justicia que les traera la salvacion en sus rayos".
Pero para otros, sera un dia de fatalidad y destruccion,
"ardiente como un horno", que destruira su "raiz y
rama", sin dejar absolutamente ningun recuerdo de
ellos en toda la tierra.

El evangelio de Lucas usa imagenes y lenguaje
caracteristicos de la literatura apocaliptica judia de
la época. El pasaje habla de las muchas
calamidades que muchas veces son las "cosas"
reales de la vida. La violencia, las divisiones de
todo tipo, la traicion y la muerte parecen ser
constantes de la vida. Jesus, consciente de esta
realidad, anima a sus seguidores a verlos no como un

fin en si mismos, sino como ocasiones que pueden
llevar a una mayor confianza en un Dios amoroso y
justo. Estamos llamados a una fidelidad continua en la
construccion del reino de justicia e igualdad de
Dios en la tierra, sin importar las dificultades o
desafios que nos puedan suceder.

Jesus encontré rechazo, malentendidos, oposicion,
persecucion y finalmente la muerte por fidelidad al
proceso de establecer el reino de Dios. Las injusticias
de la vida, el rechazo, la oposicion y Ila
incomprension de los demas seguiran siendo las
cosas de la vida para cualquier seguidor de Jesus.
Aquellos que trabajan por la justicia, crean comunidad,
trabajan por la paz y hacen un lugar para los excluidos
seran perseguidos y rechazados por sus obras. La
venida del reinado de Dios siempre traera una
confrontacion entre las fuerzas del bien y las del
mal.

Sin embargo, en medio de
estos potenciales muy reales
para la consternacion, la
desilusion y la pérdida de la
fe, Jesus tranquiliza con
palabras de consuelo y
esperanza: "no los domine el
panico” (v 9), "no caera
ninguin cabello de la cabeza
de ustedes"” (v 18).
