GRIEVING A LOSS THROUGH THE HOLIDAYS 
Allow yourself to feel your emotions on the special day; 
don’t feel that you need to just “get over it.” You may want 
to write your feelings down in a journal. Take time for re-
flection. 
• Take time with family and friends and share memo-

ries of the loved one who died. 
• Light a candle in honor of your deceased loved one.  

Set out a picture and tell stories of his or her life. 
• Plan ahead to help you set limits and do what is 

meaningful for you and your family. 
• Be open to good experiences that the holidays may 

bring.  Live in the present, honor the past. 
• Do something for someone else.  Reaching out to 

someone else who is in need can help with your feel-
ings of helplessness and hopelessness.  

 

“WHAT DOES THE CATHOLIC CHURCH 
TEACH ABOUT END-OF-LIFE ISSUES?”  
Most of us will not die suddenly, but rather will slowly 
“dwindle” and decisions will have to be made - either for 
ourselves or for a loved one - about on-going care. These 
decisions are typically complex, and therefore, difficult. 
The Catholic Church has some wisdom to share with us 
on this topic. Tom Turner, adjunct teacher of Ethics and 
Bioethics at Avila University and Executive Director of 
Bishop Sullivan Center, will present the Church’s teach-
ings on this subject.

SCC 

This Sunday we bring to a close our current 
liturgical year by celebrating the feast of Christ the 
King. When first instituted by Pius XI in 1925, the 
feast was celebrated on the last Sunday in October. 
With the Vatican II revision of the liturgical calendar 
in 1969, the feast was moved to the last Sunday in 
Ordinary Time to celebrate and bring to a close the 
entire meaning and purpose of the liturgical year.   
 

Responsorial Psalm 93 invites us to praise and 
worship God as Lord and King. We joyfully join in 
the refrain, “The Lord is King; he is robed in 
majesty,” acknowledging Jesus as our only true Lord 
and King. Jesus came to inaugurate and establish 
the reign of God on earth, and his whole life was 
aimed at carrying out this ministry.   
 

The first reading from Daniel affirms that the “Son 
of man” receives dominion, glory and kingship, and 
that “his dominion is an everlasting dominion.” The 
second reading from the book of Revelation 
proclaims that “Jesus is the faithful witness, the 
firstborn from the dead and the ruler of the kings of 
the earth.” The kingship of Jesus is an appropriate 
way to close our liturgical year since Jesus is indeed 
king of our lives and our universe. But what kind of 
king is Jesus? 
 

We usually associate power and authority with a 
king. But how is that power and authority exercised? 
The gospel reading from John’s passion account 
offers us several clues. Jesus is conversing with 
Pilate concerning Jesus’ identity as king. It is 
paradoxical to comprehend Jesus’ kingship in this 
context. Jesus seems to be powerless and at the 
mercy of Pilate, a high Roman official who will soon 
condemn him to death. Yet, it is Jesus’ values, life 
style and integrity which hold true power and 
authority, despite appearances.   
 

Jesus specifies that his kingdom 
does not belong to this world. 
Rather his mission as this king is to 
testify to the truth. Jesus is willing to 
die for his values, beliefs and life 
style.  Such truth is power. Jesus’ 
life style of service and love counters the mistaken 
earthly notion that power is exercised through force, 
decree or privilege. Jesus, who will be condemned 
to death, will ultimately overcome death and be the 
source of life and power for all. 
 

For John, true power and authority lies in fidelity 
to God, the creator of all, whose ultimate exercise of 
power and authority lies in bringing order out of 
chaos, life out of death, and new meaning out of 
even the most apparent meaningless events of life.   
 

Through our Baptism we share in the priestly, 
prophetic and kingly ministry of Jesus. As Jesus 
went out inaugurating and living out the kingdom of 
God, we too are called to make real the kingdom 
wherever we are planted. Jesus’ kingly ministry is 
exercised through loving service to all, breaking 
down boundaries and building community through 
establishing relationships with fellow human beings. 
Whenever we act and live this life style, we are 
contributing and cooperating with God in 
establishing God’s kingdom. 
 

Such a life style involves an orientation to God, 
the world and others modeled on Jesus. 
Whenever we love, serve and care for others, we 
make real God’s kingdom present in our midst. 
Today’s feast challenges us to examine our 
concepts and notions of power and authority, and to 
model ourselves on Jesus, our king, whenever we 
exercise power and authority in our lives.

PARISH HAPPENINGS 
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THE WONDERFUL NEWS ABOUT NUTRITIOUS 
NUTS A study in The New England Journal of Medicine 
has found that eating roughly a handful of nuts daily is 
associated with a 20 percent lower risk of death. Here is the 
rundown on five varieties and how they can help support 
your health. 
 

MACADAMIAS - These nuts pack roughly 21 grams of fat 
per serving, most of it is the unsaturated kind-so you can 
consume them guilt free. Macadamias are an excellent 
source of two nutrients vital for healthy brain and nerve 
function: manganese (one serving delivers 66 percent of 
what you need daily) and the B vitamin thiamine (30 
percent of your recommended dietary allowance). 
 

BRAZIL NUTS - Each of these Amazonian nuts contains 
about 33 calories-the equivalent of nearly 10 M&Ms. The 
good news, you needn’t go overboard to reap their health 
benefits. Just two nuts per day for 12 weeks can increase 
blood levels of the mineral selenium by 64 percent. 
Selenium is essential for proper immune function, as it 
helps build germ-fighting white blood cells. 
 

ALMONDS - In a 2013 study in the European Journal of 
Clinical Nutrition, people who ate about one and a half 
servings of almonds with breakfast felt a 35 decrease in 
appetite an hour later. When the nuts were consumed as 
an afternoon snack, they quashed appetites by about two 
and a half times that, helping the subjects naturally eat less 
for the rest of the day.  
 

PECANS - A small study in The Journal of Nutrition found 
that people who consumed about three servings of pecans 
experienced as much as a 33 percent drop in oxidized LDL 
cholesterol (the kind that causes artery-clogging plaque to 
form). The pecan’s power may lie in its high levels of heart 
protecting antioxidants.  
 

PISTACHIOS - Not only are pistachios the lowest-calorie 
nut, but they’re also rich in healthy unsaturated fatty acids. 
In a new study, a group that consumed 20 percent of their 
daily calories from pistachios for nearly six months had 
lower blood sugar and cholesterol levels-two risk factors for 
heart disease and trimmed their waistlines more than those 
who ate a wholesome but pistachio-free diet.
