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This Week’s Do 
You Know Video: 
We end each 
Liturgical Year with a 
fitting celebration of the Feast of Our Lord Jesus 
Christ, King of the Universe. This week's DYK video 
reflects on what this feast teaches us about Christ our 
king. We usually associate kingship with lording it 
over others by exercising authority and power. Yet the 
feast's lectionary readings continually challenge this 
understanding of kingship, offering a completely 
different lens to view Jesus as king. In Year B, the 
gospel reading has Jesus, a prisoner of Pilate, in 
conversation with Pilate about kingship and what it 
entails. From Pilate's perspective, kingship is indeed 
lording it over others, as he is currently doing with 
Jesus. Jesus' response to Pilate clearly affirms that 
such is not the kingship that Jesus offers. For Jesus, 
true power and authority is in witnessing to the truth in 
one's life and interactions with others. Despite 
appearances, Jesus is the one with real power who 
witnesses to the truth and values of God. Those 
interested in truth will align themselves with Jesus and 
experience what true power and kingship are all 
about. Make time to view this week's DYK video and 
reflect on the kind of kingship that Jesus models as he 
goes about proclaiming the reign of God in our midst.

This feast of Christ the King reminds us, as Christian 
stewards, of three vital truths. First, even when it 
seems the world is spinning out of control, we need 
not fear because we have a King of kings who is very 
much in charge and who is loving, merciful and just. 
Second, if Christ is king of all, then He is also king of 
me, personally. I am not “lord” of my time, talents, 
and treasure. He is. I am a servant of the King and a 
steward of His gifts to me. Third, as His disciple, I am 
called to imitate my King. Christ’s kingship is 
characterized by humble service, by emptying 
Himself for the good of others, The Scriptures tell us 
He went about doing good and He says of Himself, “I 
came not to be served but to serve.” How can I live in 
any other way than as a humble servant like my 
King?

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This Sunday we bring to a close our current 
liturgical year by celebrating the feast of Our Lord 
Jesus Christ, King of the Universe. When first 
instituted by Pius XI in 1925, the feast was celebrated 
on the last Sunday in October. With the Vatican II 
revision of the liturgical calendar in 1969, the feast was 
moved to the last Sunday in Ordinary Time to celebrate 
and bring to a close the entire meaning and purpose of 
the liturgical year. 
 

Responsorial Psalm 93 invites us to praise and 
worship God as Lord and King. We joyfully join in 
the refrain, “The Lord is King; he is robed in majesty,” 
acknowledging Jesus as our only true Lord and King. 
Jesus came to inaugurate and establish the reign of 
God on earth, and his whole life was aimed at 
carrying out this ministry. 
 

The first reading from Daniel affirms that the “Son of 
man” receives dominion, glory and kingship, and 
that “his dominion is an everlasting dominion.” The 
second reading from the book of Revelation proclaims 
that “Jesus is the faithful witness, the firstborn from the 
dead and the ruler of the kings of the earth.” The 
kingship of Jesus is an appropriate way to close our 
liturgical year since Jesus is indeed king of our lives 
and our universe. But what kind of king is Jesus? 
 

We usually associate power and authority with a 
king. But how is that power and authority 
exercised? The gospel reading from John’s passion 
account offers us several clues. Jesus is conversing with 
Pilate concerning Jesus’ identity as king. It is 
paradoxical to comprehend Jesus’ kingship in this 
context. Jesus seems to be powerless and 
at the mercy of Pilate, a high Roman official 
who will soon condemn him to death. Yet, it 
is Jesus’ values, life style and integrity 
which hold true power and authority, 
despite appearances. 
 

Jesus specifies that his kingdom does not 
belong to this world. Rather his mission as 
this king is to testify to the truth. Jesus 
is willing to die for his values, beliefs and life 
style. Such truth is power. Jesus’ life style of 
service and love counters the mistaken earthly 
notion that power is exercised through force, decree 
or privilege. Jesus, who will be condemned to death, 
will ultimately overcome death and be the source of life 
and power for all. 
 

For John, true power and authority lie in fidelity to 
God, the creator of all, whose ultimate exercise of 
power and authority lies in bringing order out of 

chaos, life out of death, and new meaning out of 
even the most apparent meaningless events of life. 
 

Through our Baptism we share in the priestly, 
prophetic and kingly ministry of Jesus. As Jesus 
went out inaugurating and living out the reign of God, we 
too are called to make real that reign wherever we are 
planted. Jesus’ kingly ministry is exercised through 
loving service to all, breaking down boundaries and 
building community by establishing relationships 
with fellow human beings. Whenever we act and live 
this life style, we are contributing and cooperating with 
God in establishing God’s reign. 
 

Such a life style involves an orientation to God, the 
world and others modeled on Jesus. Whenever we 
love, serve and care for others, we make God’s reign 
and presence a reality in our midst. Today’s feast 
challenges us to examine our concepts and notions of 
power and authority, and to model ourselves on Jesus, 
our king, whenever we exercise power and authority in 
our lives.

Este domingo terminamos nuestro año litúrgico 
actual celebrando la fiesta de Nuestro Señor 
Jesucristo, Rey del Universo. Cuando fue instituido 
por primera vez por Pío XI en 1925, la fiesta se celebró 
el último domingo de octubre. Con la revisión del 
calendario litúrgico del Vaticano II en 1969, la fiesta se 
trasladó al último domingo del Tiempo Ordinario para 
celebrar y poner fin al significado y propósito entero del 
año litúrgico. 
 
El Salmo responsorial 92 nos invita a alabar y 
adorar a Dios como Señor y Rey. Nos unimos con 
alegría en el estribillo, “El Señor reina, vestido de 
majestad", reconociendo a Jesús como nuestro único y 
verdadero Señor y Rey. Jesús vino para inaugurar y 
establecer el reino de Dios en la tierra, y toda su 
vida estaba dirigida a llevar a cabo este ministerio. 
 
La primera lectura de Daniel afirma que el "Hijo del 
hombre" recibe el poder, la gloria y la realeza, y que 
su poder “es un poder eterno". La segunda lectura 
del libro de Apocalipsis proclama que Jesús es “el 
testigo fiel, el primogénito de los muertos, el soberano 
de los reyes de la tierra”. La realeza de Jesús es una 
manera apropiada de cerrar nuestro año litúrgico, 
ya que Jesús es realmente el rey de nuestras vidas 
y nuestro universo. Pero, ¿qué clase de rey es 
Jesús? 
 
Usualmente asociamos poder y autoridad con un 
rey. ¿Pero cómo se ejerce ese poder y autoridad? 
La lectura del evangelio de la pasión según Juan nos 
ofrece varias pistas. Jesús está conversando con Pilato 
sobre la identidad de Jesús como rey. Es paradójico 
comprender la realeza de Jesús en este contexto. 

Jesús parece estar 
impotente y a merced 
de Pilato, un alto 
funcionario romano que 
pronto lo condenará a 
muerte. Sin embargo, 
son los valores, el 
estilo de vida y la 
integridad de Jesús 
los que tienen 
verdadero poder y 
autoridad, a pesar de 
las apariencias. 
 

Jesús especifica que su reino no pertenece a este 
mundo. Más bien su misión como este rey es testificar 
de la verdad. Jesús está dispuesto a morir por sus 
valores, creencias y estilo de vida. Tal verdad es poder. 

El estilo de vida de servicio y amor de Jesús 
contradice la noción terrenal errónea de que el 
poder se ejerce mediante la fuerza, el decreto o el 
privilegio. Jesús, quien será condenado a muerte, 
finalmente vencerá la muerte y será la fuente de vida y 
poder para todos. 
 
Para Juan, el verdadero poder y autoridad radica en 
la fidelidad a Dios, el creador de todo, cuyo último 
ejercicio del poder y la autoridad consiste en sacar 
el orden del caos, la vida de la muerte y el nuevo 
significado de los eventos de la vida que parecen 
no tener ningún significado. 
 
A través de nuestro Bautismo compartimos el 
ministerio sacerdotal, profético y real de Jesús. 
Cuando Jesús salió inaugurando y viviendo el reino de 
Dios, nosotros también estamos llamados a hacer 
realidad ese reino donde sea que estemos plantados. El 
ministerio real de Jesús se ejerce a través del 
servicio amoroso para todos, rompiendo fronteras y 
construyendo una comunidad mediante el 
establecimiento de relaciones con otros seres 
humanos. Cada vez que actuamos y vivimos este 
estilo de vida, estamos contribuyendo y cooperando con 
Dios para establecer el reino de Dios. 
 
Tal estilo de vida implica una orientación hacia 
Dios, el mundo y otros modelados en Jesús. Cada 
vez que amamos, servimos y cuidamos a los 
demás, hacemos del reino y la presencia de Dios 
una realidad entre nosotros. La fiesta de hoy nos 
desafía a examinar nuestros conceptos y nociones de 
poder y autoridad, y a modelarnos en Jesús, nuestro 
rey, cada vez que ejercemos poder y autoridad en 
nuestras vidas.
