Did you know reading is to the mind what exercise is to the body? There are countless benefits we receive 
when we read. Here are a few of those benefits. 
 

1. Reading stimulates the mind and improves your memory– Keeping your brain active and engaged prevents 
it from losing its power by sharpening its logical ability. The brain, though an organ, operates very much like a 
muscle – you have to exercise it to keep it healthy and strong. 
2. Reading expands your vocabulary – The more you read, the more words you are exposed to. These words will 
inevitably make their way into your everyday vocabulary. You’ll become more articulate and well-spoken. 
3. Reading boosts concentration – In our internet-crazed world, attention is drawn in a million different directions 
at once as we attempt to juggle several tasks at once. While reading a book, however, all of your attention is 
focused on the story—causing the rest of the world to fall away as you immerse yourself in every fine detail seen 
from the point of view of another. 
4. Reading feeds your imagination – The story of a book will absorb your mind so let your imagination fly. While 
you are reading, you are building images, faces, places, colors, settings and stimulating your creative juices. 
5. Reading reduces stress – No matter how much stress you are going through at work, in your personal life or 
anywhere else, reading a good story can help you take your mind off these difficult situations. 
6. Reading helps you acquire knowledge – Everything you read fills your head with new bits of information, and 
you never know when it might come in handy. The more knowledge you have, the better-equipped you are and the 
more able you become to tackle challenges. Even if you ever were to lose everything you physically possess, your 
brain has an unlimited capacity for storing and using knowledge you’ve acquired all your life. Use it!

Today is the last Sunday 
of Liturgical Year A. The 
final Sunday of Ordinary 
t ime ce lebra tes  the 
Solemnity of Our Lord Jesus 
Christ, King of the Universe. 
For several weeks, we 
have been listening to 
passages from Matthew’s 
gospel, which call us to 
readiness and alertness in 
view of Jesus’ final coming 

and ensuing judgment. Today, Matthew’s gospel reading 
from chapter 25 makes specific the basis for that final 
judgment. 
 
The first reading from Ezekiel articulates how deeply 
committed God, our shepherd, is to all creation, caring in 
a special way for the sick, the lost, the strayed, the 
scattered and the injured. While we ourselves are often 
the sheep in need of God’s care, God invites us to be 
shepherds who reach out to protect and care for the sheep. 
In this vein, Pope Francis challenges us that, as shepherds, 
we have to take on the smell of the sheep. God so cares 
for and identifies with the sheep that caring for anyone in 
need is showing care and concern for God. Ezekiel 
claims that we will be judged on such a lifestyle. 
 
Those paying attention to Jesus’ example and teaching 
will not be surprised by the coming judgment. God, 
through Jesus, manifests all that a good shepherd does for 
the sheep. Psalm 23 reveals our God as one who 
continually guides, cares, feeds, welcomes, hosts and 
shepherds us. With the psalmist we are called to 
proclaim that “The Lord is my shepherd; there is nothing 
I shall want.” Jesus came to concretize God’s love for us, 
calling us to do for one another what God continues to do 
for us. 
 
Final judgment will separate 
sheep from goats based on 
care, concern, compassion 
and kindness towards anyone 
in need, most especially the 
weak and powerless. In so 
doing, we are acknowledging 
and caring for Christ, who 
intimately and deeply identifies 
with all in need. The king’s 
words “Come” or “Depart” reflect 
the lifestyle and choices that 
others have made throughout 
their lives. Ultimately, we 
choose, through our everyday 

actions toward others, what our final destiny will be. 
 
Going to church, praying, and devotion to God, while 
important, are not the basis for final judgment according 
to Matthew. Rather, welcoming hospitality of care and 
concern for the least of our brothers and sisters is the 
true proof of our lived spirituality. If our spirituality does 
not flow out into such loving care and concern for others, 
then it is for naught. 
 
Paul’s first letter to the Corinthians boldly claims that 
through Christ’s passion, death and resurrection we 
have all been given new life. We are called to share in 
Christ’s life-giving activity by living the Jesus lifestyle. 
Love of others is love of God. In so doing, we partner with 
Jesus in bringing about the fulfillment of all creation, and the 
eternal establishment of God’s forever reign, “so that God 
may be all in all.” 
 
The last Sunday of the Liturgical year is an excellent time to 
assess how faithful we have been to Christ’s call to love as 
deeply and as intimately as we have been loved. Take time 
this week to reflect on how you have shown care and 
concern for those in need this past year. If you have 
responded with love and compassion to others this past 
year, then recommit yourself to continue the Jesus life 
style. If you have not done so well this past year, resolve 
to do something concrete and specific for others in 
need. Make a list of possible concrete actions that you can 
follow through on whether it be in your family, church, 
community or city. 
 
The beginning of another new year of grace next Sunday, 
the first Sunday of Advent, is the ideal opportunity to resolve 
to do for others what God continually does for us. This 
Advent, how will you show care and concern for all in 
need? Take time to love others as intimately and as 
caring as God loves and cares for us.

Hoy es el último domingo del año litúrgico ‘A’. El último domingo del tiempo ordinario 
celebra la solemnidad de Nuestro Señor Jesucristo, Rey del Universo. Durante varias 
semanas, hemos estado escuchando pasajes del Evangelio de Mateo, que nos 
llaman a estar listos y alertas a la vista de la venida final de Jesús y el juicio 
subsiguiente. Hoy, la lectura del evangelio de Mateo del capítulo 25 especifica la base 
para ese juicio final. 
 
La primera lectura de Ezequiel expresa que tan comprometido está Dios, nuestro 
pastor, con toda la creación, cuidando de manera especial a los enfermos, los 
perdidos, los descarriados, los dispersos y los heridos. Si bien nosotros mismos 
muchas veces somos las ovejas que necesitan el cuidado de Dios, Dios nos invita a ser 
pastores que se esfuerzan por proteger y cuidar a las ovejas. En este sentido, el Papa 
Francisco nos desafía a que, como pastores, tenemos que adquirir el olor de las ovejas. 

Dios cuida y se identifica con las ovejas de tal manera que el cuidado de cualquier persona necesitada muestra 
cuidado e interés por Dios. Ezequiel afirma que seremos juzgados por ese estilo de vida. 
 
Aquellos que prestan atención al ejemplo y a la enseñanza de Jesús no se sorprenderán con el juicio venidero. 
Dios, a través de Jesús, manifiesta todo lo que un buen pastor hace por las ovejas. El Salmo 22 revela a nuestro Dios 
como alguien que continuamente nos guía, cuida, alimenta, acoge, hospeda y nos apacienta. Con el salmista 
estamos llamados a proclamar que "El Señor es mi pastor; nada me falta". Jesús vino a concretar el amor de Dios 
por nosotros, llamándonos a hacer el uno por el otro lo que Dios continúa haciendo por nosotros. 
 
El juicio final separará las ovejas de las cabras con base en el cuidado, la preocupación, la compasión y la bondad 
hacia cualquier persona necesitada, especialmente los débiles e impotentes. Al hacerlo, reconocemos y cuidamos 
a Cristo, quien se identifica íntimamente y profundamente con todos los necesitados. Las palabras del rey "Vengan" 
o "Apártense" reflejan el estilo de vida y las elecciones que otros han hecho a lo largo de sus vidas. En última instancia, 
elegimos, a través de nuestras acciones cotidianas hacia los demás, cuál será nuestro destino final. 
 
Ir a la iglesia, orar, y la devoción a Dios, aunque importante, no son la base para el juicio final de acuerdo con 
Mateo. Más bien, la hospitalidad de bienvenida de cuidado y preocupación por los mas pequeños de nuestros 
hermanos y hermanas es la verdadera prueba de nuestra espiritualidad vivida. Si nuestra espiritualidad no fluye 
hacia tal amoroso cuidado y preocupación por los demás, entonces es en vano. 
 
La primera carta de Pablo a los Corintios afirma con valentía que a través de la pasión, la muerte y la resurrección 
de Cristo todos hemos recibido nueva vida. Estamos llamados a compartir la actividad que da vida de Cristo 
mediante el estilo de vida de Jesús. Amar a los demás es amar a Dios. Al hacerlo, nos asociamos con Jesús para 
lograr el cumplimiento de toda la creación y el establecimiento eterno del Reino de Dios para siempre, "para que Dios sea 
todo en todas la cosas". 
 
El último domingo del año litúrgico es un excelente momento para evaluar que tan fieles hemos sido al llamado de Cristo 
de amar tan profundamente y tan íntimamente como hemos sido amados. Tómese tiempo esta semana para 
reflexionar sobre cómo ha mostrado cuidado y preocupación por los 
necesitados este año pasado. Si ha respondido con amor y 
compasión a otros el año pasado, comprométase a continuar con el 
estilo de vida de Jesús. Si no lo ha hecho tan bien el año pasado, 
resuelva hacer algo concreto y específico para otros que lo necesiten. 
Haga una lista de posibles acciones concretas que puede llevar a cabo, ya 
sea en su familia, iglesia, comunidad o ciudad. 
 
El comienzo de otro nuevo año de gracia el próximo domingo, el primer 
domingo de Adviento, es la oportunidad ideal para decidir hacer por los 
demás lo que Dios continuamente hace por nosotros. Este Adviento, 
¿cómo mostrará cuidado y preocupación por todos los necesitados? 
Tómese el tiempo para amar a los demás tan íntimamente y tan 
afectuosamente como Dios nos ama y se preocupa por nosotros.
