You Know Video:
This week's DYK
video explores the
backdrop to many Latin American customs and
celebrations surrounding Christmas. Historically, the
church has used plays and dramatic reenactments of
biblical stories and events surrounding the life of
Jesus to teach, educate, catechize and even entertain
people who mostly could not read or write. Such
reenactments brought the stories to life and enabled
spectators to actively appropriate the stories for
themselves. The missionaries brought this tradition to
the New World and used it to educate and catechize
the natives about the bible and church teachings. Two
of the best examples of this tradition to survive and
are still very popular are Las Posadas and Las
Pastorelas. Subsequent videos will examine both of
these popular reenactments in the Latin American
world. Another popular reenactment surrounds the
dramatic retelling of the appearance of Our Lady of
Guadalupe to Juan Diego, always celebrated every
December 12. The Christmas season also highlights
the dramatic events around the Feast of the Magi on
January 6, the traditional day for gift-giving, along with
the King Cake, the hiding of baby Jesus, the religious
significance of the pifata. and the closure to the
Christmas Season on February 2, with a party of food
(tamales) and drink on the feast of Candlemas. Make
time to view this week's DYK video and delve into the
backdrop to the many Latin American customs and
celebrations surrounding Christmas.

Ana Elsy Cruz Aguilar lives in the
community of Copapayo, in the
municipality of Suchitoto, near
Cinquera. She is 26 years old and
she attends the Catholic University
of El Salvador located in Santa -l

Ana. She is currently is her 4th -

year of study and she is majoring

in English. She entered the

scholarship program in 2016 and

she is expected to graduate in May

of 2020. Last semester her grade point average was 9.3.

Ana has classes Monday - Thursday from 1:00pm-
5:00pm. She leaves her home each day at 11am and
returns at 6:30pm. Ana lives 25 km from school and
travels there by bus, which costs her $32 per month.

Ana’s family makes its living by farming. Her home is
built of a bricks, and it has a toilet, potable water and
electricity.

Ana’s father, Apolonio, is 65 years old and is a farmer
and received a second-grade education. Her mother,
Ortilia, is a housekeeper, is 59 years old and received a
first-grade education. Ana’s brother, Felipe, is 41 years
old. He received a seventh-grade education and is a
driver. Her other brother, Juan, is 28 years old, received
a third-grade education and is a driver. Ana’s sister, Iris,
is 18 years old and is currently in high school.

This year Ana’s community project was Prevention
before Treatment, a program which taught adolescents
in Cinquera about sexual education in order to reduce
the risk of teenage pregnancies, educate about sexual
and reproductive responsibility and raise awareness
about sexually transmitted diseases.

This past year Ana achieved very high grades and also
collaborated as a teacher in the village of San Nicholas,
which is also near Cinquera.

Ana’s major challenges are the lack of economic
resources and transportation. Transportation is very
expensive and her family cannot help her with any
school-related costs.

Ana hopes to graduate with excellent grades, work as a
teacher in Cinquera, and to continue supporting the
activities in her community. She also wants to help

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Reflection on the Readings

Today is the third Sunday of Advent, the pink-candle
-on-the-Advent-Wreath Sunday. In Latin it is known
as Gaudete, or Rejoice Sunday, jumping off the reading
from Philippians, as well as the first reading from
Zephaniah and the responsorial from Isaiah, in which we
are called to rejoice in the Lord. Why rejoice? When the
Advent season was modeled on Lent and was
heavily penitential, this Sunday was an anticipation
that the penitential season was drawing to a close.
Today, when Advent is understood as a season of
joyful anticipation, this Sunday functions as the
theme for the whole season.

The first reading from Zephaniah calls us to “shout for
joy...sing joyfully...be glad and exult...for the King of
Israel, the Lord, is in your midst, you have no further
misfortune to fear.” The prophet reaffirms God’s desire
to be in continual covenant love. The Lord
welcomes the people back, removing any reproach or
judgment from them. Twice Zephaniah assures the
people that “the Lord your God is in your midst...he will
rejoice over you...renew his love...he will sing joyfully
because of you.” The feeling of joy and renewed love
suffuse the whole reading.

The responsorial psalm is taken from Isaiah 12:2-6.
It is one of those rare occasions in the lectionary
when a responsorial psalm does not come from the
book of Psalms. Again we are asked to “Cry out with
joy and gladness: for among you is the great and holy
one of Israel.”

The second reading from Paul’'s letter to the
Philippians twice directs us to rejoice, as Paul
invites his beloved Philippians as well as ourselves
to “have no anxiety at all” for “the Lord is near.”
This awareness should fill us with “the peace of God that
surpasses all understanding.” Paul and his communities
expected Jesus to return at any time. So they, like us,
continue to wait in “joyful hope” for the coming of the
Lord. Such expectation and anticipation is a cause for
great joy.

The reality is that God has
already come in the person
of Jesus. What are we
joyfully anticipating? We
joyfully anticipate how we
can make that presence
more and better known to
others primarily by the way
we act.

John the Baptist challenges
his hearers with the good
news. It consists of last
Sunday’s challenge of

leveling the mountains and filling in the valleys. It
calls us to right relationship with God, others and
the world. That challenge is made more specific this
Sunday by telling us exactly what right relationship
entails. God’s desire for us, expressed in the presence
of his Son already in our midst, is that we should act
justly with all. We should treat all with dignity, respect
and love, just as God has dealt with us. If we build
such relationships and act accordingly, then “the Lord is
near,” “God is in your midst,” and with Isaiah, we “cry out
with joy and gladness.” Pope Paul VI, recently
canonized by Pope Francis, said it best, and
beautifully concurred with John the Baptist, when
he affirmed that “If you want peace, work for
justice.”

This season of joy is truly tested in the fire of
everyday life. If that joyful anticipation endures after
all the presents have been opened and all the
decorations have been put away, then we will know that
we have prepared well. This Sunday, as well as the
whole Advent season, is a reminder of what we
should be about the whole year. We are about the
business of justice, of right relationship with God,
others and all creation. We are about the business
of justice when migrants seeking asylum knock at
our doors. We are about the business of justice
whenever hatred and racism raise their ugly heads. We
are about the business of justice when the planet is
mistreated and violated to benefit a few at the expense
of the many. This is how God becomes real in our midst.

How well are you preparing for celebrating God’'s
presence with us? Is justice and right relationship part of
your Advent discipline? Will justice and right
relationship be one of the gifts that you share with
others during this season of joyful anticipation?
Happy Gaudete Sunday to all.
