Grieving a Loss Through the Holidays

e Allow yourself to feel your emotions on that special
day, don’t feel that you need to just “get over it.”
You may want to write your feelings down in a
journal.

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Reflection on the Readings

Today is Gaudete or Rejoice Sunday
coming from the first word of the
entrance prayer, as well as the key
theme of the readings. This third
Sunday of Advent is ‘rose candle”
Sunday on the Advent Wreath. When
Advent was a season of fast and
abstinence modeled on Lent, this
Sunday marked a break in the
season, indicating that Christmas
was near and that our Advent fast
and penance would soon be over.

The readings present two key people
who play significant roles in the Advent
season intended as a time of joyful
anticipation and preparation for the
coming of the Lord. Both Mary and
John the Baptist, each in their own
way, make possible the presence of
Christ ‘among us. Mary willingly
agrees to cooperate with God’s
plans for her to be the mother of the
Lord while John assumes the role of
forerunner for the adult Jesus,
preparing the way of the Lord.

The responsorial psalm does not come
from the book of Psalms but is one of
those rare lectionary instances when it
comes from another book, Luke’s
gospel. It is known as Mary's
“Magnificat,” a hymn of joy, praise
and thanksgiving to God for all the
marvels that God had done for the
people, the lowly ones who trust and
rely on God’s love and goodness.
Mary proclaims that God turns
the world’s values on their head
by filling “the hungry with good
things,” while ‘the rich” are “sent
away empty.” We are invited to
join Mary in her hymn by
responding “My soul rejoices
in my God.” Mary becomes
the ideal Advent model in that
she was open to being the
vessel through whom God
would be delivered to the
world and become truly

The first reading from Isaiah is one of
the primary sources of Mary’s
Magnificat response. Like Mary, Isaiah
rejoices in the Lord because God
makes justice “spring up before all the
nations.” Those who experience the
goodness of God’s justice and care
respond by “wrapping” themselves
“in a mantle of justice,” modeling the
Lord who has blessed and anointed
them.

Isaiah is overwhelmed by God’s
faithful and attentive care and
concern for the poor, the prisoners
and the  brokenhearted. His
response is a hymn of praise. For
Mary, Isaiah’s joy and praise of God
is made real through the child
growing in her womb. Such motherly
awareness of God informs the child in
her womb to such an extent that the
adult Jesus makes this passage from
Isaiah the primary focus of his mission
and ministry.

While Lectionary year B is focused on
Mark’s gospel, we will hear a good bit
of John’s gospel being interspersed
with Mark. This Sunday, John’s gospel
presents the person of John the Baptist
whose primary role was ‘to testify to

the light, so that all might believe
through him.” John testified by
preparing the way for others to
experience the Lord and enter into
deeper relationship with God. Like
John, our primary vocation is to
witness to Jesus through the living
example of our words and actions.
Through us, others should be able to
experience the living and attentive
presence of God, especially in our
concern for the poor and oppressed.

Paul’s first letter  to the
Thessalonians commends us to
rejoice always, to pray without
ceasing, and to give thanks to God
in all circumstances. Praying without
ceasing is when our every word and
action attunes us to God and allows
others to be attuned to God through
our example.

This Advent, take time to thank God for
all that God has done in your life,
praising and rejoicing in the Lord. Like
Mary, ask God for help in becoming
a vessel through which others will
come to know the Lord. Like John,
testify to the Lord by living a life of
care, concern,
justice and love for
all. May we always [~ =
rejoice in the Lord. ’

Reflexion Sobre las Lecturas

Hoy es el Domingo “Gaudete” o de “Regocijar’, que viene de la primera palabra de la oracion de entrada, al igual que el
tema clave de las lecturas. Este tercer domingo de Adviento es el domingo de la "vela rosa" en la Corona de Adviento.
Cuando el Adviento era una temporada de ayuno y abstinencia modelada en la Cuaresma, este domingo marcé
un descanso en la temporada, indicando que la Navidad estaba cerca y que nuestro ayuno y penitencia de
Adviento pronto terminarian.

Las lecturas presentan a dos personas claves que desempefian un papel importante en la temporada de Adviento la cual
pretende ser un momento de anticipacion y preparacion alegre para la venida del Sefior. Tanto Maria como Juan el
Bautista, cada uno a su manera, hacen posible la presencia de Cristo entre nosotros. Maria voluntariamente acepta
cooperar con los planes de Dios de ser la madre del Senor, mientras que Juan asume el papel de precursor del
Jesus adulto, preparando el camino del Sefior.

El salmo responsorial no proviene del libro de los Salmos, sino que es uno de esas instancias leccionarias raras cuando
proviene de otro libro, el evangelio de Lucas. Es conocido como el "Magnificat" de Maria, un himno de alegria,
alabanza y accion de gracias a Dios por todas las maravillas que Dios ha hecho por la gente, los humildes que
confian en el amor y la bondad de Dios. Maria proclama que Dios invierte los valores del mundo colmando a "los
hambrientos de bienes", mientras que "los ricos" son despedidos “sin nada". Estamos invitados a unirnos a Maria en su
himno respondiendo "Se alegra mi espiritu en Dios mi Salvador". Maria se convierte en el modelo ideal de
Adviento en el sentido de que ella estaba abierta a ser la vasija por medio de la cual Dios seria entregado al
mundo y se haria verdaderamente presente en él. Al igual que Maria, nuestro enfoque de Adviento es prepararnos
para que, a través de nosotros, Dios pueda ser entregado y hecho presente a todos los que encontramos.

La primera lectura de Isaias es una de las fuentes principales de la respuesta Magnificat de Maria. Como Maria, Isaias se

regocija en el Sefior porque Dios hace que la justicia "brote ante todas las naciones". Quienes experimentan la bondad
de la justicia y el cuidado de Dios responden "envolviéndose" en un “manto de justicia", modelando al Sefior quien
los ha bendecido y ungido.

Isaias se siente abrumado por el cuidado y la preocupacion fieles y atentos de Dios por los pobres, los prisioneros
y los quebrantados de corazén. Su respuesta es un himno de alabanza. Para Maria, el gozo y la alabanza de Dios

a Isaias se hacen realidad a través del nifio que crece en su vientre. Tal conciencia maternal de Dios informa al nifio
en su vientre a tal punto que el Jesus adulto hace que este pasaje de Isaias sea el enfoque principal de su mision y
ministerio.

Mientras que el afio leccionario B se centra en el evangelio de Marcos, escucharemos un buen fragmento del evangelio
de Juan intercalado con Marcos. Este domingo, el evangelio de Juan presenta a la persona de Juan el Bautista cuyo
papel principal era "dar testimonio de la luz, para que todos creyeran por medio de él". Juan testificé preparando el
camino para que otros experimenten al Sefor y entren en una relacién mas profunda con Dios. Al igual que Juan,
nuestra vocacion principal es dar testimonio de Jesus a través del ejemplo viviente de nuestras palabras y
acciones. A través de nosotros, otros deberian poder experimentar la presencia viva y atenta de Dios, especialmente en
nuestra preocupacion por los pobres y oprimidos.

La primera carta de Pablo a los Tesalonicenses nos recomienda
alegrarnos siempre, orar sin cesar y dar gracias a Dios en todas las
circunstancias. Orar sin cesar es cuando cada palabra y accién nos Lecturas
sintoniza con Dios y permite que los demas se sintonicen con Dios a
