This Week’s Do

You Know Video:

This week's DYK
video digs into the
significance of the feast of St. Andrew, celebrated
each year on November 30. The Greek Orthodox
tradition refers to Saint Andrew as the First Called,
jumping off the account of Andrew found only in
John's gospel. We know from the other gospels that
Andrew was a fisherman and the brother of Simon
Peter, both children of Jonah. As they were fishing on
the seashore, Jesus calls them to discipleship and
they immediately respond. In John's gospel, the
account differs in that Andrew and others are disciples
of John the Baptist, who invites his disciples to follow,
Jesus. Andrew and others follow Jesus, become
disciples and the next day Andrew tells his brother
Simon that they have found the Messiah. Simon goes
with Andrew to see Jesus and Jesus changes his
name to Peter. Tension developed when in 324,
Constantine moved the Roman capital from Rome to
Constantinople. The patriarch of Constantinople
claimed higher importance as a center of Christianity
than Rome simply because of the presence of the
Emperor. Rome responded by claiming importance
based on its bishops being connected to Peter, the
leader of the disciples. Constantinople responded by
claiming Andrew as the First Called and therefore
having greater priority than Peter. The controversy
exists to this very day. Make time to view this week's
DYK video to find out more interesting and fascinating
facts and influences centered on St. Andrew, the First
Called, along with the significance of St. Andrew's
Cross.

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Reflection on the Readings

The First Sunday of Advent highlights a number of
happenings in the church’s liturgical calendar.
Advent begins a new liturgical year along with a new
lectionary cycle, Year C, devoted to a reflection on the
gospel according to Luke. This Sunday inaugurates the
Advent season, the four Sunday preparation for and
anticipation of the coming of the Lord.

We begin our preparation for celebrating the Lord’s
coming by first focusing on the final coming of
Christ at the end times and secondly on Jesus
becoming one of us fully and completely, the
coming that we joyfully celebrate at Christmas. As is
true with any new beginning, the readings challenge us
to make the best of this year, especially in terms of
depth and growth in our relationship with God, others
and the world.

The first reading from Jeremiah asks us to
remember that God promises to be with the people
forever. God calls us into relationship and is faithful
to that relationship no matter what. Despite the end of
the Davidic line with Zedekiah, the last of the
Davidic kings, God’s promise to be with the house
of David forever will be actualized. God will raise
from David’s house “a just shoot” who “shall do
what is right and just in the land.” As a result of the
presence and action of that “shoot” of living justice, the
land itself will be called, “The Lord our justice.”

Christians see Jesus as that “just shoot,” who came
to inaugurate the reign of God by doing right and
practicing justice. Jesus, the “just shoot,” is what
we joyfully anticipate during the Advent season and
celebrate fully at Christmas. Such joy and celebration
brings with it the challenge of living justly, in imitation of
the “just shoot” who chose to become fully one of us.

Paul in the second reading from the first letter to the
Thessalonians prays that God may “strengthen our
hearts” so as to “increase and abound in love for one
another and for all.” It takes courage to live justly and to
love unconditionally. Yet,
this is how God desires that
we conduct ourselves. Jesus
is our model and our source
of strength for living lives of
justice. In living like Jesus,
we cooperate with God in
building up the reign of God.

Sunday, December 2

Luke’s gospel asks us not to
“become drowsy” in
responding fully to God’s
call for living justly. We are
challenged “to be vigilant” so
that no matter when the Lord

returns, it should not be a surprise. The distress and
calamities that will signal the Lord’s return will not
overwhelm us. Rather, if we have practiced justice in our
lives, then the Lord’s return should be the occasion
for standing erect and raising our heads to meet the
Lord with great joy, for our “redemption is at hand.”

Biblical justice demands that we strive for right
relationship with all people. Our lives should reflect
God’s love in terms of concern for others, so that all
people are treated with dignity and respect. The
stranger, the oppressed, the marginalized and the
powerless call upon us to uphold their rights as
human beings deserving of dignity, respect and
love. In light of the world migration crisis in which
people flee their home for fear of their lives and that
of their children, what do today’s readings demand
of us? How will you respond? What if you were in
the same situation as the migrants fleeing for their
lives, how would you want others to respond as you
knocked on their door for help and safety?

The Advent season is a time to begin anew our
baptismal call to live lives of justice. The readings
for this first Sunday of Advent call us to be faithful
to our baptismal promises, challenging us to be
alert, to watch, to be mindful of our call and allow it
to impact our lives. As in the first reading, we too
should act and live in such a manner that like the people
of Jerusalem, we too can claim the name, “The Lord our
justice.”

As we begin a new year of grace, ask God to be with
you as you commit yourself once more to live out our
baptismal call to be people of justice. Allow this Advent
season to be a time for deepening your relationship
to God, and for sharing God’s love with all,
especially the stranger and the migrant knocking at
our doors.

El primer domingo de Adviento
destaca una serie de
acontecimientos en el calendario
liturgico de la iglesia. El Adviento
comienza un nuevo afo liturgico
junto con un nuevo ciclo leccionario,
Afo C, dedicado a una reflexion
sobre el evangelio segun San
Lucas. Este domingo inaugura la
temporada de Adviento, los
cuatro domingos de preparacion
y anticipacion de la venida del
Sefior.

Comenzamos nuestra
preparacion para celebrar la
venida del Senor enfocandonos

primero en la venida final de
Cristo en los tiempos finales vy,

segundo, en que Jeslus se
convierta plenamente y
completamente en uno de
nosotros, la venida que
celebramos con alegria en
Navidad.

Jesus, el "vastago
santo", es lo que anticipamos con

Pablo, en la segunda lectura de la
primera carta a los tesalonicenses,
ora para que Dios "conserve sus
corazones" a fin de que "los llene y
los haga rebosar de un amor mutuo
y hacia todos los demas". Se
necesita valor para vivir con
justicia y amar sin condiciones.
Sin embargo, asi es como Dios
desea que nos comportemos. Jesus
es nuestro modelo y nuestra
fuente de fortaleza para vivir
vidas de justicia. Al vivir como
Jesus, cooperamos con Dios para
edificar el reino de Dios.

El evangelio de Lucas nos pide
que estemos alertas para
responder plenamente al llamado
de Dios de vivir con justicia.
Tenemos el desafio de velar para
que sin importar cuando regrese el
Sefior, no sera una sorpresa. La
angustia y las calamidades que
marcaran el regreso del Sefior no
nos abrumaran. Mas bien, si hemos
practicado la justicia en nuestras
vidas, entonces el regreso del
Senor deberia ser la ocasioén para
mantenernos erguidos y elevar
nuestras cabezas para
encontrarnos con el Sefior con
gran alegria, ya que “se acerca la
hora de nuestra liberacion".

La justicia biblica exige que
luchemos por una relaciéon
correcta con todas las personas.
Nuestras vidas deben reflejar el
amor de Dios en términos de
preocupacién por los demas,
para que todas las personas
sean tratadas con dignidad y
respeto. El desconocido, el
oprimido, el marginado y el
impotente nos piden que
defendamos sus derechos
como seres humanos que
merecen dignidad, respeto y
amor.
