The celebration of the day of Christ’s birth as a 
humble child in Bethlehem is so overwhelming that 
we are treated to a symphony of readings and 
reflections that span over three complete Masses, 
the Mass at midnight, the Mass at dawn and the 
Mass during the day. Each Eucharist unpacks a 
different aspect of this great and wonderful mystery 
beyond human understanding and expectation -- that of 
our God becoming fully and completely human, like us 
in all things but sin. 
 
Responsorial Psalm 96 marvels at this wondrous 
coming and invites us to exclaim with great joy the 
refrain taken from Luke’s gospel, “Today is born 
our Savior, Christ the Lord” (Luke 2:11). The 
readings burst out with joy over the coming of our God, 
as they invite us to delve deeper into the meaning and 
implications of God-with-us in the person of Jesus. 
 
The first reading from the prophet Isaiah unpacks 
the meaning of God-with-us by means of the 
contrast between light and darkness. While 
originally intended for those who had suffered greatly 
under Assyrian oppression, this prophecy of God’s 
saving acts on the people’s behalf is now applied to the 
coming of Jesus. God’s very presence among us in 
the person of Jesus drives out darkness and gloom, 
resulting in the bright light of joy and the freedom 
that comes from having been relieved of oppressive 
burdens and yokes. 
 
The royal child from David’s line was originally 
understood as the king’s son who would one day be the 
ideal king, attuned to acting like God, ruling the people 
with wisdom, care, and justice, ultimately leading to 
enduring peace forever. Such hopes are now laid at the 
faith of the child born in a stable at Bethlehem, the 
eternal king born from the line of David who would 
bring about an eternal reign of peace and freedom 
for all people. 
 
Responsorial Psalm 96 calls upon all to sing a new 
song to the Lord in thanksgiving for such wondrous 
deeds done by God on our behalf. The heavens, the 
earth, the seas, the plains, the trees, the forest – all of 
creation is called upon to announce God’s salvation 
and to exult before God who comes to save us, and to 
rule the world with justice and faithfulness for all time. 
 
The second reading from the letter to Titus 
announces that in Jesus, the grace of God has 
appeared with saving power challenging us “to live 
temperately, justly, and devoutly.” Jesus’ presence 
among us and the modeling of his life given for the sake 
of others should spur us on “to do what is good” and to 
put away selfishness and injustice. 
 
Luke’s account of the birth of Jesus in a humble stable 
away from home and extended family in a land 
occupied by foreign Roman oppressors speaks 

volumes concerning the struggles that Jesus and his 
family faced. Luke does not shy away from recounting 
that our God chooses to become human in the very 
midst of human injustice and oppression, amidst 
poverty and homelessness. Yet this child is aligned 
with “the house and family of David,” the long awaited 
royal child who would bring justice to the earth and 
peace to all. 
 
Paradoxes abound in this well-known account of 
Jesus’ birth. A child from the royal house of David 
is born in a smelly, dirty stable with a feeding trough or 
manger for a bed. The ruling authorities are mentioned 
to situate that God chose to become human at this time, 
in this place and in this fashion. No matter who was in 
charge or how, God chose this time and this place 
to enter fully into union with us, in a manner far 
removed from human understanding of greatness 
or importance. 
 
Lastly, with all the powers mentioned in all their 
glory, it is shepherds, the lowest, the shunned and 
the most unclean of all human beings that are 
visited by angels who announce the great news of a 
royal child born in a stable. The angels announce 
that God’s peace and favor rest not with the mighty and 
the powerful but with the lowly, the despised and the 
powerless. 
 
As you enter into the great joy of Christmas, spend 
some quiet time reflecting upon the paradoxes of this 
nativity account. How do the paradoxes challenge your 
way of thinking and acting? How attuned are you to 
God’s ways of dealing with us? As you revel in your 
Christmas joy, commit yourself to bringing news of 
God’s favor to the poor, the lowly, the despised, the 
immigrant, the refugee and the stranger. A merry 
Christmas to all.

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La celebración del día del 
nacimiento de Cristo como un 
niño humilde en Belén es tan 
abrumadora que se nos regala 
una sinfonía de lecturas y 
reflexiones que abarcan tres 
Misas completas, la Misa a 
medianoche, la Misa al amanecer 
y la Misa durante el día . Cada 
Eucaristía desenvuelve un aspecto 
diferente de este grande y 
maravilloso misterio más allá de la 
comprensión y la expectativa 
humana - el de nuestro Dios 
llegando a ser completamente 
humano, como nosotros, en todo 
aspecto menos el pecado. 
 
El salmo responsorial 95 se 
maravilla de esta maravillosa 
venida y nos invita a exclamar 
con gran alegría el estribillo 
tomado del evangelio de Lucas: 
"Hoy nos ha nacido un Salvador: 
el Mesías, el Señor" (Lucas 2:11). 
Las lecturas estallan con alegría por 
la venida de nuestro Dios, ya que 
nos invitan a profundizarnos en el 
significado y las implicaciones de 
Dios-con-nosotros en la persona de 
Jesús. 
 
La primera lectura del profeta 
Isaías explica el significado de 
Dios-con-nosotros mediante el 
contraste entre la luz y las 
tinieblas. Aunque originalmente 
estaba destinada a aquellos que 
habían sufrido mucho bajo la 
opresión de los asirios, esta profecía 
de los actos de salvación de Dios en 
nombre de la gente ahora se aplica 
a la venida de Jesús. La misma 
presencia de Dios entre nosotros 
en la persona de Jesús expulsa 

las tinieblas, resultando en la luz 
brillante de la alegría y la libertad 
que proviene de haber sido 
liberado de cargas opresivas y 
yugos pesados. 
 
El niño real de la línea de David fue 
originalmente entendido como el hijo 
del rey que un día sería el rey ideal, 
en sintonía con actuar como Dios, 
gobernando al pueblo con sabiduría, 
cuidado y justicia, resultando 
finalmente a una paz duradera para 
siempre. Esas esperanzas ahora 
están depositadas en la fe del 
niño nacido en un establo en 
Belén, el eterno rey nacido de la 
línea de David que traería un 
reino eterno de paz y libertad para 
todos los pueblos. 
 
El Salmo responsorial 95 invita a 
todos a cantar una canción nueva 
al Señor en acción de gracias por 
tal acción maravillosa hecha por 
Dios en nuestro favor. Los cielos, 
la tierra, los mares, las llanuras, los 
árboles, el bosque, toda la creación 
está llamada a anunciar la salvación 
de Dios y a regocijarse ante Dios 
que viene a salvarnos y a gobernar 
el mundo con justicia y fidelidad 
para siempre. 
 
La segunda lectura de la carta a 
Tito anuncia que en Jesús, la 
gracia de Dios ha aparecido con 
un poder salvador que nos 
desafía a "vivir de una manera 
sobria, justa y fiel a Dios". La 
presencia de Jesús entre nosotros y 
la modelación de su vida dada por el 
bien de los demás debe 
estimularnos a "practicar el bien" y a 
eliminar el egoísmo y la injusticia. 

 
El relato de Lucas sobre el 
nacimiento de Jesús en un 
establo humilde fuera de casa 
y de la familia extendida en 
una tierra ocupada por 
opresores romanos extranjeros 
habla mucho sobre las luchas 
que Jesús y su familia 
enfrentaron. Lucas no se niega 
a contar que nuestro Dios 
elige ser humano en medio 
de la injusticia y la opresión 
humana, en medio de la 
pobreza y la falta de 

vivienda. Sin embargo, este niño 
está alineado con "la casa y la 
familia de David", el niño real 
esperado desde hace mucho tiempo 
que traería la justicia a la tierra y la 
paz a todos. 
 
Las paradojas abundan en este 
conocido relato del nacimiento de 
Jesús. Un niño de la casa real de 
David nace en un establo apestoso 
y sucio con un comedero o un 
pesebre para una cama. Se 
menciona a las autoridades 
gobernantes para situar que Dios 
eligió ser humano en este momento, 
en este lugar y de esta manera. No 
importa quién estaba a cargo o 
cómo, Dios escogió este 
momento y este lugar para entrar 
plenamente en unión con 
nosotros, de una manera muy 
alejada de la comprensión 
humana de la grandeza o la 
importancia. 
 
Por último, con todos los poderes 
mencionados en toda su gloria, 
son los pastores, los más 
humildes, los humillados y los 
más inmundos de todos los seres 
humanos que son visitados por 
los ángeles que anuncian la gran 
noticia de un niño real nacido en 
un establo. Los ángeles anuncian 
que la paz y el favor de Dios no 
están con los poderosos, sino con 
los humildes, los despreciados y los 
impotentes.

St. Josephine Bakhita 
St. Josephine Margaret Bakhita was born 
around 1869 in a village in Sudan, Africa. 
Since her uncle was a tribal chief, she had a 
happy and fairly prosperous childhood.  
 

Around February 1877, however, she was 
kidnapped by Arab slave traders and was 
forced to walk 600 miles to a slave market. 
During the 12 years of her slavery, she was 
bought, sold, and given away over a dozen 
times. Under these masters her experiences 
varied from fair treatment to cruel. Some 
beat her daily or severely; one had scars cut 
into her skin.  
 

One kind master took her to Italy where she served as a 
nanny. She was left in the custody of the Canossian 
Sisters in Venice when her new family decided to travel 
to Sudan without her. There she learned about God and 
discerned a call to follow Christ. When her mistress 
returned, she refused to leave the sisters. Her case 
went to court where it was found that slavery had been 
outlawed in Sudan before she was born. Josephine was 
declared free!  She chose to stay with the sisters. 
 

Josephine received the sacraments of Initiation 
(Baptism, Holy Communion, and Confirmation) on 
January 9th, 1890, then later became a sister with the 
Canossian Daughters of Charity religious order.  
 

For the next 42 years of her life, she worked as a cook 
and a doorkeeper at the convent. She also traveled and 
visited other convents telling her story to other sisters 
and preparing them for work in Africa. She was known 
for her gentle voice and smile. 
 

St. Josephine Margaret Bakhita died on Feb. 8, 1947 
and was canonized Oct. 1, 2000. She is the patron saint 
of Sudan.

Santa Josefina Margarita Bakhita nació 
alrededor de 1869 en un pueblo de Sudán, 
África. Como su tío era jefe tribal, tuvo una 
infancia feliz y bastante próspera. 
 

Sin embargo, alrededor de febrero de 1877, 
fue secuestrada por traficantes de esclavos 
árabes y obligada a caminar 600 millas hasta 
un mercado de esclavos. Durante los 12 años 
de su esclavitud, fue comprada, vendida y 
regalada más de una docena de veces. Bajo 
estos maestros, sus experiencias variaron 
desde un trato justo hasta cruel. Algunos la 
golpeaban a diario o severamente, uno le hizo 
cicatrices cortadas en la piel. 
 

Un maestro amable la llevó a Italia, donde sirvió como 
niñera. Quedó bajo la custodia de las Hermanas 
Canossianas en Venecia cuando su nueva familia 
decidió viajar a Sudán sin ella. Allí aprendió acerca de 
Dios y discernió un llamado a seguir a Cristo. Cuando su 
ama regresó, se negó a dejar a las hermanas. Su caso 
llegó a los tribunales, donde se descubrió que la 
esclavitud había sido proscrita en Sudán antes de que 
ella naciera. ¡Josefina fue declarada libre! Ella eligió 
quedarse con las hermanas. 
 

Josefina recibió los sacramentos de la Iniciación 
(Bautismo, Sagrada Comunión y Confirmación) el 9 de 
enero de 1890, luego se convirtió en hermana de la 
orden religiosa Hijas de la Caridad de Canossian. 
 

Durante los siguientes 42 años de su vida, trabajó como 
cocinera y portera en el convento. También viajó y visitó 
otros conventos contando su historia a otras hermanas y 
preparándolas para el trabajo en África. Era conocida 
por su voz suave y su sonrisa. 
 

Santa Josefina Margarita Bakhita murió el 8 de febrero 
de 1947 y fue canonizada el 1 de octubre de 2000. Es la 
santa patrona de Sudán.

Fibrillation. AFib can lead to blood clots, stroke, and heart failure, and other heart-related complications.
