A Note from your Pastor 
 

We have begun the new church year with the first Sunday of 
Advent. Pope Francis has declared this church year as the Year 
of Mercy, which officially begins on December 8th, the Feast of 
the Immaculate Conception. The Pope will open the Holy Doors 
of St. Peter’s Basilica in Rome to inaugurate this holy year. If 
you go to our St. Sabina website, you will find links to both the 
Vatican’s website for the holy year and also our US Confer-
ence of Bishops’ website. During this year, we at St. Sabina 
will also be focusing on mercy and forgiveness. Bookmark our 
webpage and go to it often for all parish updates and hap-
penings: www.stsabinaparish.org.   
 

Advent is the time of year with much anticipation. We are 
awaiting the return of our Savior Jesus Christ and remember 
his first coming as the child born in a manger on Christmas. It is 
a season to reflect and prepare our hearts and souls to make room for him in our life. We as a 
parish community also reflect on what we have prepared.  We have two missions; one in 
Cinquera, El Salvador (your Chiefs raffle tickets support this) and Anapra, Mexico with the va-
cation bible school. We also began St. Sabina Helping Hands project this year that is ongoing 
throughout the year when we have a need, and we continue our participation with Christmas in 
October.  We collect food year round for the homeless, and we participate in Project Uplift and 
Lord of Love community meals. We have just finished the final stage of replacing all viable 
electrical lights with LED lights which provides the parish with much lower electric bills  Along 
with our new HVAC system in the parish offices and our recycle efforts, we are doing our best to 
reduce our consumption. Each month our parish also visits over 100 people in our area nursing 
homes and our homebound parishioners, visiting with them, praying with them, and bringing 
them the Eucharist. 
 

Our goal at St. Sabina is to provide a holistic approach to fulfill your needs: Spiritual, Physical 
and Emotional. Our Wellness Center is going strong with check-ups, testing, classes and much 
more. If you haven’t visited the wellness center, please do, as they provide so much for our pa-
rishioners.   
 

We do have needed projects in the works. Our parking lots are in need of repaving along with 
our sidewalks around the church.  New carpet in the education wing and new flooring in the 
wellness center are sorely needed. These are large projects that require a lot of money. We do 
have savings with the diocese now and are completely debt free, but our weekly giving has 
dropped in the past year. We have more parishioners, but less tithing. I do hope and pray that 
you remember your parish as we close the tax year of 2015.  All donations are tax deductible 
and are put to good use.   
 

I pray for you all daily; may you have a blessed Advent, a Merry Christmas and a Happy New Year.

Reflection on the Feast of the Holy Family, Year C Readings

desire in their son, while at the same time 
reminding him of his need for further 
growth and maturity in the context of 
family? How can Jesus, aware of his 
awakening desire, also be faithful to his 
family life, responsibilities and respect 
due his parents?   
 

Are these not the realities of family liv-
ing? Just as Jesus, Mary and Joseph 
struggled, so too we, as families, struggle 
to know God’s will in our lives and how to 
carry it out to the best of our abilities. In 
so doing, we make our house God’s 
house. This week, reflect on how the holy 
family can be a source of strength and 
encouragement as we engage in all the 
dynamics of being 
family together.

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Today the Holy Family is used as 
a model of the dynamics of 
family life between parents and 
children. Someone once exclaimed 
that such a family model was not 
fair. After all, this family was made 
up of two saints and God 
incarnate. This person knew rather 
clearly that such was not the status 
of their family. While somewhat 
humorous, it does point out the 
need for a corrective in terms of 
the way we look at Jesus’ family. 
Today’s readings allow us to 
consider another way to look at the 
holy family as a model for our 
families.   
 

The refrain from responsorial 
Psalm 84 invites us to acclaim, 
“Blessed are they who dwell in 
your house, O Lord.” While God’s 
house might be understood as the 
Jewish temple or our parish church, 
the meaning is more inclusive. As 
families, we are called to make our 
house, God’s house. By singing the 
psalm refrain, we call blessings 
upon our house, which is to be 
transformed into God’s house. How 
do we transform our house into 
God’s house? The readings offer 
important clues for such 
transformation to happen. 
 

In the first reading from 1 Samuel, 
Hannah and Elkanah make their 
house God’s house by blessing 
God for the gift of a long awaited 
son, Samuel. When God granted 
their request, they returned that 
gift to God by bringing up the 
child as one who would be 
dedicated to the Lord. How do we 
bring up our children so that they 
are conscious of their relationship 
and dedication to the Lord? 
 

The reading from 1 John reminds 
us that in our baptism we become 
God’s children. We are all 
members of the family of God, 
living out our commitment to make 
our lives and houses God’s by 
modeling ourselves on Jesus who 

commanded us to love one another. 
Those who live this life style remain 
in God and God remains in them. In 
so doing, we are making our house 
God’s house. 
 

Only Luke’s gospel relates this 
account of the twelve year old 
Jesus on Passover pilgrimage to 
Jerusalem with his parents. Jesus is 
of the age when a Jewish boy 
becomes a “son of the 
commandments” assuming 
responsibility for his faith journey 
with God. This context provides the 
dynamics that are operative in the 
story. 
 

Jesus is at the age in which he is 
asserting the need and desire to 
explore his faith life with God. He 
uses this pilgrimage opportunity to 
talk with the religious educators of 
his time, asking questions and 
learning from their shared wisdom. 
When his parents show up, worried 
sick about his whereabouts, he 
merely states what he was about, 
namely to be in his Father’s house.   
 

While this can be interpreted as 
an affirmation of his divinity and 
special affinity to God, it can also 
be interpreted as the awakening of 
any righteous Jew’s desire to be in 
deep and intimate relationship with 
God. That is exactly what “being in 
my father’s house” actually 
indicates.  
 

Jesus, mindful of his awakening 
desire for closer intimacy with 
God, is also aware of his family 
responsibilities, and responds in 
obedience and love. He returns to 
Nazareth. With his family, he 
continues cultivating his love of God 
and nurturing his desire for deeper 
intimacy with God. With his parents 
as guides, Jesus grows in age, 
wisdom and grace. Their house is 
God’s house. 
 

The family dynamics are a real 
part of family life. How can Mary 
and Joseph respect the awakening

Reflexión sobre la Fiesta de la Sagrada Familia, Ciclo C 

Hoy en día, la Sagrada Familia se 
utiliza como modelo de la dinámica 
de la vida familiar entre padres e 
hijos. Una vez alguien exclamo que 
ese modelo de familia no era justo. 
Después de todo, esta familia se 
componía de dos santos y Dios 
encarando. Esta persona sabía bien 
claramente que tal no era el estatus 
de su familia. Mientras que hay un 
poco de humor en esto, también nos 
señala la necesidad de una corrección 
en cuanto a la manera en que vemos a 
la familia de Jesús. Las lecturas de hoy 
nos permiten considerar otra forma de 
ver a la Sagrada Familia como 
modelo para nuestras familias.  
 

El estribillo del Salmo Responsorial 
84 nos invita a aclamar, 
“Bienaventurados los que habitan en 
tu casa, Oh Señor.” Mientras que la 
casa de Dios podría ser entendida 
como el templo judío o nuestra iglesia 
parroquial, el significado es más 
inclusivo que eso. Como familias, somos 
llamados a hacer de nuestra casa, la 
casa de Dios. Al cantar el estribillo del 
Salmo, llamamos bendiciones sobre 
nuestra casa, que ha de ser 
transformada a la casa de Dios. 
¿Cómo transformamos nuestra casa a 
la casa de Dios? Las lecturas nos 
ofrecen pistas importantes para que 
esta transformación ocurra.  
 

En la primera lectura de 1 de Samuel, 
Ana y Elcana hacen de su casa la 
casa de Dios por la bendición de Dios 
de, del regalo de un hijo tan 
esperado, Samuel. Cuando Dios les 
concedió su petición, ellos le 
regresaron ese regalo de Dios al 
educar al niño como alguien que se 
dedicaría al Señor. ¿Cómo podemos 
nosotros educar a nuestros hijos para 
que sean conscientes de su relación y 
dedicación al Señor?  
 

La lectura de 1 de Juan nos recuerda 
que en nuestro bautismo nos 
convertimos en hijos de Dios. Todos 
nosotros somos miembros de la familia 
de Dios, viviendo nuestro compromiso 
de hacer de nuestras vidas y de 
nuestras casas de Dios mediante el 
modelo de Jesús quien nos mandó a 

amarnos unos a otros. Los que viven 
este estilo de vida permanecerán en 
Dios y Dios permanecerá en ellos. Al 
hacer esto, estamos haciendo nuestra 
casa la casa de Dios.  
 

Solamente el Evangelio de Lucas 
relata esta cuenta del Jesús de doce 
años en la Pascua de peregrinación a 
Jerusalén con sus padres. Jesús está de 
la edad en la que un niño judío se 
convierte en un “hijo de los 
mandamientos”, asumiendo 
responsabilidad de su camino de fe 
con Dios. Este contexto proporciona las 
dinámicas que son eficaces en la 
historia.  
 

Jesús está en la edad en la que él 
está afirmando la necesidad y el 
deseo de explorar su vida de fe con 
Dios. El usa esta oportunidad de 
peregrinación para hablar con los 
educadores religiosos de su tiempo, 
haciendo preguntas y aprendiendo de 
su sabiduría compartida. Cuando sus 
padres llegan, muy preocupados por 
su paradero, el simplemente afirma de 
lo que él se trataba, es decir, estar en 
la casa de su Padre.  
 

Mientras que esto puede ser 
interpretado como una afirmación de 
su divinidad y afinidad especial con 
Dios, también puede ser interpretado 
como el despertar del deseo de 
cualquier judío justo de estar en una 
relación íntima y profunda con Dios. 
Eso es exactamente lo que “estar en la 
casa de mi padre” en realidad indica.  
 

Jesús, consciente de su deseo de 
despertar por la intimidad más 
profunda con Dios, también es 
consciente de sus 
responsabilidades familiares, y 
responde en obediencia y amor. El 
regresa a Nazaret. Junto a su 
familia, el sigue cultivando su amor 
a Dios y alimentando su deseo por 
una relación de intimidad más 
profunda con Dios. Con sus padres 
como guías, Jesús crece en edad. 
Sabiduría y gracia. Su casa es la 
casa de Dios.      
 

La dinámica de la familia es una 
parte real de la vida familiar. 

¿Cómo pueden María y José respetar 
el deseo de despertar en su hijo, 
mientras que al mismo tiempo 
recordarle de su necesidad de un 
mayor crecimiento y madurez en el 
contexto de la familia? ¿Cómo puede 
Jesús, consciente de su deseo de 
despertar, también ser fiel a su vida 
familiar, a las responsabilidades y el 
respeto por sus padres?  
 

¿No son estas las realidades de la 
vida familiar? Del mismo modo que 
lucharon Jesús, María y José, así 
también luchamos nosotros, como 
familias, luchamos por conocer la 
voluntad de Dios en nuestras vidas y 
en qué forma llevarla, a medida de lo 
mejor de nuestra capacidad. Al hacer 
esto, hacemos de nuestra casa la casa 
de Dios. Esta semana, reflexione sobre 
como la Sagrada Familia puede ser 
una fuente de fortaleza y animo 
mientras nos involucramos en todas las 
dinámicas de ser familia juntos.
