Lectionary Year B and The Gospel of Mark - 
Faith Formation Series beginning in January 
Lectionary Year B focuses on the Gospel of Mark, the 
first gospel to be written somewhere between 67-73 CE. 
Mark is the first evangelist to give Jesus a human face 
along with a mission to proclaim the realm of God. For 
Mark, Jesus is God’s suffering servant experiencing 
misunderstanding, rejection, persecution, suffering and 
even death as an integral part of being faithful to 
proclaiming and living out all that God’s realm entails. 
 

These four two hour sessions will explore the situation 
and context of the community that produced the gospel, 
along with their questions, concerns and needs. We will 
attempt to understand the mind and heart of the Marcan 
community by carefully reading and unpacking the 
gospel, focusing on its key themes and message for the 
community that produced it and for us today.

Did you know smart phones can “hook” users into a dependency? In a study of 1,600 managers and 
professionals, Harvard Business School found that: 

• 70% said they check their smartphone within an hour of getting up 
• 56% check their phone within an hour of going to sleep 
• 48% check over the weekend, including on Friday and Saturday nights 
• 51% check continuously during vacation 
• 44% said they would experience "a great deal of anxiety" if they lost their phone and couldn't replace it for a 

week 
 

Here are a few steps to help you set boundaries with your technology: 
1) Don’t read emails first thing in the morning. Begin your morning with a routine—prayer, meditation and 

exercise will help you prepare for the day ahead. 
2) Be intentional about how you use your smartphone throughout the day. Don’t let the phone’s default 

settings which include push notifications, email pings and high-volume ring tones dictate how you live. 
3) Set limits on when and where you let yourself use electronic devices. Do you really need to read emails 

while stopped at a red light? Do you really need to check Facebook in front of the cashier at the checkout line? 
A good rule of thumb might be to not use the smartphone in situations where an interaction with another human 
is taking place. If your 452 Facebook friends are worth checking in on, it might also be worth engaging with the 
person directly in front of you. 

4) Set a good example. Our children are growing up at a time where the competition for attention from all 
these sources is increasingly going to be challenging. Unless children learn self-regulating ability, they will be 
living a life which is constantly reactive, always responding to something coming from the outside. Setting limits 
on screen time for kids applies to adults too. Parents must start by being in control. 

5) Track your smartphone habits. Change can begin with keeping a record. Jot down when you start using 
your smartphone and when you stop for seven days. Jot what you were doing — like answering work email, 
checking out Facebook or playing Candy Crush five times in a row. Add up the time and divide it by seven and 
make a modest goal of cutting back — say 10 percent. Then track yourself again, taking care to stay under your 
previous daily average. Ratchet it back again if you dare. 

 

Be mindful and present for those you love. If you’re distracted by the latest email, text, tweet, Facebook update, 
Instagram pic, Snapchat (to name a few) your family and friends lose interest in what you are saying and stop 
engaging with you. Be present for the real people in your life!

While our 
nation has both the right and duty to foster its security 
through prudent immigration laws, we must not attempt 
to purchase safety at the cost of violating the 
fundamental dignity of our fellow men and women, 
many of whom share our faith in Christ.” Please join 
with Bishop Johnston on December 31st to pray for all 
Dreamers, especially those that are our parishioners. 



The Sunday 
between 
Christmas and 
January 1 is 
dedicated to the 
Holy Family. We 
often imagine the 
Holy Family living 
peacefully and 
without conflict. 
But we all know 
from our own 
families that 
struggles and 
anxieties 

continually surface, leading to tension and conflicts. This 
is normal in all human interactions. What we learn today 
from Luke’s portrayal of Mary, Joseph and Jesus, is a way 
of dealing with the inevitable tensions and conflicts that 
surface in all families. 
 
A key lesson that we learn from Mary and Joseph is that 
they are mindful of their duty to one another, to their 
child and to God. They are attuned to the religious 
duties required of them as new parents, both in securing 
a blessing from God and in dedicating their first-born 
child to God. They are willing to do what is required so that 
family life with the new child in the family will have its proper 
orientation towards God and will operate out of God-directed 
values and perspectives. Like any child, Jesus will learn 
from his parents what it means to be faithful to God’s 
ways, and how to live out those values in everyday life. 
As with any parent and child, the proverbial saying, “the 
apple doesn’t fall far from the tree,” also applies to Jesus. 
 

In their temple visit, Mary and Joseph encounter two people 
who have dedicated their lives to God, living as God wished. 
They waited and prayed 
anxiously hoping that God 
would remember the covenant 
promises to send someone 
who would bring justice, peace 
and light to the Jewish people 
and through them to the whole 
world. 
 

Both Simeon and Anna, 
because of their lifetime 
attunement to God, are able to 
perceive that in this child, God 
has kept the covenant promises. 

This child is both the glory of the Jewish people, as well 
as the light for all the nations. They both acknowledge 
that this child will bring about the “redemption of 
Jerusalem” as well as the salvation of all people. So with 
them this Sunday we sing the refrain of responsorial 
Psalm 105, “The Lord remembers his covenant forever” 
 

However, as Simeon understands it, this will not be an easy 
task. The child’s presence and life will bring about tension 
and division. The child will challenge people to make God
-choices in their lives. This kind of choosing always 
brings conflict. Both Mary and Joseph will feel the pain 
resulting from this conflict. As a family, they will face 
many struggles in their desire to be continually 
dedicated to God. Their desire for a harmonious family life 
will be constantly tested and challenged by the choices that 
their son makes, as well as by the way they and others 
respond to him. 
 
How are families to deal with the inevitable conflicts that 
result from attempting to make good choices in life? The 
family of Mary, Joseph and Jesus provide us with some 
guidance along this path. For all families, a God-direction 
and orientation is essential. It does not have to be perfect 
but it is essential. Another is constant trust and reliance on 
God who is faithful, keeps promises and is always life-
giving, no matter how dark and deadly things may look. 
Finally, a life lived in reflection and prayer always helps in 
attuning ourselves and our families to God’s ways. 
 
As a family, Mary, Joseph and Jesus struggled just like 
we do. Yet, they remained trusting, prayerful and faithful. 
Ask God for help and guidance as you celebrate your family 
on this feast of the Holy Family.

Su deseo de una 
vida familiar armoniosa será constantemente probado y 
desafiado por las elecciones que hace su hijo, así como por 
la forma en que ellos y otros responden a él. 
 
¿Cómo pueden lidiar las familias con los conflictos 
inevitables que resultan de intentar tomar buenas 
decisiones en la vida? La familia de María, José y Jesús 
nos proporciona una guía a lo largo de este camino. 
Para todas las familias, la dirección y orientación de Dios es 
esencial.
