This Week’s Do

You Know Video:
As we enter into a
new liturgical year
beginning with the Advent season, this week's DYK
video examines why John the Baptist is so prominent
during the Advent Season. Advent is a time of waiting
and of joyful anticipation and expectation for the
coming of the Lord. We celebrate the Lord's coming
2000 years ago as a baby, his return at the end of
time, and his constant and abiding presence here with
us now. According to Scripture, John the Baptist's
identity and mission are to prepare the way for the
Lord's coming. The second and third Sundays of
Advent in every Lectionary year, focus on John the
Baptist sharing his wisdom regarding the best way to
prepare for the coming of the Lord. In the second
Sunday of Advent in Lectionary Year C, John the
Baptist challenges us to prepare the way of the Lord
by levelling mountains and filing in valleys, thus
making a straight and direct path for our God. In the
third Sunday of Advent in Lectionary Year C, John
speaks of various ways in which we can make a
straight way for our God. First we should be content
with what we have and share that with others.
Secondly, we should live justly, always building right
relationships with all, treating all with dignity, respect
and of infinite worth, even those we do not like.
Thirdly, to be people who advocate and promote
peace. John challenges us to be people who share,
who live justly and who work for peace. This message
is countercultural to our lived experience, especially
during Advent. That is why the liturgy provides John
the Baptist as a focal point for what Advent and
preparing the way for the Lord are all about. Make
time to view this week's DYK video and see why John
the Baptist is so prominent during the season of
Advent.

dried fruit and turkey are a few examples of nutritious options to enjoy in moderation. Add in a little extra physical
activity every day to burn off additional calories and benefit from the stress-reducing effects of exercise.

Myth #2: Eat a lot of turkey, and you'll be snoozing shortly.

Reality: Studies have linked an essential amino acid found in cooked turkey to a feeling of sleepiness, but
it's unlikely that eating turkey during the holidays will have a sedating effect, says Milton Stokes from the American
Dietetic Association. The real reason a nap is so appealing after any big meal is the large amount of energy
required to digest it. Eat-smart strategy: One way to avoid a post-meal energy drain is to approach a big dinner
with an appetite that's in check. Eat a regular breakfast and lunch so you don'’t arrive at dinner feeling famished.

Myth #3: Great cooks and festive parties place our willpower at risk.

Reality: Research indicates that it's not the parties that prompt us to eat, but being around friends and
family that may lead to diet missteps. When you're socializing, it's natural to lose track of what and how much you're
eating. Eat-smart strategy: Mindful eating is key to maintaining your equilibrium during social situations.
Since you don't want to offend your host and their special dishes, take smaller servings. Make a conscious effort to

balance your plate with plenty of fruits and veggies.

While it can be tempting to give in to the materialism
and calls for self-indulgence that surround us,
(ironically more than ever at this time of year), this
reading calls us back to the spiritual reality that this
life is passing and that we are made for eternal life
with God. We are called to prepare for eternal life by
the way that we use our time, our talents and our
treasure now. John tells us how to celebrate to the
fullest this first “coming” on the feast of Christmas
and how to prepare for the second coming — through
repentance.

Appreciated Securities

"At the heart of stewardship in my own reflections and
my own search for how it touches my life, it has
prompted me to ask that question more than once,

Examining ourselves in the way Archbishop Murphy
examined himself can inspire thoughts about all that we
have. You may find that you have appreciated securities
purchased some time ago at a much lower value that
could make a meaningful impact on your parish.

Tax Treatment

Donating publicly traded appreciated stock or mutual
fund shares is a strategic gift-planning method. The after
-tax cost is less than a cash gift.

e If held for more than 12 months, the fair market
value as of the date of the gift is eligible for deduction, if
your tax situation allows.

e The donated value may be deductible up to 30% of
your adjusted gross income and can be carried over
for up to five years.

e Capital gains tax will not be assessed.

The IRS offers guidance to establish the value of your
securities donations in publication 561.

How to donate appreciated securities

The diocese processes securities donations as a service
to parishes and ministries. How your gift is processed
depends upon whether you hold your securities in a
brokerage account or have physical possession of the
certificates. Contact the Office of Stewardship and
Development at (816) 714-2363 or 816-714-2359, if you
need help determining how to proceed.

To transfer securities from your brokerage account to
the diocesan brokerage account, you will need a
securities donation form (DTC Transfer form). You can
download the form from the Planned Giving section of
the diocese website www.kcsjdiocese.org. The diocese
will sell your securities and forward the proceeds to the
parish or ministry you designate. Please consult with
your own attorney and other professional advisers
regarding your personal tax and financial situation.

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Reflection on the Readings

Compassion, healing and liberation are necessary
components in our journey to fullness of life. Our
God is a God who activates these very realities,
simply because the very essence of our God is one
who heals, liberates, sets free, and continually
brings about new life and meaning.

The readings on this second Sunday of Advent speak of
these realities in the lives of those who have gone
before us in faith, as well as in our lives today as people
of faith. These realities are also the core message of the
feast honoring La Morenita del Tepayc, Our Lady of
Guadalupe, which we celebrate this coming
December 12. Our parish community does an
excellent job in celebrating this important feast of the
patron saint of the Americas. Take time to participate in
the festivities and learn the lesson that Our Lady of
Guadalupe can teach all of us.

The first reading from Baruch for this Sunday presents a
glorious vision of Jerusalem. Baruch consoles God’s
people as they encounter life’s various challenges.
“Take off your robe of mourning...put on the splendor of
glory from God...” By rejecting sinfulness and putting on
the “cloak of justice,” the people activate
compassion and healing. For this, they will be
named “by God forever the peace of justice, the glory of
God'’s worship.”

Reflective of John the Baptist's message in the gospel
reading, God takes the lead in leveling mountains and
making valleys smooth so that the people can journey
secure in the Lord. Baruch counsels a life style in which
God takes the lead, allowing God’s mercy and
justice to become our lifetime companions.

Paul’s letter to the Philippians challenges us to
“discern what is of value” by taking on the mind and
heart of Christ. Only in so doing can we properly
discern what is of value, allowing love to color and
dominate all our knowledge and actions. Such a life
style enables us to be “filled
with the fruit of
righteousness that comes
through Jesus Christ...”
Filled with such fruit, our lives
radiate God’'s compassion,
healing, and liberation.

Luke’s gospel presents us COSPel: Luke 3:1-6

with the ordinary setting of
time and space, in which
God’s light and justice break
forth.

authorities, Luke symbolically presents Jesus as the
universal savior of all, Jew and Gentile alike. John the
Baptist announces that God’s universal saving light is
made manifest in Jesus. John prepares us for the
breaking forth of God’s saving light by preaching
repentance that leads to lives of justice.

Justice, when truly activated, demands that all be
treated with dignity and respect, leading to healing
of wounds and divisions, thus making all things
new. This Advent journey is no easy pilgrimage.
With God’s help we are to prepare the way of the Lord
by leveling mountains and filling in valleys. We make a
straight path for all those refugees knocking at our
door for an opportunity to be treated with justice
that leads to healing and peace. In so doing, we
make God present in our own lives and in the lives of all
we encounter. Advent then becomes a true preparation
for the breaking forth of God’s saving light manifested in
the presence of Jesus among us.

This Sunday, we are invited to acclaim the refrain of
responsorial Psalm 126, “The Lord has done great
things for us; we are filled with joy.” Let us reflect on the
great things that God has done for us by committing
ourselves to lives of justice and compassion. Let us
strive to share God’s abundant blessings with all who
have little or none, who flee for their lives from violence
and tyranny, and who ask to be treated with dignity and
respect.

This week, take time to consider how you work at
leveling mountains and filling in valleys so that all,
most especially the refugees at our door, can
experience the glory, love and compassion of the
Lord. As we continue our Advent journey, reflect on
how you can be a source of compassion, healing and
liberation both to yourself and to all of God’s people.

La compasion, la sanacion y la
liberacion son componentes
necesarios en nuestro viaje hacia
la plenitud de la vida. Nuestro
Dios es un Dios que activa estas
realidades, simplemente porque
la misma esencia de nuestro Dios
es alguien que sana, libera y
continuamente trae nueva vida y
significado.

Las lecturas de este segundo
domingo de Adviento hablan de
estas realidades en las vidas de
quienes nos han precedido en la fe,
asi como en nuestras vidas de hoy
como personas de fe. Estas
realidades también son el
mensaje central de la fiesta en
honor a La Morenita del Tepeyac,
Nuestra Senora de Guadalupe,
que celebramos el préximo 12 de
diciembre. Nuestra comunidad
parroquial hace un excelente trabajo
al celebrar esta importante fiesta de
la santa patrona de las Ameéricas.
Tomese el tiempo para participar
en las festividades y aprender la
leccion que Nuestra Seiora de
Guadalupe puede enseiarnos a
todos.

La primera lectura de Baruc para
este domingo presenta una vision
gloriosa de Jerusalén. Baruc
consuela al pueblo de Dios al
enfrentar los diversos desafios de
la vida. "despdjate de tus
vestidos de luto... vistete con el
esplendor de la gloria que Dios te
da..." Al rechazar el pecado y al
ponerse el "manto de la justicia”,
el pueblo activa la compasion y la
sanacion. Por esto, seran
nombrados por Dios para siempre
‘Paz en la justicia y gloria en la
piedad".

Reflejando el mensaje de Juan el
Bautista en la lectura del evangelio,
Dios toma la iniciativa de nivelar
montafias y hacer que los valles
sean suaves para que el pueblo
pueda viajar seguro en el Sefior.

El evangelio de Lucas nos
presenta el contexto ordinario del
tiempo y del espacio, en el que se
manifiesta la luz y la justicia de
Dios. Al mencionar a los
gobernantes politicos romanos junto
con las autoridades politicas vy
religiosas judias, Lucas presenta
simbdlicamente a Jesus como el
salvador universal de todos, judios y
gentiles por igual. Juan el Bautista
anuncia que la Iluz salvadora
universal de Dios se manifiesta en
Jesus. Juan nos prepara para el
desatamiento de la luz salvadora
de Dios al predicar el
arrepentimiento que conduce a
vidas de justicia.
