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This Week’s Do You Know Video: 
As we continue our series on 
the Christian Creeds, this 
week's DYK video examines 
the creedal affirmations of One 
God, the Father Almighty, creator of heaven and 
earth, the visible and the invisible.  While 
acknowledging the limitations of our language in 
articulating faith mysteries, we still strive to seek 
understanding, however limited.  Whenever we strive 
to seek understanding of our faith, we are doing 
theology. One God affirms our belief in the oneness of 
God in contrast to other religious traditions' beliefs in 
multiple gods.  In contrast to other monotheistic 
religions, we articulate a trinitarian understanding of 
God as one in three persons.  Our trinitarian God is 
both very close to us as Father, and radically 
mysterious and different from us, captured by the 
word Almighty.   We also affirm that this immanent 
and yet transcendent God created us and the 
universe out of love, such that all of creation, the 
visible and invisible, is both very good and suffused 
with God's love and wisdom.  Countering heresies 
that believed the material world to be evil and corrupt, 
we believe that all creation has its source in God and 
is maintained and sustained in and through God's 
love continually poured out from the Trinity.  Make 
time to view this week's DYK video and become more 
familiar with these creedal statements that we 
proclaim at every Sunday Eucharistic celebration.

What is a Self-Help Group? A self-help group consists 
of a facilitator and a group of people with shared 
experiences. Someone in the group knows something 
another needs to know, someone may have a piece of 
wisdom someone else needs to hear. A mutual-help 
group is like a potluck-everyone brings something, and 
no one goes away hungry. It is a place for Mekom 
hanekhama—the Hebrew for “a safe place to grieve,” a 
safe place to put words to your grief.  
 

Where? This group will meet at St. Sabina Parish in 
our conference room. 
When? Tuesday mornings, March 12 - April 16 from 
10:00-11:30 am. There are six sessions, each designed 
around a particular focus.  
Why? Everyone needs a safe place to share their 
story. The group encourages grieving people to honestly 
express their feelings, encourages grievers to pay 
attention to their grief and helps grieving individuals 
recognize and process their feelings.

El Salvador Scholarship Student, Khaterin 
Khaterin Yamileth Miranda Galdamez 
lives in the community of Cinquera. 
She is 22 years old and she attends 
the Catholic University of El Salvador 
located in Santa Ana.  She is currently 
is her 3rd year of study and she is 
majoring in Nursing. She entered the 
scholarship program in 2016 and she 
is expected to graduate in 2021. Last 
semester her grade point average was 
7.8. 
 

Khaterin has classes Monday - Saturday from 9:00am-
5:00pm.  She leaves her home each day at 7:30am and 
returns at 6:50pm. Khaterin rides in the back of a pick-
up for 2 km and then has an 18 km bus ride to get to 
school. 
 

Khaterin’s home is built of a bricks, and it has a latrine, 
potable water and electricity. Khaterin’s father, Edwin, is 
38 years old and is a construction workerr and received 
a ninth-grade education. Her mother, Sonia, is a 
housekeeper, is 39 years old and received a high school 
education.  Khaterin’s sister, Camila, is 6 years old and 
is first grade. She also has a baby brother named 
Mateo. Khaterin’s grandmother, Gloria, lives with her 
family, is 73 and has a fourth-grade education.  
 

This year Khaterin says that her social skills have 
increased. By being a part of the scholarship program, 
she has met a lot of people and this has been beneficial.  
She enjoys the peace and harmony that exists at her 
home, and the work in the community through the 
scholarship program has allowed her to get closer to the 
community members and to gain their trust.  
 

Khaterin’s major challenge is transportation. The bus 
schedule doesn’t match her university schedule, so she 
spends a lot of time waiting. Her father is her biggest 
supporter and helps with some of her smaller expenses, 
even though it challenges him financially.  Her mother 
and grandmother help with the food at the home, and 
working together as a family, they continue to move 
forward. 
 

Khaterin wants to improve herself day by day, growing 
professionally with her studies. One day she hopes to 
travel so she can learn about other cultures. She thinks 
travel would enrich the spirit, which she thinks would be 
very positive in facing a new world. Eventually she 
hopes to own her own business by opening a pharmacy.

As we contemplate the 
holiness of God, we come to a heightened awareness 
of what a privilege it is that He has chosen to 
include us in His work of spreading the Gospel to 
others through the grateful sharing of the gifts He has 
given us. Aware of this privilege, we will then make 
the words of Isaiah our own: “Here I am Lord, send 
me!”

3. After reporting to these civil and law 
enforcement authorities, report suspected sexual 
abuse of a minor or vulnerable adult to the 
Diocesan Ombudsman, Jenifer Valenti, at 
816.812.2500 or JeniferValenti@att.net, if the 
abuse involves a priest, deacon, employee or 
volunteer of the Diocese of Kansas City-St.

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God’s presence among us in the person of Jesus 
transforms humanity both in meaning and purpose. 
Through God’s touch, the ordinariness of life takes on 
extraordinary qualities. Through the Incarnation, all of 
life can and does speak to us of God’s 
transformative presence and action. Today’s 
readings immerse us in the ordinariness of life, 
which, through the eyes of faith, is experienced as 
life-changing for Isaiah, Paul and Simon Peter. All 
three are touched by God in the ordinariness of their 
lives, moving them to respond completely and 
wholeheartedly to God’s invitation and call. 
 
Being invited or called by others to do something is 
always scary for humans. It surfaces within us 
doubts or uncertainties about our capabilities to 
accomplish what is being asked of us. Imagine that God 
called you to fulfill a certain mission. How would you 
respond? 

 
That is the situation today in all 
three of our readings. Isaiah, Paul, 
and Simon Peter all experience God 
calling them to mission. Isaiah 
experiences his call in the temple 
while Paul and Simon Peter receive 
their call in the very midst of 
everyday life experiences such as 
traveling and fishing. God can and 
usually taps us in any and all 
places, and through any and all 

people. A phone call, a chat, an encounter at work, a 
walk through the park, on a plane or car trip – all can 
be potential contact points for God’s call to mission. 
 
The typical response in all three readings is one of 
unworthiness. Isaiah laments his sinfulness, “ I am a 
man of unclean lips....” Paul speaks of his status as the 
“least of the apostles...not fit to 
be called an apostle.” After the 
miraculous catch of fish, Simon 
Peter asks Jesus to “depart 
from me, Lord, for I am a sinful 
man.” Encounter with the Lord 
brings with it a deeper self-
awareness in relation to the 
overwhelming mystery that is 
God. 
 
God’s touch raises our 
awareness of what is 
demanded of us. We are 
called to enter into a 

relationship that demands much of us in terms of 
authenticity, integrity, fidelity and work. If we are truly 
being honest with ourselves, doubts and uncertainties 
always arise in us when confronted with such a call. Yet 
our God speaks to us in the very midst of our 
uncertainties, assuring us that God will be with us 
no matter what. 
 
God enters our lives in all its ordinariness and in all 
its weakness. God uses life’s ordinariness to 
express God’s extraordinary love and compassion. 
God encounters us in weakness, using our weakness to 
manifest God’s extraordinary power and strength. Only 
when we understand and appreciate God’s invitation 
and call in our lives can we richly proclaim responsorial 
Psalm 138, “In the sight of the angels, I will sing your 
praises, Lord.” Psalm 138 puts the experience of God’s 
invitation and call to mission in the context of 
thanksgiving. 
 
Our baptism is our special call from God to immerse 
ourselves in Jesus’ mission. That mission involves 
consistent reaching out to others in love, concern and 
care, modeling ourselves on Jesus. This includes all, 
even the enemy, the stranger, the migrant, and the 
immigrants knocking at our border. We are assured 
of God’s presence and strength in our response to 
God’s call. We might object or ignore the call, yet 
the very essence of our baptismal call is to love God and 
to love others as ourselves. 
 
Reflect on how you use your gifts and talents in 
responding to God’s baptismal call to carry out 
Jesus’ mission in your life. This Sunday, we have 
three great models in Isaiah, Paul, and Simon Peter. 
Can you add your name to that list?

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La presencia de Dios entre nosotros en la persona 
de Jesús transforma a la humanidad tanto en 
sentido como propósito. A través del toque de Dios, 
lo cotidiano de la vida adquiere cualidades 
extraordinarias. A través de la Encarnación, toda la vida 
nos habla de la presencia y acción transformadora 
de Dios. Las lecturas de hoy nos sumergen en lo 
cotidiano de la vida, que, a través de los ojos de la 
fe, se experimenta como un cambio de vida para 
Isaías, Pablo y Simón Pedro. Dios conmueve a los 
tres en la vida cotidiana, lo que los motiva a responder 
de manera total y sincera a la invitación y al llamado de 
Dios. 
 
Ser invitado o llamado por otros a hacer algo 
siempre da miedo a los humanos. Surgen dentro de 
nosotros dudas o incertidumbres acerca de nuestras 
capacidades para lograr lo que se nos pide. Imagine 
que Dios le llamara a cumplir una determinada misión. 
¿Cómo respondería? 

 
Esa es la situación hoy en las tres 
de nuestras lecturas. Isaías, Pablo 
y Simón Pedro experimentan una 
llamada de Dios a la misión. Isaías 
experimenta su llamada en el templo 
mientras que Pablo y Simón Pedro 
reciben su llamada en medio de 
experiencias cotidianas como el 
viajar y el pescar. Dios puede y 
usualmente nos accede en 
cualquier lugar y a través de 

cualquier persona. Una llamada telefónica, una 
platica, un encuentro en el trabajo, un paseo por el 
parque, en un viaje de avión o en automóvil, todos 
pueden ser puntos de contacto potenciales para el 
llamado de Dios a la misión. 
 
La respuesta típica en las tres lecturas es una de 
indignidad. Isaías lamenta su pecaminosidad: "Soy 
un hombre de labios impuros..." Pablo habla de su 
estado como "el último de los apóstoles e indigno de 
llamarme apóstol". Después de la pesca milagrosa, 
Simón Pedro le pide a Jesús "apártate de mí, Señor, 
porque soy un pecador". El encuentro con el Señor 
conlleva una mayor conciencia de sí mismo en 
relación con el misterio abrumador que es Dios. 
 
El toque de Dios despierta nuestra conciencia a lo 
que se nos exige. Estamos llamados a entrar en una 
relación que exige mucho de nosotros en términos de 
autenticidad, integridad, fidelidad y trabajo. Si realmente 
somos honestos con nosotros mismos, las dudas e 
incertidumbres siempre surgen en nosotros cuando nos 
enfrentamos a tal llamado. Sin embargo, nuestro Dios 

nos habla en medio de nuestras incertidumbres, 
asegurándonos que Dios estará con nosotros pase 
lo que pase. 
 
Dios entra a nuestras vidas en toda su 
mundanalidad y en todas sus debilidades. Dios usa 
lo ordinario de la vida para expresar su amor y 
compasión extraordinario. Dios nos encuentra en la 
debilidad, usando nuestra debilidad para manifestar el  
poder y la fuerza extraordinaria de Dios. Solo cuando 
comprendamos y apreciemos la invitación y el llamado 
de Dios en nuestras vidas, podemos proclamar 
abundantemente el Salmo Responsorial 138: “Delante 
de los ángeles tañaré para ti, Señor”. El Salmo 138 
expone la experiencia de la invitación y el llamado 
de Dios a la misión en el contexto de acción de 
gracias. 
 
Nuestro bautismo es nuestro llamado especial de 
Dios para sumergirnos en la misión de Jesús. Esa 
misión implica acercarnos a los demás con amor, 
preocupación y cuidado, modelando a nosotros mismos 
en Jesús. Esto incluye a todos, incluso el enemigo, el 
extraño, el migrante y los inmigrantes que nos 
llaman en nuestra frontera. Estamos seguros de la 
presencia y fortaleza de Dios en nuestra respuesta 
al llamado de Dios. Podemos objetar o ignorar el 
llamado, sin embargo, la misma esencia de nuestro 
llamado bautismal es amar a Dios y amar a los demás 
como a nosotros mismos. 
 
Reflexione sobre cómo usa sus dones y talentos 
para responder al llamado bautismal de Dios para 
llevar a cabo la misión de Jesús en su vida. Este 
domingo, tenemos tres grandes modelos en Isaías, 
Pablo y Simón Pedro. ¿Puede agregar su nombre a 
esa lista?
