Guidelines for Fast and Abstinence During Lent

Abstinence: Abstinence is a penitential practice consisting of refraining from the consumption of meat and
is to be observed by all Catholics who are 14 years of age and older. Ash Wednesday, Good Friday, and the
Fridays during Lent are days of abstinence.

Fast and Abstinence: In addition to abstinence, fasting is to be observed by all Catholics between the ages
of 18-59 years (inclusive). On days of fasting, one full meal is allowed. Two smaller meals, sufficient to maintain
strength, may be taken according to one’s needs, but together they should not equal another full meal. Eating
between meals is not permitted, but liquids are allowed. Note: If a person is unable to observe the above
regulations due to ill health or other serious reasons, they are urged to practice other forms of self-denial that are
suitable to their condition. Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are days of Fasting.

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Reflection on the Readings

This Sunday’s gospel according to
Mark continues to unpack the mission
and ministry of Jesus. Mark’s Jesus
comes to show God'’s love and care by
challenging all to repent and believe.
God’s love is made manifest in the
hope that Jesus offers to people by
directly confronting the forces of evil
which debilitate and cause major
disruption in people’s personal and
communal lives. The refrain from
Responsorial Psalm 32 beautifully
captures the essence of Jesus’ mission
as we are invited to sing, “I turn to you,
Lord, in time of trouble, and you fill me
with the joy of salvation.”

Today’s passage has Mark’s Jesus
confront the overwhelming disease of
leprosy. Along with a great deal of
physical pain and suffering, leprosy
also entailed the deep psychological
suffering of complete separation
from family, loved ones, community,
home and all societal bonds. Also,
because of leprosy’s contagion, the
leper lost all sense of being
connected to another human being,
and no possibility of ever being
physically touched or cared for by
another. Leprosy was understood as
the epitome of social, societal and
communal isolation.

In order to convey God’s message of
love, care and concern, Jesus
directly confronts all that separates
and divides us as humans. God’s
reign is to establish a
community of people bonded
in God and one another, and
missioned to overcome all that

is contrary to God. In order to
accomplish this mission, Jesus,
and all his followers, must be
willing to cross boundaries and
reach out to others in love and
compassion which overcomes
all separation and isolation.

In reaching out to cure the leper,
Jesus manifests essential

aspects of God’s desire for all disciples

as well as for all humanity. Jesus is
not afraid to seek out the lost and
the outcast in their own territory of
terror and isolation. Paying attention
to the concerns and needs of those
suffering, Jesus is moved with pity
and compassion to respond by
reaching out to touch and heal. In so
doing, Jesus brings God’s love and
healing touch to the leper, restoring
again his connection to the human

community. By telling him to go show
himself to the priests and to make the
offering prescribed by Moses, Jesus is
essentially restoring the leper to the
spiritual and communal connections so
essential in the life of any human
being.

As disciples of Jesus, how often are we
willing to seek out those whom society
has deemed unfit to be part of our
communal human experience? How
open are we to reaching out to the
marginalized, the outcasts, and the
lepers of our modern day? These
might be people with AIDS, those
with drug addictions, those with
different sexual orientation. Modern
day lepers might include the homeless,
the stranger, the immigrant, the one
without papers or whoever does not
meet the standards that society finds
acceptable.

Such people are in desperate need of

and complete restoration to communal
connections so essential for full human
living. As disciples of Jesus, how
have you reached out both to
connect and to restore just one
individual to the human family once
again?

Today’s gospel presents a real
challenge to all who claim Jesus
discipleship. Are we willing to accept
the challenge to break down
boundaries and undo all that
oppresses, divides and separates
human beings from each other?
Mark’s Jesus models that essential
mission for all of us. This week
reflect on how you will reach out in
compassion and healing touch to
anyone who might be an outcast of
modern day society.

Reflexion Sobre las Lecturas

El evangelio de este domingo segun
San Marcos continta desentrafiando la
mision y el ministerio de Jesus. El
Jesus de Marcos viene a mostrar el
amor y cuidado de Dios desafiando a
todos a arrepentirse y creer.
