John’s Gospel and the Readings of the Lenten 
Scrutiny Sundays 
Wednesday Evenings – February 28, March 7, 14 
and 21, 2018 ~ 7-9 PM 
repeated on Thursday Mornings – March 1, 8, 15, 
and 22, 2018 ~ 10 AM to Noon 
 

The third, fourth and fifth Sundays of Lent are called 
Scrutiny Sundays. The catechumens, those who will be 
fully initiated at the Easter Vigil, come before the 
praying community asking God to lift up from their lives 
obstacles that would prevent them from fully committing 
themselves to living their baptismal call. 
 

The church recommends that no matter what lectionary 
year we are celebrating, the readings from Lectionary 
Year A be used whenever there are catechumens 
celebrating the scrutinies. 
 

These four sessions will explore the Lectionary 
readings for the Scrutiny Sundays, which are all taken 
from the Gospel according to John. The readings focus 
on living water, removing blindness and on new life, all 
significant elements of our baptismal journey and 
commitment. The readings proclaim John’s narrative of 
Jesus’ encounter with the Samaritan woman at Jacob’s 
well, (chapter 4), Jesus healing a man born blind, 
(chapter 9), and Jesus bringing a loved one, Lazarus, 
back to life (chapter 11). After a brief introduction to 
John’s Gospel, the sessions will focus on these three 
chapters from John, linking them to the liturgy and the 
ritual of the scrutinies. 
 

These sessions are an ideal way to way to enter into 
Lent, renewing our baptismal commitment along with 
supporting and journeying with those who will be fully 
initiated at the Easter Vigil. Come, bring your bibles and 
a friend and let us all explore these rich readings which 
help us explore the deeper meaning of our baptismal 
call as disciples of the Lord. All churches and faith 
traditions are most welcomed. Sessions will be 
facilitated by Biagio Mazza, Pastoral Associate, St.

Adopt an Abuela 
in Anapra, MX 
Manos Amigas 
recognizes the need 
to help the elderly in 
Anapra, Mexico with 
their Adopt an Abuela 
(grandma) program. 
These grandmas and 
grandpas do not have 
an income and have very few social services available 
to them. They rely on their families or neighbors to help 
care for them. Because of the poverty in Anapra, 
families do not have much to give. Most homes in 
Anapra are made of cinder blocks, which are not 
insulated against the desert cold. And so, through this 
program we provide elderly with a Christmas food 
basket and heat assistance during the winter. 
 

We currently have 24 “Abuelas” in the program and 12 
still need a sponsor. The sponsorship fee for this year is 
$150. $25 per month for propane or wood for November 
through February and $50 for a food basket at 
Christmas. If you would like to adopt an “abuela,”

Did you know that 1 in 5 Moms have 
extended the amount time they 
leave their babies in wet or soiled 
diapers, due to diaper need? Join 
the St. Sabina Love Thy Neighbor Team in 
collaborating with the Baby Grace Program to help 
families in our community that are a part of this statistic. 
 

Baby Grace was started almost 11 years ago to offer 
teen moms help and support by Juli Youcum, Anne 
Farmer, and a group of volunteers. It has blossomed 
into much more than Juli and Anne ever thought it 
would. There are currently 18 chapters that serve 
different areas of Missouri. All chapters are ran 
differently, under the umbrella that a mom will not be 
judged by anyone volunteering in that chapter.  The 
Baby Grace mission is to share God's love and grace 
by offering material, emotional, and spiritual support 
and development for families with young children. 
 

Our Baby Grace chapter is located in the Raymore 
Christian Church. Right now they are only able to help 
families with 12 diapers per baby, per month and one 
package of 100 wipes per family. That’s maybe two 
days’ worth. We hope that by hosting this diaper drive 
we will help them to be able to give more and work 
towards eliminating the diaper need in our community.

The gospel reading for the First 
Sunday of Lent is always focused on 
the temptation of Jesus in the desert. 
This year’s account of the temptation 
of Jesus is taken from the gospel 
according to Mark. It provides an 
entry into the meaning and 
significance of the Lenten season. 
 
Jesus, soon after being baptized by 
John and having the Holy Spirit 
descend upon him, is literally 
“driven” out into the desert by that 
same Spirit. Jesus remains in the 
desert for forty days where he is 
tempted by Satan. Jesus’ ministry and 
mission begin by first taking on evil in 
all its manifestations. If the kingdom of 
God is to be active and manifest in the 
world, the forces of evil have to be 
defeated. The desert battle with 
Satan is the first of many that Jesus 
will have in confronting the forces of 
evil, so that the reign of God can be 
actualized. Wild beasts are also 
present, while angels ministered to 
him. 
 
Unlike Matthew’s and Luke’s 
account of the temptations, Mark’s is 
very brief and to the point. After forty 
days in the desert with Satan, Jesus 
returns to Galilee and begins 
proclaiming the gospel of God. 
Jesus’ return to Galilee after his forty 
day sojourn strongly implies that he 
was successful in his battle with 
Satan. Mark begins his gospel with an 
assurance of ultimate victory 
over evil. However, as with any 
victory over the forces of evil, it 
usually comes at great cost. 
 
This gospel and the other 
readings set the tone for our 
Lenten journey. Lent’s primary 
f o c u s  i s  b a p t i s m . 
Catechumens, those 
preparing for baptism in the 
church, enter into a more 
intense preparation for full 
initiation at the Easter Vigil. 

The already baptized enter into a 
time of focused examination of their 
covenant relationship with God 
publically and fully sealed at 
baptism. Our baptism calls us to 
proclaim and live out the good news of 
God in all our encounters and 
relationships. 
 
However, being human, we allow 
unreflecting or unloving patterns to 
creep into our relationship with God, 
ourselves and others. So, similar to 
Jesus’ forty days in the desert, our 
Lenten forty days challenge us to 
examine how faithful we have been in 
living out our baptismal covenant. 
Where we see sinful or unloving 
patterns, we are asked to name 
them and ask God and others for 
forgiveness. Once we have 
confronted our sinfulness and turned 
our mind and hearts to God once 
more, then we are in a position, like 
Jesus, to proclaim the good news of 
God’s love, mercy and faithfulness. 
 
That love is made manifest in our first 
reading from Genesis in which God 
repents of destroying the world by flood 
waters, and renews once again the 
eternal covenant and love relationship 
with all of creation through the person 
of Noah and his family. Responsorial 
Psalm 25 asks us to affirm the reality 
that “Your ways, O Lord, are love 
and truth to those who keep your 

covenant.” Covenant fidelity enables 
us to live out and proclaim God’s 
good news in all our actions and 
encounters. The second reading 
from 1 Peter asserts that Christ’s 
mission and consequent suffering 
was accomplished so that he might 
lead us once again to intimate 
relationship with God. 
 
This Lent, how will you make time to 
reflect on your covenant relationship to 
God? How will you scrutinize your 
life so that you can be better 
equipped to live and proclaim the 
good news of God? Prayer, fasting 
and almsgiving have proven to be 
effective ways to examine our lives and 
move us out toward greater care, 
attentiveness and concern for others. 
 
What will you do this Lent to renew 
and recommit yourself to your 
baptismal promises? Giving up 
something could be helpful. But doing 
something concrete to show care and 
concern for others could be an 
excellent way of proclaiming the 
presence of God’s kingdom and good 
news operative in our midst. 
 
With Jesus, let us enter our forty day 
Lenten experience by deepening 
and intensifying our love relationship 
with God and all of creation.

La lectura del evangelio para el primer 
domingo de Cuaresma siempre se 
enfoca en la tentación de Jesús en el 
desierto. El relato de este año de la 
tentación de Jesús está tomado del 
evangelio según San Marcos. 
Proporciona una entrada al 
significado y a la importancia de la 
temporada de Cuaresma. 
 

Jesús, poco después de ser 
bautizado por Juan y de que el 
Espíritu Santo descendiera sobre él, 
es literalmente "expulsado" al 
desierto por ese mismo Espíritu. 
Jesús permanece en el desierto por 
cuarenta días donde es tentado por 
Satanás. El ministerio y la misión de 
J e s ú s  c o m i e n z a n  p r i m e r o 
enfrentándose al mal en todas sus 
manifestaciones. Si el reino de Dios 
debe estar activo y manifestarse en el 
mundo, las fuerzas del mal deben ser 
derrotadas. La batalla en el desierto 
con Satanás es la primera de 
muchas que Jesús tendrá al 
enfrentar las fuerzas del mal, para 
que el reino de Dios pueda 
actualizarse. Las bestias salvajes 
también están presentes, mientras 
los ángeles le ministraban. 
 

A diferencia del relato de las 
tentaciones de Mateo y Lucas, el de 
Marcos es muy breve y va al grano. 
Después de cuarenta días en el 
desierto con Satanás, Jesús regresa 
a Galilea y comienza a proclamar el 
Evangelio de Dios. El regreso de 
Jesús a Galilea después de su 
estancia de cuarenta días implica 
fuertemente que tuvo éxito en su 
batalla con Satanás. M a r c o s 
comienza su evangelio con la 
seguridad de la victoria final sobre el 
mal. Sin embargo, como con cualquier 
victoria sobre las fuerzas del mal, 
generalmente tiene un gran costo. 
 

Este evangelio y las otras lecturas dan 
el tono para nuestro viaje Cuaresmal. 
El enfoque principal de la Cuaresma 

es el bautismo. Los catecúmenos, 
aquellos que se preparan para el 
bautismo en la iglesia, entran en 
una preparación más intensa para la 
iniciación completa en la Vigilia 
Pascual. Los ya bautizados entran 
en un tiempo de examen enfocado 
de su relación de pacto con Dios 
públicamente y completamente 
sellados en el bautismo. Nuestro 
bautismo nos llama a proclamar y vivir 
las buenas nuevas de Dios en todos 
nuestros encuentros y relaciones. 
 

Sin embargo, al ser humanos, 
permi t imos que los  pat rones 
irreflexivos o sin amor se arrastren en 
nuestras relaciones con Dios, con 
nosotros mismos y con los demás. 
Entonces, de manera similar a los 
cuarenta días de Jesús en el desierto, 
nuestros cuarenta días de Cuaresma 
nos desafían a examinar que tan fieles 
hemos sido en vivir nuestro pacto 
bautismal. Donde vemos patrones 
pecaminosos o sin amor, se nos 
pide que los nombremos y le 
pedimos perdón a Dios y a los 
demás. Una vez que hemos 
confrontado nuestra pecaminosidad 
y vuelto nuestra mente y corazones 
a Dios una vez más, entonces 
estamos en una posición, como 
Jesús, para proclamar las buenas 
nuevas del amor, la misericordia y la 
fidelidad de Dios. 
 

Ese amor se manifiesta en nuestra 
primera lectura del Génesis en la 
que Dios se arrepiente de 
destruir el mundo por las aguas 
de la inundación y renueva una 
vez más el pacto eterno y la 
relación de amor con toda la 
creación a través de la persona 
de Noé y su familia. El Salmo 
responsorial 24 nos pide 
afirmar la realidad de que "Tus 
sendas, Señor, son 
misericordia y lealtad, para los 
que guardan tu alianza". La 

fidelidad del pacto nos permite vivir 
y proclamar las buenas nuevas de 
Dios en todas nuestras acciones y 
encuentros. La segunda lectura de 1 
Pedro afirma que la misión de Cristo 
y el consiguiente sufrimiento se 
cumplieron para que él nos pudiera 
llevar una vez más a una relación 
íntima con Dios. 
 

En esta Cuaresma, ¿cómo hará 
tiempo para reflexionar sobre su 
relación de pacto con Dios? ¿Cómo 
escudriñará su vida para estar mejor 
equipado para vivir y proclamar las 
buenas nuevas de Dios? La oración, 
el ayuno y la limosna han demostrado 
ser formas efectivas de examinar 
nuestras vidas y llevarnos hacia un 
m a y o r  c u i d a d o ,  a t e n c i ó n  y 
preocupación por los demás. 
 

¿Qué hará esta Cuaresma para 
renovarse y volver a comprometerse 
con sus promesas bautismales? 
Renunciar a algo podría ser útil. Pero 
hacer algo concreto para mostrar 
preocupación por los demás podría ser 
una excelente manera de proclamar la 
presencia del reino de Dios y las 
buenas nuevas entre nosotros. 
 

Con Jesús, entremos en nuestra 
experiencia Cuaresmal de cuarenta 
días profundizando e intensificando 
nuestra relación de amor con Dios y 
toda la creación.
