Romero Celebration-March 11th-6:00pm

On Saturday, March 11 our Salvadoran Community will
host our parish’s annual celebration in honor of Blessed
Bishop Oscar Romero. Mass will begin at 6:00pm and
Fr. José Angel Renderos will celebrate the Mass.
Bishop James Johnston will be in attendance.

Fr. Angel is the pastor of the parish of Santa Ana in San
Salvador. He is also the director of Centro Escolar
Catdlico Santa Ana and he is a co-founder of the
Bishop Romero Association in El Salvador. He was
ordained on March 9, 1986. Padre Angel visited St.
Sabina in 2012 and celebrated Mass in honor of Mons.
Oscar Romero. We are delighted to have him return.

Blessed Oscar Arnulfo Romero (August 15, 1917 -
March 24, 1980) was a prominent Roman Catholic
priest in El Salvador during the 1960s and 1970s,
becoming Archbishop of San Salvador in 1977. After
witnessing numerous violations of human rights, he
began to speak out on behalf of the poor and the
victims of repression. This led to numerous conflicts,
both with the government in El Salvador and within the
Catholic Church. After speaking out against U.S.
military support for the government of El Salvador, and
calling for soldiers to disobey orders to fire on innocent
civilians, Archbishop Romero was shot dead while
celebrating Mass at the small chapel of the cancer
hospital where he lived.

Greens and Diabetes

Here’s another reason to hit the salad bar: Greens decrease your
risk for diabetes. In a large European report that weighed fruit
and veggie consumption against diabetes risk, the strongest
positive relationship was observed with leafy greens: Nine
servings a week was associated with a 16 percent reduced risk
compared with consuming a serving or less. Why? One
hypothesis points to magnesium (greens are rich in the mineral),
which has been shown to help regulate glucose and, as a result,

may lower diabetes risk. How’s that Popeye!!

No, but it
does mean that we need to comprehend that it is God
and God’'s wisdom we must embrace and follow.
Holiness for us means we need to attempt to separate
ourselves from those things and thoughts and ideas
which can be viewed as not holy in the Eyes of God.

Ll “to be perfect,

just as your
heavenly Father is perfect.” The
readings help us understand what is
involved in following through on
Jesus’ challenge. The refrain from
Responsorial Psalm 103 invites us to
sing of God’s essential identity and
primary qualities, “The Lord is kind
and merciful.”

Psalm 103 is a song of praise and
deep gratitude to God for continuing
to  manifest forgiveness and
compassion towards all. It reiterates
the creedal statement used by Jews
whenever they articulate their
understanding of God. That creedal
statement richly proclaims that
“Merciful and gracious is the Lord,
slow to anger and abounding in
kindness.”

The Hebrew word for “kindness” is
hesed, best understood as the
faithful covenant love of God that is
deep, strong and endures forever.
God’s hesed is a model for the way
we are called to respond to God, and
the way we are to deal with one
another. The Hebrew word for the
“‘compassion” of God is
rahimim, with its source in the
Hebrew word rahem, meaning
“‘womb.”

By making such a connection,
the psalm clearly states that
God's hesed, God’s enduring,
faithful love is similar to a
mother’s love for the child of
her womb. God’s faithful love
is best expressed in mercy
and compassion akin to a
mother’s love. Jesus calls us
to love and be compassionate
towards all as God loves and

is compassionate towards us.

The first reading from Leviticus
states Jesus’ directive with the
words “Be holy, for |, the Lord your
God, am holy.” Treating others the
way we would want to be treated
begins to get at the intention that
God had in mind in creating us.
From the beginning, God knew that
“it is not good for the human being to
be alone.” We are created and hard
wired for community. In Leviticus,
the guidelines for living like God are
summed up in the command to “love
your neighbor as vyourself.” Why?
Because “l am the Lord” says
Leviticus. God essentially states that
this is the way that | am, and if you
are in relationship with me, this is the
way that | ask you to be.

The second reading from Paul’s first
letter to the Corinthians picks up this
same theme from a different
perspective. Paul talks of the
community of believers as the very
“temple of God.” God dwells no
longer in a building, but in the
community of those who believe and
choose to enter into loving
relationship with God.

Consequently, if we are living
expressions of God’s presence to
others, it is essential that we
manifest that in our thoughts and
actions. We do that by taking on the
wisdom of God, modeling ourselves
on Jesus, who came to model for us

how to be “perfect” as God is
perfect. By belonging to Christ, who
belongs to God, we confess and
practice that we belong to one
another, and consequently we treat
all in the same manner that God has
dealt with us in Christ.

Jesus, in the gospel selection from
Matthew’s Sermon on the Mount,
takes our God modeling even
further. In typical rabbinic fashion,
Jesus interprets and expands on the
intent of the law as it applied to
matters of retaliation towards others
who would wish us harm. Jesus
clearly states that to be holy and
perfect like God, it is not enough to
love your neighbor as yourself. You
are to “love your enemies and pray
for those who persecute you.” Why?
Because you are to be as non-
judgmental and non-prejudicial as
God “who makes...the sun rise on
the bad and the good and causes
rain to fall on the just and the unjust.”
As God treats all equally with love,
mercy and compassion, so must we.

As you reflect on the readings this
week, challenge yourself to treat all
equally, with enduring love, mercy
and compassion. In this fashion we
concretize Jesus’ life style and
values in our lives, and in the
process work on “being perfect, as
your heavenly Father is perfect.”

‘ Reflexion Sobre las Lecturas

Este domingo, continuamos
nuestras reflexiones sobre el
Sermén del Monte de Mateo,
enfocandonos en la directriz de
Jesus de que "sean perfectos,
como su Padre celestial es
perfecto". Las lecturas nos
| ayudan a entender lo que
[ implica el seguimiento del
desafio de Jesus. El refran del
Salmo responsorial nos invita a
identidad esencial y las cualidades
"El Sefior es compasivo y

cantar de la
primordiales de Dios:
misericordioso".

El Salmo 102 es una cancion de alabanza y profunda
gratitud a Dios por continuar manifestar perdén y
compasion hacia todos. Reitera la declaracion de credo
utilizada por los judios cada vez que articulan su
entendimiento de Dios. Esa declaracion de credo
proclama ricamente que "Misericordioso y clemente es
el Sefior, lento para la ira y abundante en la bondad".

La palabra hebrea para "bondad" es hesed, mejor
entendida como el amor fiel del pacto de Dios que es
profundo, fuerte y perdura para siempre. El hesed de
Dios es un modelo para la manera en que estamos
llamados a responder a Dios, y la manera en que
debemos tratar unos a otros. La palabra hebrea para la
"compasion" de Dios es rahimim, con su fuente en la
palabra hebrea rahem, que significa "vientre".

Al hacer tal conexion, el salmo indica claramente que el
hesed de Dios, el amor perdurable y fiel de Dios es
similar al amor de una madre por el hijo de su vientre.
El amor fiel de Dios se expresa mejor en misericordia y
compasion semejante al amor de una madre. Jesus nos
llama a amar y ser compasivo hacia todos como Dios
ama y es compasivo hacia nosotros.

La primera lectura de Levitico establece la directiva de
Jesus con las palabras: "Sean santos, porque yo, el
Sefior, soy santo". Tratar a los demas de la manera en
que querriamos ser tratados comienza a llegar a la
intencion que Dios tenia en mente al crearnos. Desde el
principio, Dios sabia que "no es bueno para el ser
humano estar solo". Somos creados y conectados para
ser una comunidad. En Levitico, las normas para vivir
como Dios se resumen en el mandamiento de "amar a
tu proéjimo como a ti mismo". s Por qué? Porque "Yo soy
el Senor" dice Levitico. Dios esencialmente afirma que
asi soy yo, y si estas en relaciéon conmigo, asi te pido
gue seas.

La segunda lectura de la primera carta de Pablo a los

Corintios recoge este mismo tema desde una
perspectiva diferente. Pablo habla de la comunidad de
creyentes como el "templo de Dios". Dios no mora mas
en un edificio, sino en la comunidad de aquellos que
creen y eligen entrar en una relacion amorosa con Dios.

En consecuencia, si somos expresiones vivas de la
presencia de Dios a los demas, es esencial que
manifestemos eso en nuestros pensamientos y
acciones. Lo hacemos asumiendo la sabiduria de Dios,
modelandonos en Jesus, que vino a modelar para
nosotros como ser "perfectos" como Dios es perfecto.
Al pertenecer a Cristo, quien pertenece a Dios,
confesamos y practicamos que pertenecemos unos a
otros, y asi tratamos a todos de la misma manera que
Dios nos ha tratado en Cristo.

Jesus, en la seleccion del evangelio del Sermon del
Monte de Mateo, lleva mas alla a nuestro modelo de
Dios. De manera tipica rabinica, Jesus interpreta y
expande la intencion de la ley cuando se aplica a los
asuntos de represalia hacia otros que nos desearian
dafio. Jesus claramente declara que para ser santo y
perfecto como Dios, no es suficiente amar a tu préjimo
como a ti mismo. Debe "amar a sus enemigos y rogar
por los que le persiguen". ;Por qué? Porque usted
debe ser no critico y no prejuicioso asi como Dios "que
hace salir su sol sobre los buenos y los malos y manda
su lluvia sobre los justos y los injustos”. Como Dios
trata a todos igualmente con amor ,misericordia y
compasion, nosotros también.

Al reflexionar sobre las lecturas de esta semana,
desafiese a tratar a todos por igual, con amor,
compasion y misericordia duradera. De esta manera
concretamos el estilo de vida y los valores de Jesus en
nuestras vidas, y en el proceso trabajamos en "ser
perfectos, como el Padre celestial es perfecto".

El Beato Oscar Arnulfo Romero (15 de Agosto, 1917 a 24 de Marzo, 1980) fue un prominente sacerdote
catélico en El Salvador durante los afios 1960 y 1970, llegando a ser Arzobispo de San Salvador, en 1977.
Después de ser testigo de numerosas violacidones de los derechos humanos, empezé a hablar en nombre de los
pobres y las victimas de la represion.

Después de hablar en contra del apoyo militar de los EE.UU. al gobierno de El
Salvador, y llamando a los soldados a desobedecer las 6rdenes de disparar contra civiles inocentes, el Arzobispo
Romero fue asesinado mientras celebraba Misa en la pequefia capilla del hospital de cancer donde vivia.
