This Week’s Do You Know Video:

The sacrament of
Confession has gone
through  various name
changes, emphasizing
different aspects of the
sacrament. It is called the
sacrament of Confession, of Penance, of Conversion,
and of Reconciliation. The biggest concern these days is
how often one should celebrate the sacrament. Church
teaching states that one has to go to confession before
first communion, and at least once a year, but only if one
is aware of serious or mortal sin. If there are no serious
sins to confess, then confession is not necessary, unless
one is bothered by some action and sees the need for
confession. At the same time, one must be on guard
from becoming so scrupulous so as not to abuse the
sacrament. As for minor sins, these are routinely
forgiven as we actively participate at Mass. At Mass, we
ask God to forgive our sins three times: at the beginning
when we pray "Lord...Christ...Lord have mercy"; at the
Our Father when we ask God to "forgive our
trespasses"; and at the prayer before receiving
communion, "Lord | am not worthy...but only say the
word and my soul shall be healed." Our God is a loving
merciful God who desires that we share life and love in
heaven for all eternity. Honestly examine your
conscience, ask God for forgiveness and always trust
that God will forgive. Make time to view this week's DYK
video and reflect on the meaning and significance of the
sacrament of Confession.

“IN MEMORY OF HER”: WOMEN INTERPRET SCRIPTURE
Wednesday Evenings — March 3, 10, 17 and 24, 2021 ~ 7-9 PM
repeated on Thursday Mornings — March 4, 11, 18, and 25, 2021 ~ 10 AM to Noon

For several decades women biblical scholars have been interpreting the Bible from their unique
perspective as marginalized and discriminated persons deeply immersed in a patriarchal
dominated culture. In the United States, such scholars have been dubbed “feminists,” understood
in a harsh, negative and pejorative sense. Many reputable women biblical scholars have embraced
the word “feminist” as a badge of honor in their work to re-member and retrieve women'’s active
role and presence in the Bible.

Sister Joan Chittister, OSB, defines a feminist as “a person who is committed to the humanity,
dignity and equality of all persons, to such an extent that she or he is willing to work for changes
both in relationship patterns and in institutional structures to achieve this goal.” The journey from a
systemic patriarchal mind-set to a feminist one is not easy or smooth, but it is necessary if we are
to be disciples “committed to the humanity, dignity and equality of all persons.”

These four two-hour sessions invite participants to explore a feminist interpretation of the
Scriptures. The principles and goals of feminist interpretation are introduced, and then select
passages from both the Jewish and Christian Scriptures are examined in light of feminist
approaches to biblical interpretation. These sessions are intended for all, both men and women,
who are committed to the “dignity and equality of all persons,” especially as it pertains to the proper
.WI d

reading and interpretation of Scripture.

Invite a friend and let us gather by means of
Zoom in this fascinating and deeply Christian
exploration of Scripture from a feminist
perspective. All churches and faith traditions are
most welcome.

Did You Know --Today, in the United States chronic disease effects 6 in 10 Americans. By 2030, chronic disease
will account for $47 trillion in healthcare expenses.

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Reflection on the Readings

The gospel reading for the First Sunday of Lent in every lectionary year is always focused on the
temptation of Jesus in the desert. This year’s account of the temptation of Jesus is taken from the gospel
according to Mark. It provides an entry into the meaning and significance of the Lenten season.

Jesus, soon after being baptized by John and having the Holy Spirit descend upon him, is literally “driven” out into
the desert by that same Spirit. Jesus remains in the desert for forty days where he is tempted by Satan. Jesus’
ministry and mission begin by first taking on evil in all its manifestations. If the reign of God is to be active
and manifest in the world, the forces of evil have to be defeated. The desert battle with Satan, a symbol for all the
forces of evil, control and domination in our world, is the first of many battles that Jesus will engage in as
he confronts the forces of evil. Only by overcoming the evil powers can the reign of God be actualized.
Wild beasts, representing the evil powers, are also present, while angels, symbols of good, minister to him.

Unlike Matthew’s and Luke’s account of the temptations, Mark’s is very brief and to the point. After forty
days in the desert with Satan, Jesus returns to Galilee and begins proclaiming the gospel of God. Jesus’ return to
Galilee after his forty day sojourn strongly implies that he was successful in his battle with Satan. Mark
begins his gospel with an assurance of ultimate victory over evil. However, as with any victory over the forces of
evil, it usually comes at great cost, which Mark will detail throughout the gospel.

This gospel and the other readings set the tone for our Lenten journey. Lent’s primary focus is baptism.
Catechumens, those preparing for baptism in the church, enter into a more intense preparation for full initiation at
the Easter Vigil. The already baptized enter into a time of focused examination of their covenant relationship with
God publically and fully sealed at baptism. Our baptism calls us to proclaim and live out the good news of God in
all our encounters and relationships.

However, being human, we allow unreflected or unloving patterns to creep into our relationship with God,
ourselves and others. So, similar to Jesus’ forty days in the desert, our Lenten forty days challenge us to
examine how faithful we have been in living out our baptismal covenant. Where we see sinful or unloving
patterns, we are asked to name them and ask God and others for forgiveness. Once we have confronted our
sinfulness and turned our mind and hearts to God once more, then we are in a position, like Jesus, to
proclaim the good news of God’s love, mercy and faithfulness.

That love is made manifest in our first reading from Genesis in which God repents of destroying the world by flood
waters, and renews once again the eternal covenant and love relationship with all of creation through the person of
Noah and his family. Responsorial Psalm 25 asks us to affirm the reality that “Your ways, O Lord, are love and
truth to those who keep your covenant.” Covenant fidelity enables us to live out and proclaim God’s good
news in all our actions and encounters. The second reading from 1 Peter asserts that Christ’s mission and
consequent suffering was accomplished so that he might lead us once again to intimate relationship with God.

This Lent, how will you make time to reflect on your covenant relationship to God? How will you scrutinize
your life so that you can be better equipped to live and proclaim the good news of God? Prayer, fasting and
almsgiving have proven to be effective ways to examine our lives and move us out toward greater care,

attentiveness and concern for others.

Reflexion Sobre las Lecturas

La lectura del evangelio para el

primer domingo de Cuaresma
siempre se enfoca en la tentacion
de Jesus en el desierto. El relato
de este afio de la tentacion de Jesus
estd tomado del evangelio segun
San Marcos. Proporciona una
entrada al significado y a la
importancia de la temporada de
Cuaresma.

Jesus, poco después de ser
bautizado por Juan y de que el
Espiritu Santo descendiera sobre él,
es literalmente ‘"expulsado" al
desierto por ese mismo Espiritu.
Jesus permanece en el desierto por
cuarenta dias donde es tentado por
Satanas. El ministerio y la mision de
Jesus comienzan primero
enfrentandose al mal en todas
sus manifestaciones. Si el reino

de Dios debe estar activo vy
manifestarse en el mundo, las
fuerzas del mal deben ser

derrotadas. La batalla en el desierto
con Satands, un simbolo para
todos de las fuerzas del mal, es la
primera de muchas batallas en las
que Jesus participara al
enfrentarse a las fuerzas del mal.
Solo superando los poderes del mal
se puede actualizar el reino de Dios.
Las bestias salvajes, que
representan las poderes del mal,
también estan presentes, mientras
los angeles, simbolos del bien, le
ministraban.

A diferencia del relato de las
tentaciones de Mateo y Lucas, el
de Marcos es muy breve y va al
grano. Después de cuarenta dias
en el desierto con Satanas, Jesus
regresa a Galilea y comienza a
proclamar el Evangelio de Dios. El
regreso de Jesis a Galilea
después de su estancia de
cuarenta dias implica fuertemente
que tuvo éxito en su batalla con
Satanas. Marcos comienza su
evangelio con la seguridad de la
victoria final sobre el mal. Sin
embargo, como con cualquier
victoria sobre las fuerzas del mal,
generalmente tiene un gran costo, el
cual detallara San Marcos a lo largo
de su evangelio.

Este evangelio y las otras

lecturas dan el tono para nuestro
viaje Cuaresmal. ElI enfoque
principal de la Cuaresma es el
bautismo. Los catecumenos,
aquellos que se preparan para el
bautismo en la iglesia, entran en
una preparacion mas intensa para la
iniciacion completa en la Vigilia
Pascual. Los ya bautizados entran
en un tiempo de examen enfocado
de su relacion de pacto con Dios
publicamente y completamente
sellados en el bautismo. Nuestro
bautismo nos llama a proclamar y
vivir las buenas nuevas de Dios
en todos nuestros encuentros y
relaciones.

Sin embargo, al ser humanos,
permitimos que los patrones
irreflexivos o sin amor se arrastren
en nuestras relaciones con Dios,
con nosotros mismos y con los
demas. Entonces, de manera similar
a los cuarenta dias de Jesus en el
desierto, nuestros cuarenta dias
de Cuaresma nos desafian a
examinar que tan fieles hemos
sido en vivir nuestro pacto
bautismal. Donde vemos patrones
pecaminosos O sin amor, se nos
pide que los nombremos y le
pedimos perdon a Dios y a los
demas. Una vez que hemos
confrontado nuestra
pecaminosidad y vuelto nuestra
mente y corazones a Dios una vez
mas, entonces estamos en una
posicion, como JesuUs, para
proclamar las buenas nuevas del
amor, la misericordia y Ila
fidelidad de Dios.

Ese amor se manifiesta en nuestra
primera lectura del Génesis en
la que Dios se arrepiente de
destruir el mundo por las aguas
de la inundacién y renueva una
vez mas el pacto eterno y la
relaciéon de amor con toda la
creacion a través de la persona
de Noé y su familia. EI Salmo
responsorial 24 nos pide
afirmar la realidad de que
"Tus sendas, Senor, son
misericordia y lealtad, para
los que guardan tu alianza".
La fidelidad del pacto nos
permite vivir y proclamar las

buenas nuevas de Dios en todas
nuestras acciones y encuentros.
La segunda lectura de 1 Pedro
afirma que la mision de Cristo y el
consiguiente sufrimiento se
cumplieron para que él nos pudiera
llevar una vez mas a una relacion
intima con Dios.

En esta Cuaresma, ;como hara
tiempo para reflexionar sobre su
relacion de pacto con Dios?
¢.,Coémo escudrifiara su vida para
estar mejor equipado para vivir y
proclamar las buenas nuevas de
Dios? La oracion, el ayuno y la
limosna han demostrado ser formas
efectivas de examinar nuestras
vidas y llevarnos hacia un mayor
cuidado, atencidon y preocupacion
por los demas.

comprometerse con sus
promesas bautismales?

Renunciar a algo podria ser util.
Pero hacer algo concreto para
mostrar preocupacion por los demas
podria ser una excelente manera de
proclamar la presencia del reino de
Dios y las buenas nuevas entre
nosotros. Con JesuUs, entremos en
nuestra experiencia Cuaresmal de
cuarenta dias profundizando e
intensificando nuestra relacion de
amor con Dios y toda la creacioén,
mientras confrontamos y
combatimos las poderes del mal
entre nosotros, en todas sus
manifestaciones.
