Romero Celebration-March 11th-6:00pm

On Saturday, March 11 our Salvadoran Community will
host our parish’s annual celebration in honor of
Blessed Bishop Oscar Romero. Mass will begin at
6:00pm and Fr. José Angel Renderos will celebrate the
Mass. Bishop James Johnston will be in
attendance.

Fr. Angel is the pastor of the parish of Santa Ana in
San Salvador. He is also the director of Centro
Escolar Catdélico Santa Ana and he is a co-founder of
the Bishop Romero Association in El Salvador. He
was ordained on March 9, 1986. Padre Angel visited
St. Sabina in 2012 and celebrated Mass in honor of
Mons. Oscar Romero. We are delighted to have him
return.

Blessed Oscar Arnulfo Romero (August 15, 1917 -
March 24, 1980) was a prominent Roman Catholic
priest in El Salvador during the 1960s and 1970s,
becoming Archbishop of San Salvador in 1977. After
witnessing numerous violations of human rights, he
began to speak out on behalf of the poor and the
victims of repression. This led to numerous conflicts,
both with the government in El Salvador and within the
Catholic Church. After speaking out against U.S.
military support for the government of El Salvador, and
calling for soldiers to disobey orders to fire on innocent
civilians, Archbishop Romero was shot dead while
celebrating Mass at the small chapel of the cancer
hospital where he lived.

"Single-Hearted for God" is a new program at St.
Sabina for unmarried adults. This program is to aid
unmarried Catholics of all ages to discern ways to
serve Christ and the Church as a single adult. An
unmarried vocation is unique and we will explore many
ways to go forward with purpose. All men and women
who are single, widowed, and divorced are welcome.

Guidelines for Fast and Abstinence During Lent
Abstinence: Abstinence is a penitential practice

- consisting of refraining from the consumption of meat

and is to be observed by all Catholics who are 14 years
of age and older. Ash Wednesday, Good Friday, and the
Fridays during Lent are days of abstinence.

Fast and Abstinence: In addition to abstinence,
fasting is to be observed by all Catholics between the
ages of 18-59 years (inclusive). On days of fasting, one
full meal is allowed. Two smaller meals, sufficient to
maintain strength, may be taken according to one'’s
needs, but together they should not equal another full
meal. Eating between meals is not permitted, but liquids
are allowed. Note: If a person is unable to observe the
above regulations due to ill health or other serious
reasons, they are urged to practice other forms of self-
denial that are suitable to their condition. Ash

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‘ Stewardship

“Thus should one regard us: as servants of Christ and
stewards of the mysteries of God. Now it is of course
required of stewards that they be found trustworthy.”
1 Corinthians 4: 1-2
Paul’'s understanding of what a steward was is that he
manages the household of God. Managing included
preserving and protecting. We are also to be servants
(disciples) of Christ, and Paul goes on to say that a
servant steward must be trustworthy. To Paul that
meant we are to be faithful in order to be good
disciples. There are several difficulties for us in all of
those terms and requirements: being stewards, being
servants, and being faithful. They mean that we have
to place ourselves second to others and second most
of all to Christ our Savior. We tend to question this
and tend to have strong feelings of independence.
That is what we learn from our society. Yet, to be a
steward like Paul requires us to be humble and
accepting. That may be our greatest test. St.
Augustine wrote, “What does love look like? It has the
hands to help others. It has eyes to see misery and
want. It has the ears to hear the sighs and sorrows of
others.” That, too, is stewardship. — See more at

“ Reflection on the Readings \

begins and the season of Ordinary
| Time is interrupted by the great
ninety days of Lent-Easter-
Pentecost. We will return to
Ordinary Time with evening prayer
‘|on Pentecost Sunday. This
| | Sunday, as we continue to reflect
on Jesus’ Sermon on the Mount
from Matthew’s gospel, we are
strongly encouraged to trust and rest in God alone. Trust
in God alone is difficult to exercise when we confront
situations that create anxiety, impatience, and disquiet in
our lives and in our country. The Sermon on the Mount
provides a curriculum for disciples, inviting and
challenging all disciples learn and develop
discipleship skills.

to

The readings encourage us to trust God alone, and in so
doing, we move towards achieving a sense of balance
and wholeness. Balance and wholeness result when we
have all our relationships and priorities in their proper
order. Today, the readings challenge us to develop this
true sense of wholeness in our lives.

Responsorial Psalm 62 powerfully sets the theme by
calling us to trust in God through its refrain, “Rest in God
alone, my soul.” As we sing the psalm, we are reminded
that “only in God is my soul at rest.” The psalm employs
various images of God to convey why God is worthy of
our ftrust. God is “my rock..my stronghold...my
safety...my glory...the rock of my strength...my refuge.”
For all these reasons, the psalmist invites all to trust in
God “at all times” and to “pour out your hearts” to God.
God is always faithful and ever present, such that no
matter what happens “l shall not be disturbed.” Such a
perspective is essential in establishing right relationships
with others and in sorting out life’s priorities.

The first reading from Isaiah is powerful in its message
of trust and confidence in God, richly complementing
Responsorial Psalm 62. The .

two verses capture well the ReadlngS
necessity of trusting God. The
first verse is a lament that
often comes out of those life
experiences when we feel

may sound, even if a mother “forgets” or is “without
tenderness for the child of her womb,” God powerfully
asserts that “| will never forget you.” We are bonded to
God as powerfully as a mother is bonded to the child of
her womb.

The second reading from Paul's first letter to the
Corinthians reminds us that we are all called to be
“servants of Christ and stewards of the mysteries of
God.” A servant relies completely on the master for all
needs, trusting the master to be ever attentive and
caring. Because of God’s rich love manifested to us in
Christ, we are called to be stewards of God’s mysteries,
that is, of God’s love and care. Like God, we are to care
for others, lightening their burdens and enriching their
lives. We are to do this not according to human
standards and priorities but according to God who set
those standards for us in the person of Christ.

The gospel selection from the Sermon on the Mount
starts by challenging all disciples to serve only one
master. To do this, we must take on the mission that
Paul and the other readings present, namely, to trust
God and to rest in God alone. In doing so we bring
balance and harmony to our lives. Not that trouble,
anxiety, disappointment or suffering will be eliminated
from life. Rather, with trust in God, we will be able to
handle whatever life brings. “Seek first the kingdom of
God” and everything else will fall into place. Be
“stewards” of God’s love and learn to face life together
with a trust and confidence that comes from being
bonded to God.

Reflect on how you will serve God this week, and how
you will take up the mission of being a “steward” of
God’s love by trusting in God and providing for the
needs of others.
