Romero Celebration - March 23 - 6pm

On Saturday, March 23 our Salvadoran Community
will host our parish’s annual celebration in honor of
Saint Oscar Romero. Mass will begin at 6:00pm and
Fr. Estefan Turcios will celebrate the Mass.

Padre Estefan Turcios is a diocesan priest of the
Archdiocese of San Salvador. He has been a priest
for 32 years and is the pastor of the parish of San
Antonio in Soyapango. Padre Estefan met Saint
Oscar Romero while studying at San José de la
Montafia Seminary in 1968, as Monsefior Romero’s
office was at the seminary. Due to the level of
violence and persecution, Mons. Romero sent Padre
Estefan to study in Ecuador, and Padre Estefan was
in Ecuador when Mons. Romero was murdered.
Since that time, Padre Estefan has worked to
promote the sanctity and exemplariness of Mons.
Romero, always believing that one day Mons. Oscar
Romero would be declared a saint. Padre Estefan
has served as vicar of the Mons. Romero
Foundation, has been involved in the Pastoral
Profética and Evangelization departments of his
diocese, as well as serving as the diocesan director
of missionary work. He is a member of the National
Council of Missions, CONAMI, and a member of the
Municipal Council of Security and Citizen
Coexistence of Soyapango (CONSECOSQY).

Saint Oscar Arnulfo Romero (August 15, 1917 -
March 24, 1980) was a prominent Roman Catholic
priest in El Salvador during the 1960s and 1970s,
becoming Archbishop of San Salvador in 1977. After
witnessing numerous violations of human rights, he
began to speak out on behalf of the poor and the
victims of repression. This led to numerous conflicts,
both with the government in El Salvador and within
the Catholic Church. After speaking out against U.S.
military support for the government of El Salvador,
and calling for soldiers to disobey orders to fire on
innocent civilians, Archbishop Romero was shot
dead while celebrating Mass at the small chapel of
the cancer hospital where he lived. Saint Oscar
Romero was canonized on October 14, 2018 and his
feast day is celebrated annually on March 24th.

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Reflection on the Readings

The season of Lent originally focused on immediate
baptismal preparation of catechumens for full
initiation at the Easter Vigil. When adult
catechumens were few and infant baptisms became the
norm, the Lenten focus shifted to the already baptized,
and their need to deepen their conversion to Christ by
means of penitential practices and devotions. Ashes,
Stations of the Cross, fasting, abstinence, giving up
things, doing without — were all intended to facilitate
a deeper awareness of God and a continued
conversion to Christ.

With Vatican II's restoration of the Rite of Christian
Initiation of Adults, Lent’s baptismal focus has
resurfaced while the penitential focus has shifted
towards doing things that manifest care and
concern for others. The Lenten Sunday Lectionary
readings help us pay attention to both aspects of this
rich liturgical season.

The first Sunday of Lent always proclaims the
temptation of Jesus according to the gospel for that
particular liturgical year. This lectionary year C we
proclaim the temptation narrative from Luke. It is
appropriate that the first Sunday of Lent begin with the
reality of temptation. Living out our baptismal call and
promises is fraught with difficulties and temptations,
posing significant challenges to living our faith lives
properly or confessing our faith publically. Catechumens
(those desiring baptism) struggle with these same
temptations as they seek to commit themselves
completely to Christ.

The refrain from Responsorial Psalm 91 sets the Lenten
theme by inviting us to call upon God to “Be with me
Lord, when | am in trouble.” If we are trying to be faithful
to God’s ways, we will encounter difficulty and
temptations. Lent calls us to reaffirm who we are
and what we are about in our baptismal journey of
continual conversion into Christ. It challenges
catechumens to focus on what is important on their
pilgrimage to Christ. This Sunday’s readings

The narrative creed proclaimed in this passage should
be a model helping us remember and trust God’s
gracious love as we celebrate God’s loving presence on
our faith journey.

Paul’s letter to the Romans affirms God’s saving
action in Christ, who breaks down boundaries
between Greek and Jew and welcomes all to
experience God’s love and salvation. We
acknowledge God’s love by drawing near to God’s word,
articulating it with our mouths as it dwells deeply in our
hearts.

Luke’s gospel proclaims that, like Jesus, being fully
human means we are continually caught up in the
temptation to use what we have for our own good
and benefit, and not care for the good and benefit of
others. It is the perennial temptation of the Garden
of Eden, continually played out in our everyday lives.
Jesus models our response to temptation by allowing
the word of God to guide and direct his life, identity and
mission. By affirming that only God can be trusted to
give full meaning to our lives, Jesus relativizes the
significance of goods, wealth and power. These
things are to be used to help us draw closer to God
and others, and not merely to satisfy our own
desires.

Every day offers us another opportunity to counter the
temptations that would lead us away from God. Lent
focuses and highlights that struggle for us, inviting
us to practice the spiritual disciplines of prayer,
fasting and almsgiving as a way of managing that
struggle, while drawing near to God’s word and
calling upon God for help and guidance. The Lenten
season is the template for our continual conversion
process of dying to self and rising to new life in Christ.
This Lent, reflect on how you will make this process
of conversion a reality in your life. What will you do
to show care and concern for yourself and others?
Blessed Lenten Journeying to us all.

Reflexion Sobre las Lecturas

La temporada de Cuaresma originalmente se enfocé en la preparacion bautismal inmediata de
catecumenos para la iniciacion completa en la Vigilia Pascual. Cuando los catecumenos adultos eran
pocos y los bautismos infantiles se convirtieron en la norma, el enfoque de la Cuaresma cambid a los ya
bautizados, y su necesidad de profundizar su conversion a Cristo por medio de practicas penitenciales y
devociones. Las cenizas, el Via Crucis, el ayuno, la abstinencia, el abandono de las cosas, tenian la intencion de
facilitar una conciencia mas profunda de Dios y una continua conversion a Cristo.

Con la restauracion por el Vaticano Il del Rito de Iniciacion Cristiana de Adultos, el enfoque bautismal de
la Cuaresma ha resurgido, mientras que el enfoque penitencial se ha orientado hacia hacer cosas que
manifiestan cuidado y preocupacion por los demas. Las lecturas Cuaresmales del Leccionario dominical
nos ayudan a prestar atencion a ambos aspectos de esta rica temporada liturgica.

El primer domingo de Cuaresma siempre proclama la tentacion de Jesus segun el Evangelio para ese aio
litargico particular. Este afio del leccionario C proclamamos la narracion de la tentacién segun San Lucas.
Es apropiado que el primer domingo de Cuaresma comience con la realidad de la tentacion. Vivir nuestro llamado
y nuestras promesas bautismales esta plagado de dificultades y tentaciones, lo que plantea desafios significativos
para vivir nuestras vidas de fe adecuadamente o confesar nuestra fe publicamente. Los catecumenos (los que
desean el bautismo) luchan con estas mismas tentaciones cuando tratan de comprometerse
completamente con Cristo.

El estribillo del Salmo responsorial 91 establece el tema de la Cuaresma al invitarnos a pedir a Dios: "Esta
conmigo, Sefior, en la tribulacion". Si estamos tratando de ser fieles a la voluntad de Dios, encontraremos
dificultades y tentaciones. La Cuaresma nos llama a reafirmar quiénes somos y de qué tratamos en
nuestro viaje bautismal de conversion continua en Cristo. Es un desafio para los catecimenos centrarse en lo que
es importante en su peregrinacion a Cristo. Las lecturas de este domingo nos desafian a afirmar y
confesar lo que creemos, afirmando nuestra verdadera identidad tanto a los bautizados como a los por ser
bautizados hijos de Dios.

La primera lectura de Deuteronomio invita a la comunidad a confesar ritualmente todo lo que el Sefor ha
hecho, recordando y celebrando las acciones de Dios, pasadas y presentes. Dios ha estado con nosotros
en el pasado y continia siendo nuestra ayuda y apoyo en el presente. El credo narrativo proclamado en este
pasaje debe ser un modelo que nos ayude a recordar y confiar en el amor bondadoso de Dios al celebrar la
presencia amorosa de Dios en nuestro viaje de fe.

La carta de Pablo a los romanos afirma la accion salvadora de Dios en Cristo, que rompe los limites entre
los griegos y los judios y da la bienvenida a todos para que experimenten el amor y la salvaciéon de Dios.
Reconocemos el amor de Dios al acercarnos a la palabra de Dios, articulandola con nuestras bocas, ya que mora
profundamente en nuestros corazones.

El evangelio de Lucas proclama que, como Jesus, ser completamente humano significa que estamos
continuamente atrapados en la tentacion de usar lo que tenemos para nuestro propio bien, y no
preocuparnos por el bien de los demas. Es la tentacidon perenne del Jardin del Edén, que se desarrolla
continuamente en nuestra vida cotidiana. Jesus modela nuestra respuesta a la tentacién al permitir que la palabra
de Dios guie y dirija su vida, identidad y mision. Al afirmar que solo se puede confiar en Dios para dar un sentido
completo a nuestras vidas, Jesus relativiza el significado de los bienes, la riqueza y el poder.

El sabado, 23 de marzo, nuestra comunidad salvadorefia sera la sede de la celebracion anual de nuestra parroquia
en honor a San Oscar Romero. La Misa comenzara a las 6:00 pm y el P. Estefan Turcios celebrara la Misa.

El Padre Estefan Turcios es un sacerdote diocesano de la Arquididcesis de San Salvador. Es sacerdote desde
hace 32 afos y es el pastor de la parroquia de San Antonio en Soyapango. El Padre Estefan conoci6 a San Oscar
Romero mientras estudiaba en el Seminario de San José de la Montana en 1968, ya que la oficina de Monsefior
Romero estaba en el seminario. Debido al nivel de violencia y persecucion, Mons. Romero envié al Padre Estefan
a estudiar en Ecuador, y ahi estuvo cuando el Mons. Romero fue asesinado. Desde entonces, el Padre Estefan ha
trabajado para promover la santidad y la ejemplaridad de Mons. Romero, creyendo siempre que un dia el Mons.
Oscar Romero seria declarado santo. El Padre Estefan ha servido como vicario de La Fundacién Mons. Romero,
ha estado involucrado en los departamentos de Pastoral Profética y Evangelizacion de su diécesis, ademas de
servir como director diocesano del trabajo misionero. Es miembro del Consejo Nacional de Misiones, CONAMI, y
miembro del Consejo Municipal de Seguridad y Convivencia Ciudadana de Soyapango (CONSECOSOY).

San Oscar Arnulfo Romero (15 de agosto de 1917 - 24 de marzo de 1980) fue un prominente sacerdote catdlico
en El Salvador durante los anfos 60 y 70, se convirti6 en Arzobispo de San Salvador en 1977. Después de
presenciar numerosas violaciones de derechos humanos, comenzé a hablar en nombre de los pobres y de las
victimas de la represion. Esto llevd a numerosos conflictos, tanto con el gobierno en El Salvador como dentro de la
Iglesia Catdlica. Después de hablar en contra del apoyo militar de los Estados Unidos al gobierno de El Salvador y
de pedir a los soldados que desobedecieran las érdenes de disparar contra civiles inocentes, el Arzobispo Romero
fue asesinado a tiros mientras celebraba la Misa en la pequena capilla del hospital de cancer donde vivia. San
Oscar Romero fue canonizado el 14 de octubre de 2018 y su fiesta se celebra anualmente el 24 de marzo.
