Guidelines for Fast and Abstinence During Lent

Abstinence: Abstinence is a penitential practice
consisting of refraining from the consumption of meat
and is to be observed by all Catholics who are 14 years
of age and older. Ash Wednesday, Good Friday, and the
Fridays during Lent are days of abstinence. Note
that Bishop Johnston has dispensed all Catholics in the
diocese from the requirement to abstain from meat on
Friday, March 17, as this day is the commemoration of
St. Patrick.

Fast and Abstinence: In addition to abstinence,
fasting is to be observed by all Catholics between the
ages of 18-59 years (inclusive). On days of fasting, one
full meal is allowed. Two smaller meals, sufficient to
maintain strength, may be taken according to one’s
needs, but together they should not equal another full
meal. Eating between meals is not permitted, but liquids
are allowed. Note: If a person is unable to observe the
above regulations due to ill health or other serious
reasons, they are urged to practice other forms of self-
denial that are suitable to their condition. Ash
Wednesday and Good Friday are days of Fasting.

Lenten Practices—prayer, fasting, almsgiving
During the season of Lent, we traditionally focus on the
three practices of prayer, fasting and almsgiving.
Reflection booklets and other resources to aid your
Lenten prayer are available in the gathering space. Take
what you feel will be helpful, and please consider
donating a dollar for each resource you take.

To help you with the practice of almsgiving, there are
Rice Bowls from the Catholic Relief Services available in
the gathering space as well. Following the calendar and
reading the stories provided help us to connect how our
sacrifice and donations can impact the lives of others.

DACA RENEWALS

Deferred Action for Childhood Arrivals (DACA) must

be renewed every two years.

“Jesus took Peter, James, and John his brother, and
led them up a high mountain by themselves. And he
was transfigured before them; his face shone like the
sun and his clothes became white as light.”
Matthew 17: 1-2
During our time in Lent, we are called to a type of
transformation, as well. In our cases it is more inward
than outer. God asks us to try to seek conversion of
mind and heart. Yet, only God can truly cause this
type of conversion; however, we must be open to it for
it to occur. Stewardship is closely associated with

conversion. People who give of themselves to build

the Kingdom of God are disciples of the Lord. To be a
disciple, we must follow Jesus’ example and
teachings. His way of life literally becomes our way of
life. For that to happen we must be transformed. That
transformation can present challenges, but it also
offers extreme joy. Stewardship challenges us to
make conscientious decisions about our lives.
Stewardship calls each of us to account for what God
has given us, not only for the sake of knowing how
much we have and how God has blessed us, but also
to know how much God is calling us to share what He
has given us with others.

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“ Reflection on the Readings \

The first and second Sundays of Lent are consistent in their gospel proclamation narratives. Every first Sunday, we
proclaim the temptations of Jesus according to the various gospels, excluding John, who has no temptation
narrative. The second Sunday of Lent always proclaims the Transfiguration account from each of the three

lectionary years. Many find it odd that this reading was chosen to be part of
the Lenten proclamation. After all, aren’t we supposed to be focusing on
conversion, reconciliation and the struggles involved in living out the Christian
life? Why a reading focused on the glory and divinity of Jesus?

The Lenten season is not isolated but is part of the Lent/Easter/Pentecost
season. During this season we focus in a concentrated manner on the entire
Paschal Mystery, the reality of Christ's life, passion, death, resurrection,
ascension and the coming of the Spirit. While Lent focuses on the more
somber and challenging aspects of conversion and reconciliation, we can
never forget that Christ has already gone before us and won the victory over
sin and death.

That victory gives us the hope that responsorial Psalm 33 affirms as we are
called to proclaim, “Lord, let your mercy be on us as we place our trust in you.”
God’s faithful love, hesed in Hebrew, is always there, calling us to persevere
in hope no matter what difficulties we encounter. The Lord is ever ready to
guide, deliver and preserve us from harm. All that is needed is that we trust
and listen to God’s word, especially as communicated to us by Jesus, God
with us. This thread runs through all the readings.

God has called us to holiness, not based on our works but on
the grace that comes from Christ. Jesus destroyed death and brought life and light to the world. We are asked to
place our trust in God, our true source of strength, who had already won the victory for us.

The Transfiguration account gives us a glimpse into the majesty and divinity of Jesus, fully realized only at the
resurrection. Yet the journey to resurrection involves the journey to Jerusalem. It would be nice if resurrection
came without the cross, but such is not the journey of life. Rather resurrection becomes the symbol of our hope
and trust in the hesed of God. God’s faithful love becomes the anchor that grounds us in life, enabling us to live the
gospel, empowering us to “listen” to Jesus and live out God’s faithful love in our own lives. Both at Jesus’ baptism
