This Week’s Do You Know Video:
Beginning with Ash
Wednesday, the Lenten
Season invites us to
practice three devotions:
Prayer, Fasting and
Almsgiving. While these
devotions should be integral to all Christian living, they
become more focused during Lent. Prayer deepens our
relationship to God. Fasting enables us to exercise
discipline over our minds and bodies. Almsgiving
commits us to servant discipleship, calling us to show
care and concern for the other. Fasting and abstinence
from meat became such a dominating force during Lent,
that no meat and only one moderate meal was allowed.
With no refrigeration, all meat and dairy had to be
consumed before Lent, leading to festivals known as
Carnivale, literally, "goodbye to meat." To this day
celebrations such as Carnival and Mardi Gras are
prevalent just before Lent begins. Stations of the Cross,
starting in the Holy Land to mark Jesus' Way of the
Cross, were transferred from there to European
churches. At first they were stationed outside but
eventually the fourteen stations were moved inside the
church, a devotion that is a traditional part of Lent.
Giving up something in order to exercise discipline and
control in our lives became a Christian identity marker
during Lent. Today, instead of giving up something, we
are encouraged to do something for others, especially
those in most need. Make time to view this week's DYK
video and grow in your awareness of our traditional
Lenten devotions.

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Reflection on the Readings

Today is the second of three scrutiny Sundays. The “elect,” (those preparing for baptism at the Easter Vigil) and
the “candidates,” (those baptized in other Christian churches but desiring full communion with the Catholic
Church), along with the whole assembly, examine or scrutinize their lives. The whole community prays together,
asking God to remove from their lives all that would prevent them from following through on their
baptismal commitment. This Sunday, enter once again into this rich scrutiny rite, asking God to enter your
life more fully and completely. Due to the pandemic, this Sunday will be the only time that we will celebrate
the Scrutinies.

The readings for this Fourth Sunday of Lent help us get in touch with God’s great mercy and love,
actualized in Jesus’ life, passion, death and resurrection. All the readings speak of God’s free and total gift
of love for humanity, regardless of whether humanity accepts or rejects that love. God’'s love is always given,
never retracted or withdrawn, no matter how we respond. This dynamic is the very being and essence of
what we believe God to be.

The first reading from 2 Chronicles summarizes the sinfulness and rejection of God by the people. In their
suffering and pain inflicted by the Babylonians, God does not abandon them but rather uses Cyrus, a Gentile, to
restore and return the people to their land. With this restoration, the people will once again have the opportunity
and potential to respond to God’s free and eternal love by rebuilding the temple and building up the people of God.
God loves us no matter what.

Responsorial Psalm 137 calls us to remember God’s eternal mercy and love. We are asked to sing the
refrain “Let my tongue be silenced, if | ever forget you.” The refrain challenges us to remember the Lord’s
constant covenant love at all times, most especially when pain, suffering and struggles enter our lives. It
is at those times that we have a tendency to forget that God’s love is always with us, sustaining and upholding us,
no matter what.

Both the reading from the letter to the Ephesians and the gospel
proclamation from John boldly and clearly affirm God’s eternal
love for the world, fully expressed and actualized in the sending
forth of his only beloved Son, Jesus Christ. Both readings
emphasize that Jesus’ presence among us was not due to any merit
on our part but rather flowed out of God'’s eternal and total love for all
humanity. Ephesians states that: “God, who is rich in mercy,
because of the great love he had for us, even when we were dead in
our transgressions, brought us to life in Christ...” John’s gospel
proclaims that “God so loved the world that he gave us his only Son....”

Christians often use these passages in an exclusivist sense, in that
salvation is only possible in and through Christ. But what if we were to
use them to emphasize God’s universal mercy and love for all humanity? God’s
love was concretized in the life style and values of Jesus, one who never excluded

anyone, but rather welcomed all, most
especially the sinners, the outcasts and the I
marginalized. Jesus’ life and values of inclusivity, hospitality, justice, Readlngs
and valuing the human dignity and worth of every person are the
criteria for claiming discipleship. If these values and attitudes are Sunda_y, March 14 _
not present in our life and actions, can we authentically claim to be 1stReading: 2 Chronicles 36:14-16, 19-23
disciples?

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Reflexion Sobre las Lecturas

Hoy es el segundo de los tres domingos de escrutinio. Los “elegidos” (los que se preparan para el bautismo en la
Vigilia Pascual) y los “candidatos” (los bautizados en otras iglesias cristianas pero que desean la plena comunion
con la Iglesia Catdlica), junto con toda la asamblea, examinan o escudrifian sus vidas. Toda la comunidad ora
junta, pidiendo a Dios que elimine de sus vidas todo lo que les impida cumplir con su compromiso
bautismal. Este domingo, entre una vez mas en este rico rito de escrutinio, pidiendo a Dios que entre en
su vida de manera mas plena y completa. Debido a la pandemia, este domingo sera la Unica vez que
celebraremos los escrutinios.

Las lecturas de este cuarto domingo de Cuaresma nos ayudan a ponernos en contacto con la gran
misericordia y amor de Dios, actualizado en la vida, pasion, muerte y resurreccion de Jesus. Todas las
lecturas hablan del don gratuito y total del amor de Dios por la humanidad, independientemente de que la
humanidad acepte o rechace ese amor. El amor de Dios siempre se da, nunca se retracta ni se retira, no importa
como respondamos. Esta dinamica es el ser y la esencia de lo que creemos que es Dios.

La primera lectura de 2 Crénicas resume la pecaminosidad y el rechazo de Dios por parte del pueblo. En
su sufrimiento y dolor infligido por los babilonios, Dios no los abandona, sino que usa a Ciro, un gentil, para
restaurar y devolver a la gente a su tierra. Con esta restauracion, la gente tendra una vez mas la oportunidad y el
potencial de responder al amor gratuito y eterno de Dios reconstruyendo el templo y edificando al pueblo de Dios.
Dios nos ama pase lo que pase.

El Salmo Responsorial 136 nos llama a recordar la misericordia y el amor eternos de Dios. Se nos pide que
cantemos el estribillo "Que se me pegue la lengua al paladar si no me acuerdo de ti". El estribillo nos desafia a
recordar el amor constante del pacto del Sefior en todo momento, especialmente cuando el dolor, el
sufrimiento y las luchas entran en nuestras vidas. Es en esos momentos que tenemos la tendencia a
olvidar que el amor de Dios siempre esta con nosotros, sosteniéndonos, pase lo que pase.

Tanto la lectura de la carta a los Efesios como la proclamacion
del evangelio segun San Juan afirman audaz y claramente el
amor eterno de Dios por el mundo, plenamente expresado y
actualizado en el envio de su unico Hijo amado, Jesucristo.
Ambas lecturas enfatizan que la presencia de Jesus entre nosotros
no se debié a ningun mérito de nuestra parte, sino que brot6 del
amor eterno y total de Dios por toda la humanidad. Efesios dice que:
"La misericordia y el amor de Dios son muy grandes; porque
nosotros estdbamos muertos por nuestros pecados, y él nos dio la
vida con Cristo y en Cristo..." El evangelio segun San Juan proclama
que "Dios tanto amo el mundo, que le entregd a su Hijo Unico... "

Los cristianos a menudo usan estos pasajes en un sentido
exclusivista, en el sentido de que la salvacién solo es posible en Cristo
y a través de EIl. Pero, 4y si los usaramos para enfatizar la misericordia
universal y el amor de Dios por toda la humanidad? El amor de Dios se concreto
en el estilo de vida y los valores de

Jesus, que nunca excluyé a nadie, sino que
acogio a todos, especialmente a los pecadores y marginados. La vida LeCtU ras
de JesUs y los valores de inclusiéon, hospitalidad, justicia y
valoracion de la dignidad humana y el valor de cada persona son
los criterios para reclamar el discipulado. Si estos valores y
actitudes no estan presentes en nuestra vida y acciones,
i podemos afirmar auténticamente ser discipulos?

John 3:16
There are well more than 30,000 verses in the Bible
as we know it, but this particular verse has been held
forward as the most succinct declaration of the entire
Gospel message. Yet, we may dissect all the
meanings too much, but because of its brevity and its
power it is worthy of a close look. “God so loved the
world...” This includes all of us, the entire world; it
does not limit this love to a particular group or location.
“He gave...” That is what God does; He gives. We are
the recipients. Stewardship is understanding that is

the case, and striving to share some of those gifts. “
so that everyone who believes.” This is much more
than an intellectual conviction. It means to trust in
God, to rely on God, and to cling to God in many
ways. That is also at the basis of a stewardship way of
life. We respond to God by becoming disciples and
placing our total trust in Him. “...might have eternal
life.” The concept of eternity is beyond our ability to
comprehend as humans. This is much more than
living forever; it means living with God, in His glory
forever. That is what we all strive for; that is why we
do what we do always, not just during this Lent.
