Parish and Lenten Information

Romero Celebration - March 23 - 6pm

On Saturday, March 23 our Salvadoran
Community will host our parish’s annual
celebration in honor of Saint Oscar Romero. Mass
will begin at 6:00pm and Fr. Estefan Turcios will
celebrate the Mass.

Padre Estefan Turcios is a diocesan priest of the
Archdiocese of San Salvador. He has been a
priest for 32 years and is the pastor of the parish
of San Antonio in Soyapango. Padre Estefan met
Saint Oscar Romero while studying at San José
de la Montafia Seminary in 1968, as Monsefor
Romero’s office was at the seminary. Due to the
level of violence and persecution, Mons. Romero
sent Padre Estefan to study in Ecuador, and
Padre Estefan was in Ecuador when Mons.
Romero was murdered. Since that time, Padre
Estefan has worked to promote the sanctity and
exemplariness of Mons. Romero, always believing
that one day Mons. Oscar Romero would be
declared a saint. Padre Estefan has served as
vicar of the Mons. Romero Foundation, has been
involved in the Pastoral Profética and
Evangelization departments of his diocese, as well
as serving as the diocesan director of missionary
work. He is a member of the National Council of
Missions, CONAMI, and a member of the
Municipal Council of Security and Citizen
Coexistence of Soyapango (CONSECOSOQY).
Saint Oscar Arnulfo Romero (August 15, 1917 -
March 24, 1980) was a prominent Roman Catholic
priest in El Salvador during the 1960s and 1970s,
becoming Archbishop of San Salvador in 1977.
After witnessing numerous violations of human
rights, he began to speak out on behalf of the poor
and the victims of repression. This led to
numerous conflicts, both with the government in El
Salvador and within the Catholic Church. After
speaking out against U.S. military support for the
government of El Salvador, and calling for soldiers
to disobey orders to fire on innocent civilians,
Archbishop Romero was shot dead while
celebrating Mass at the small chapel of the cancer
hospital where he lived. Saint Oscar Romero was
canonized on October 14, 2018 and his feast day
is celebrated annually on March 24th.

Guidelines for Fast and Abstinence During Lent
Abstinence: Abstinence is a penitential practice
consisting of refraining from the consumption of meat and is to
be observed by all Catholics who are 14 years of age and
older. Ash Wednesday, Good Friday, and the Fridays during
Lent are days of abstinence.

Fast and Abstinence: In addition to abstinence, fasting is
to be observed by all Catholics between the ages of 18-59
years. On days of fasting, one full meal is allowed. Two
smaller meals, sufficient to maintain strength, may be taken
according to one’s needs, but together they should not equal
another full meal. Eating between meals is not permitted, but
liquids are allowed. Note: If a person is unable to observe the
above regulations due to ill health or other serious reasons,
they are urged to practice other forms of self-denial that are
suitable to their condition. Ash Wednesday and Good Friday
are days of Fasting.

Wellness Center

Did you know that latest research shows exercise is one of the best things
you can do for your brain? Cognitive decline is not inevitable, the brain continually
makes new neurons and fine-tunes neural connections throughout life. Aerobic
exercise jumpstarts that process. “It reduces the level of brain loss and keeps
cognitive abilities sharp,” says John Medina, affiliate professor of bioengineering at
the University of Washington School of Medicine and author of Brain Rules. “It also
slashes your lifetime risk of Alzheimer’s in half and your risk of general dementia by
60 percent.”

Exercise boosts the flow of blood to the brain spurring the release of brain-derived
neurotropic factor (BDNF). This chemical stimulates the formation of new neurons
in the hippocampus, the area involved in memory, learning and the
ability to plan and make decisions. BDNF also repairs cell damage
and strengthens synapses, which connect brain cells. Doctors who
specialize in the aging brain say that dementia is not inevitable, even
in very old age. A growing number of studies are showing that a
regimen of good nutrition, physical exercise, and mental stimulation
plays a major role in preventing Alzheimer's and other types of

dementia.

El Salvador Scholarship
Student, Marlene
Marlene Elizabeth Cisnero

Blanco lives in the community of
Cinquera. She is 26 years old
and she attends the Lutheran
University of El Salvador located [~
in San Salvador. She is
currently is her first year of study
and she is majoring in Agro-

ecological Engineering. She
entered the scholarship program in 2018 and she is
expected to graduate in 2024.

Marlene has classes on Saturdays from 7am-3:30pm
and Sundays from 7am-Noon. She leaves her home at
4am and gets home at 7pm. Marlene has to ride in the
back of a pickup for 18 km and then takes a bus the
remaining 63 km.

Marlene’s only family member is Norelvy Yamilet Arias,
who completed the scholarship program and graduated
from university, and is 25 years old.

Marlene lives in a house made of concrete blocks, and
the house has potable water and electricity.

This year Marlene’s community project was Prevention
before Treatment, a program which taught adolescents
in Cinquera about sexual education in order to reduce
the risk of teenage pregnancies, educate about sexual
and reproductive responsibility and raise awareness
about sexually transmitted diseases.

Marlene states that her achievements this year include
being accepted into the scholarship program and being
able to start her university education.

Marlene’s major challenge is the lack of economic
resources. She has been on her own financially for 7
years and could not study. Now she thanks God for
being a scholarship recipient and being able to continue
her education, which has always been one of her
dreams.

Marlene hopes to meet all the requirements of the
scholarship program so that she can continue her
education. Eventually she wants to be able to contribute
to the scholarship program so that other young people
will have this opportunity. She also hopes to work with
the Association of Reconstruction and Development in
Cinquera in their work with the environment.

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Reflection on the Readings

The gospel for the second Sunday of Lent always
narrates the Lord’s transfiguration. Why does the
lectionary move from the temptations of Jesus on
the first Sunday of Lent to an account of the Lord’s
glorification? If Lent is supposed to focus on the
difficulty of the Christian journey and our need to
struggle to get back on course with God, then why
highlight glorification themes?

The readings for the first two Sundays of Lent
reflect two most important Lenten themes. On the
first Sunday, Jesus’ temptations remind us of the
constant struggle and striving that is integral to living our
Christian lives faithfully. The Transfiguration reminds us
that we are assured victory in our struggle because
our Lord has gone before us and already conquered
sin and death.

While we struggle on our faith journey, we trust and
hope in the victory already won for us by the Risen
Christ. Attuning ourselves to Jesus’ wisdom and
guidance is essential. We are called to “listen” to Jesus
for it is only in following that sure path that we are
assured resurrection. This trust enables us to sing the
refrain from responsorial Psalm 27 with great confidence
and joy, “The Lord is my life and my salvation.”

In the first reading from Genesis, Abram becomes a
model of trust for all. Even though he has no
children, Abram believes God’'s promises that his
descendants would be as numerous as the stars, even
though there is nothing tangible that Abram could grasp.
“Abram put his faith in the Lord, who credited it to him as
an act of righteousness.” Dwelling in that trust enables
Abram to enter more deeply in relationship with
God, and to experience both God’s abiding
presence and God’s covenant love.

Paul’s letter to the Philippians calls us to imitate
Paul’s trust and confidence in God, thus reflecting
that trust in all our conduct and relationships. Those
who do not trust God see nothing beyond this life, and

Luke’s transfiguration scene has Jesus conversing
with Moses and Elijah concerning his “exodus that
he was going to accomplish in Jerusalem.” That
“exodus” will involve the difficult path of arrest,
suffering and death. Jesus’ trust in God strengthens
him for the difficult journey ahead. That trust transforms
and deepens Jesus’ desire and willingness to attune
himself to God. His very body manifests that trust and
love. Jesus comes down from the mountain to undertake
his journey to Jerusalem with great trust. Dare we
respond to God’s challenge to “listen” to Jesus as
he goes about his “exodus” to Jerusalem?

Active “listening” essentially involves modeling ourselves
on Jesus. Doing so assures us of ultimate victory over
our struggles and temptations. This is no easy road. The
transfiguration reality is only arrived at through the
“exodus” leading to Jerusalem. Jesus’ fidelity to
God’s values ultimately lead him to endure suffering,
cross and death.

As we attempt to be faithful to God’s values in our
lives, the struggles of life, and even our own death,
will always be a part of Christian living. However, in
living a life modeled on Jesus, all struggles, and even
death, will ultimately be transformed into victory and life.
That is why this second Sunday of Lent, we can
boldly and confidently proclaim our responsorial
psalm, “The Lord is my light and my salvation.”

How you can make this refrain an important part of
your Lenten prayer and journey to Easter?

Mientras luchamos en nuestro camino de fe,
confiamos y esperamos en la victoria que ya ha
ganado para nosotros por el Cristo resucitado.
Sintonizarnos con la sabiduria y la guia de Jesus es
esencial. Estamos llamados a "escuchar" a Jesus, ya
que solo al seguir ese camino seguro se nos asegura la
resurreccion. Esta confianza nos permite cantar el
refran del Salmo 27 responsorial con gran confianza y
alegria: "El Sefior es mi luz y mi salvacién”.

En la primera lectura de Génesis, Abram se
convierte en un modelo de confianza para todos.
Aunque no tiene hijos, Abram cree en las promesas de
Dios de que sus descendientes serian tan numerosos
como las estrellas, aunque no hay nada tangible que
Abram pueda comprender. "Abram creyo lo que el
Sefior le decia y, por esa fe, el Sefor lo tuvo por justo”.
Morar en esa confianza le permite a Abram entrar
mas profundamente en relacion con Dios y
experimentar la presencia perdurable de Dios y el
amor de alianza de Dios.

La carta de Pablo a los filipenses nos llama a imitar
la confianza de Pablo en Dios, reflejando asi nuestra
confianza en toda nuestra conducta y relaciones.
Aquellos que no confian en Dios no ven nada mas alla
de esta vida, y estan atrapados en preocupaciones y
acciones que los alejan de Dios. Aquellos quienes son
"ciudadanos del cielo" se ocupan de preocupaciones y
acciones que imitan al Sefor Jesus. Debido a esta

confianza y al estilo de vida correspondiente, nos
transformamos en y por medio de Cristo, quien
lograra nuestra union definitiva con Dios por toda la
eternidad.

La escena de la transfiguracion seguin Lucas tiene a
Jesus conversando con Moisés y Elias sobre su
"muerte que le esperaba en Jerusalén”. La cual
implicara el dificil camino precedente de Ila
detencion, el sufrimiento y por ultimo, la muerte. La
confianza de Jesus en Dios lo fortalece para el dificil
viaje por delante. Esa confianza transforma y profundiza
el deseo y la voluntad de Jesus de sintonizarse con
Dios. Su mismo cuerpo manifiesta esa confianza y
amor. Jesus bajé de la montafa para emprender su
viaje a Jerusalén con gran confianza. ¢Nos
atreveremos a responder al desafio de Dios de
"escuchar” a Jesus mientras él realiza su camino
dificil a Jerusalén?

Escuchar activamente consiste en modelarnos en
Jesus. Hacerlo, nos asegura la victoria final sobre
nuestras luchas y tentaciones. Este no es un camino
facil. La realidad de la transfiguracion solo se llega
a través del camino dificil que conduce a Jerusalén.
La fidelidad de Jesus a los valores de Dios lo lleva a
soportar el sufrimiento, la cruz y la muerte.

Al tratar de ser fieles a los valores de Dios en
nuestras vidas, las luchas de la vida e incluso
nuestra propia muerte, siempre seran parte de la
vida cristiana.

El sabado, 23 de marzo, nuestra comunidad
salvadorefia sera la sede de la celebracion anual de
nuestra parroquia en honor a San Oscar Romero. La
Misa comenzara a las 6:00 pm y el P. Estefan Turcios
celebrara la Misa.

El Padre Estefan Turcios es un sacerdote diocesano de
la Arquidiocesis de San Salvador. Es sacerdote desde
hace 32 afios y es el pastor de la parroquia de San
Antonio en Soyapango. El Padre Estefan conoci6 a San
Oscar Romero mientras estudiaba en el Seminario de
San José de la Montafia en 1968, ya que la oficina de
Monsefior Romero estaba en el seminario. Debido al
nivel de violencia y persecucién, Mons. Romero envio
al Padre Estefan a estudiar en Ecuador, y ahi estuvo
cuando el Mons. Romero fue asesinado. Desde
entonces, el Padre Estefan ha trabajado para promover
la santidad y la ejemplaridad de Mons. Romero,
creyendo siempre que un dia el Mons. Oscar Romero
seria declarado santo. El Padre Estefan ha servido
como vicario de La Fundacion Mons. Romero, ha
estado involucrado en los departamentos de Pastoral
Profética y Evangelizacién de su diécesis, ademas de
servir como director diocesano del trabajo misionero.
Es miembro del Consejo Nacional de Misiones,
CONAMI, y miembro del Consejo Municipal de
Seguridad y Convivencia Ciudadana de Soyapango
(CONSECOSQY).

San Oscar Arnulfo Romero (15 de agosto de 1917 -
24 de marzo de 1980) fue un prominente sacerdote
catdlico en El Salvador durante los afios 60 y 70, se
convirti6 en Arzobispo de San Salvador en 1977.
Después de presenciar numerosas violaciones de
derechos humanos, comenzé a hablar en nombre de
los pobres y de las victimas de la represion. Esto llevd
a numerosos conflictos, tanto con el gobierno en El
Salvador como dentro de la Iglesia Catdlica. Después
de hablar en contra del apoyo militar de los Estados
Unidos al gobierno de El Salvador y de pedir a los
soldados que desobedecieran las 6rdenes de disparar
contra civiles inocentes, el Arzobispo Romero fue
asesinado a tiros mientras celebraba la Misa en la
pequefia capilla del hospital de cancer donde vivia. San
Oscar Romero fue canonizado el 14 de octubre de
2018 y su fiesta se celebra anualmente el 24 de marzo.
