Reflection on the Readings

The refrain from Responsorial
Psalm 22, “My God, my God,
why have you abandoned
me?” offers an important focus
to today’s readings. The first
R | two readings and the
W | responsorial psalm are the same
each lectionary year while the
gospel shifts to the passion
. | account according to each of the
synoptic gospels. This Lectionary

Year B we focus on the passion
according to Mark.

Mark’s gospel portrays Jesus as the suffering
servant of God who came “to serve and to give his
life as a ransom for many.” For Mark, Jesus is the
Son of God who comes to establish God’s reign by
battling the forces of evil while breaking down
boundaries and establishing community. In the process,
Jesus gathers followers and instructs them in the
ways of discipleship.

Battling the forces of evil is never an easy or pain-
free process. Throughout his ministry, Mark’s Jesus
is besieged by opponents who feel threatened by his
message and mission. Early in his ministry, they
conspire to kill him and rid themselves of the one who
threatens their position, power and authority. Even his
own followers seem to misunderstand what he is
about.

Jesus speaks plainly about the suffering and rejection
that his mission entails. Yet his followers misunderstand
the stark reality of his message and minimize or deny
the suffering that results from being faithful to God’s
values and desires. Today’s readings emphasize the
suffering that Jesus willingly and freely accepted in
his mission to establish God’s kingdom.

The first reading from Isaiah
offers comfort to the exiles
in Babylonia that their
suffering will soon end. God
has heard their cry and will
come to save them. Isaiah
describes a mysterious figure,
a servant called by God,
whose suffering will bring life
for others. The servant can be
Israel, a prophet, or someone
yet to come. The servant is
attentive to God and
willingly chooses to serve
and to suffer for the sake of

others. For Christians, Jesus is that suffering
servant of God who models what fidelity to God
entails.

Both Paul’s letter to the Philippians and the passion
according to Mark detail the depth of Jesus’ love
and commitment towards humanity. Paul stresses
Jesus’ desire to empty himself of divinity so as to be
fully and completely human in order to model for us
what discipleship is all about. Jesus takes on
humanity fully and completely, with all its limitations,
vulnerability and insecurities. As a full human being,
Jesus combats the forces of evil, leaving him open to
denial, betrayal, abandonment, torture, mockery, and
ultimately crucifixion. Mark’s passion story is one of total
abandonment of Jesus to forces that he has spent
his life and ministry combating. Mark’'s passion
story is one of unrelenting cruelty, dishonesty, abuse of
power, failure of those who know better and even utter
silence on the part of God.

Yet, Jesus remains fully committed in his love for all and
his desire to suffer so that others could live. It is that
commitment to the end, that willingness to give all,
that enables others to perceive Jesus’ true identity
as the Son of God. Because of this complete
dedication to service, and giving of self for others, God
raises Jesus up, making him the ultimate model of
discipleship in building up the kingdom of God. As Paul
states, God “greatly exalted” Jesus, because of his
obedience and willingness to empty himself out for
others. We are saved not through power and might but
through thorough self-emptying for the sake of
others.

This Palm Sunday, ask God for the strength and
courage to imitate the depth of love and self-
emptying that Jesus manifests.

In order to help us all enter into the Bible
through the Sunday readings, we offer
study sessions that provide an opportunity
to read, to study background to the
readings, and to reflect on how to apply
the readings to our lives. Our next Bible
Study dates are April 8 and 22 at
10:30am in the conference room.

El estribillo del Salmo
responsorial 21, "Dios mio,
Dios mio, ¢por qué me has
abandonado?"

Las dos
primeras lecturas y el salmo
responsorial son las mismas
en cada afo leccionario,
mientras que el evangelio se
traslada al relato de la pasién
segun cada uno de los

evangelios sinopticos. Este
AfRo Leccionario B nos enfocamos en la pasion segun
San Marcos.

El evangelio de Marcos describe a Jestis como el
siervo sufriente de Dios que vino a "servir y dar su
vida en rescate por muchos". Para Marcos, Jesus
es el Hijo de Dios que viene a establecer el reino de
Dios luchando contra las fuerzas del mal mientras
derriba los limites y establece la comunidad. En el
proceso, Jesus reune seguidores y los instruye en
los caminos del discipulado.

Luchar contra las fuerzas del mal nunca es un
proceso facil ni sin dolor. A lo largo de su
ministerio, el Jesus de Marcos esta asediado por
oponentes que se sienten amenazados por su mensaje
y su misién. Al principio de su ministerio, conspiran para
matarlo y deshacerse de aquel que amenaza su
posicién, poder y autoridad. Incluso sus propios
seguidores parecen no entender de lo que se trata.

JesUs habla claramente sobre el sufrimiento y el
rechazo que conlleva su mision. Sin embargo, sus
seguidores malinterpretan la cruda realidad de su
mensaje y minimizan o niegan el sufrimiento que resulta
de ser fieles a los valores y deseos de Dios. Las
lecturas de hoy enfatizan el sufrimiento que Jesus
acepté voluntariamente y libremente en su mision
de establecer el reino de Dios.

La primera lectura de Isaias ofrece consuelo a los
exiliados en Babilonia de que su sufrimiento pronto
terminara. Dios ha escuchado su clamor y vendra a
salvarlos. Isaias describe una figura misteriosa, un
siervo llamado por Dios, cuyo sufrimiento traera vida a
los demas. El siervo puede ser Israel, un profeta o
alguien por venir. El siervo esta atento a Dios y
voluntariamente elige servir y sufrir por el bien de
los demas. Para los cristianos, JeslUs es ese siervo
sufriente de Dios que modela lo que implica la
fidelidad a Dios.

Tanto la carta de Pablo a los filipenses como la
pasion segun Marcos detallan la profundidad del
amor y el compromiso de Jesus con la humanidad.
Pablo enfatiza el deseo de Jesus de vaciarse de la
divinidad para ser totalmente y completamente
humano a fin de modelar para nosotros de qué se
trata el discipulado. Jesus asume a la humanidad
totalmente y completamente, con todas sus
limitaciones, vulnerabilidad e inseguridades. Como ser
humano completo, Jesis combate las fuerzas del mal,
dejandolo abierto a la negacion, la traicion, el
abandono, la tortura, la burla y finalmente la crucifixion.
La historia de la pasion de Marcos es una del
abandono total de Jesus a las fuerzas que él ha
pasado su vida y ministerio combatiendo. La
historia de la pasion de Marcos es una de implacable
crueldad, deshonestidad, abuso de poder, fracaso de
los que saben mejor e incluso un absoluto silencio por
parte de Dios.

Sin  embargo, Jesus permanece completamente
comprometido en su amor por todos y su deseo de
sufrir para que otros puedan vivir. Es ese compromiso
hasta el fin, esa voluntad de dar todo, que permite a
los demas percibir la verdadera identidad de Jesus
como el Hijo de Dios. Debido a esta completa
dedicacion al servicio y entrega de si mismo para los
demas, Dios resucita a Jesus, convirtiéndolo en el
modelo supremo del discipulado para edificar el reino
de Dios. Como dice Pablo, Dios "lo exaltd sobre todas
las cosas" a Jesus, por su obediencia y disposicion a
vaciarse por los demas. Estamos salvados, no a través
del poder y la fuerza, sino a través de un completo
auto-vaciamiento por el bien de los demas.

Este Domingo de Ramos, pidale a Dios la fuerza y el
valor para imitar la profundidad del amor y del auto-
vaciamiento que Jesus manifiesta.
