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This Week’s Do You Know Video: 
This week's DYK video 
examines the gospel reading 
from the Fourth Sunday of 
Lent, Year C, the Lucan Jesus 
parable of the Prodigal Son. Luke links this parable to 
two other parables in Chapter 15, namely the 
parables of the Lost Sheep and the Lost Coin. Luke 
contextualizes all three parables around some scribes 
and Pharisees "grumbling" that Jesus eats with 
sinners and tax collectors. While the shepherd and 
the woman, both representing God, take an active 
initiative in seeking out the lost, the Prodigal Son 
parable emphasizes another aspect of repentance 
and conversion. The parable adds the dimension of 
personal initiative on the part of the son who seeks to 
repent and be reconciled with his father. The father, 
representing God, is still worried and concerned about 
the son, continually watches for him, desiring his 
return. But as far as we can tell, the father does not 
go out to seek the son. However, once he observes 
his son from a distance, he runs out to welcome him 
with great joy, abundant love and hospitality, never 
even giving his son a chance to speak his repentance. 
The elder son, either regretful or jealous of his 
brother, is invited and challenged by the father to be 
welcoming and inclusive as the father, since family 
unity was of great value for all. The message, meant 
for the scribes and Pharisees, as well as for us, is the 
open invitation by God to be as inclusive in our love, 
as God is inclusive in God's love toward us. Make 
time to view this week's DYK video and reflect on the 
need for personal initiative in seeking out repentance 
and reconciliation with our loving God.

Guidelines for Fast and Abstinence During Lent 
Abstinence: Abstinence is a penitential practice 
consisting of refraining from the consumption of meat 
and is to be observed by all Catholics who are 14 years 
of age and older. Ash Wednesday, Good Friday, and the 
Fridays during Lent are days of abstinence. 

Fast and Abstinence: In addition to abstinence, 
fasting is to be observed by all Catholics between the 
ages of 18-59 years. On days of fasting, one full meal is 
allowed. Two smaller meals, sufficient to maintain 
strength, may be taken according to one’s needs, but 
together they should not equal another full meal. Eating 
between meals is not permitted, but liquids are allowed. 
Note: If a person is unable to observe the above 
regulations due to ill health or other serious reasons, 
they are urged to practice other forms of self-denial that 
are suitable to their condition. Ash Wednesday and 
Good Friday are days of Fasting.

STATIONS 
is presented by THEATRE AT VIS, a ministry of 
Visitation Church. The theatre group has toured the 
show throughout the diocese and regionally for many 
years and has received wide acceptance and acclaim. 
STATIONS was written by Paul Novosel and Father 
Robert Murphy, a Kansas City/St. Joseph diocesan 
priest. Admission is free and all ages are encouraged to 
attend. Doors will open 30 minutes prior to the 
performance. 

Triduum—The Three Days 
Triduum means “three days.” The Paschal Triduum is 
the three days, counted to sunset, from Holy Thursday 
night through Easter Sunday evening. During these 
days we keep one festival, our Passover, our Easter. 
We come together with all the people of our parish, with 
all Christians in every time and place, to fast, pray and 
keep watch for the Passover of the Lord.

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The fourth Sunday of Lent is traditionally known as 
Laetare or Rejoice Sunday, focusing on the 
anticipated joy of Easter at the heart of the 
baptismal and penitential season of Lent. This 
Sunday the priest can wear rose colored vestments 
indicating our anticipated Easter joy. 
 
Reflecting on this Sunday’s readings, the theme of 
joy that comes from reconciliation and from having 
been fully restored to God’s loving relationship 
comes through powerfully. Reconciliation involves a 
willingness to change by letting go of the past and being 
fully open to the transforming presence of God and 
others. With the catechumens, those preparing for 
baptism at the Easter Vigil, we resolve to renew our own 
baptismal promises and recommit ourselves once more 
to live and act like Jesus. 
 
The refrain of responsorial Psalm 34 encourages us 
to partake in that joy by asking us to “Taste and see 
the goodness of the Lord.” The psalm invites us to 
bless and praise the Lord because of God’s attentive ear 
to our pleas for help. The psalmist assures us that no 
matter what, we can trust in the Lord who does hear our 
cry for help and delivers us. This Sunday, we take great 
joy in our attentive and life-giving God as we begin 
our communal gathering with the invitation to 
rejoice, laetare. 
 
The first reading from Joshua celebrates the reality 
that the Israelites are in the promised land after God 
“removed the reproach of Egypt” from their midst. 
They are no longer in bondage in Egypt. With God’s 
help, they have journeyed through the desert with all its 
difficulties. Finally, they are camped on the land of 
promise, and can partake fully of the land’s rich food and 
drink. Such nourishment assures them that God does 
keep promises and can be relied upon. God heard their 
cries and did marvelous deeds on their behalf, restoring 
them once more to fullness of relationship. In many 
ways, the Israelites can now 
literally “taste and see the 
goodness of the Lord.” 
 
Paul’s second letter to the 
Corinthians calls us “a new 
creation” brought about by 
God’s reconciling action in 
Christ. God did not look upon 
our deeds or what we 
deserved. Rather God chose to 
let go of our past offenses and 
begin anew in Jesus. God’s 
reconciling action through 
Christ makes us a “new 

creation.” We begin our new life in Christ by 
committing ourselves to the “ministry of reconciliation,” 
to become living models of reconciliation to the world. 
What God has done for us, we commit ourselves to 
do for one another. In this way all “taste and see the 
goodness of the Lord.” 
 
In the loving father/prodigal son parable, Luke 
emphasizes the reality that God’s love knows no 
boundaries, loving all equally, completely and totally 
without restrictions, reservations or hesitations. The 
loving father does not dwell on the past but rather 
begins anew, giving new life to his now restored son. 
 
This image of God presents many challenges for us 
simply because it is so different from the way we 
express love. Often our love is like that of the elder 
brother – restrictive, resentful, limited and retributive. 
Yet, we are called to imitate our inclusive and 
compassionate God in our manifestation of love. With 
Paul, we are all called to the “ministry of reconciliation” 
without limits or restraints. 
 
Today, take time to rejoice in that love, and commit 
yourself to 
modeling that love 
to all, without any 
prejudice or 
restrictions. 
Laetare Sunday is 
indeed full of joy, 
allowing us to fully 
“taste and see the 
goodness of the 
Lord.” How will 
you make that joy 
your own?

El cuarto domingo de Cuaresma se conoce 
tradicionalmente como el Domingo de ‘Laetare’ o 
Regocijo, y se centra en la alegría Pascual 
anticipada en el corazón del bautismo y la 
temporada penitencial de la Cuaresma. Este 
domingo, el sacerdote puede usar vestimentas de color 
rosa que indican nuestra alegría Pascual anticipada. 
 
Reflexionando sobre las lecturas de este domingo, 
se nota claramente el tema de la alegría que 
proviene de la reconciliación y de haber sido 
completamente restaurado a la relación amorosa de 
Dios. La reconciliación implica la voluntad de 
cambiar al dejar ir el pasado y estar completamente 
abierto a la presencia transformadora de Dios y de los 
demás. Con los catecúmenos, los que se preparan para 
el bautismo en la Vigilia Pascual, resolvemos renovar 
nuestras propias promesas bautismales y nos 
comprometemos una vez más a vivir y actuar como 
Jesús. 
 
El estribillo del Salmo 34 responsorial nos anima a 
participar en ese gozo al pedirnos que gustemos y 
veamos qué bueno es el Señor. El salmo nos invita 
a bendecir y alabar al Señor por el oído atento de Dios 
a nuestras súplicas de ayuda. El salmista nos asegura 
que sin importar las circunstancias, podemos confiar en 
el Señor que si escucha nuestros gritos de ayuda y nos 
libra. Este domingo, nos sentimos muy complacidos con 
nuestro Dios que es atento y que da vida, ya que 
comenzamos nuestra reunión comunitaria con la 
invitación a regocijarnos, laetare. 
 
La primera lectura de Josué celebra la realidad de 
que los israelitas están en la tierra prometida 
después de que Dios los haya "quitado de encima… 
el oprobio de Egipto". Ya no están en esclavitud en 
Egipto. Con la ayuda de Dios, han viajado por el 
desierto con todas sus dificultades. Finalmente, están 
acampados en la tierra prometida y pueden participar 
plenamente de la rica comida y bebida de la tierra. Tal 
alimento les asegura que Dios cumple sus promesas y 
se puede confiar en Dios. Dios escuchó sus gritos de  
ayuda e hizo maravillas en su favor, restaurándolos una 
vez más a la plenitud de la relación. De muchas 
maneras, los israelitas ya pueden gustar y ver que 
bueno es el Señor, literalmente. 
 
La segunda carta de Pablo a los corintios nos llama 
"una criatura nueva" provocada por la acción 
reconciliadora de Dios en Cristo. Dios no miró 
nuestras obras ni lo que merecíamos. Más bien, Dios 
eligió dejar ir nuestras ofensas pasadas y comenzar de 
nuevo en Jesús. La acción reconciliadora de Dios a 
través de Cristo nos hace una "criatura nueva". 
Comenzamos nuestra nueva vida en Cristo 
comprometiéndonos al "mensaje de la reconciliación", 

para convertirnos en modelos vivos de la reconciliación 
para el mundo. Lo que Dios ha hecho por nosotros, nos 
comprometemos a hacer el uno por el otro. De esta 
manera todos gustan y ven que bueno es elSeñor". 
 
En la parábola del amoroso padre/hijo pródigo, 
Lucas enfatiza la realidad de que el amor de Dios no 
tiene límites, que ama a todos por igual, 
completamente y totalmente sin restricciones, 
reservas o dudas. El padre amoroso no se queda en 
el pasado sino comienza de nuevo, dando nueva vida a 
su hijo ahora restaurado. 
 
Esta imagen de Dios nos presenta muchos desafíos 
simplemente porque es muy diferente de la manera 
en que expresamos el amor. A menudo, nuestro 
amor es como el del hermano mayor: restrictivo, 
resentido, limitado y retributivo. Sin embargo, estamos 
llamados a imitar a nuestro Dios inclusivo y compasivo 
en nuestra manifestación de amor. Con Pablo, todos 
estamos llamados al "mensaje de la reconciliación" sin 
límites ni restricciones. 
 
Hoy, tómese un tiempo para regocijarse en ese 
amor y 
comprométase a 
modelar ese amor 
para todos, sin 
prejuicios ni 
restricciones. El 
domingo de 
Laetare está lleno 
de alegría, lo que 
nos permite 
gustar y ver que 
bueno es el Señor.
