This Week’s Do You Know Video:

Lent has its origins in the
baptismal preparation of
adults who had been
preparing themselves for
3-5 years to become full
members of the Christian
community by celebrating the Sacrament of Initiation,
Baptism, Confirmation and Eucharist, at the Easter Vigil.
The key symbols of Lent still focus on baptismal
preparation of adults. These symbols are water, oil, light
and white garment. Each symbol communicates
something about the meaning and significance of the
baptismal commitment. Water is the source of life and of
purification. By being immersed in water, the baptized
die to their old selves and rise to new life in Christ,
promising to purify themselves from anything that would
separate them from Christ. They become new creations
in Christ. Oil anoints them as people called to be of
service to God and others. Light, taken from the Easter
fire and Candle represents the risen Christ. That light is
given to the baptized to remind them that Christ, their
light, now lights, guides and directs their lives. Finally the
white garment is placed on the newly baptized indicating
that they are a completely new creation. Having put off
their former clothes and selves, they now put on Christ,
symbolized by the new white garment. Make time to view
this week's DYK video and immerse yourself in the
meanings and significance of these key Lenten symbols.

24 Hours for the Lord: Confessions and

Adoration

In response to the 24 Hours for the Lord initiative, the
Office of Divine Worship is co-sponsoring 24 hours of
adoration and confessions with the Cathedral of St.
Joseph in St. Joseph, Mo. and St. Thomas More Parish
in Kansas City, Mo. The 24 Hours for the Lord initiative
was first launched in 2014 by the Pontifical Council for
the Promotion of the New Evangelization.

In his 2018 Lenten message, Pope Francis invited the
entire Church to “celebrate the sacrament of
Reconciliation in the context of Eucharistic adoration”.
“Lent summons us, and enables us, to come back to the
Lord wholeheartedly and in every aspect of our life,” the
pontiff said. “Above all, | urge the members of the Church
to take up the Lenten journey with enthusiasm, sustained
by almsgiving, fasting and prayer. If, at times, the flame
of charity seems to die in our own hearts, know that this
is never the case in the heart of God! He constantly gives
us a chance to begin loving anew.”

The pope also desired that at least one church in each
diocese around the world to remain open for twenty-four
consecutive hours, offering an opportunity for both
Eucharistic adoration and sacramental confession.

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Reflection on the Readings

The Third, Fourth and Fifth Sundays of Lent are known as Scrutiny Sundays. Scrutinies are liturgical rituals
celebrated in any parish community in which catechumens, now known as the “elect,” are preparing for
Baptism at the Easter Vigil. Gathered in the midst of the entire community, the “elect,” along with all
assembled, pray that God would remove all that prevents them from dedicating themselves totally to God.

Each one is asked to examine or “scrutinize” their lives, thus bringing to light any obstacle that would prevent them
from completely living the Jesus life style and values. Together, the community prays to God for help in removing
these obstacles while expressing their desire to commit or recommit their lives to living like Jesus. Use
these coming Sundays to ask God for help in “scrutinizing” your life while at the same time praying for the “elect”
that they may die to self and rise to Christ in their baptismal commitment at the Easter Vigil.

This year, due to the pandemic, the diocese requires that we only celebrate the Scrutiny Sunday ritual only once.
In our parish, we will do this on the Fourth Sunday of Lent. However during the Third, Fourth and Fifth Sundays of
Lent, do continue to scrutinize your life along with the elect and candidates, so that we can all be ready to
celebrate our baptismal commitment at the Easter Vigil.

The readings for this Third Sunday of Lent help us to focus on what is important in our faith lives, so that
we might not be deceived or distracted in our love relationship with God. The Exodus reading is the first
recounting of the commandments given by God to Moses at Mt. Sinai or Horeb. These “words” focus our
responsibilities to God and others. They are teachings or instructions on how to live by focusing on God’'s wishes
and desires for all humanity. For Jews, these words, along with the rest of the teachings of the Torah,
were and still are living reminders or signs of God’s presence, wisdom and love. They are expressive of God’s
covenant love or “hesed,” a love that is deep and forever.

The refrain from Responsorial Psalm 19 highlights God’s covenant love by inviting all to sing, “Lord, you have the
words of everlasting life.” God’s words are the source of everlasting life for all. Fidelity to those words allows us to
share fully in God’s life, wisdom and love which is always freely and totally given.

The second reading from Paul’s first letter to the Corinthians declares that as disciples of Jesus we are
called to proclaim Christ crucified as the power and wisdom of God available to all, both Jews and
Gentiles. Such a contradiction to the human mind appears at best to be a stumbling block to faith and at
worst, complete and utter foolishness. However, Paul helps us focus on how God thinks and operates rather than
on what we as humans deem important or significant. For “the foolishness of God is wiser than human wisdom and
the weakness of God is stronger than human strength.” Lent is the time to focus on learning the wisdom of
God as modeled for us by Jesus and attuning ourselves to it.

The gospel according to John recounts Jesus’ cleansing of the temple. The temple was the
P 1| significant sign of God’s living presence with the people. Jesus’ prophetic actions at the
temple are an attempt to refocus on what is important in our relationship with God.
We can easily become distracted or preoccupied with things that can easily become
obstacles in our dedication to God. Jesus is asking us to focus on God while attempting to

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Reflexion Sobre las Lecturas

El tercer, cuarto y quinto domingo de Cuaresma se conocen como domingos de escrutinio. Los escrutinios son
rituales litirgicos celebrados en cualquier comunidad parroquial en la que los catecumenos, ahora
conocidos como los "elegidos"”, se estan preparando para el bautismo en la Vigilia Pascual. Reunidos en
medio de toda la comunidad, los “elegidos”, junto con todos los reunidos, oran para que Dios elimine todo lo que
les impide dedicarse totalmente a Dios.

A cada uno se le pide que examine o “escudrifie” su vida, sacando asi a la luz cualquier obstaculo que le impida
vivir plenamente el estilo de vida y los valores de Jesus. Juntos, la comunidad ora a Dios para que los ayude a
eliminar estos obstaculos mientras expresan su deseo de comprometerse o renovar sus vidas para vivir
como Jesus. Utilice estos domingos venideros para pedirle a Dios que le ayude a “escudrifar’ su vida
mientras al mismo tiempo ora por los “elegidos” para que mueran a si mismos y resuciten a Cristo en su
compromiso bautismal en la Vigilia Pascual.

Este afio, debido a la pandemia, la didcesis requiere que celebremos el ritual del Domingo de Escrutinio solo una
vez. En nuestra parroquia, haremos esto el cuarto domingo de Cuaresma. Sin embargo, durante el tercer, cuarto y
quinto domingo de Cuaresma, continlle escudrinando su vida junto con los elegidos y candidatos, para
que todos podamos estar listos para celebrar nuestro compromiso bautismal en la Vigilia Pascual.

Las lecturas de este tercer domingo de Cuaresma nos ayudan a enfocarnos en lo que es importante en
nuestra vida de fe, para que no seamos engafnados o distraidos en nuestra relacién de amor con Dios. La
lectura del Exodo es el primer recuento de los mandamientos dados por Dios a Moisés en el Monte Sinai o Horeb.
Estas "palabras" enfocan nuestras responsabilidades con Dios y los demas. Son ensefanzas o instrucciones
sobre como vivir enfocandose en los deseos de Dios para toda la humanidad. Para los judios, estas
palabras, junto con el resto de las ensefianzas de la Tora, fueron y siguen siendo recordatorios vivos o signos de
la presencia, la sabiduria y el amor de Dios. Expresan el amor del pacto de Dios o "hesed", un amor que es
profundo y para siempre.

El estribillo del Salmo 18 responsorial destaca el amor del pacto de Dios al invitar a todos a cantar: "Tu tienes,
Sefior, palabras de vida eterna". Las palabras de Dios son la fuente de vida eterna para todos. La fidelidad a esas
palabras nos permite compartir plenamente la vida, la sabiduria y el amor de Dios, que siempre se da libre
y totalmente.

La segunda lectura de la primera carta de Pablo a los Corintios declara que, como discipulos de Jesus,
estamos llamados a proclamar a Cristo crucificado como el poder y la sabiduria de Dios disponible para
todos, tanto judios como gentiles. Tal contradiccion para la mente humana parece, en el mejor de los
casos, ser un obstaculo para la fe y, en el peor de los casos, una completa y absoluta necedad. Sin embargo,
Pablo nos ayuda a enfocarnos en cémo Dios piensa y opera mas que en lo que nosotros, como humanos,
consideramos importante o significativo. Porque "Porque la locura de Dios es mas sabia que la sabiduria de los
hombres, y la debilidad de Dios es mas fuerte que la fuerza de los hombres". La Cuaresma es el momento de
enfocarnos en aprender la sabiduria de Dios segun el modelo de Jesus y sintonizarnos con ella.

El evangelio segin San Juan relata la purificacion del templo por parte de Jesus. El templo era la sefal
significativa de la presencia viva de Dios con el pueblo. Las acciones proféticas de Jesus en el templo son un
intento de reenfocarnos en lo que es importante en nuestra relacion con Dios. Podemos distraernos o
preocuparnos facilmente con cosas que pueden convertirse facilmente en obstaculos en nuestra dedicacion a
Dios. Jesis nos pide que nos enfoquemos en Dios mientras

The $300 ($600 for a couple) above-the-line tax
deduction for cash charitable gifts was extended to
2021. Anyone can deduct that amount for a cash
gift regardless of whether they itemize.

e The AGI percent limitation for deductions of cash
charitable gifts lifted by the CARES Act was
extended to 2021. You can deduct cash charitable
gifts totaling up to 100% of AGI.

e At the same time, the penalty for overstating
charitable deductions was raised to 50% of the
deduction amount.
