Do You Know – How much it cost to eat healthy? In a 2013 
study, researchers analyzed the data and came up with a rough 
answer: about $1.50 more each day per person.

Don’t be misled by 
fancy food co-ops, organic labels, or marketing gimmicks. No 
matter your budget, choosing healthier food doesn’t have to be a 
luxury.  Shop local, eat healthy!

Today we begin Holy Week, the highlight of the liturgical year culminating with the celebration of the 
Paschal Triduum, Holy Thursday, Good Friday and the Easter Vigil, the celebration of the passion, death 
and resurrection of Jesus. Lent officially ends with the evening Mass on Holy Thursday. On every Palm 
Sunday of the Lord’s Passion the first reading, the responsorial psalm and the second reading are always the 
same, while the gospel reading proclaims the passion narrative from one of the three synoptic gospels. This year 
we focus on the passion narrative according to Luke. 

 
The refrain from responsorial Psalm 22, “My God, my God, why 
have you abandoned me?” speaks of the feeling of abandonment 
as Jesus undergoes his passion and death. At the same time the 
psalm ends on a note of praise and trust in God who saves all who 
call upon the Lord for help. 
 
This dual focus is also the theme of the first reading from Isaiah 
who speaks of the rejection and suffering that the servant of the 
Lord endures for his faithfulness to the Lord. Through all this, 
God’s servant trusts in the Lord and is fully confident that God will not 
allow the servant to be disgraced or put to shame. Trust in God is what 
enables the servant to endure the tribulations of life. 
 
The second reading from Paul’s letter to the Philippians speaks of 
Jesus’ willingness to let go of “equality with God” so as to become 
fully human. In this manner, Jesus was able to model what being 
truly human entails. Care and concern for others, even to the point 

of totally giving of oneself for others, is the essence of being human. Obedience to God demands such a lifestyle. 
God is always there, always concerned, and will never allow us to be disgraced or put to shame. Fidelity to God’s 
ways brings about new life and depth of relationship for all, no matter what life brings. 
 
The gospel narrative presents each gospel writer’s unique manner of presenting Jesus to their 
communities. Luke consistently portrays Jesus as the savior for all people, most especially the poor, the 
outcasts, the marginalized and all those having no societal status or power. Luke’s Jesus is the bearer of 
God’s good news to all, proclaiming the reality that God cares, is concerned and continually offers mercy, 
forgiveness and a place at the table. 
 
In the passion narrative, Luke presents a Jesus who is vulnerable and rejected by all those in power and 
authority. Jesus seems to be at the mercy of those who inflict harm, much like the poor and weak of the 
world. For Luke, Jesus is more a victim and a martyr, taking the role of the suffering servant and thus identifying 
with all those who are powerless and oppressed victims. 
 
At the same time, Luke strongly emphasizes the innocence of Jesus. Like the oppressed victims of the 
world, Jesus, though innocent, is tortured and condemned to death. Luke has Pilate proclaim three times that 
Jesus is innocent (Lk 24: 4, 14, 22). Herod finds no guilt in Jesus (Lk 23:15). The centurion at the cross proclaims 
Jesus to be innocent (Lk 23:47). 
 
Despite this unjust and undeserved suffering, Luke pictures Jesus 
as forgiving and serene throughout. There is no anguished cry from 
the cross as in Mark. Rather, Jesus prays for his persecutors, asking the 
Father to forgive them for “they know not what they do” (Lk 23:34). Luke is 
the only gospel presenting the dialogue between the two thieves with 
Jesus promising the “good thief” that “today you will be with me in 
paradise” (Lk 23:43). 
 
Throughout Luke’s passion narrative, Jesus is pictured as innocent, 
prayerful, forgiving, serene and courageous. In this fashion, Luke 
offers us a model of discipleship. How is Luke’s Jesus a model for 
your daily living?

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Hoy comenzamos la Semana Santa, el punto culminante del año litúrgico que concluyendo con la 
celebración del Triduo Pascual, el Jueves Santo, el Viernes Santo y la Vigilia Pascual, la celebración de la 
pasión, muerte y resurrección de Jesús. La Cuaresma termina oficialmente con la Misa vespertina del 
Jueves Santo. En cada Domingo de Ramos de la Pasión del Señor, la primera lectura, el salmo responsorial y la 
segunda lectura son siempre iguales mientras que la lectura del evangelio proclama la narrativa de la pasión de 
uno de los tres evangelios sinópticos. Este año nos centramos en la narrativa de la pasión según San Lucas. 
 
El estribillo del Salmo responsorial 22 "Dios mío, Dios mío, ¿por qué me has abandonado?" Habla del 
sentimiento de abandono cuando Jesús sufre su pasión y su muerte. Al mismo tiempo, el salmo termina 
con una nota de alabanza y confianza en Dios que salva a todos los que piden ayuda al Señor. 
 
Este enfoque dual también es el tema de la primera lectura de Isaías, quien habla del rechazo y el 
sufrimiento que el siervo del Señor soporta por su fidelidad al Señor. A través de todo esto, el siervo de 
Dios confía en el Señor y confía plenamente en que Dios no permitirá que el siervo sea deshonrado o 
avergonzado. Confiar en Dios es lo que permite al siervo soportar las cosas difíciles de la vida. 
 
La segunda lectura de la carta de Pablo a los filipenses habla de la voluntad de Jesús de abandonar su 
"condición divina" para volverse completamente humano. De esta manera, Jesús pudo modelar lo que 
implica ser verdaderamente humano. El cuidado y la preocupación por los demás, incluso hasta el punto 
de entregarse totalmente por los demás, es la esencia del ser humano. La obediencia a Dios exige tal estilo de 
vida. Dios siempre está ahí, siempre preocupado, y nunca nos permitirá ser deshonrados o avergonzados. La 
fidelidad a la voluntad de Dios trae consigo una nueva vida y una relación profunda para todos, sin 
importar lo que la vida traiga. 
 
La narrativa del evangelio presenta la manera única de cada escritor del evangelio de presentar a Jesús a 
sus comunidades. Lucas siempre retrata a Jesús como el salvador de todas las personas, especialmente 
de los pobres, los marginados, y todos aquellos que no tienen ningún estatus social ni poder. El Jesús de 
Lucas es el portador de las buenas nuevas de Dios para todos, proclamando la realidad de que Dios cuida, se 
preocupa y continuamente ofrece misericordia, perdón y un lugar en la mesa.  

 
En la narrativa de la pasión, Lucas presenta a un Jesús que es 
vulnerable y rechazado por todos aquellos en poder y autoridad. Jesús 
parece estar a merced de quienes causan daño, al igual que los pobres y 
débiles del mundo. Para Lucas, Jesús es más una víctima y un mártir, que 
asume el papel del siervo sufriente y, por lo tanto, se identifica con todos 
aquellos que son víctimas impotentes y oprimidas.  
 
Al mismo tiempo, Lucas enfatiza fuertemente la inocencia de Jesús. Al 
igual que las víctimas del mundo, Jesús, aunque inocente, es torturado y 
condenado a muerte. Lucas hace que Pilato proclame tres veces que Jesús 
es inocente (Lucas 24: 4, 14, 22). Herodes no encuentra culpa en Jesús 
(Lucas 23:15). El centurión en la cruz proclama a Jesús como inocente 
(Lucas 23:47). 
 
A pesar de este sufrimiento injusto e inmerecido, Lucas describe a 
Jesús como perdonador y 

sereno en todo momento. No hay grito angustiado desde la cruz 
como en Marcos. Más bien, Jesús ora por sus perseguidores, 
pidiéndole al Padre que los perdone porque "no saben lo que 
hacen" (Lucas 23:34). Lucas es el único evangelio que presenta el 
diálogo entre los dos ladrones con Jesús que promete al ladrón 
"bueno” que "hoy estarás conmigo en el paraíso" (Lucas 23:43).  
 
A lo largo de la narrativa de la pasión de Lucas, Jesús se 
presenta como inocente, devoto, perdonador, sereno y valiente. 
De esta manera, Lucas nos ofrece un modelo de discipulado. 
¿Cómo es el Jesús de Lucas un modelo para su vida diaria?

“The centurion who witnessed what had happened 
glorified God and said, ‘This man was innocent 

beyond doubt.’ When all the people who had gathered 
for this spectacle saw what had happened, they 
returned home beating their breasts; but all his 

acquaintances stood at a distance, including the 
women who had followed him from Galilee and saw 

these events.” 
Luke 23:47-49 

Near the end of this Gospel account, we are told, “all 
His acquaintances stood at a distance.” They knew 
Jesus! They had heard him preaching and teaching, 
witnessed His signs and miracles, maybe even 
benefitted personally from them. Perhaps they did not 
participate in mocking Him or calling for His 
crucifixion. But they chose to stay a safe distance from 
Him when the going got tough. Unlike Simon the 
Cyrenian, they refused to go too near to Christ. Where 
will you place yourself this week? Keeping your 
distance from all the pain and suffering Christ 
endured? Or close by, staying near to Him as Simon 
did? It is when we go near to Christ that we can be 
transformed by Him. It is by embracing the crosses in 
our lives, stewarding them well rather than trying to 
run from them, that we become His true disciples.

Cerca del final de este relato evangélico, se nos dice 
que “los conocidos de Jesús se mantenían a 
distancia”. ¡Conocían a Jesús! Lo habían escuchado 
predicar y enseñar, habían sido testigos de Sus 
señales y milagros, tal vez incluso se beneficiaron 
personalmente de ellos. Tal vez no participaron en 
burlarse de Él o pedir Su crucifixión. Pero optaron por 
mantenerse a una distancia segura de Él cuando las 
cosas se pusieron difíciles. A diferencia de Simón el 
Cireneo, se negaron a acercarse demasiado a Cristo. 
¿Dónde se ubicará usted esta semana? 
¿Manteniendo su distancia de todo el dolor y 
sufrimiento que Cristo soportó? ¿O permaneciendo 
cerca de Él como lo hizo Simón? Es cuando nos 
acercamos a Cristo que podemos ser transformados 
por Él. Es abrazando las cruces en nuestras vidas, 
cuidándolas bien en lugar de tratar de huir de ellas, 
que nos convertimos en Sus verdaderos discípulos.
