This Week’s Do You Know Video: 
Easter celebrates the 
new risen life of Christ 
as well as the new life 
of Spring in the 
Western Hemisphere. 
Springtime was 
celebrated with all sorts of fertility symbols and rites by 
many pre-Christian people, As Christianity celebrated 
the new life of the Risen Christ in the Spring, many of 
those pre-Christian fertility symbols and rites of new life 
were baptized by Christianity and given religious 
meaning and significance. Eggs, a major Springtime 
fertility symbol became associated with Easter and 
Christ rising out of the hard shell of the tomb to new 
life, just as the chick eventually came to life by 
shattering the hard egg shell. Bunnies, always 
associated with fertility, were connected with Easter 
eggs. New clothes were connected with the garments 
for the newly baptized. Easter parades are a secular 
outgrowth of the religious processions done to 
celebrate Easter and the newly baptized with their new 
garments. The lily also became an Easter symbol 
simply because it bloomed at Easter as a symbol of 
new life, purity and new beginnings. Make time to view 
this week's DYK video and learn more about the origin 
of many of our Easter symbols and rituals.

Mientras el cristianismo 
celebraba la nueva vida de Cristo resucitado en la 
primavera, muchos de esos símbolos y ritos de 
fertilidad precristianos fueron bautizados por el 
cristianismo y dado significado religioso. Los huevos, 
un importante símbolo de fertilidad de la primavera, se 
asociaron con la Pascua y Cristo resucitando de la 
cáscara dura, que era la tumba, a una nueva vida, 
justo como el pollito cobra vida al romper la cáscara 
del huevo duro. Los conejos, siempre asociados con la 
fertilidad, estaban relacionados con los huevos de 
Pascua. La ropa nueva se contectó con las prendas 
para los recién bautizados. Los desfiles de Pascua son 
una consecuencia secular de las procesiones 
religiosas hechas para celebrar la Pascua y los recién 
bautizados con sus nuevas prendas. El lirio también se 
convirtió en un símbolo de Pascua simplemente 
porque floreció en Pascua como un símbolo de nueva 
vida, pureza y nuevos comienzos. Tómese el tiempo 
para ver el video ¿Sabes? de esta semana y aprender 
más sobre el origen de muchos de nuestros símbolos 
y rituales de Pascua.

Hopeless. You may be pessimistic or believe that 
nothing good will ever happen. You may even think 
about suicide. 
Irritable. You may get restless or more cranky. 
Less interest in activities. Hobbies or games you 
usually enjoy may not appeal to you.  
Less energetic. You may feel extremely tired or think 
more slowly. Daily tasks seem too hard to manage. 
Trouble concentrating. It could be tough to focus. 
Simple things like reading a newspaper or watching TV 
may be hard. It might seem overwhelming to make a 
decision, whether it's big or small. 
Changes in the way you sleep. You may wake up too 
early or have trouble falling asleep. The opposite can 
also happen. You may sleep much longer than usual.

Did You Know - Back pain is one of the most common health complaints in the U.S. In fact, nine out of ten 
Americans will experience back pain at some point in their lives. 
Can back pain be prevented? Some back pain may be unavoidable throughout the course of your life, 
but there are some things you can do to decrease your risk. 
 
• Exercise. Low-impact activity that doesn’t strain or jolt your back can increase your strength and 

flexibility. Walking and swimming are some popular options. 
• Build muscle strength. Abdominal and back muscle exercises — also called core-strengthening exercises — 

help condition your muscles to protect and support your back. 
• Maintain a healthy weight. If you’re overweight, you’re putting an extra strain on your spine and its support 

muscles. Maintaining a healthy weight can prevent back pain and also ease the symptoms more quickly. 
• Posture. Good posture can reduce the amount of stress on the spine. Choose furniture with proper lower back 

support. When lifting objects, let your legs do the work. Keep your back straight and 
bend at the knees. If something’s too heavy or awkward to lift, find someone to help 
you.

With the Vatican II revised 
Lectionary, the Sundays after 
Easter became the Sundays of 
Easter. The language change 
indicates that we celebrate Easter 
for fifty days, culminating the 
season with the feast of 
Pentecost. This time of great joy 
and rejoicing in Jesus' victory over 
sin and death is a reality that we 
affirm daily during the entire Easter 
season. Mercy and forgiveness 
belong to Lent. To Easter belongs 
the great joy of the risen Lord. 
 

Yet, as Psalm 137 questions, 
“How can we sing the Lord’s 
song in a foreign land?” With this 
coronavirus pandemic all around us 
and the world, we are indeed in a 
foreign land in our homes, 
communities and churches. We 
experience fear, suffering and death 
all around us. How can we enter 
into the Easter joy of new life 
while all around us we see and 
experience not joy but suffering 
and death? 
 

This is the Christian dilemma we 
continually face in our lives. We 
are called to trust and hope in a 
loving and faithful God, a God of life 
and the living, even in the midst of 
great pain, suffering and death. The 
focus of the Easter season allows 
us to renew our trust and hope in 
our God, whose final word is not 
death but resurrected life. As it is 
for Jesus, so it is for each and every 
one of us, for all humanity and for all 
creation. 
 

Psalm 118, the Easter psalm par 
excellence, calls us to "Give 
thanks to the Lord for he is good, 
his love is everlasting." Great joy 
and thanksgiving are the responses 
we make to the Lord whose love 
endures forever. With the psalmist 
we can joyfully sing, “This is the day 
the Lord has made, let us be glad 
and rejoice in it.” This stance 
typifies our whole Easter attitude. 
This stance needs to pervade our 
lived experience here and now, 
even in the midst of a pandemic. 
 

The first reading from Acts manifests 
the ideal community suffused with 
the presence of the Risen Lord. 
Such communities devote 
themselves to prayer, concern for 
others, attention to God's word 
and creating communities of salt 
and light by sharing with all. Such 
works of justice are the core of our 
life in the risen Christ. Reaching out 
to others in need with joy and 
sincerity of heart are what Easter 
demands. Any community that 
concretely lives out the Easter 
message of new life for all 
becomes magnets that attract 
others to the risen Lord. How are 
you concretely living out the 
Easter message in the midst of 
the coronavirus pandemic? 
 

The second reading, 1 Peter, 
encourages us to rejoice with 
"indescribable and glorious joy". We 
rejoice because in and through 
Jesus, God calls us to a deeper 
and more intimate relationship. 
Even though we have not seen the 
risen Lord, yet we believe. Our belief 
in the resurrected Lord is the source 
of that "glorious joy." No matter 
what life brings, no matter how 
horrendous this pandemic gets, 
know that no one can take that 
Easter joy from us. 
 

John's gospel recounts how the 
risen Lord comes through the 
locked doors of our fears and 
breathes on us the gift of peace. 
Like the disciples, we too rejoice 
at seeing the risen Lord. Jesus 
further enhances our joy by 
commissioning us to be 
ministers of peace to all. This 
ministry can only be actualized 
when we commit ourselves to lives 
of reconciliation and forgiveness. If 
we truly want peace, then Jesus 
clearly calls us to lives of justice. 
Justice demands that we strive 
to restore human dignity and 
worth by reconciling with the 
stranger, the immigrant, the 
oppressed and the alienated. In 
so doing, we bring the peace and 
new life of the risen Lord to all who 

experience the darkness and 
despair of life. This is especially 
true in the midst of suffering and 
death. 
 

Thomas was not there when the 
risen Lord appeared to the others. 
He does not believe in the 
presence of the risen Lord unless 
he sees and touches for himself. 
We all have a piece of Thomas 
within us. Like the community 
addressed in our second reading 
from 1 Peter, the challenge we 
face is in believing without 
seeing. Ultimately that is the heart 
of our Easter faith. We believe that 
the risen Lord is alive and active 
in our midst. We affirm with great 
joy that sin and death no longer 
have power over us. We commit 
ourselves to lives attuned to 
peace, justice and reconciliation. 
The risen Lord is gloriously 
triumphant. “This is the day the Lord 
has made, let us rejoice and be glad 
in it.” 
 

How will you live out your Easter 
joy this Easter season, as the 
pandemic surrounds us 
everywhere? How will you share 
the risen Lord's Easter peace with all 
you come into contact? How will 
your attitude manifest the reality 
that the risen Lord is present and 
active among us? What will you do 
to show that you are committed to a 
life of peace, justice and 
reconciliation? Much Easter joy to 
you and to all of us.

Reflection on the Readings 

Readings 
 
Sunday, April 19 
1st Reading: Acts 2:42-47 
Psalm: Psalm 118:2-4, 13-15, 22-24 (1) 
2nd Reading: 1 Peter 1:3-9 
Gospel: John 20:19-31 
 
Sunday, April 26 
1st Reading: Acts 2:14, 22-33 
Psalm: Psalm 16:1-2, 5, 7-8, 9-10, 11 (11a) 
2nd Reading: 1 Peter 1:17-21 
Gospel: Luke 24:13-35 
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Con el Leccionario revisado del Vaticano II, los domingos después de Pascua se convirtieron en los 
domingos de Pascua. El cambio del lenguaje indica que celebramos la Pascua durante cincuenta días, 
culminando la temporada con el festivo de Pentecostés. Este tiempo de gran alegría y regocijo en la victoria 
de Jesús sobre el pecado y la muerte es una realidad que afirmamos diariamente durante toda la temporada de 
Pascua. La misericordia y el perdón pertenecen a la Cuaresma. A la Pascua pertenece la gran alegría del 
Señor resucitado. 
 

Sin embargo, como el Salmo 136 pregunta "¿Cómo íbamos a cantar un canto del Señor en un suelo 
extranjero?" Con esta pandemia de coronavirus a nuestro alrededor y en todo el mundo, estamos en un suelo 
extranjero en nuestros hogares, comunidades e iglesias. Experimentamos miedo, sufrimiento y muerte a nuestro 
alrededor. ¿Cómo podemos entrar en la alegría Pascual de una nueva vida mientras que a nuestro 
alrededor vemos y experimentamos no alegría sino sufrimiento y muerte? 
 

Este es el dilema cristiano que enfrentamos continuamente en nuestras vidas. Estamos llamados a confiar y 
esperar en un Dios amoroso y fiel, un Dios de la vida y de los vivos, incluso en medio de un gran dolor, sufrimiento 
y muerte. El enfoque de la temporada de Pascua nos permite renovar nuestra confianza y esperanza en 
nuestro Dios, cuya palabra final no es muerte sino vida resucitada. Como es para Jesús, así es para todos y 
cada uno de nosotros, para toda la humanidad y para toda la creación. 
 

El Salmo 117, el salmo de Pascua por excelencia, afirma que "la misericordia del Señor es eterna. 
Aleluya". Gran alegría es la respuesta que hacemos al Señor cuyo amor perdura para siempre. Con el salmista 
podemos cantar alegremente, "Este es el día de triunfo del Señor, día de júbilo y de gozo". Esta postura tipifica 
toda nuestra actitud Pascual. Esta postura necesita impregnar nuestra experiencia vivida aquí y ahora, 
incluso en medio de una pandemia. 
 

La primera lectura de los Hechos manifiesta la comunidad ideal, impregnada de la presencia del Señor 
Resucitado. Tales comunidades se dedican a la oración, a la preocupación por los demás, a la atención a la 
Palabra de Dios y a la creación de comunidades de sal y luz, compartiendo con todos. Tales obras de 
justicia son el núcleo de nuestra vida en el Cristo resucitado. Alcanzar a otros en necesidad con alegría y 
sinceridad de corazón son lo que exige la Pascua. Cualquier comunidad que vive concretamente el mensaje 
Pascual de una nueva vida para todos se convierten en imanes que atraen a otros al Señor resucitado. 
¿Cómo está viviendo concretamente el mensaje de Pascua en medio de la pandemia de coronavirus? 
 

La segunda lectura, 1 Pedro, nos anima a regocijarnos con "una alegría radiante e indescriptible". Nos 
regocijamos porque en y por medio de Jesús, Dios nos llama a una relación más profunda y más íntima. 
Aunque no hemos visto al Señor resucitado, creemos. Nuestra creencia en el Señor resucitado es la fuente de esa 
"alegría radiante". No importa lo que traiga la vida, ni que tan horrenda sea esta pandemia, nadie nos puede 
quitar esa alegría Pascual. 
 

El evangelio de Juan relata cómo el Señor resucitado viene a través de las puertas cerradas de nuestros 
miedos y respira sobre nosotros el don de la paz. Como los discípulos, también nosotros nos regocijamos 
al ver al Señor resucitado. Jesús enriquece aún más nuestra alegría al encomendarnos a ser ministros de 
la paz para todos. Este ministerio sólo puede ser actualizado cuando nos comprometemos a una vida de la 
reconciliación y el perdón. Si realmente queremos la paz, entonces Jesús claramente nos llama a vivir vidas de la 
justicia. La justicia exige que nos esforcemos por restablecer la dignidad y el valor humano al 
reconciliarnos con el desconocido, el inmigrante, el oprimido y el alienado. Al hacerlo, traemos la paz y la 
nueva vida del Señor resucitado a todos los que experimentan la oscuridad y la desesperación de la vida. Esto es 
especialmente cierto en medio del sufrimiento y la muerte. 
 

Tomás no estuvo cuando el Señor resucitado se apareció a los otros. Él no cree en la presencia del Señor 
resucitado a menos que vea y toque por sí mismo. Todos tenemos un pedazo de Tomás dentro de 
nosotros. Como la comunidad en nuestra segunda lectura de 1 
Pedro, el desafío que enfrentamos es creer sin ver. En última 
instancia, ese es el corazón de nuestra fe Pascual. Creemos que el 
Señor resucitado está vivo y activo entre nosotros. Afirmamos con 
gran alegría que el pecado y la muerte ya no tienen poder sobre 
nosotros. Nos comprometemos a vivir en sintonía con la paz, la 
justicia y la reconciliación. El Señor resucitado es gloriosamente 
triunfante. "Este es el día de triunfo del Señor, día de júbilo y de gozo". 
 

¿Cómo vivirá su alegría Pascual en esta temporada de Pascua, 
mientras la pandemia nos rodea? ¿Cómo compartirá la paz de 
Pascua del Señor resucitado con todos? ¿Cómo manifestará su 
actitud la realidad de que el Señor resucitado está presente y 
activo entre nosotros? ¿Qué hará para demostrar que está 
comprometido a una vida de paz, justicia y reconciliación? Le deseo 
mucha alegría Pascual.

“Then he said to Thomas, ‘Put your finger here and 
see my hands, and bring your hand and put it into my 
side, and do not be unbelieving, but believe.’ Thomas 

answered and said to him, ‘My Lord and my God!’ 
Jesus said to him, ‘Have you come to believe 

because you have seen me? Blessed are those who 
have not seen and have believed.’” 

John 20: 27-29 
Certainly, it is challenging to live for heaven when the 
things of the earth — job stress, family crisis, health 
troubles, political strife — loom large on the horizon. 
We can find ourselves becoming cynical like the 
Apostle, Thomas, in our Gospel passage today. 
Thomas stubbornly declares he would not believe 
their story about the Lord unless he placed his finger 
into the nail marks and his hand into His side. Yet, 
these doubts did not repel our Lord. Our merciful Lord 
saw that beneath the hubris in Thomas’ statement 
were pain and disappointment. Our Lord is mercy 
itself. And so He did not condemn Thomas, but 
calmed his doubts and fears, and allowed Thomas to 
actually touch those Sacred Wounds. What amazing 
grace. When we are tempted to give in to doubts to 
the faith for whatever reason, all we need to do is 
seek the Lord — in prayer, in the sacraments, 
through the encouragement of our Christian 
communities — and just as He did for Thomas, our 
Lord will mercifully restore our Easter vision and fill us 
with His joy and peace. — See more at 
www.catholicsteward.com/blog/.

Sin embargo, estas 
dudas no repelen a nuestro Señor. Nuestro Señor 
misericordioso vio que debajo de la arrogancia en la 
declaración de Tomás había dolor y desilusión. 
Nuestro Señor es la misericordia misma. Y así no 
condenó a Tomás, sino que calmó sus dudas y 
temores, y permitió que Tomás tocara esas Heridas 
Sagradas. Qué gracia tan asombrosa. Cuando 
estamos tentados a ceder ante las dudas de la fe por 
cualquier razón, todo lo que necesitamos hacer es 
buscar al Señor, en oración, en los sacramentos, a 
través del estímulo de nuestras comunidades 
cristianas, y tal como lo hizo por Tomás, nuestro 
Señor restaurará misericordiosamente nuestra visión 
de Pascua y nos llenará de Su alegría y paz. - Vea 
más en www.catholicsteward.com/blog/.
