En Nuestro Video ¿Sabes…? de Esta Semana: 
Durante muchos siglos, la Iglesia Católica defendió la 
pena de muerte por conducta delictiva grave para 
evitar daños mayores a la comunidad. Tanto San 
Agustín como Santo Tomás de Aquino apoyaron la 
pena de muerte como una forma de castigo junto con 
la prevención de posibles daños adicionales a la 
comunidad. Esta enseñanza fue dominante durante 
siglos, incluso hasta la edición de 1993 del Catecismo 
de la Iglesia Católica. Esta enseñanza comenzó a 
presentarse de una manera mucho más matizada, 
especialmente a medida que la iglesia se hizo más 
consciente de la dignidad de cada persona, sin 
importar lo que haya hecho, junto con nuestra imagen 
de un Dios amoroso que no se da por vencido con 
nosotros. sin importar lo lejos que nos hayamos 
desviado. La enseñanza ha evolucionado desde los 
Papas Juan Pablo II, Benedicto XVI y ahora Francisco, 
quien en el 2018 revisó el Catecismo nº 2267 para 
afirmar que “la Iglesia enseña, a la luz del Evangelio, 
que «la pena de muerte es inadmisible, porque atenta 
contra la inviolabilidad y la dignidad de la 
persona», y se compromete con determinación a 
su abolición en todo el mundo”. Tómese un momento 
para ver el video ¿Sabes? de esta semana y aprender 
más sobre por qué la iglesia ya no apoya ninguna 
forma de pena de muerte o pena capital. 

This Week’s Do You Know Video: 
For many centuries the Catholic Church upheld the 
death penalty for severe criminal behavior so as to 
prevent further harm to the community. Both St. 
Augustine and St. Thomas Aquinas supported the 
death penalty as a form of punishment along with 
preventing possible further harm to the community. 
This teaching was dominant for centuries even up to 
the 1993 edition of the Catechism of the Catholic 
Church. This teaching began to be presented in a 
much more nuanced manner, especially as the church 
became more attuned to the dignity of every person, 
no matter what they have done, coupled with our 
image of a Loving God who does not give up on us no 
matter how far we have strayed. The teaching has 
evolved from Popes John Paul II, Benedict XVI and 
now Francis who in 2018 revised Catechism #2267 to 
state that "the Church teaches, in the light of the 
Gospel, that ‘the death penalty is inadmissible 
because it is an attack on the inviolability and 
dignity of the person’, and she works with 
determination for its abolition worldwide." Make 
time to view this week's DYK video and learn more 
about why the church no longer supports any form of 
the death penalty or capital punishment.

Did You Know— Walking can lower your risk of developing high blood pressure, high cholesterol, diabetes, 
and it can lead to weight loss.

Our Easter celebration continues for fifty days, officially coming to a close on Pentecost Sunday. To 
indicate that this joyful season lasts for fifty days, we name the Sundays following Easter Sunday as Sundays of 
Easter and not Sundays after Easter. The first reading, usually taken from the Old Testament, is now replaced 
with readings from the Acts of the Apostles. The readings speak of the excitement and joy, as well as the 
challenge of the followers of Jesus after the Spirit overpowered them. During the Easter season, it is appropriate 
to reflect on the overpowering effect Jesus’ resurrection has on his followers. 
 
Luke’s Acts narrates three summaries (Acts 2:42-47; 4:32-35; 5:16-16) of the ideal community life 
experienced by Jesus’ followers after the Spirit descends on them. Every Second Sunday of Easter we 
read one of those narratives as the first reading for that particular lectionary year. This year the focus is on the 
many signs and wonders that the Lord worked through his followers. Reconciliation, healing of the sick 
and witnessing to the presence of the Spirit in their midst characterizes these early communities. As a 
result, many were attracted to them and desired membership. Many turned their lives over to Christ as a result of 
the witnessing of his followers. 
 
The second reading for the Easter Sundays of Lectionary year C is taken from the book of Revelation. 
Today we hear how John, exiled on the island of Patmos for witnessing to his belief in Jesus, sees a vision of the 
Risen Lord who challenges him to not “be afraid.” Our Lord is alive and has power over all creation. Like 
John, all believers are called by the Risen Lord to witness to what they have seen and heard, no matter 
how difficult the circumstances. 
 
John’s gospel account of the risen Jesus appearing to his disciples behind locked doors is used in all 
three lectionary years for the Second Sunday of Easter. Jesus appears in the midst of his fearful followers 
and boldly proclaims “Peace be with you.” Showing them his wounds, Jesus assures them that it is truly he, and 
they rejoice. Reenacting Genesis’ creation story, Jesus breathes on them, recreating them anew by 
imparting the Holy Spirit upon them. Immediately he commissions them to spread that peace and Spirit to 
the fearful world through means of reconciliation and forgiveness. 

 
Mingled in this reassurance and commission is doubt. 
“Doubting” Thomas is not there, and unless he sees and 
touches for himself, he will not believe on the testimony of 
others. Jesus returns and calls Thomas to see and touch. 
Thomas believes and affirms that belief with the powerful 
acclamation of “My Lord and my God.” Jesus responds by 
saying “Blessed are those who have not seen and have 
believed.” 
 
Both events, along with the other readings, offer 
significant insights on being a follower of Jesus. We are to 
rest in Christ’s peace while we are all commissioned to be 
persons who bring forgiveness, healing and reconciliation 
to the world by the way we live and act in relationship with 
others. At the same time, we are called to believe in the 
Lord, no matter how difficult the context or situation. The risen 
Lord’s challenge to 

all is, “Do not be afraid. I am the first and the last, the one who 
lives” (Rev 17c-18a). The Lord is indeed ever present and always 
faithful, no matter what everyday appearances may suggest. With the 
psalmist in responsorial Psalm 118 we can joyfully proclaim, “Give 
thanks to the Lord, for he is good, his love is everlasting.” 
 
How do these readings and their corresponding call to witness to Jesus, 
challenge your everyday life as a disciple of the risen Lord? Reflect on 
how you follow through on Jesus’ commission to share the Lord’s 
peace and Spirit by means of reconciliation and forgiveness 
showered upon all creation.

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Nuestra celebración de la Pascua continúa durante cincuenta días, oficialmente llegando a su fin el 
domingo del Pentecostés. Para indicar que esta alegre temporada dura cincuenta días, los domingos 
después de Pascua son los domingos de Pascua y no los domingos después de Pascua. La primera lectura, 
generalmente tomada del Antiguo Testamento, ahora es reemplazada por lecturas de los Hechos de los 
Apóstoles. Las lecturas hablan de la emoción y la alegría, así como del desafío de los seguidores de 
Jesús después de que el Espíritu se les apoderó. Durante la temporada de Pascua, es apropiado reflexionar 
sobre el efecto abrumador que la resurrección de Jesús tiene sobre sus seguidores. 
 
Los Hechos de Lucas narran tres resúmenes (Hechos 2:42-47; 4:32-35; 5:16-16) de la vida comunitaria 
ideal experimentada por los seguidores de Jesús después de que el Espíritu desciende sobre ellos. Cada 
segundo domingo de Pascua leemos una de esas narraciones como la primera lectura de ese ciclo leccionario 
particular. Este año el enfoque está en las muchas señales y maravillas que el Señor hizo a través de sus 
seguidores. La reconciliación, la curación de los enfermos y el testimonio de la presencia del Espíritu 
entre ellos caracterizan estas comunidades primitivas. Como resultado, muchos se sintieron atraídos por 
ellos y deseaban ser miembros. Muchos entregaron sus vidas a Cristo como resultado del testimonio de sus 
seguidores. 
 
La segunda lectura de los domingos de Pascua del año Leccionario C se toma del libro de Apocalipsis. 
Hoy escuchamos cómo Juan, exiliado en la isla de Patmos por atestiguar su creencia en Jesús, ve una visión del 
Señor resucitado que lo desafía a “no temer”. Nuestro Señor está vivo y tiene poder sobre toda la creación. 
Como Juan, todos los creyentes son llamados por el Señor resucitado para dar testimonio de lo que han 
visto y oído, sin importar que tan difíciles sean las circunstancias. 
 
El relato del evangelio de Juan del Jesús resucitado que aparece a 
sus discípulos detrás de puertas cerradas se usa en los tres ciclos 
leccionarios para el segundo domingo de Pascua. Jesús aparece en 
medio de sus temerosos seguidores y proclama audazmente "La paz esté 
con ustedes". Mostrándoles sus heridas, Jesús les asegura que realmente 
es él, y se regocijan. Al recrear la historia de la creación de Génesis, 
Jesús los respira, los recrea de nuevo impartiéndoles el Espíritu 
Santo. Inmediatamente los encomienda a difundir esa paz y Espíritu 
al mundo temeroso por medio de la reconciliación y el perdón. 
 
Mezclada en este consuelo y comisión está la duda. “ Tomás “el 
dudoso” no está allí y, a menos que vea y toque por sí mismo, no creerá 
en el testimonio de los demás. Jesús regresa y llama a Tomás a ver y 
tocar. Tomás cree y afirma esa creencia con la aclamación poderosa de 
"Señor mío y Dios mío". Jesús responde diciendo: "dichosos los que 
creen sin haber visto". 
 
Ambos eventos, junto con las otras lecturas, ofrecen perspectivas significativas sobre el ser un seguidor 
de Jesús. Debemos descansar en la paz de Cristo mientras todos estamos comisionados a ser personas 
que traen perdón, curación y reconciliación al mundo por la forma en que vivimos y actuamos en relación 
con los demás. Al mismo tiempo, estamos llamados a creer en el Señor, sin importar que tan difícil sea el 
contexto o la situación. El desafío del Señor resucitado a todos es: "No teman. Yo soy el primero y el último; yo 
soy el que vive” (Ap 17c-18a). El Señor siempre está presente y 
siempre es fiel, sin importar lo que puedan sugerir las apariencias 
cotidianas.

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Clemency for Carman—Rosary for Carman 
Sadly, another execution is scheduled in our state. 
Carman Deck is scheduled to be executed by the State 
of Missouri at 6pm on Tuesday, May 3, 2022. 
Regardless of what Caman has done, we as Catholics 
believe that God does not give up on us, no matter what 
we have done. In the words of Pope Francis, as 
Catholics, we are called to make sure that we "do not 
definitely deprive the guilty of the possibility of 
redemption." 
 

The Catechism of the Catholic Church -- the Catholic 
Church’s official compilation of teachings on a wide 
range of issues -- was revised to unambiguously 
oppose capital punishment. The new version of 
Catechism #2267 also committed the Church to work 
“with determination” to abolish the death penalty 
worldwide.  Prior to the revision, the Catechism had 
used softer language on the death penalty, permitting it 
“if this is the only possible way of effectively defending 
human lives against the unjust aggressor,” while noting 
that “the cases in which the execution of the offender is 
an absolute necessity ‘are very rare, if not practically 
nonexistent.’” Pope Francis' revision of the Catechism 
of the Catholic Church on the death penalty, #2267, 
reads as follows: 
 

"Recourse to the death penalty on the part of legitimate 
authority, following a fair trial, was long considered an 
appropriate response to the gravity of certain crimes 
and an acceptable, albeit extreme, means of 
safeguarding the common good. 
Today, however, there is an increasing awareness that 
the dignity of the person is not lost even after the 
commission of very serious crimes. In addition, a new 
understanding has emerged of the significance of penal 
sanctions imposed by the state. Lastly, more effective 
systems of detention have been developed, which 
ensure the due protection of citizens but, at the same 
time, do not definitively deprive the guilty of the 
possibility of redemption. 
Consequently, the Church teaches, in the light of 
the Gospel, that “the death penalty is inadmissible 
because it is an attack on the inviolability and 
dignity of the person,” and she works with 
determination for its abolition worldwide."

Lamentablemente, otra ejecución está programada en 
nuestro estado. Carman Deck está programado para ser 
ejecutado por el estado de Missouri a las 6pm. del 
martes 3 de mayo del 2022. Independientemente de lo 
que Caman haya hecho, nosotros, como católicos, 
creemos que Dios no se da por vencido con nosotros, 
sin importar lo que hayamos hecho. En palabras del 
Papa Francisco, como católicos, estamos llamados a 
asegurarnos de que "no privamos definitivamente a los 
culpables de la posibilidad de redención". 
 

El Catecismo de la Iglesia Católica, la compilación oficial 
de enseñanzas de la Iglesia Católica sobre una amplia 
gama de temas, fue revisado para oponerse sin 
ambigüedades a la pena capital. La nueva versión del 
Catecismo #2267 también comprometió a la Iglesia a 
trabajar “con determinación” para abolir la pena de 
muerte en todo el mundo. Antes de la revisión, el 
Catecismo había usado un lenguaje más suave sobre la 
pena de muerte, permitiéndola “si esta es la única forma 
posible de defender eficazmente la vida humana contra 
el agresor injusto”, al tiempo que señalaba que “los 
casos en los que la ejecución del delincuente es una 
necesidad absoluta 'son muy raros, si no prácticamente 
inexistentes'”. La revisión del Papa Francisco del 
Catecismo de la Iglesia Católica sobre la pena de 
muerte, #2267, dice lo siguiente: 
 

"El recurso a la pena de muerte por parte de la autoridad 
legítima, tras un juicio justo, se consideró durante mucho 
tiempo una respuesta adecuada a la gravedad de ciertos 
delitos y un medio aceptable, aunque extremo, de 
salvaguardar el bien común. 
Hoy, sin embargo, existe una conciencia cada vez mayor 
de que la dignidad de la persona no se pierde ni siquiera 
tras la comisión de delitos muy graves. Además, ha 
surgido una nueva comprensión de la importancia de las 
sanciones penales impuestas por el Estado. Por último, 
se han desarrollado sistemas de detención más 
efectivos, que aseguran la debida protección de los 
ciudadanos pero, al mismo tiempo, no privan 
definitivamente a los culpables de la posibilidad de 
redención. 
En consecuencia, la Iglesia enseña, a la luz del 
Evangelio, que “la pena de muerte es inadmisible 
porque atenta contra la inviolabilidad y la dignidad 
de la persona”,1 y trabaja con determinación por su 

abolición en todo el mundo”.

IRA Qualified Charitable Distribution (QCD) 
Eligibility 
• Although beginning in 2020, Required Minimum 

Distributions (RMD) do not have to be taken until 
you turn 72, you can still make Qualified 
Charitable Distributions beginning at 70 ½. 

• Contributions must be made from traditional IRAs. 
• Distributions must go directly from your IRA 

account to a qualified charity. 
 
Tax Treatment 
The tax treatment for an IRA QCD may make it 
possible for you to make a larger gift to your chosen 
ministry. 
• IRA QCDs are excluded from taxable income. 
• Taxpayers who do not itemize benefit most from 

an IRA QCD, since they do not receive a tax 
benefit for charitable gifts. 

• You can give up to $100,000 per year. 
• Taxpayers who’ve reached the limit for 

charitable giving (usually 60% of adjusted gross 
income) can give more – up to the IRA limit. 

• Your QCD can count towards your Required 
Minimum Distribution (RMD) Contact your IRA 
administrator for the amount of your RMD. 

Withdrawals from other qualified retirement plans (e.g. 
401(k)s) are treated differently. The withdrawal may be 
eligible for a deduction, if you can itemize, but it also 
creates taxable income.
