This Week’s Do You Know Video:

In the Vatican I
revised Lectionary, the
first reading for every
Sunday always comes
from the Old
Testament, except for
the Sundays of Easter. Since the early church used the
Acts of the Apostles as its text for the Easter Season,
the revised Lectionary decided to keep that tradition.
So, during the Sundays of Easter, the first reading in all
three liturgical cycles is taken from the Acts of the
Apostles. The Acts narrates the growth, enthusiasm,
joy and proclamation of the believing communities after
the Resurrection and the sending of the Spirit. By
proclaiming readings from Acts, we are asked to join in
that same joy, enthusiasm and witnessing to the risen
Christ during the entire fifty day celebration of Easter.
As was true with the early believers, witnessing to the
Risen Christ should lead to new ways of thinking and
acting, viewing the world and all its people from God's
viewpoint and perspective. Make time to view this
week's DYK video and reflect on how you witness to
Jesus' resurrection in your daily life during this Easter
Season.

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Reflection on the Readings

Our Easter celebration continues
as we reflect on the presence of
the Risen Christ among us. Even
as we are staying in place due to
the coronavirus, we can pray the
readings and apply them to the
circumstances we find ourselves
in these dark days. The refrain
from responsorial Psalm 16 invites
us to call upon the risen Lord to
show us the path of life. The path of
life is the desire of all people and
nations these days as we struggle
with suffering and death all over the
planet. The readings provide us with
guideposts to the path of life
focused on the risen Christ who
has forged that path of life for us.

The psalm is a clear affirmation of
trust in God, who upholds us in
our difficulties and who sustains
our life, even in the very midst of
death. We trust in our God who is
always a God of life, no matter the
challenges we face. The psalmist
revels in God's presence with
abounding joy and blesses the Lord
with praise and thanksgiving for
having been rescued from danger
and darkness, and for having been
shown the path to new life in God.
This same God of life raised
Jesus from the dead. If we follow
the path of life that Jesus modeled
for us, we too shall rise from danger
and darkness with him and live with
God now and always. This is our
Easter faith and proclamation. In
this time of darkness and danger,
we are called to affirm this Easter
faith with conviction and trust.

The first reading from the Acts of
the Apostles recounts Peter's
speech soon after the Spirit of
Jesus had been poured out on
them. Peter narrates how Jesus
was commended to us by God, to
show us the path of life. That path
eventually brought death at the
hands of those alien to God. Yet,
God raised Jesus up from the throes
of death and exalted him, making
him our path to eternal life. The path
that Jesus forged continues to be
available to all who open
themselves up to the Spirit that

has been poured out in
abundance. Herein rests our hope
and confidence in our God.

The second reading from 1 Peter
asks us to conduct ourselves with
reverence as we sojourn to God.
Jesus has ransomed us for God not
with any perishable goods but by the
unblemished offering of his very life.
Because Jesus was willing to give
so totally of himself, God raised him
and made him the eternal source of
our faith and hope in God. We are
called at all times, but especially
in this time and place, to model
our lives on Jesus' life style of
love and concern for others. We
do this now by choosing to
remain in place not only for our
own safety, but for the safety and
concern all God’s people.

The gospel reading from Luke
takes us on the road to Emmaus,
the path on which we face both
the struggles and doubts of life,
along with the insights and
connections that Jesus offers.
Two Jesus disciples, mostly likely a
husband and wife, are returning to
their home in Emmaus, discouraged
and distraught about all that
happened to Jesus in Jerusalem.
Their messianic hopes in Jesus
were shattered when he suffered
and died a cruel death. The risen
Lord encounters them on the way,
but they do not recognize him.
Their doubts and
disappointments prevent them
from recognizing him.

We too are discouraged and
distraught about all that is
happening to us and around us.
Our doubts and disappointments
can prevent us from recognizing
the risen Lord present and
walking with us. Yet, we trust and
affirm that the risen Lord does walk
with us as we journey. In response
to their concerns, Jesus unpacks
the Jewish scriptures showing them
why the messiah would suffer and
die. Death for the sake of others
becomes the path to glory for Jesus

as well as for any who choose to
follow him.

The Emmaus connections and
wisdom continues as they invite
the yet unrecognized Jesus into
their home. He accepts. As they
share a meal, he takes bread,
blesses it, breaks it, and gives it to
them. Immediately they recognize
him, but he vanishes. In reflecting on
their experience, they realize two
things. Their hearts were burning
within as he unpacked the
scriptures for them. They
recognized him in the breaking of
the bread. Such wisdom and
connection has to be shared with
others, so they immediately travel
back to the other disciples to tell
their story.

We too need to tell our story
today of how we see the Lord
present and active in our lives
and in the world as we all struggle
to make sense of what is
happening and why. Jesus does
provide a path to life. Are we
willing to believe and follow that
path?

Reflect on how you come to know
Jesus in the scriptures. This week
try to share from a safe distance
some nourishment with others,
especially those who are in need.
Both actions lead us to Jesus' path
of life. Let us open our eyes to see
clearly the Lord walking with us
to show us the path of life.

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Reflexion Sobre las Lecturas

Nuestra celebracion de Pascua
continia mientras reflexionamos
sobre la presencia del Cristo
Resucitado entre nosotros.
Incluso mientras permanecemos
en casa debido al coronavirus,
podemos rezar las lecturas y
aplicarlas a las circunstancias en
las que nos encontramos en
estos dias oscuros. El refran del
Salmo responsorial nos invita a
invocar al Sefior resucitado para
que nos muestre el camino de la
vida. El camino de la vida es el
deseo de todas las personas y
naciones en estos dias mientras
luchamos con el sufrimiento y la
muerte en todo el planeta. Las
lecturas nos proporcionan guias
para el camino de la vida que el
Cristo resucitado nos ha forjado.

El salmo es una afirmacién clara
de la confianza en Dios, que nos
sostiene en nuestras dificultades
y que sostiene nuestra vida,
incluso en el mismo medio de la
muerte. Confiamos en nuestro
Dios, que siempre es un Dios de la
vida, sin importar los desafios que
enfrentamos. El salmista se deleita
en la presencia de Dios con
abundante alegria y bendice al
Sefior con alabanza y accion de
gracias por haber sido rescatado de
la muerte y por haber sido mostrado
el camino a una nueva vida en Dios.
Este mismo Dios de vida resucité
a Jesus de entre los muertos. Si
seguimos el camino de la vida que
Jesus modelé para nosotros,
también nosotros resucitaremos de
entre los muertos con él y viviremos
eternamente con Dios. Esta es
nuestra fe de Pascua y
proclamacion. En este tiempo de
oscuridad y peligro, estamos
llamados a afirmar esta fe de
Pascua con conviccion y
confianza.

La primera lectura de Hechos
relata el discurso de Pedro poco
después de que el Espiritu de
Jesus fuera derramado sobre
ellos. Pedro narra como Jesus
Dios nos recomendd a Jesus, para
mostrarnos el camino de la vida.
Ese camino finalmente trajo la
muerte a manos de aquellos ajenos
a Dios. Sin embargo, Dios levanté a
Jesus de las agonias de la muerte y
lo exaltd, convirtiéndolo en nuestro
camino a la vida eterna. El camino
que Jesus forjé sigue estando

disponible para todos los que se
abren al Espiritu que ha sido
derramado en abundancia. Aqui
esta nuestra esperanza vy
confianza en nuestro Dios.

La segunda lectura de 1 Pedro
nos pide que nos conduzcamos
con reverencia mientras pasamos
a Dios. Jesus nos ha redimido
para Dios no con Dbienes
perecederos, sino con la ofrenda sin
mancha de su misma vida. Porque
Jesus estaba dispuesto a darse
totalmente a si mismo, Dios Ilo
levanté y lo convirtié en la fuente
eterna de nuestra fe y esperanza en
Dios. Estamos llamados en todo
momento, pero especialmente en
estos tiempos, a modelar
nuestras vidas en el estilo de vida
de Jesus de amor y preocupacion
por los demas. Hacemos esto
ahora eligiendo permanecer en
casa no solo por nuestra propia
seguridad sino por la seguridad y
preocupacion de todo el pueblo
de Dios.

La lectura evangélica de Lucas
nos lleva al camino de Emauis, el
camino por el que nos
enfrentamos tanto a las luchas y
dudas de la vida, como a las
intuiciones y conexiones que
Jesus ofrece. Dos discipulos de
Jesus, probablemente un esposo y
una esposa, estan regresando a su
casa en Emaus, desanimados y
desesperados por todo lo que le
sucedié a Jesus en Jerusalén. Sus
esperanzas mesianicas en Jesus
fueron destrozadas cuando él sufrio
y murié una muerte cruel. El Sefor
resucitado los encuentra en el
camino, pero no lo reconocen.
Sus dudas y desilusiones
impiden que lo reconozcan.

Nosotros también estamos
desanimados y angustiados
por todo lo que nos esta
sucediendo y a nuestro
alrededor. Nuestras dudas y
decepciones pueden
impedirnos reconocer al
Senor resucitado presente y
con nosotros. Sin embargo,
confiamos y afirmamos que el
Sefior resucitado camina con
nosotros mientras viajamos. En
respuesta a sus
preocupaciones, Jesus
descomprime las escrituras
judias mostrandoles por qué el
mesias sufriria y moriria. La

muerte por el bien de los demas se
convierte en el camino de la gloria
para Jesus, asi como para
cualquiera que elija seguirlo.

Las conexiones de Emaus y la
sabiduria continlan mientras
invitan al Jesis adn no
reconocido a su hogar. El acepta.
Al compartir una comida, toma el
pan, lo bendice, lo rompe y se lo da.
Inmediatamente lo reconocen, pero
él desaparece. Al reflexionar sobre
su experiencia, se dan cuenta de
dos cosas. Sus corazones ardian
dentro mientras descomprimian
las Escrituras para ellos. Lo
reconocieron en la fracciéon del
pan. Tal sabiduria y conexién
tiene que ser compartida con otros,
asi que inmediatamente viajan de
regreso a los otros discipulos para
contar su historia.

También necesitamos contar
nuestra historia hoy de cémo
vemos al Senor presente y activo
en nuestras vidas y en el mundo
mientras todos luchamos por dar
sentido a lo que esta sucediendo
y por qué. Jesus proporciona un
camino a la vida. ¢Estamos
dispuestos a creer y seguir ese
camino?

Then they said to each other, ‘Were not our hearts
burning within us while he spoke to us on the way
and opened the Scriptures to us?”

Luke 24: 30-32
At times, the reaction of the two disciples describes
our own stewardship journey. We have the fullness of
the Catholic faith, the power of the sacraments, and
the support of our parish family. Yet, we often lose
our way. We fail to see all the gifts we have been
given. We lack trust in the perfect goodness and
almighty power of God. But notice what happens to
the two men when eyes are opened once again and
they recognize Jesus in the Eucharist the
“breaking of the bread.” They are transformed! Their
hearts are set on fire with love for the Lord and their
faith. They recall that their hearts began “burning
within” as the Lord was explaining the Scriptures to
them. When we find we have lost our way, we can go
to the same sources as the two disciples on the road
to Emmaus — the Scriptures and the Eucharist. In
this Easter season, resolve to feast deeply on these
two sources of grace. They are the fuel that will
propel us on journey towards heaven. — See more at

News from El Salvador

Like countries all over the world, El Salvador has also
been affected by the Coronavirus, with many out of work
and no means to purchase food. However, in
communities with scholarship programs, our scholarship
students are making a difference.

CIS (The Center for Exchange and Solidarity) and
scholarship students are helping families who have no
access to internet or technological know-how to access
the $300 subsidy allocated to some families. Other
families were left off the subsidy list, including many
who do not have electricity, since having that utility
formed part of the government database for
beneficiaries. CIS scholarship students also are helping
these unlisted families fill out the form, and in many
cases they’'ve remedied the situation. In the past, these
communities would not have been able to resolve this
situation on their own.

Here are other examples. The leadership committees in
the Paso Puente (where our February delegation helped
with their housing project) and Romero communities
organized a census to get government food aid. These
two communities also have been working with the health
clinic in neighboring Distrito Italia to disinfect their
homes, using materials donated by CIS. And finally, in
Estanzuelas, the scholarship students are part of a
commission that inspects incoming traffic and disinfects
vehicles coming into the town, to ensure they are not
bringing in the virus.

Noticias de El Salvador

Al igual que los paises de todo el mundo, El Salvador
también se ha visto afectado por el coronavirus, con
muchos sin trabajo y sin medios para comprar
alimentos. Sin embargo, en comunidades con
programas de becas, nuestros becados estan haciendo
una diferencia.

El CIS (Centro de Intercambio y Solidaridad) y los
becados estan ayudando a las familias que no tienen
acceso a internet o conocimientos tecnolégicos para
acceder al subsidio de $300 asignado a algunas
familias. Otras familias quedaron fuera de la lista de
subsidios, incluidas muchas que no tienen electricidad,
ya que ese servicio publico formé parte de la base de
datos del gobierno para los beneficiarios. Los becados
de CIS también estan ayudando a estas familias que no
figuran en la lista a completar el formulario, y en
muchos casos han remediado la situacion. En el
pasado, estas comunidades no habrian podido resolver
esta situacion por si mismas.

Aqui hay otros ejemplos. Los comités de liderazgo en
Paso Puente (donde nuestra delegacién de febrero
ayudo con su proyecto de viviendas) y las comunidades
de Romero organizaron un censo para obtener ayuda
alimentaria del gobierno. Estas dos comunidades
también han estado trabajando con la clinica de salud
en el vecino Distrito Italia para desinfectar sus hogares,
utilizando materiales donados por CIS. Y finalmente, en
Estanzuelas, los becados son parte de una comision
que inspecciona el trafico entrante y desinfecta los
vehiculos que ingresan a la ciudad, para asegurarse de
que no traigan el virus.
